ANSWER: Alexander II
2) This is the term given to different DNA codings at particular positions on a chromosome.
ANSWER: Alleles
3) At the end of this work narrator Paul Baumer dies on what is an otherwise peaceful day in this World War I novel.
ANSWER: All Quiet on the Western Front 
4) Zeus married this goddess off to Hephaestus in order to avoid jealousy from other gods obsessed over this goddess of love’s beauty.
ANSWER: Aphrodite
5) A recording of the president of this Balkan country with capital at Tirana is played by bank robbers to fool the police in Inside Man.
ANSWER: Albania
6) This group, famous for the song "Christmas Don’t Be Late," is managed by their adopted father, Dave Seville.
ANSWER: Alvin and the Chipmunks
7) This 6th century B.C.E. Greek was said to be a slave. He is best known today for his collection of fables.

1) This Catholic monarch was imprisoned in the Tower of London and beheaded in 1587 for threatening Elizabeth I’s rule of the English throne.
ANSWER: Mary, Queen of Scots (Mary Stuart)

2) This Czech author of The Joke is best known for his novel set during Prague Spring, The Unbearable Lightness of Being.
ANSWER: Milan Kundera
3) Named for a Berkley scientist, this light-independent biological process’s main enzyme for carbon fixation is RuBiSCO.
ANSWER: Calvin-Benson Cycle
4) While he was also the god of horses and earthquakes, you know this Greek god best as the god of the sea.
ANSWER: Poseidon
5) This Post-Impressionist French artist is best known for his series of still-life and landscape painting, such as La Montagne Sainte-Victorie, and The Card Players.
ANSWER: Paul Cezanne
6) This landlocked country of Southeastern Asia borders Thailand, Myanmar, and Vietnam. It’s capital is located at Vientiane.
ANSWER: Laos

ANSWER: Jorge Luis Borges
3) Named for its British discover, this cycle, also known as the Citric Acid Cycle, is the second step in ATP production after glycolosis and before oxidative phosphorylation. 
ANSWER: Krebs Cycle (or Tricarboxylic Acid Cycle) 

4) This Titan was chained to a rock for eternity after stealing fire from the gods and giving it to man.
ANSWER: Prometheus
5) This early French impressionist painter frequently painted scenes of the Middle Class, most famously Dance at Le Moulin de la Galette and The Luncheon of the Boating Party in 1876.
ANSWER: Pierre-Auguste Renoir
6) This Asian country of the South China Sea consists of land on its namesake peninsula and on Borneo. Its capital is located at Kuala Lumpur.
ANSWER: Malaysia

ANSWER: Black Hole of Calcutta
2) Containing a gold image of George Washington on its face, this medal is awarded to U.S. soldiers wounded or killed in combat.
ANSWER: Purple Heart
3) Kareem Abdul-Jabbar starred in a movie adaptation of this Sheb Wooley song about a levitating, monocular carnivore from outer space.
ANSWER: One Eyed, One Horned, Flying Purple People Eater 
4) This artist sued critic John Ruskin for libel after Ruskin claimed his painting Nocturne in Black and Gold threw “paint in the public’s face”.
ANSWER: James Abbot McNeill Whistler
5) This leader of the Sauk and Fox Indians fought a namesake war against the U.S. Government over ceded lands east of the Mississippi.
ANSWER: Chief Black Hawk (also accept Black Sparrow Hawk)

6) This purple quartz stone was thought by the Greeks to prevent drunkenness. You know it best as the birthstone of February.
ANSWER: Amethyst
7) Although usually red in color, this is the name given to the extremely durable recorders found in commercial aircraft.
ANSWER: Blackbox
8) Written as a series of letters, this novel’s protagonist Celie is abused by her father. Alice Walker won a Pulitzer Prize for it.
ANSWER: The Color Purple

Team 1:
1) This cartoonist is credited with creating the modern American image of Santa Claus, and he was also instrumental in taking down Boss Tweed.
ANSWER: Thomas Nast
2) Originally titled Travels into Several Remote Nations of the World, this Jonathan Swift novel sees the title character visiting far off Brobdingnag and Lilliput.
ANSWER: Gulliver’s Travels 
3) This musical ornament, abbreviated tr, is used to indicate a rapid alternation between two adjacent notes on a scale, or for a series of hammer-ons or pull-offs when playing guitar.
ANSWER: Trill (also accept Triller and Trillo)

4) These figures from medieval Japanese history ruled the country during several periods. Their rank is equivalent to that of a general.
ANSWER: Shogun
5) These Ojibwa objects consist of a hoop, netting, and decorations such as feathers. Evil nocturnal thoughts are thought to escape through the center of this device.
ANSWER: Dreamcatcher
6) This physical law states that the deformation of a spring is linearly related to the amount of force applied to that spring. It can also be stated, F equals negative k times x.
ANSWER: Hooke’s Law

7) Although the author was born after the events in this novel took place, this 1895 Stephen Crane work with protagonist Jim Conklin gruesomely depicts the Civil War.
ANSWER: The Red Badge of Courage

1) This creator of the New York Tribune is best known for losing to Grant in the 1872 presidential election as the Liberal Party nominee.
ANSWER: Hoarce Greeley
2) This 1886 Robert Louis Stevenson novel concerns a bipolar title character whose evil alter ego kills a Member of Parliament.
ANSWER: The Strange Case of Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde 
3) Coming from the Italian for “becoming louder”, it indicates a gradual increase in volume in musical notation.
ANSWER: crescendo
4) This group from medieval Japanese history have a name that means 'great name', and they were the most powerful feudal rulers from the 12th to the 19th century.
ANSWER: Daimyo
5) Contrary to popular opinion, these graphical structures, usually made from Western Redcedar trees, were not used for worship but rather to recount Native American history and lineages.
ANSWER: Totem Pole
6) This is the name given to periodic, non-damped motion that tends to be in the form of a sin wave. An example of this is a mass oscillating on a spring.
ANSWER: Simple Harmonic Motion

7) Based on the author’s experiences in Africa, this Joseph Conrad novel tells of Marlow’s adventure up the Congo river to meet Mr. Kurtz.
ANSWER: Heart of Darkness 
8) This Nintendo DS game, controlled entirely by the stylus and microphone, involves Dr. Kawashima testing this namesake quantity.

