ANSWER: Marvel
2) In the Old Testament, God bars this husband of Zipporah from entering Canaan for angrily striking a rock, 40 years after he led the Israelites out of Egypt.
ANSWER: Moses
3) The most famous example of sfumato, this portrait alternatively titled La Giaconda is noted for its theft from the Louvre and famous smile.
ANSWER: Mona Lisa
4) Unlike kinetic energy, this quantity is always conserved in collisions in a closed system; in classical mechanics, this vector is equal to mass times velocity.

5) GIMPS is currently searching for these numbers, while Euler proved that they have a one-to-one relationship with perfect numbers. Name these prime numbers equal to 2^N-1 [Two to the N minus one].

7) Breaking with Elijah Muhammad after undertaking a pilgrimage to Mecca in 1964, this leading black nationalist was assassinated in New York City one year later.
ANSWER: Malcolm X
8) Uvs Nuur Lake, the city of Bayanhongor, and the capital Ulanbataar are all contained inside this Asian country, whose most famous historical figure was Genghis Khan.
ANSWER: Mongolia
9) The marriage of Philinte and Éliante in Act Five is a subplot to the attacks on hypocrisy by Alceste, the title curmudgeon of this Moliere play.
ANSWER: The Misanthrope or Le Misanthrope
10) Founded by Sundiata, this empire was renowned for Sankore University in Timbuktu, and reached its height under Mansa Musa.
ANSWER: Mali empire

Team 1:
1) This conference chaired by Metternich and located in a European capital redrew the boundaries of Europe after the Napoleonic Wars.
ANSWER: Congress of Vienna
2) After her relationship with Count Vronsky turns sour, the title character of this Leo Tolstoy novel commits suicide by throwing herself under a train.
ANSWER: Anna Karenina 
3) In this type of passive transport, a liquid diffuses through a semipermeable membrane from an area of high concentration to an area of low concentration.
ANSWER: Osmosis
4) Consisting of Clotho, Lachesis, and Atropos, this group from Greek mythology controlled the thread of life of every being.
ANSWER: the Fates or the Moirae
5) People crucified on musical instruments suffer in hell in the nightmarish third panel of this triptych by Hieronymous Bosch.
ANSWER: The Garden of Earthly Delights 
6) Separated from Argentine by the Strait of Magellan, this archipelago is the southernmost point in South America.
ANSWER: Tierra del Fuego
Team 2:
1) This conference held in a European capital divided up Africa among the major European powers, beginning the scramble for Africa.
ANSWER: Berlin Conference
2) Detective Porfiry Petrovich inspires Raskolnikov to publicly confess to murdering Alyona and Lizaveta in this Dostoyevsky novel.
ANSWER: Crime and Punishment 
3) One of Einstein’s 1905 papers demonstrated the existence of atoms by explaining this phenomenon, the random motion of particles in a fluid.
ANSWER: Brownian motion
4) Including Clio, who represented history, and Calliope, who represented epic poetry, these nine Greek goddesses presided over the arts and sciences.
ANSWER: the Muses
5) A chandelier with a single lit candle and clasped hands signifying unity are some of the features of this Jan van Eyck painting of a domestic ceremony.
ANSWER: The Arnolfini Wedding (accept equivalents that include “Arnolfini”)

6) Located on Venezuela’s Auyantepui River, this South American landmark is the tallest waterfall in the world.
ANSWER: Angel Falls
Category Round:
Name these economists.
±10, no bouncebacks.
1) Besides controversially advising Augusto Pinochet in the 1970s, this author of Capitalism and Freedom and leading advocate of monetarism won the 1976 Nobel Prize in Economics.
ANSWER: Milton Friedman
2) This philosopher described the fetishism of commodities and surplus value in his 1867 work of historical materialism, Das Kapital.
ANSWER: Karl Marx
3) He criticized harsh reparations on Germany in The Economic Consequences of the Peace, and advocated government spending during the Great Depression in the General Theory of Employment, Interest, and Money.
ANSWER: John Maynard Keynes
4) He developed the concept of comparative advantage in his work The Principles of Political Economy, and is best known for formulating the iron law of wages.
ANSWER: David Ricardo
5) In a 2002 speech, he was criticized for using the image of a “helicopter drop” of money to prevent deflation, four years before he replaced Alan Greenspan as chairman of the Federal Reserve.
ANSWER: Ben Bernanke
6) He explained that revenues would increase after a corresponding reduction in taxes below an optimum point using his namesake curve, one of the central principles of supply-side economics.
ANSWER: Arthur Laffer
7) Although he wrote of the importance of “Sympathy” in The Theory of Moral Sentiments, this thinker is best known for describing self-interested individuals guided by an “invisible hand” in The Wealth of Nations.
ANSWER: Adam Smith
8) The author of The Constitution of Liberty, this member of the Austrian School of economics argued that planned economies lead to totalitarian governments in his best known work, The Road to Serfdom.
ANSWER: Friedrich von Hayek
9) This author of The New Industrial State recommended investing in American infrastructure and contrasted earlier periods of scarcity with the 1950s in The Affluent Society.
ANSWER: John Kenneth Galbraith
10) He described a conflict between the predatory instinct and the instinct of workmanship in an 1899 work that criticized public displays of wealth as “conspicuous consumption”, The Theory of the Leisure Class.
ANSWER: Thorstein Veblen
Team Round 2:
8 questions per team, 5 seconds per answer, +20, no penalties, +25 for all correct
Team 1:
1) Charles Guiteau’s assassination of James Garfield prompted the passing of this 1883 act, which abolished the spoils system and established the Civil Service.
ANSWER: Pendleton Act or the Pendleton Civil Service Reform Act
2) This author of The Rainbow caused controversy with the sexual content of his novel about Constance’s affair with Oliver Mellors, Lady Chatterley’s Lover.
ANSWER: David Herbert Lawrence
3) Partially based on Longfellow’s poem “Hiawatha,” this Anton Dvorak symphony written in the United States was inspired by Native American melodies.
ANSWER: New World Symphony or Symphony no. 9 opus 95 “From the New World”

