This Irish musician’s first breakthrough album, Watermark, came in 1988. Since then, she has won four Grammys and released six more albums, including a greatest hits collection titled (*) Paint the Sky with Stars. A couple of her songs have been featured on the movie soundtrack for Lord of the Rings: The Fellowship of the Ring. Her most recent album, Amarantine, won the 2007 Grammy for Best New Age Album. FTP, name this musician whose other well-known singles include “Only Time” and “Orinoco Flow”.

This instrument was developed to study for the existence of luminiferous ether. Developed in the late 19th century, it was used in a famous failed experiment, which changed the way physicists viewed light propagation. (*) It consists of a coherent light source passing through a semi-transparent mirror, splitting the beam into two separate beams. The beams then bounce off mirrors and back through the semi-transparent mirror, forming one beam again, finally collecting in a detector. FTP, name this instrument that has also been used in the detection of gravitational waves and as a tunable narrow band filter.

       role he played as Head Master of the Knights of Malta, defeating the forces of the Ottoman Sultan Suleiman   

       in 1565.  FTP, identify this army officer, the founder of the capital of Malta, which is a  

       mistranslation of his name.

The author of this work states that the book “is the story of the voluptuousness of doom” and that the central theme he had in mind was the artist’s dignity. The book chronicles an aging academic’s sojourn in the titular city (*), which slowly becomes infested with a fatal disease, and his inexplicable infatuation with a frail Polish boy staying at his hotel. FTP, identify this Thomas Mann novel.

Set in the Mediterranean during the Second World War, the popularity of this novel caused its author to write a series of follow-up books about the main character.  The novel is in part an examination of the complete hypocrisy of every human being, (*) as well as for the paradox that John Yossarian faces in almost every situation he encounters. FTP, name this novel about a squadron of Airmen, primarily set on the island of Pianosa, a novel by Joseph Heller.

On November 29th, 2007, the most powerful earthquake to strike the eastern Caribbean in 33 years had its epicentre off the coast of this island. A British subject during the Seven Years’ and French Revolutionary Wars, it was also the location of an eponymous battle that pitted the Compte de Guichen against George Rodney in the American War of Independence. The birthplace of Napoleon’s first (*) wife, Joséphine, it was also home to négritude poet Aimé Césaire and Frantz Fanon. FTP, name this départment of France, the site of Mont Pelée, that has its captial at Fort-de-France.

The Institute of Transportation Management selected it as 2006’s “Best Global Airport,” just 13 months after Air France Flight 358 was cleared to land on its shortest runway, but overshot the wet pavement to careen into a nearby (*) ravine. Though no one was killed here in this “Miracle of Runway 24L,” two lost their lives when Air Canada Flight 189 crashed in the same ravine beside Etobicoke Creek. FTP, name this airport that hasn’t had an on-site accident since 2005 and with 30 million passengers annually, is Canada busiest.

Upon return to his former employer, he learned that he had been fired from his position of head (*) designer, despite the success of his “Trapeze" line and a revolutionary collection that introduced the style of “Rive Gauche.” FTP, name this former protégé of Christian Dior who broke away to form his own fashion house, YSL.

In chapter 27 of the work she appears in, she asserts that “Stupid men are the only ones worth knowing,” a comment well-fitting the man she once liked before he ran off with her sister. She shows better taste when she rejects a potential suitor as “conceited, pompous, narrow-minded, and silly,” though her best (*) friend sees no choice but to marry him. In the end, she falls for a man who once deemed her “tolerable but not pretty enough to tempt” him, taking home a better catch than Charlotte Lucas who ends up with Mr. Collins and Lydia who marries Mr. Wickham. FTP, name this lover of Mr. Darcy, the protagonist of Jane Austen’s Pride and Prejudice.

This band first formed in 1975 after the band’s vocal duo met while performing in an Australian production of Jesus Christ Superstar. This duo, Graham Russell and Russell Hitchcock (*), has been the nucleus of the band since then despite a couple of other personnel changes. Their first US album, Lost in Love, was released in 1980 which spawned the singles “All Out of Love” and “Every Woman in the World”. FTP, name this Australian band whose hit song “Making Love Out of Nothing At All” has been featured in a recent Wendy’s commercial.

He was a very shy man, handicapped by a stutter and a self-consciousness that was lessened only in the presence of children, most especially little girls. He began writing at an early age and edited his own magazines to entertain his family. He became a lecturer in mathematics at Christ Church, Oxford, (*) a post he held until his retirement from it in 1881. Additionally, his mathematical treatises entertained Queen Victoria enough for her to grant him an audience. His books were illustrated by Sir John Tenniel. The first of these stories was first told to Alice Liddel and her sisters on a boat ride and then published as Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland. FTP, name this author.

It was a railroad junction on the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad located at the confluence of the Shenandoah and Potomac Rivers, but these were not the main concerns of the General who gave Special Orders No. 191 to Stonewall Jackson to occupy (*) Bolivar Heights. The attack here began on September 13th and followed with the capture of Maryland Heights, but Union forces held the town long enough to force Robert E. Lee to regroup at Sharpsburg, and Jackson joined him two days later for the Battle of Antietam. FTP, name this locale of an 1862 Civil War Battle, fought at a namesake “Ferry.”
