1.
This property can be measured experimentally with the Pensky-Martens cup.  In the open cup version, a flame is fixed at a short height above a heated liquid, while in the closed cup test, a flame is inserted at regular increasing (*) temperature intervals.  Both tests detect when an ignition occurs.  Lower than the auto-ignition temperature and the fire point, for 10 points, identify this lowest temperature at which a flammable liquid will evaporate enough to produce an ignitable vapour.

This molecule is connected to a glycerol body, but it contains only two fatty acid tails, one saturated and one unsaturated, whereas most lipids have three tails. According to the Fluid Mosaic (*) Model, these lipids, along with membrane proteins, move freely in a lateral manner. This lipid is most notable for the presence of a phosphate group, which results in the head becoming negatively charged. For ten points, name this major constituent of the cell membrane's bilayer.
