Tossups

1. 
Of this man, it was said that “seldom has any man held so many offices and accomplished so little.” Among these many offices was First Lord of the Admiralty from 1771-1782, during which time Captain Cook discovered the Hawaiian Islands and named them (*) in his honour. In spite of this, his greatest legacy is enjoyed by millions around the world on a daily basis, often around lunchtime. For ten points, name this British earl who conveniently put together meat and bread.

Answer: John Montagu, 4th Earl of Sandwich (accept either underlined part)

2. 
The three main characters of the book are part of the ruling elite in the fictional African state of Kangan. Sam is the corrupt, power hungry military dictator, Ikem is the editor of the lone national newspaper, and Chris is the (*) Commissioner of Information, likely based on the author’s experience as Minister of Information in Biafra. For ten points, name this work of Chinua Achebe, whose title compares African states to insect colonies.

Answer: Anthills of the Savannah

3. New Zealand didn’t ratify this act until 1947, and Newfoundland never ratified it at all.  It applied to South Africa, the Irish Free State, Australia, and (*) Canada. Because of it, Canada entered World War II six days after the British, as it allowed Dominions to conduct their own foreign affairs. As well, British law no longer applied in Canada, nor could the Parliament strike down Canadian legislation. For ten points, what was this 1931 act that gave Canada legislative independence?

Answer: Statute of Westminster

4.
Popular combat aircraft to make use of this structure include the MiG-21 “Fishbed,” the Saab Viggen, the Dassault [“dass-OH”] Mirage, and the (*) Avro Arrow. The Concord is a rare example its use in civilian aircraft. The air line that shares this name does not make use of any aircraft of this type, instead employing more conventional swept wing designs. For ten points, what is this wing type so named because of its resemblance to the fourth letter of the Greek alphabet?

Answer: Delta wing

5. 
First created in 1740, this medal features a capital “F” beneath a crown, in reference to the emperor who created it, Frederick the Great. Despite its Prussian origins, Frederick gave it a French name, reflecting the court language of the era. Famous recipients include (*) Gebhard von Blucher, Otto Von Bismarck, Erwin Rommel, and World War I pilot Max Immelmann, from whom the medal took its popular nickname. For ten points, name this famous German military medal popularly known as the “Blue Max.”

Answer: Pour le Mérite (accept “Blue Max” before it’s mentioned)

6. 
After earning a law degree from Vanderbilt in 1967, he went on to a career in law and served as minority counsel for the Senate Watergate Committee. In 1994 he was elected Senator in (*) Tennessee, an office he held until 2002. Leaving politics aside, he joined the cast of Law & Order as D.A. Arthur Branch. For ten points, name this Southerner who gave up his TV role to pursue an abortive run at the Republican presidential nomination in 2007. 

Answer: Fred Dalton Thompson

7. 
Following in the tradition of the developers' previous games such as Hearts of Iron and Europa Universalis, this real-time strategy games places the player in control of a nation-state from 1836-1920, slightly longer than the real-life reign of the (*) titular monarch. Players can choose from dozens of nations to play, and are offered incredible depth in control of national economics, politics, and diplomacy. For ten points, name this cult 2003 PC game from Paradox Entertainment subtitled “An Empire Under the Sun.”

Answer: Victoria: An Empire Under the Sun 
8. 
The Californian one of these formations is also known as the Sea of Cortez. The World War II battle at Leyte (“LAY-tee”) was the largest naval confrontation of the war. Sidra indents into the northern coast of Libya, as does (*) Carpentaria into Australia. Riga, Bothnia and Finland extend out from the Baltic Sea. For ten points, what are these geographical formations, the well-known examples of which include an Alaskan one, a Mexican one, and a Persian one?

Answer: Gulf

9.
This company offers their vehicles in a choice of “red line” high-performance or “green line” environmentally friendly. Many of their vehicles are built in Spring Hill, Tennessee, which used to host their annual customer “homecoming” event. Since 2002, this company has consistently ranked among the best car manufacturers in dealer service customer satisfaction. Their first slogan was (*) “A different kind of company, a different kind of car,” though today it is simply “Rethink.” For ten points, what is this auto company whose name, in spite of its logo, refers to a rocket rather than a planet.

Answer: Saturn

10.
Songs on this 1963 album include “Ballad of Ole Betsy,” “Car Crazy Cutie,” and “409” [“four oh nine”]. It was released the same year as the band's previous album, (*) Surfer Girl, though its songs have a predominantly automotive theme. The first track refers to a souped up Ford 1932 Model B drag racer that can “walk a Thunderbird like she's standing still.” For ten points, give the name of this Beach Boys album which is also the name of that first track. 

