1.
Book Two describes an incident in which the author, goaded by his friends, steals pears. The final three books are mainly an exegesis of the book of (*) Genesis. Book Nine describes the deaths of the author’s friends, Nebridius and Verecundus, and, more famously, the death of his mother Monica. Often considered to be the first true autobiographical work, for ten points, name this work detailing the author’s conversion to Christianity from Manichaeism, written by St. Augustine.

Answer:  The Confessions of St. Augustine (accept just “Confessions” after Augustine is mentioned; prompt on it beforehand) 

2.
Rodrigo’s song “La Mano de Dios” is dedicated to this man, who is idolized as a god by the approximately 80,000 members of the (*) church founded in his honour. He has been suspended twice for failing drug tests, one in 1991 for cocaine and another in 1994 for ephedrine. He won the Golden Ball at the 1986 World Cup, in which he scored both the “Hand of God” goal and the “Goal of the Century” in Argentina’s quarter-final game against England. For ten points, name this Argentinean soccer player, considered by many to be the greatest player of all time.

Answer:  Diego Armando Maradona

The Huang Chao Rebellion was one of the factors which led to the downfall of this dynasty. About a century earlier, it was interrupted by the Second (*) Zhou Dynasty when Empress Wu seized power. It also saw the An Shi Rebellion, which began in 755. Nevertheless, it is renowned for its stability and progress in technology and culture. Preceded by the Sui dynasty and followed by the Five Dynasties and Ten Kingdoms Period, for ten points, name this Chinese dynasty known for its poets, who included Li Po and Du Fu.

Answer:  Tang Dynasty

Episodes of this series included one in which the crew is attacked by macroscopic viruses, one in which the crew is telepathically deceived into being eaten by a giant organism, and one in which the crew allies with the (*) Borg in order to fight a more powerful species. For ten points, what is this Star Trek spin-off featuring such characters as Tom Paris, Seven of Nine, and Captain Kathryn Janeway?

Answer:  Star Trek: Voyager (prompt on “Star Trek”) 

5. It was the first product of its kind to use synthetic aldehydes as a top note. It also includes (*) vanilla, jasmine, and neroli. Until 1998, it also used natural civet musk, but it currently uses a synthetic substitute. When asked what she wore in bed, Marilyn Monroe responded that she wore two drops of this substance. For ten points, name this perfume, which was introduced by its namesake on May 5, 1921.

6.
In the Kornblum-DeLaMare rearrangement, an organic one of these is converted to a ketone and an alcohol. The compound of sodium and this ion is used as a carbon dioxide absorber, and the compound of hydrogen and this ion is used as a (*) bleaching agent. The abovementioned compounds have the formulas Na2O2 and H2O2, respectively. For ten points, what is this ion whose compounds contain oxygen-oxygen single bonds?

The cover of “Weird Al” Yankovic’s album Off the Deep End parodies the cover of this album, which features a picture of a young (*) Spencer Elden. Some versions contain a hidden track named “Endless, Nameless.” Some of the lesser-known tracks are “Stay Away” and “Lounge Act”. Better known tracks include “Lithium” and “Polly.” For ten points, what is this 1991 album featuring the hit “Smells Like Teen Spirit” and credited with bringing grunge into the mainstream?

The music used in this film includes songs by Sigur Rós (“see-gur ross”) and Radiohead, and the title song, written by Paul McCartney. The title refers to a certain feature of a Claude (*) Monet painting, and the title of the Spanish film on which it is based refers to the opening line of that film, “Abre los ojos” (“ahb-ray los o-hos”). Directed by Cameron Crowe, name, for ten points, this 2001 remake of an Alejandro Amenábar movie, which stars Tom Cruise, Penélope Cruz, and Cameron Diaz.

This nation’s capital is located on St. Mary’s Island, which limits its growth. The largest city, Serrekunda, is located on the mainland, southwest of the capital. Its most prominent feature is its namesake (*) river, which flows into the North Atlantic Ocean. The smallest country on its continent, it is surrounded almost entirely by Senegal. For ten points, what is this country with its capital at Banjul?

Answer:  Republic of the Gambia

A precursor to this game, known as Baker’s Game, was created by the mathematician C.L. Baker. The game consists of eight cascades, four open cells, and four open foundations. Of the 32,000 different (*) deals included in Microsoft’s original package of this game, all but #11,982 have been found to be winnable, although it has not been proven to be unwinnable. For ten points, name this form of Solitaire in which cards can be temporarily moved to empty cells before being moved onto their foundations.

He was twice exiled to the Caucasus for his libertarian poetry. His most famous poem, The Demon, inspired an opera by Artur Rubinstein. Like Alexander (*) Pushkin, he was killed in a duel, but not before writing his only novel. That novel, his most famous work, is actually a collection of five short stories about Grigoriy Pechorin. For ten points, name this author of A Hero of Our Time.

