1. 
A group of filmmakers dubbed the “Fifth Generation” brought this nation’s movies to Western attention in the in the late 1980s with works such as Yellow Earth, Red Sorghum and 1993 Palme D’Or winner (*) Farewell My Concubine. The animated Havoc in Heaven was considered its crowning achievement during the 1960s, winning an award at the 2nd Hundred Flowers festival. Fei Mu’s 1948 Spring in a Small Town was recently named the greatest-ever movie from, for ten points, what country, known for martial arts films such Hero and House of Flying Daggers?

Answer:  China or Chinese cinema

2.
This faith is lead by Abuna Paulos, its fifth Partiarch and Catholicos, the Archbishop of (*) Axum. Its adherents believe that city contains the original Ark of the Covenant, although only one priest at a time is ever allowed to see it. It accepts as canon the books of Enoch, Jubilees, 1st and 2nd Esdras, the three books of Maccabees and the 151st Psalm. Its churches are often literally monolithic, notably the twelve hewn out of the rock at Lalibela. The language of this body’s services was traditionally Ge’ez, but Haile Selassie had an official Amharic translation of its gospels produced. With over 40 million members, for ten points, identify this largest of all the Oriental Orthodox churches, based in East Africa’s most populous nation. 

Answer:  the Ethopian Orthodox Tewahedo Church (prompt on “Ethiopian” or “Orthodox” alone) 

3.
This was the first event of its kind to be funded without public money. Twenty-four countries made their debut, as well as the sports of mountain biking, softball and beach volleyball. Lee Lai Shan achieved Hong Kong’s only Olympic gold medal by winning the sailing competition, while gymnast (*) Alexei Nemov came first in the individual medal standings, with six. IOC President Juan Antonio Samaranch snubbed the host city at the closing ceremonies by neglecting a tradition of calling the just-finished games “the best Olympics ever” and the gold medal soccer games were held just three miles west of where you’re sitting. For ten points, identify the 100th anniversary edition of the Olympic Games.

Answer:  the 1996 Summer Olympics (accept the Atlanta Olympics or the 26th Olympiad) 

4.
In keeping with the narrator’s pompous attitude, the statement forming this book’s title might be best translated using the magisterial plural instead of the customary singular pronoun. A film version of this novel was produced in 1975 under the direction of (*) Kon Ichikawa, with the added twist of leaving the narrator’s identity ambiguous until the end. That character concludes the story by getting drunk and drowning in a goldfish barrel, having spent most of the work mocking an English teacher named Mr. Sneeze and affirming his own superiority to all humans. A satire of Meiji-era Japanese society, for ten points identify this Natsume Soseki novel told from the perspective of an unnamed feline.

Answer:  I Am a Cat (accept ‘Wagahai wa neko de aru’)

During the Spanish –American War, it printed Clifford K. Berryman’s illustration Remember the Maine. In 1980, it Janet Cooke won a Pulitzer Prize for ‘Jimmy’s World’, a story about an 8 year old heroin addict that was later revealed to be a fabrication. In 1963, (*) Katherine Graham took over as its publisher, becoming the first woman in the U.S. to run a major newspaper. Its greatest journalistic moment came in the early 1970s when Bob Woodward and Carl Bernstein exposed the Watergate scandal in its pages. For ten points, name this daily newspaper based in the capital of the United States.

Answer:  the Washington Post (prompt on ‘the Post’) 

6.
This term comes from Sanskrit and literally means “holding the truth”. Its progenitor was accustomed to teach it from his house at (*) Sabarmati, emphasizing the need for swadeshi, or economic self-sufficiency. Instances of this concept include a 1925 attempt to gain access a temple in Travancore; a 1928 bout of tax evasion in Bardoli, Gujarat; and a sudden rise in the production of sea salt near Dandi that took place in 1930. For ten points, name this doctrine of non-violent resistance developed by Mahatma Gandhi.

Answer:  satyagraha
7.
In 2000, 2003, 2004 and 2006, he was voted the most popular person in France. Two brothers called Sebastien and Emmanuel Lipszyc recorded a novelty song entitled (*) “Coupe de Boule” about a 2006 incident that resulted him joining Cameroon’s Rigobert Song as the only players to have been red-carded in two separate World Cup tournaments. That shocking loss of discipline came while playing in his second World Cup final for France; in 1998 he scored two goals to lift them to a 3-0 win over Brazil. For ten points, identify this Algerian-born French soccer player.  

Answer:  Zinedine Zidane (prompt on his nickname, “Zizou”)

8.
According to a quote by John Wheeler, these objects have no hair – meaning that they can be characterized with only three externally observable parameters: electric charge, angular momentum and mass. The very large ones found at the center of (*) galaxies may, paradoxically, have an overall density less than that of air. It is theorized that they may eventually evaporate due to Hawking radiation. For ten points, name these regions of space with gravity too strong for even light to escape.

Answer:  black holes

Upon the creation of seven federal districts in Russia in 2000, the envoys were specifically titled this type of Representative.  Henry Stanley held this position for the Association Internationale du Congo prior to the Berlin Conference.  For the (*) Adams-Onis [“oh-niece”] treaty, Onis was this Minister of Spain to the United States.  Recognized as one of the most difficult English words to translate, for ten points, what historical term described diplomats who acted on behalf of monarchs before the dawn of quick communication, and is taken from the Latin for “full powers”?

