Tossups

1. 
This song first appeared on a 1980 album with a snowy name and has since been covered by artists such as the Blue Man Group. The New England Patriots also use it as their introduction song, as does, on occasion, Chipper (*) Jones.  Number 9 is a good number for this song: that’s its rank on VH1’s “Top 40 Greatest Metal Songs”, and readers of Guitar World magazine proclaimed its guitar solo the 9th greatest ever, which was good enough for Trick Daddy to cover it in his song “Let’s Go.”  From the album Blizzard of Ozz, for ten points, name this Ozzy Osbourne song about “going off the rails on the (blank).”

Answer: “Crazy Train” 

2. 
In this year, the Phi Beta Kappa society was founded.  E.T.A. Hoffman and Amadeo Avogadro were born.  David Hume died. Adam Smith (*) published “The Wealth of Nations.”  The battle of Trois-Rivières took place, as did the battle of White Plains.  For ten points, name this year, the same as a Revolutionary play and movie and a David McCullough bestseller, which saw Rhode Island and 12 other colonies declare independence from England.

Answer: 1776
3. 
This team lost its first playoff series in seven games after leading three games to one.  Making the playoffs in only its ninth season, it made the playoffs (*) faster than its National League counterpart.  That year’s team featured stars like Ernie Witt, Jesse Barfield, and Tony Fernandez.  Now having played 31 seasons in the American League East, with the first 12 years at Exhibition Field and now calling the Rogers Centre home, for ten points, name the only Canadian baseball team to win the World Series.

Answer: Toronto Blue Jays (prompt on “Toronto” alone)
4. 
This format was introduced into mainstream Western culture through the work of Reginald Blyth, although he simply translated them into English and lost the structure.  A later work by (*) Ken Yasuda gave looser translations so that the line counts matched.  Shiki composed several of these, and the structure is derived from the hokku used by Basho.  For ten points, name this three-line, “5-7-5” Japanese poetic form. 

Answer: haiku

5. 
Created by Shigeru Miyamoto, this character’s original name was Jumpman.  He received his now-famous moniker after it was discovered he looked like (*) his creator’s landlord.  He has since become the ubiquitous representation of his brand.  He is often paired with his brother as they explore a world of mushrooms and carnivorous plants coming out of pipes.  For ten points, name this Nintendo character who is often charged with rescuing Princess Peach.

Answer: Super Mario

6. 
It’s simply known as Opus 23, and is usually played as the last piece in a full suite.  Running only two minutes, it is among the shortest well-known pieces of classical music in existence.  The main theme begins on bassoons and is soon accompanied by a modified form in F-sharp minor (*).  The two themes then "chase" each other and eventually collide, in step with the famous actions on set, and finish in the triumphant key of B minor. For ten points, identify this piece by Edvard Greig, which accompanies the flight of Peer Gynt from a horde of trolls. 

Answer: “In the Hall of the Mountain King” (prompt on Peer Gynt) 

7. 
The University of Oxford used this molecule in the first quantum computation. Discovered in 1894 by the German Albrecht Kossel, it received a potential (*) structure in 1903.  With the chemical formula C4H5N3O, it is known to spontaneously change into uracil through de-amination.  For ten points, name this DNA and RNA base that is found paired with guanine.

Answer: Cytosine (prompt on “C”) 

8. 
It weighs only 1.36 kilograms.  It measures no more than 1.94 centimetres thick.  It comes standard with a 1.6 GHz processor (*) and 80 GB of hard drive space.  It is equipped with 802.11n wireless capabilities.  And if you believe the commercials, you can send it to people via interoffice mail. For ten points, name the newest Apple notebook.

Answer: MacBook Air 
9. 
Described by Plato as “Socrates gone mad” and claiming that “humans have complicated every simple gift of the gods”, this man lived a simplistic lifestyle and claimed that happiness could only be achieved by (*) “living according to nature”. His living in the streets, begging, and refusal to wear anything but a simple cloth earned him the nickname “kyon”, or “dog”. For ten points, name this ascetic philosopher who lived in a tub in Athens and was the inspiration for the Cynics.


Answer: Diogenes of Sinope (accept “Diogenes the cynic”)
10. 
This river’s tributaries include German Mills Creek and Taylor-Massey Creek.  Formed almost 12,000 years ago by the Wisconsinan Glaciation, (*) this river is not nearly as wide as its valley.  Necessitating the construction of many large bridges to connect the eastern and western ends of its city, for ten points, name this river that starts in the Oak Ridges Moraine and runs through Toronto to Lake Ontario and shares its name with a Russian river that flows by the city of Rostov on its way to the Sea of Azov.

Answer: Don River

11. 
The 1960 version of this film includes a young Jack Nicholson going to the dentist.  The apocalyptic ending of that version was an alternate ending of this 1986 (*) musical, but director Frank Oz chose to conclude with the lead characters going “Somewhere That’s Green”.  The song “Mean Green Mother from Outer Space” refers to Audrey II, the bloodsucking plant in, for ten points, what musical horror comedy starring Rick Moranis?
Answer:  Little Shop of Horrors
12. 
Named after hills in the author’s home in Hampshire, England, this 1972 book has served as the basis for both a film and a television series.  Based on the lives of Hazel, Fiver, (*) Bigwig and others as they make their way across the fields of England to find a new home after their old one was destroyed, for ten points name this novel by Richard Adams about rabbits with human-like intelligence.

