Tossups

1. 
A swimming competitor at the 1960 Summer Olympics, he finished sixth in the 100-metre freestyle and was also on Canada’s fourth-place relay team.  Winning medals at the Commonwealth Games in 1962, he later became the President of the (*) Canadian Olympic Committee. Currently the Chancellor of McGill University, he’s most famous as the former Vice-President of the IOC, his Chairing of the World Anti-Doping Agency, and having his wife Julie get in trouble with the Atlanta Police Department during the 1996 Olympics.  For ten points, name this Canadian, who alleged that 1/3 of NHL players were receiving pharmaceutical assistance, an outspoken opponent of drugs in sport.

Answer: Richard “Dick” Pound
2. 
It tells the story of a journey undertaken by two boys in Mongolia to find a music-healer.  Since giving birth to a rare white (*) camel, its mother will not suckle it, and it will die unless the healer can persuade the mother camel to change its mind.  Directed and written by Byambasuren Davaa and Luigi Falorni, it was nominated for Best Documentary at the 77th Academy Awards.  For ten points name this film, distributed by ThinkFilm, which premiered at the Toronto Film Festival on September 6th, 2003, set in the Gobi Desert.

Answer: The Story of the Weeping Camel
3. 
She is finally killed by Molly Weasley at Hogwarts, after an impressive career which included torturing Frank and Alice Longbottom into insanity, as well as killing (*) Sirius Black, her cousin, in a duel at the Ministry of Magic.  She is the sister of Narcissa Malfoy and is thus Draco Malfoy’s and Nymphadora Tonks’ aunt, links they become ever more determined to ignore. For ten points name the wife of Rodolphus, Lord Voldemort’s most loyal subject, played on film by Helena Bonham Carter.

Answer: Bellatrix Lestrange
4. 
This transition metal from group 10 has a wide range of uses, including in laboratory equipment, electrical contacts, and dentistry.  Known to pre-Columbian civilisations before the arrival of the Europeans, it was described by Scaliger in 1557 as “up until now impossible to melt by any of the Spanish arts.” (*) For ten points, name this expensive element which can be used in catalytic converters, the element with atomic number 78 on the periodic table.

Answer: Platinum (Accept: Pt)
5. 
The story is set in and around Spurbury, Vermont.  A group of the title characters, including Officers Ramathorn and Farva, attempt to keep their detachment from closing down, all the while feuding with the local Spurbury Police Department and pulling pranks on unsuspecting (*) motorists they pull over.  The group is also called upon to solve a drug-smuggling mystery which informs much of the central plot.  For ten points, name this 2001 comedy which stars Brian Cox and Marisa Coughlan, as well as the members of the Broken Lizard comedy team.
Answer: Broken Lizard's Super Troopers
6. 
First published in 1953, three screen versions exist, each released in 1954, 1967 and 2006, respectively.  With music by Burt Bacharach, the 1967 version (*) is notable for featuring Ursula Andress, Orson Welles, Joanna Pettet and Woody Allen as the nephew of 007, having five separate directors credited in the project, and Roger Ebert calling it “possibly the most indulgent film ever made.” For ten points name this film starring David Niven as Bond and Orson Welles as Le Chiffre, with the 2006 version starring Daniel Craig as agent 007.

Answer: Casino Royale (the 1954 version was made for television with Barry Nelson as James Bond)

7. 
A vegetarian, one of his residences is part of a large ranch which gives children with cancer or other illnesses the chance to visit a cattle ranch. He has won three Marconi Awards, two for Major Market Personality of the Year and one for Network Syndicated Personality, and was inducted into the (*) Radio Hall of Fame in 1989. He is perhaps best known, however, for his controversial comments made on the radio, including a description of the Rutgers women’s basketball team. For ten points name this shock jock, who returned to the airwaves on December 3, 2007, after being ousted for his aforementioned comment.

Answer: John Donald "Don" Imus, Jr.
8. 
A ruler of the Fatimid dynasty in Egypt from 996 to 1021, his reign started benevolently, and he was responsible for establishing the “House of Knowledge,” a prototypical university, and for completing a mosque his father had begun. However, some of his more eccentric acts included banning sleep during the night and banning the sale of women’s shoes. (*) For ten points name this ambiguous figure who destroyed the Church of the Holy Sepulchre in Jerusalem in 1009, whom the Druze religion believes will be brought back as Mahdi on Judgement Day.

