1. 
It includes Gem of the Ocean—1900s, Joe Turner’s Come and Gone—1910s, Ma Rainey’s Black Bottom—1920s, The Piano Lesson (*)—1930s, Seven Guitars—1940s, Fences—1950s, Two Trains Running—1960s, Jitney—1970s, King Hedley II—1980s, and Radio Golf—1990s. In other words, for ten points, what is the name of this series of ten plays on the African-American experience in the 20th century, written by August Wilson? 

Answer: The Pittsburgh Cycle (prompt on “August Wilson” before mentioned)

2.
Known in his hometown as “King” and “The Chosen One,” he plays small forward, point guard, (*) and shooting guard—a fact the led people to classify him as a “point forward.” He was the number one NBA Draft Pick in 2003, rookie of the year in 2004, MVP of the 2006 NBA All Star Team, and is one of three captains of the 2008 Olympic Team. For ten points, name the number 23 that in 2007 led his Cleveland Cavaliers to their first NBA Finals in franchise history. 

Answer: LeBron James
3.
An activist for animal rights, she was raised believing that her father was a unionist minister, but later found out that she was the illegitimate daughter of the leader of the free world. Ostracized as a child for an unusual skin condition, she grew up a social outcast. She found her first real friend in her exceedingly blonde (*) college roommate. The book and play based on her life differ on some key points, including the nature of her sister’s disability, her level of magical skill, and the fate of her and her lover, Fiyero. For ten points, who is this hydrophobic icon, named after L. Frank Baum?

Answer: Elphaba Thropp (prompt on “Wicked Witch of the West”)

4.
In its introduction, it was declared as a “defence of… the cause of humanity”.  It supported “the hardy pioneers who have braved” the West rather than the businessmen and bankers of the Atlantic coast. (*)  Delivered in 1896, it raised the profile of a young Congressman from Nebraska in his bid for the presidency.  Arguing for bimetallism instead of the gold standard to support the farmers and working class, for ten points, “you shall not crucify mankind upon” the title object of what speech by William Jennings Bryan? 

Answer: “Cross of Gold” speech (prompt on “Bryan” or “1896 Democratic convention”)
5.
The rules to this card game, which only uses nine through ace of a standard card deck, vary greatly based on region. In some places cards are dealt in passes of (*) two and three, others one and four, and in others there are no rules. Scoring can be done using a two and a three, a four and a six, or two fives. The goal: to take the most tricks, and the high cards: the jack of the trump suit and the jack of the other suit of the same colour, remain the same regardless of house rules. For ten points, what is this four-player trump game that uses terminology like “kitty,” “going alone,” and left and right “bauer”?

Answer: Euchre 

6.
Theodor Schwann discovered this material in 1837 and concluded that digestion and biological fermentation depended on it.  Released by the (*) chief cells and triggered by hydrochloric acid, it cleaves itself at phenylalanine and tyrosine, and also cleaves other bonds until inhibited by pepstatin.  For ten points, name this enzyme in the stomach that digests proteins.

Answer: pepsinogen
7.
In the introduction of the extended music video for this song, the bus driver says he’ll fix the bus and “y’all just chill here for a minute”.  The band stays at a haunted house, and have dreams that include (*) Howie turning into a vampire.  Because of a production mistake, it appeared in the U.S. release of the band’s first album, but a lyric was the title of the band’s second album.  For ten points, “rock your body” and name this dance hit officially from the album Backstreet’s Back. 

Answer: “Everybody” (accept “Backstreet’s Back”, an alternate title, until mentioned.)
8.
This show, currently in its fourth and final season, is an adaptation of a 1978 TV series of the same name. It follows the survivors of a genocide attempt (*) as they look for remnants of their race elsewhere in the universe. For ten points, name this sci-fi series about a fleet of ships attempting to find Earth. 

Answer: Battlestar Galactica
9.
This was the longest dynasty in Chinese history. It saw iron (*) being introduced into Chinese society and saw written language evolve to the beginnings of ancient script. It came into power by overthrowing the previous dynasty by invoking the "Mandate of Heaven". Kong Fuzi, the founder of Confucianism, and Laozi, the founder of Daoism lived during this time. For ten points, name this dynasty, the last of the three ancient dynasties.

Answer: Zhou (Chou) Dynasty

10.
Eight years after Helen Burns dies of consumption in her arms, the protagonist of this novel takes up a post as a governess at Thornfield (*) Manor. After a failed marriage attempt, she runs away and finds out that she has inherited £20,000 from her uncle. She returns to Thornfield to find her master and former fiancé, Mr. Rochester, blind. For ten points, name this novel by Charlotte Brontë.

Answer: Jane Eyre
11.
Born in 1930, this composer and lyricist is one of few who have won an Academy Award, multiple Tonys, multiple Grammys and a Pulitzer Prize. His mentor, Oscar Hammerstein, (*) introduced him to Hal Prince, who would later direct many of his stage shows. He won the Academy Award for Best Song for "Sooner or Later (I Always Get My Man)" from Dick Tracy. Among his most famous musicals are Company, Into the Woods and Sweeney Todd. For ten points, name this American genius of musical theatre.