1) In his work Perpetual Peace, he argued that constitutional republics were the solution to ending war, but he is better known for defining the philosophical movement he was a part of as “dare to know”. Name this German philosopher best known for answering the question, “What Is Enlightenment?”, and for his Critiques of Judgment and Pure Reason.
ANSWER: Immanuel Kant
2) It was originally performed during Easter, although in modern times it is traditionally played during Advent. Divided into The Birth, The Passion, and The Aftermath, name this 1741 oratorio whose most famous movement, traditionally played to a standing audience, is called the Hallelujah Chorus, a work by George Frideric Handel.
ANSWER: The Messiah 
3) Characters in it include Adeimantus and Glaucon, both brothers of the author, as well as the author’s mentor. A large section of it defines what a philosopher is, as they are what it sees as ideal rulers. Name this dialogue containing, in the seventh book, the Allegory of the Cave, a work that describes Plato’s ideal form of government.
ANSWER: The Republic 
4) He broke his team’s spring training homerun record, hitting 10 balls out of the park in 21 games, and hit a combined 48 homers for the Redding and Scranton minor league teams. Identify this first basemen who broke Mike Schmidt’s franchise homerun record for the Philadelphia Phillies this August, this year’s Homerun Derby champion.
ANSWER: Ryan Howard
5) In India it is known as the Second Carnatic War, and it was called the Third Silesian War in Prussia who was the instigator of the war in Europe with the aid of Great Britain. Described by Winston Churchill as the first global war, identify this conflict lasting from 1756 to 1763 which was known to Americans as the French and Indian War.
ANSWER: Seven Years’ War (prompt on French and Indian War before mentioned)

6) This novel's protagonist mates with Montana Wildhack in a Tralfamadorian zoo before being shot by the vengeful Paul Lazzaro, a death, like the deaths of Roland Weary and Edgar Derby, that prompts the author to remark "so it goes". Beginning with the introduction of the “unstuck in time” Billy Pilgrim, name this Kurt Vonnegut novel centering on the firebombing of Dresden.
ANSWER: Slaughterhouse-Five 
7) It has a high magnesium to iron ratio and its temperatures range from 100 to 4000 degrees Celsius. It contains the asthenosphere, the relatively softer portion of its upper region responsible for plate movement. Identify this layer of the Earth extending from 30 to 2900 kilometers beneath the surface that separates the Earth’s crust from its core.
ANSWER: Mantle
8) The term was later applied to electors who voted for Harry Flood Byrd over John F. Kennedy in 1960, and this party originated after a walkout during a speech by Hubert Humphrey in 1948. Identify this American political party who split with the Democrats over the issue of segregation, and whose presidential candidate was Strom Thurmond.
ANSWER: Dixiecrats
9) Male characters in this work include the protagonist’s father, a former Confederate colonel, Doctor Mandelet, who recognizes the protagonist is in love with another man, and Robert Lebrun, the object of the protagonist’s affection. Identify this feminist novel that sees Edna Pointellier drown herself in the Gulf of Mexico, a work by Kate Chopin.
ANSWER: The Awakening 
10) He was able to conquer much of Mesopotamia after the fall of the Shamshi-Adad empire, but this ruler may be best known for 282 entries on a public stela. Name this 18th century B.C.E. Babylonian king best known for his law code that established an eye for an eye justice.
ANSWER: Hammurabi
11) The gravitational variety of this phenomenon occurs near massive objects, and the general form, analogous to the Doppler Effect, is used to show the universe is expanding. Identify this effect that occurs when an observed object is moving away from an observer, causing its wavelength and appearance in the visible light spectrum to change.
ANSWER: Redshift
12) Its original headquarters were in Cleveland due to its proximity to Lake Erie and railway nexus. Ida Tarbell would write a famous history of this company’s business practices in 1902. Identify this corporation formed by John D. Rockefeller that was broken up by the Sherman Antitrust Act in 1911 into 34 separate petroleum companies.
ANSWER: Standard Oil
13) Examples of this have included Nahuatl in Mesoamerica, Hindi in India and Pakistan, Swahili in Africa, and Latin in Europe. Identify this term originally used by Arabs to describe all Romance languages, which names a universal language spoken beyond its native population, often used in trade and diplomacy.
ANSWER: Lingua Franca
14) A vaguely human figure with enormous eyelashes lies in the middle of this painting. On its left, a small orange watch is covered with ants, and a barren tree grows out of a brown block. On that tree's branch, another watch hangs limply, one of the three watches that appear to be fluid instead of solid. Identify this Surrealist painting by Salvador Dali.
ANSWER: The Persistence of Memory 
15) Composes of multiple layers of cisternae, it is thought to perform transportation through moving the entire structure or through vesicular transport. Name this organelle discovered and named for an Italian anatomist that handles lipids and proteins coming from the endoplasmic reticulum, nicknamed the post office of the cell.
ANSWER: Golgi Apparatus (or Golgi Complex, Golgi Body, and Dictyosome)