4) This Mauryan emperor’s brutal conquest of Kalinga led him to convert to Buddhism and promote its spread across South Asia.
ANSWER: Asoka or Ashoka
5) This Polynesian god tricks his brothers into creating an island chain while sinking his fishhook into the ocean floor, and shares his name with a Hawaiian island.
ANSWER: Maui
6) Setting a lower bound of h-bar over 2, this principle states that the exact position and momentum of an electron cannot both be measured accurately at the same time.
ANSWER: Heisenberg Uncertainty Principle or Heisenberg Indeterminacy Principle
7) James Tyrone’s tightfistedness, Mary Tyrone’s addiction to opium, and Edmund Tyrone’s consumption are all central to the plot of this autobiographical Eugene O’Neill play.
ANSWER: Long Day’s Journey Into Night 
8) Jack Tatum’s tackle of Frenchy Fuqua led to Franco Harris scooping the ball off his shoelaces to score a touchdown in this “miraculous” play that caused the Steelers to beat the Raiders in the 1972 playoffs.
ANSWER: the Immaculate Reception
Team 2:
1) Passed in 1887 to open up more land for American settlers, this act divided reservations into small plots of private property in order to ostensibly “civilize” Native Americans.
ANSWER: Dawes Act
2) This author of Orlando and The Waves is better known for a novel about James Ramsay’s visit to a seaside structure, To The Lighthouse.
ANSWER: Virginia Woolf
3) Recent research suggests that incidental music for Rosamunde might serve as a finale to this Franz Schubert symphony that consists of only two movements.
ANSWER: Unfinished Symphony or Symphony no. 8 in B minor

4) This father of Bindusara conquered most of the land that makes up present-day India in the 4th century BCE after becoming the first ruler of the Mauryan Empire.
ANSWER: Chandragupta
5) Exiled from Honua-Mea by her father due to her furious temper, this goddess of lightning and resident of Kilauea is also the Hawaiian goddess of volcanoes.
ANSWER: Pele
6) Responsible for the electron degeneracy pressure that holds white dwarfs stars together, this principle states that two fermions cannot occupy the same quantum state simultaneously.
ANSWER: Pauli Exclusion Principle
7) Divided into “Daily Life,” “Marriage and Love,” and “Death,” this play about Emily Webb’s relationship to Grover’s Corners is the best known work of Thornton Wilder.
ANSWER: Our Town 
8) Doug Flutie’s last-second pass to beat the University of Miami in 1984 is the most famous example of this play, a long pass thrown to the end zone with nearly no time remaining.
ANSWER: Hail Mary (the football play)