Answer: Little Deuce Coupe

11. 
This element with a half-life of 1,602 years was first was discovered in 1898 from a sample of pitchblende. It is dangerous to humans, as it is absorbed by bones due to its chemical similarity to (*) calcium. With an atomic weight of 226, it is the heaviest of the alkaline earth metals. For ten points, name this radioactive element, atomic number 88, that probably killed its discoverer, Marie Curie.

Answer: Radium

12. 
It was not awarded in 1972 or 1948, the latter because of the assassination of Mohandas Gandhi.  It has been awarded to several groups, bodies, or institutions such as the Quakers, the (*) International Labour Organization and the International Atomic Energy Agency.  In 1973, Le Duc Tho declined it, though Henry Kissinger, one of the more controversial winners, accepted it. For ten points, name this Nobel Prize awarded in Oslo, not Stockholm.

Answer: Nobel Peace Prize

13. 
During the Second World War, he took a job with the British Foreign Office which sent him to West Africa to gather intelligence, a posting he complained bitterly about in his autobiography A Sort of Life. Many of his novels centre on tension between (*) Catholic morality and material temptations to sin. He himself was a Catholic convert but was also a notorious philanderer. Also the author of several works of political intrigue, for ten points, name this writer of The Heart of the Matter, The End of the Affair, and The Quiet American. 

Answer: Graham Greene

14. 
A 2004 report by the Economist Intelligence Unit called this the worst city in the world due to its 60 to 90 percent unemployment rate, and the rampant violent crime carried out by groups known as “raskols.”  Most government buildings are found in its suburb of Waigani. It is found at (*) 9.5 degrees south, 147 degrees west, just north of Australia. For ten points, what is this city, the capital of Papua New Guinea? 

Answer: Port Moresby

15. 
Kenta Tominaga won the 2007 world championship of this game in Athens. The Japanese have traditionally dominated the highest levels of competition since its rules were formally codified in the 1970s. Its name is taken from a (*) well-known piece of English literature which shares a theme of black vs. white. For ten points, what is this strategy game that was included with Windows 1.0 to 3.0 under the name Reversi?

Answer: Othello (Accept “Reversi” until “literature”)

This territory has about a quarter of the world's known nickel resources though in area it is slightly smaller than New Jersey. It is located about midway between Australia and (*) Fiji. It is represented by Yves [“eev”] Dassonville [“dass-on-VEE”] in the French government, which has controlled it since 1853. For ten points, what is this Pacific territorial possession with internet code “.nc”?

Answer: New Caledonia or Nouvelle-Calédonie 
17. 
Hobbyists Julian Nott and Jim Woodman theorized that the creators of these objects could have done so by use of hot air balloons made from materials they had available. To date, no conclusive evidence exists as to their purpose, though it has been posited that they (*) point to sacred mountains and water sources, or may be astronomical markers. Slightly less plausible is the theory that they functioned as a landing site for extraterrestrial spacecraft. For ten points, monkey, hummingbird and dog are among what giant stone formations found in Peru?

Answer: Nazca Lines (accept synonyms of “drawings” that include “Nazca”)

This popular cereal recently introduced a “Darkberries” variety, as well as “Cereal Straws,” through which one can drink a glass of milk and then eat the straw. Its longtime mascot has been joined in recent advertising by (*) his three nephews. This Kellogg's cereal was introduced in 1963, a few years before General Mills' Trix. For ten points, “follow your nose” to this favorite cereal of Toucan Sam.

Luis Scola of Argentina is one of only three non-Americans on this team's roster, although in the 2007 entry draft they selected Australian Brad Newley. They play their home games in the (*) Toyota Center, and their head coach is Rick Adelman. This song was composed by the principal of Leslieville Public School, Alexander Muir, who penned it in 1867. Cape Race, Newfoundland and Nootka Sound on Vancouver Island are used to symbolize the span of (*) Canada from east to west. References to the military history of Canada include the battles of Queenston Heights and Lundy's Lane, as well as mention of the “dauntless” hero General Wolfe. For ten points, name this patriotic Canadian song in which the thistle, shamrock, and rose are said to entwine the titular foliage.

These structures were rapidly phased out in most English stadiums after they were implicated in the deaths of 96 Liverpool supporters in the 1989 Hillsborough disaster. The Hamburg Volksparkstadion has special areas of this with (*) increased space between fans. They were initially popular with working class fans who benefited from lower ticket prices as they allowed more spectators in a smaller area than regular seating.