This character becomes depressed after Betsy storms out of a date with him because he takes her to a pornographic movie. He begins to stalk Senator (*) Palantine, for whom Betsy works as an aide, and eventually tries to assassinate him. In the epilogue, he is lauded as a hero for saving Iris from a life of prostitution. For ten points, name this title character of Taxi Driver, played by Robert DeNiro, who is most famous for shouting, “You talkin’ to me?”

Like Mozart, his works are catalogued by K numbers, although in his case, the K stands for Ralph (*) Kirkpatrick. Like Bach and Handel, he was born in 1685. Although born in Italy, he spent much of his life in Iberia, and died in Madrid. His most famous work published in his lifetime is his collection of 30 exercises, but he is better known for his sonatas. For ten points, who is this harpsichord virtuoso and composer of 555 keyboard sonatas?

Answer:  Giuseppe Domenico Scarlatti

He manages to escape from two iron chains, the second twice as strong as the first. Eventually, he is bound by Gleipnir, a chain made from the sound of a cat’s (*) footfall, a mountain’s roots, a woman’s beard, a fish’s breath, a bear’s sinews, and a bird’s spittle. In order to convince him to allow himself to be bound, Tyr had to sacrifice his hand to this son of Loki and Angrboda. For ten points, name this wolf of Norse mythology, who will swallow Odin during Ragnarok.

Answer:  Fenrir (accept “Fenris” or “Fenrisulfr”)

Bruce Dickinson, who is not to be confused with the lead singer of Iron Maiden, needs a “prescription”. Gene (*) Frenkle is happy to comply, to the chagrin of the other members of Blue Öyster Cult. Eric Bloom claims to have played the instrument in question on the track “(Don’t Fear) the Reaper.” For ten points, name this catchphrase which originated on an April 8, 2000, Saturday Night Live sketch.

He became heir to the throne when his brother Francis died after a tennis game, and ascended to the throne eleven years later. He is known for his persecution of the Huguenots, issuing the Edict of (*) Chateaubriand in 1551. In the same year, he instigated the Hapsburg-Valois War by declaring war against Charles V. For ten points, name this French king who, although his official consort was Catherine de Medici, is famous for his involvement with Diane de Poitiers.

The only American to have won this award is Brian Leetch, who won in 1994, and the only other non-Canadian to have won is Sweden’s Nicklas Lidstrom. Named after a former coach of the Toronto (*) Maple Leafs, it was first awarded in 1965. Patrick Roy is the only player to have won it three times, and it has only been awarded to a member of a losing team five teams. Usually, it is awarded to a member of the Stanley Cup-winning team. For ten points, name this trophy awarded to the most valuable player for his team in the NHL playoffs.

The four pseudonyms used by the author of this book are Victor Eremita, A, Judge Vilhelm, and Johannes, the last of whom writes about his (*) seduction of a woman named Cordelia. It includes sections entitled “The Aesthetic Validity of Marriage,” “Diapsalmata,” and “Crop Rotation,” among others. The title refers to the choice between living an aesthetic or an ethical life. For ten points, name this most famous work of Søren Kierkegaard.

This song was the first single for its artist, having been written when she was 18. It was inspired by a film version of the novel after which it is named, and the singer did not read the book until after writing the song. The narrator, (*) Cathy, addresses Heathcliff, whom she calls “my one dream, my only master.” Taken from the 1978 album The Kick Inside, name, for ten points, this breakout single by Kate Bush that shares its name with a classic novel by Emily Brontë.
Answer:  “Wuthering Heights”

Heavy ones can be described as having two moras, although moras are rarely used in the description of languages other than Japanese. They consist of an onset and a (*) rhyme, which in turn consists of a nucleus and a coda. The nucleus, which is usually a vowel, is the only obligatory constituent. The longest common word in English which consists of only one of these is “strengths”. For ten points, name these phonological units which make up words.

This group is known for its esoteric lyrics, which often switch between English and Spanish. Several of the band’s members were formerly part of the band At the Drive-In, including Cedric (*) Bixler-Zavala and Omar Rodriguez-Lopez. Their most popular song is “The Widow,” which is perhaps the only song in their discography which can be described as a straightforward rock song. For ten points, what is this progressive rock band which has released such albums as Frances the Mute, De-Loused in the Comatorium and, most recently, The Bedlam in Goliath?

In some animals, the cells making up this structure are similar to the photoreceptor cells in the human eye. In humans, signals from the photoreceptor travel to this (*) gland via the suprachiasmatic nucleus, the paraventricular nuclei, and the superior cervical ganglia. Located between the thalamic bodies, it is about the size of a pea, but it is shaped like a pine cone. For ten points, what is this endocrine gland which secretes melatonin, a hormone which regulates sleep/wake cycles?