Answer: plenipotentiary (accept approximate pronunciations; prompt on “diplomat” or “ambassador”)

He took the SATs twice, scoring 1590 both times. In a Season Five episode, he helped a character played by Glenn Close become (*) Chief Justice of the United States. He suffered several physical mishaps during the seven seasons of the Warner Brothers show in which he appeared, including getting shot by white supremacists, suffering temporary paralysis from multiple sclerosis and riding his bicycle into a tree. Sam Seaborn, Joshua Lyman, C.J. Cregg, Toby Ziegler and White House Chief of Staff Leo McGarry all assist, for ten points, what fictional president of the United States, played by Martin Sheen on The West Wing?

Answer:  Josiah “Jed” Bartlet

This man posited there were either 47 or 55 celestial spheres surrounding the Earth. Cicero described his prose as (*) “a river of gold”, but it is thought that only about one-fifth of his writings survive to the present day. When Eurymedon the Hierophant accused him of impiety, he fled, stating that he would not let the Athenians sin twice against philosopy. A companion volume to his History of Animals, titled History of Plants, was written by Theophrastus – his successor as head of the Peripatetic School. For ten points, name this Greek philosopher whose works include De Anima, Poetics, Ethics and Metaphysics.

Answer:  Aristotle

In a Grammy acceptance speech for this track, its singer was careful to refer to God as “she”. That singer generated controversy when she performed it at the (*) 1981 Miss World contest, although it has since been used in a Burger King commercial and to mock John Edwards on the Rush Limbaugh Show. Its co-writer, guitarist Ray Burton, claims he was cheated out of his rights to it, but Helen Reddy denies this. For ten points, name this anthem of the female liberation movement, which exhorts the listener to “hear me roar”.

Every bounded semilattice is an idempotent commutative one of these. Another example of this type of structure is the set of all finite strings over some fixed alphabet under the operation of concatenation, and any semigroup may be transformed into one by adding an (*) identity element. The natural numbers form one under addition with an identity element of zero, and under multiplication with an identity element of one. All groups are instances, while every abelian group is a commutative one, and every singleton set generates a unique one. For ten points, identify these algebraic entities defined as a set with an associative binary operation and an identity element.

Answer:  monoids

In the show Beverly Hills 90210, Brandon Walsh’s car is named after him. He was U.S. Ambassador to Japan from 1993-1996, and ran to be a senator from (*) Minnesota in 2002, 26 years after leaving that office for a higher one. After promising to raise taxes, he rejected Dianne Feinstien and Tom Bradley as running mates, instead choosing Geraldine Ferraro and famously asked Gary Hart where “the beef” was before losing 49 out of the 50 states to a Ronald Reagan landslide. For ten points, name this 1984 Democratic nominee for the presidency. 

Answer:  Walter F. Mondale

Prominent members of this order include Akeakamai, Humphrey, Pelorus Jack and Keet. Some scientists have suggested this clade should be combined with Artiodactyla, taking as evidence its members’ genetic similarity to (*) hippopotami. Known for their intelligence, these animals have extremely well developed hearing, despite their tiny ears, and some are capable of echolocation. The species Tursiops truncatus, Balaenoptera musculus and Orcinus orca all fall within this classification. For ten points, identify this order of mammals, which includes porpoises and dolphins as well as the largest animals on Earth.

Answer: Cetacea or cetaceans (prompt on “whales”)

In the run-up to Super Bowl XLII, Peyton and Eli Manning advertised these by engaging in a competition called “DSRL”. The origin of their name is unknown, but it has been suggested to come from Greek words for (*) “mountain” or “beautiful”, the French word for “gold”, or just a nice combination of sounds. They come in such varieties as golden, mint, organic and double-stuf. For ten points, identify these delicious Nabisco-made cookies, which have a creamy filling between two round chocolate biscuits.

This movie features the shortest ever performance to win a Best Actor Oscar, at just over 16 minutes. It begins with a shot of the protagonist running through a Virginia forest, and ends with her graduation party, at which she receives a telephone call from (*) the Bahamas. Memorable scenes feature the eerily incongruous song ‘Goodbye Horses’ by Q-Lazzarus playing while Jame Gumb dances naked in front of a video camera, and a series of interviews in the basement of a hospital for the criminally insane. For ten points, identify this classic 1991 film based on a Thomas Harris novel featuring Clarice Starling and Hannibal Lecter.

In the 1855 collection Men and Women, Robert Browning wrote about one of these by Baldassare Galuppi. By that time, they were relatively rare, although both Schumann and Liszt applied this form to the piano and, more recently, John Rutter composed one “in 7”. Characteristic of the (*) Baroque period, these pieces display a performer’s virtuosity through long sections of passagework, often interspersed with fugues. Perhaps the most commonly heard is J.S. Bach’s in D Minor for the organ. For ten points, identify this musical form whose name comes from an Italian word meaning “to touch”.

In typography, it is equal to 1/12 of a pica, 1/72 of a foot, or around 0.35 mm. In ballet, a similar French term refers to performing on the tips of the toes.