Answer: Watership Down
13. 
Chlorine has the highest value of this at 349 kilojoules per mole.  Calcium has the lowest determined value at 2.37.  On a periodic table, its values tend to increase across a period, but do not follow a set pattern (*) down a group.  Defined as the amount of energy required to remove an electron from a single negative ion of an element, for ten points, name this chemistry term for which noble gases have an approximate value of zero.

Answer: Electron affinity

14. 
This concept in economics is written as a negative number, but positive percentage value.  Typically, the ratio is used to determine what effect the proportional change in one variable will have on another.  This value will usually (*) be different in the short term and the long term, as consumers and suppliers adjust to market changes.  For ten points, what is the value that a firm would use when trying to determine market reaction to a price change?

Answer: price elasticity of demand (accept “price elasticity of supply”)
15. 
In this language "kwon-" means dog, and "marko-" means horse.  This highly inflected language is said to have had eight cases and three grammatical genders.  Extinct descendants of this language include Anatolian (*) and Tocharian.  The time and place where this language was spoken is widely contested, but popular estimates place it at roughly seven thousand years ago in the Russian steppe.  Roughly half the world's population speaks a descendant of, for ten points, what reconstructed language, and ancestor of Sanskrit, Latin, and Greek.

Answer: Proto-Indo-European Language (prompt on “Indo-European”)
16. 
This DJ graduated from the University of North Carolina in 1972.  He is arguably best known for his song “Disco Duck,” (*) and was sued by Marvin Fisher in 1984 for copyright infringement.  He made a cameo appearance on Married … With Children as himself and had a voice-over role in Jetsons: The Movie.  For ten points, name this radio host who is heard worldwide on a syndicated weekly top 40 radio show.

Answer: Rigdon Osmond “Rick” Dees III
17. 
It was brought to the world's attention when the German Wermacht found a mass grave of 4,243 people in 1943.  The Germans commissioned a team of forensic experts from 12 countries that found the Soviets guilty.  The Soviets denied the incident with their Burdenko (*) Commission, insisted the massacre was carried out by the Nazis, and after a show trial executed or sent to a Gulag ten German officers.  For ten points, what is the name of this massacre of 15 to 21 thousand Polish officers and intelligentsia named for the forest in which it partially took place.

Answer: Katyn
18. 
This album was ranked 56th in Rolling Stone's list of the 500 greatest albums of all time. It was the subject of an entry in the 33 1/3 book series, and was released September of 1976 entering the chart at #1, one of the first albums by a solo artist to do so. The lyrics of the album reflect on childhood, (*) parenthood, God, poverty, heartbreak, racism, musical idols, and love. The song “Pastime Paradise” would be reworked by Coolio as “Gangsta's Paradise”. Songs on the double album include “Sir Duke”, “Isn't She Lovely” and “Village Ghetto Land”. For ten points, name this bestselling album by Stevie Wonder?


Answer: Songs in the Key of Life 
19. 
During his tenure as Prime Minister, Quebec was divided into Upper and Lower Canada by the Constitutional Act.  Through the work of his friend William (*) Wilberforce, several pieces of anti-slavery legislation were passed after his early death.  Known for trying to remove “rotten boroughs” and uniting Great Britain and Ireland, for ten points, name this British politician during the Napoleonic era who was the youngest prime minister ever.
Answer: William Pitt the Younger (prompt on “Pitt”) 

20. 
The 259th most powerful supercomputer at the time, it consisted of a 30-node, RS/6000, SP-based system constructed of 480 special (*) purpose chips.  It was capable of calculating 200 million positions per second for the game it was designed to play.  The first version was easily defeated by its famous opponent, though the second version won the first game in its match.  It subsequently lost 3 and tied 2 of the subsequent games.  The final version finally defeated its opponent with two wins to one and three ties on May 11, 1997.  For ten points, name this IBM chess computer, famous for defeating grandmaster Garry Kasparov. 

Answer: Deep Blue
21. 
Its makers claim it is “the most played (commercial) board game in the world.”  Created in 1935 by Charles Darrow, it has been played by over 750 million people.  Since its creation, it has spawned several spinoffs, including a Canadian (*) version and a Junior version.  Set on properties in and around Atlantic City, New Jersey, for ten points, name this board game with spaces marked “Go,” “Free Parking,” and “Go to Jail.”

Answer: Monopoly
22. This Andrew Lloyd Webber musical has grossed over 3.3 billion dollars worldwide since it debuted in 1986.  Characters include Meg Giry, Ubaldo Piangi and Carlotta (*) Giudicelli.  It opens with the words “Lot 6-6-6 then, a chandelier in pieces.”  For ten points, name this musical about a mysterious corporeal spectre who haunts the Opera Populaire in Paris.

Answer: The Phantom of the Opera