Answer:  Al-Hakim bi-Amr Allah (Accept: Tariqu l-Hakim, bi Amr al-Lah) 

9. 
The term was coined by Ralph H. Fowler. It is often claimed, for instance by Max Planck in his influential textbook on thermodynamics, that it proves that we can define a temperature function, or more informally, that we can (*) “construct a thermometer”. Whether this is true is a subject in the philosophy of thermal and statistical physics.  For ten points identify this eccentrically named rule, which states that “if two thermodynamic systems are in thermal equilibrium with a third, they are also in thermal equilibrium with each other.”
Answer: Zeroth Law of Thermodynamics
10. 
Mentioned in a Jeopardy question on November 16, 2005, he is famous for botching a plan by his group, “Pals for Life.”  It is possible that his attack was staged as a (*) parody both of people who over-plan in strategy games and of those who do not plan at all.  Yelling “all right, thumbs up, let’s do this”, followed by screaming his name, he runs into the Rookery.  After all of his group are killed when they follow him, he defends himself from their abuse, saying “at least I have chicken.” For ten points name this Internet celebrity who has even inspired his own World of Warcraft trading card. 

Answer: Leeroy Jenkins
11. 
An Egyptian pharaoh of the 4th dynasty, his father was Khafra and his main queen was Khamerernebty II.  Herodotus claims that an oracle predicted that he would rule only for 6 years, but he was able through good management to rule for 12.  Herodotus also states that his father was actually (*) Khufu, although it is commonly held today that this was his grandfather.  For ten points name this Pharaoh with the smallest and last of the three pyramids of Giza, whose name means “Last long the vital forces of Ra” and who has a Matthew Arnold poem named after him.

Answer: Menkaura (Accept: Mycerinus, Mykerinos, Mancheres, Men-Kau-Re)

12. 
Born in 1965, he was educated at Mount Temple Comprehensive School and Trinity College, Dublin.  Due to complications at his birth where his brain was deprived of oxygen for two hours, he is able to communicate only through a special computer, as well as with eye movements.  He first published Dam Burst of Dreams, a poetry collection, when he was 15 years old, and his next work, (*) Under the Eye of the Clock, won the Whitbread Award.  Prose includes The Banyan Tree, published in 1999.  For ten points, name this Irish author who went to school with the members of U2, and is perhaps best known as the inspiration for U2’s song “Miracle Drug”, who shares his name with a famous contemporary film director.

Answer: Christopher Nolan
13.
Bryan Talbot has called it “the first known British comic strip.”  It is often thought to have been commissioned or even created by Matilda, but it was most likely created in Britain by order of Bishop Odo. (*) Some scenes, such as that of  Halley’s Comet or the crowning of William, are significant to the story, while others, such as a clergyman striking a woman, remain controversial and ambiguous.  First described in writing in 1476, for ten points, name this early work of narrative art which depicts the Norman conquest of Britain.

Answer: Bayeux Tapestry (Accept: Tapisserie de Bayeux, Tapestry of Queen Matilda, La Tapisserie de la Reine Mathilde) 

14. 
Published in 1899, it was not translated into English until its third edition, released in 1913.  The linchpin of the analytical method is drawn from a described dream of the author’s of July 23–24 1895, which narrates his (*) inspection of a woman named Irma.  It originally sold very slowly, but it was expanded for the third edition and has since become a well-known and popular book.  For ten points, name this psychological treatise which introduces Freud’s concept of the Ego, of which the author said, “insight such as this falls to one's lot but once in a lifetime", a method for understanding the subconscious.


Answer: The Interpretation of Dreams (Accept: Die Traumdeutung)

15. 
It is the largest non-human mammalian predator on Madagascar.  It has no natural predators, but it may be incidentally consumed by the Nile Crocodile or killed by humans, since Malagasy culture emphasises its (*) ferocity and claims it will attack cattle or even humans.  It is thought to be nocturnal, but recent observation has cast doubt on this observation, and it is possible that its activities reflect seasons or the behaviour of prey.  In 2000 it was certified at less than 2,500 mature individuals remaining, earning it an “Endangered” designation.  For ten points, name this predator of lemurs.