Answer: Steven Sondheim
12.
On this show, Betty Rohmer died while cliff diving with her fiancé. Roxy Harvey was murdered with a legwarmer. Daisy (*) Adair died of smoke inhalation on the set of Gone With the Wind. Mason died by drilling a hole in his skull searching for the permanent high and Georgia Lass was killed by a toilet seat from the space station Mir. For ten points, name this cancelled TV show that may be picked up again if the movie version is a success.

Answer: Dead Like Me
13.
This Best Picture winner was based on the 1928 Gershwin classical composition of the same name. It features an 18-minute ballet (*) which cost over half a million dollars to film, a staggering sum in 1951 when the film was made. The movie catapulted actress Leslie Caron, a virtual unknown, to stardom. For ten points, name this MGM movie musical starring Gene Kelly.

Answer: An American In Paris
14.
Opened in 1912 six days after the sinking of the Titanic, this facility is the oldest of its kind in its league. A single red seat marks the spot of its longest homerun, 502 feet, hit there in 1946. Located at 4 Yawkey Way, (*) and with features called “Williamsburg” and “the Belly,” it has been featured in numerous films, including Field of Dreams and Fever Pitch. It has features like Pesky's Pole and the Green Monster. For ten points, name this ballpark where the Boston Red Sox play.

Answer: Fenway Park
15.
This daughter of a minor German prince was known for, among other things, her penchant for taking lovers whose ranks included the alleged father of her child, Sergei (*) Saltykov, the general Grigori Potemkin, and the eldest of the influential Orlov brothers.  Another of her paramours, Stanislaw Poniatowski, she placed upon the Polish throne, contributing to the partition of that country.  For ten points, name this enlightened Empress of Russia.

Answer: Sophie of Anhalt-Zerbst, or Catherine II (the “Great”) (accept either Roman numerals or nickname for “Catherine”)

16.
This monarch, the first major proponent of Western technology in his native Siam, established the Thammayut Nikaya, a (*) Buddhist monastic order dedicated to more closely following Theravada tradition.  Before ascending the throne he lived as a monk and Buddhist scholar, the succession passing to him after the death of his brother in 1851.  For ten points name this man, best known in the West by the Oscar and Hammerstein musical loosely based on the journal of his children’s English schoolteacher.

Answer: Mongkut, or Rama IV
17. Her husband is Charles, but he is hardly the only man in her life, and certainly not the most charismatic.  She identifies with (*) Lucia, the heroine of the opera that she sees in Rouen on a rare trip to the city, part of a rendez-vous with her lover Léon.  For ten points, who is this heroine of a novel by Gustave Flaubert?

Answer: Emma Bovary, or Madame Bovary
18.
Its origins are unknown but its meaning places its coining sometime during the Republic.  Used by Benito Mussolini in his “New (*) Roman Empire” propaganda, it appeared on coins, monuments, and at the end of official documents, and appears hundreds of times in Roman legal and historical literature.  For ten points, what was this motto of the Roman Republic and Empire meaning “the Senate and the People of Rome”?

Answer: Senatus Populus Que Romanus (seh-NA-tus pop-u-LUS-kway ro-MAN-us)

19.
Commissioned by Ismail Pasha, it premiered in 1871 conducted by the acclaimed double-bassist Giovanni Bottesini in (*) Cairo.  Based on a scenario written by French Egyptologist Auguste Mariette, it follows the story of a Nubian princess and her tragic affair with an Egyptian soldier, and has been recorded twice by both Maria Callas and Renata Tebaldi.  For ten points, name this great opera of Verdi’s late career.

Answer: Aida
20.
1,400 actresses, among them Lucille Ball and Lana Turner, auditioned for the lead female role in this movie, while its producer only ever considered four men for her counterpart, among them Gary Cooper, who, upon (*) reading the script, declared it would be “the biggest flop in Hollywood history.” It eventually won eight Academy Awards, including the first acting Oscar ever granted to an African American, Hattie McDaniel. Now a musical in London’s West End, for ten points, name this film masterpiece based on a novel by Margaret Mitchell.

Answer: Gone With the Wind

Born on December 2nd, 1946 this designer opened the first boutique of his internationally successful company in Milan in (*) 1978 with immediate acclaim.  Nineteen years later, he was gunned down in front of his ocean-side mansion by Andrew Cunanan, who committed suicide shortly after the murder.  Fifty percent of his empire was left to his niece Allegra, who was 11 at the time of his death.  For ten points, who was this Italian fashion legend?

Answer: Gianni Versace

Nominations for this person include those for The Deer Hunter,  Kramer vs. Kramer,  The French Lieutenant’s Woman, (*) Sophie’s Choice, Silkwood, Out of Africa, Ironweed, Evil Angels, Postcards from the Edge, The Bridges of Madison County, One True Thing, Music of the Heart, Adaptation, and The Devil Wears Prada.  For ten points, these are the 14 movies that gave which actress the record for most acting nominations in Academy Award History?