Grab Bag:
±20, no bouncebacks.
1) Discovered by T. G. Montgomery in 1856, it was first climbed by a team of Italians in 1954. It is statistically the most difficult mountain in the world to climb, as less than 200 people have ever reached its summit of 28,250 feet. Still named for its location in Karakorum, identify this Asain mountain, the second-highest on Earth.
ANSWER: K2
2) A cell’s aster forms during this phase, which occurs directly after the subphase G2. The nucleolus disappears during this phase, while two centrioles form the spindle. Beginning with chromatin condensing into visible chromosomes, it ends with the disappearance of the nuclear membrane, paving the way for the next phase, metaphase. Identify this first stage of mitosis.
ANSWER: Prophase
3) It terrorized the residents of the northeastern part of the Peloponnese, which resulted in Eurystheus’ decision to have it killed, even though he hoped that the person sent to do so would not accomplish this. Identify the creature whose invulnerable hide was subsequently worn by its killer, Hercules, after he strangled it for his first labor.
ANSWER: Nemean Lion
4) This novel ends with its narrator saying, “Who knows but that, on the lower frequencies, I speak for you?” Earlier, that character works for a company renowned for its white paint after moving to Harlem. It opens with the title character receiving a scholarship to college after participating in a brutal “battle royale” before a group of wealthy whites. Narrated by a nameless man who lives underground, name this Ralph Ellison novel.
ANSWER: Invisible Man 
5) After earlier losses at the Battle of Ulsan and the Battle of the Yellow Sea, one side of this war lost most of its battleships at the decisive Battle of Tsushima. Begun after Admiral Togo attacked Port Arthur, it ended when Theodore Roosevelt convinced the both sides to sign the Treaty of Portsmouth. Identify this early 20th century war fought between two eastern powers.
ANSWER: Russo-Japanese War
6) The second piece of this suite is a lamentation for the title character's deceased mother, while the third depicts the title character being entranced by an Arabian princess. Along with "Ase's Death" and "Anitra's Dance", this suite is better known for a piece depicting the rising sun, "Morning Mood", while famously ends with the whirlwind intensity of "In the Hall of the Mountain King". Based on a play by Ibsen, name this work by Edvard Grieg.
ANSWER: Peer Gynt Suite
7) Many types of these objects, including the Lévy dragon, can be created using an iterated function system. Better known examples of them include the Menger sponge, a 3-D extension of the Sierpinski carpet, and the Koch snowflake. Often compared to natural forms such as ferns, the most famous example of one is the Mandelbrot set. Name these self-similar mathematical objects.
ANSWER: Fractals
8) Named for a phrase from a speech by Isaac Barré, this organization’s first major act was burning the effigy of Andrew Oliver. New branches of it formed in many states through the committees of correspondence, and its members were notorious for tarring and feathering British officials. Led by Samuel Adams, identify this radical colonial organization best known for carrying out the Boston Tea Party.
ANSWER: Sons of Liberty
9) In a flashback, the main character is criticized by his father for reading Native Son. That character later accuses Cameron of being a “chickenhawk” after being released from prison, where his friendship with Lamont changes his belief in white supremacy. Ending with the death of Edward Furlong’s character, identify this movie about the repentance of Neo-Nazi Derek Vinyard, starring Edward Norton.
ANSWER: American History X 
10) In this poem’s second stanza, the speaker asks “On what wings dare he aspire/ What the hand dare seize the fire?” The speaker mentions a time when “the stars threw down their spears,” and asks “in what furnace was thy brain,” before wondering, “Did he who made the Lamb make thee?” Beginning with a description of the title animal “burning bright/ in the forests of the night”, name this poem by William Blake.
ANSWER: “The Tyger”

11) In a 1961 update of this experiment, large amounts of adenine were created from hydrogen cyanide. In the original experiment, methane, ammonia, hydrogen, and water were placed into an airtight container and exposed to an electric sparks in an attempt to recreate primordial lightning storms. Resulting in the formation of amino acids from inorganic substances, identify this experiment that explored the origins of life on Earth.
ANSWER: Miller-Urey experiment
12) At the bottom-left of this painting, a Franciscan friar clasps his hands to plead his innocence. To his right, a soldier covers his face with his hands next to a group of men illuminated by a square white lantern. Those men are cornered by a line of French soldiers wearing shakos, who point rifles at a white-shirted Spanish man raising his arms. Name this painting by Fransisco Goya depicting a massacre on the title date.
ANSWER: The Third of May 1808
13) He described his journey through contemporary Islam in Among the Believers, while his final novel, 2004’s Magic Seeds, is an update of his earlier work Half a Life. His better known characters include Mohun, who moves from India to Trinidad in order to own a dwelling. Name this author of A Bend in the River and A House for Mr. Biswas who won the Nobel Prize for Literature in 2001.
ANSWER: Vidiadhar Surajprasad Naipaul
14) In 1822, he joined forces with Sucre to defeat the Spanish at the Battle of Pichincha. Two years later, he again defeated the Spanish at the battles of Junín and Ayacucho. An admirer of Locke and Rousseau, he later declared himself the dictator of the republic he created in 1821, Gran Colombia. Leading successful wars of independence in Ecuador, Peru, Venezuela, and Bolivia, name this South American revolutionary known as “The Liberator”.
ANSWER: Simon Bolivar
15) This term was coined by William Whyte, who called it “rationalized conformity”. Symptoms of it include the illusion of invulnerability, self-censorship, and pressure on dissenting members to conform. Originally studied in relation to the disastrous Bay of Pigs invasion by Irving Janis, name this type of conformity in which groups make irrational decisions despite the private misgivings of their members.
ANSWER: groupthink