Answer: Fossa 
16. 
Originating in the 16th century in the Tyrol, they have similar practices to the Mennonites and the Amish, but their clothing may be vivdly coloured.  Consisting of 472 communities worldwide including a community in Nigeria and Japan, they are divided into three groups: Schmiedeleut, Dariusleut, and Lehrerleut. (*)  For ten points, name this communal-living religion which believes in absolute pacifism and forbids the wearing of a uniform, featured in the 1994 film Holy Matrimony and with its own Education Program at Brandon University.

Answer: Hutterites (Prompt on “Anabaptist”) 

17. 
Debuting on April 29, 1995 for the New York Yankees, this left-handed pitcher has been on four World Series winning teams.  Having left the (*) Houston Astros after the 2006 season, he changed his number back to 46 on returning to the Yankees.  He is one of only four active pitchers with at least 180 wins, 1,700 strikeouts, and a winning percentage at or above .640.  He may now be best remembered for his inclusion in the Mitchell report, and his December 15, 2007 admission that he did use Human Growth Hormone to help him recover from an injury.  For ten points name this notable teammate of Roger Clemens in Houston and New York, who has won 20 games in a season twice.

Answer: Andy Pettitte

18. 
Released in North America on November 19, 2006, it provoked widespread anticipation, extending to the fictional character Eric Cartman who froze himself to await its release. (*)  Receiving several awards such as the December 2006 edition of Popular Science’s “Grand Award Winner for Home Entertainment” and the 2007 Golden Joystick for Innovation of the Year, it features a unique device which allows gameplay through body motion and movement in three dimensions.  For ten points, name this Japanese development, first conceived in 2001, which has a distinctive monosyllabic name.

Answer: Nintendo Wii
19. 
Although it was originally unattributed, it is now accepted as written by Wu Cheng’en.  Published during the 1590s under the Ming Dynasty, it is one of the four great classical (*) novels of Chinese literature.  It tells the story of Xuanzang, a monk who travels to India during the Tang Dynasty to recover sutras.  Given four protectors by the bodhisattva Guanyin, including “pigsy” and “monkey,” much of the plot revolves around demons attacking the monk.  For ten points, name this work of Chinese literature which combines many legendary stories into a travel and mythological narrative.

Answer: Journey to the West (Accept: Xīyóu-jì, Monkey, Adventures of the Monkey God, Monkey: [A] Folk Novel of China, The Adventures of Monkey) 

20. 
He graduated with First Class Honours in Arts, majoring in Chinese language and Chinese history, becoming proficient in Mandarin, and acquiring a Chinese alias, Lù Kèwén.  He has worked for the Australian government in Sweden and China, and has also been employed with KPMG, a leading accounting firm. (*)  He has had a dramatic rise in power in Australian politics, first becoming a member of Parliament in 1998, his party’s leader in 2006, and Prime Minister of Australia on December 3, 2007.  For ten points name this Labour Party leader who ended John Howard’s tenure as prime minister.

Answer: Kevin Michael Rudd
21. 
He was nominated for an Academy Award for his song but lost to “My Heart Will Go On” by Celine Dion.  A member of the band Heatmiser in the early 1990s, he turned solo after its break-up and his first solo album, (*) Roman Candle, was released in 1994 by Cavity Search Records.  In 1997 he released the album Either/Or, influenced by Kierkegaard’s work of the same name, on the label Kill Rock Stars.  For ten points name this troubled singer who allegedly committed suicide in 2003 with a steak knife.

Answer: Steven Paul “Elliott” Smith
22. Named the 2007 Time Magazine Invention of the Year, it was released with much fanfare on (*) June 29, 2007 in the United States. Using a touchscreen, it has been the source of relatively stable intellectual property litigation compared to a similar product, Research in Motion’s BlackBerry. The subject of a viral video which described it racking up a 300-page bill from AT&T Mobility, For ten points, name this handheld multi-operational device with internet connectivity made by Apple.

Answer: Apple iPhone
23. 
 Its members met at the Lycee Carnot in Paris in 1987.  Together they teamed up with Laurent Brancowitz to form Darlin’ in 1992, but it disbanded and its current name stems from a negative review in Melody Maker.  Signing with Virgin Records in 1996, in 1997 it released (*) Homework.  Its next album, Discovery, was released in 2001, again with Virgin.  Since then, it has produced Interstella 5555: The 5tory of the 5ecret 5tar 5ystem with Leiji Matsumoto.  For ten points, name this unconventional music group, best known for hits such as “Da Funk”, “One More Time”, and “Harder, Better, Faster, Stronger”.
