1.
This Russian was awarded the Nobel Prize in 1904 for his research regarding the digestive system.  He began as a physiologist, but his research soon lead to discoveries about (*) learning.  His work heavily influenced John Watson and Behaviourism, which arose in the 1910s and 20s, just before his death in 1936.  For 10 points, what psychologist is best known for his experiments involving the ringing of a bell signalling a dog’s salivation, in which the bell is the conditioned stimulus and the salivation is the conditioned response, beginning the theory of classical conditioning?

Answer: Ivan Pavlov
2.
Like other songs by the band, this sixth track on OK Computer was inspired by George Orwell’s (*) 1984.  The video shows a man running at night from a car, whose driver is never shown.  The lyrics ask the title force to “arrest this man, he talks in maths.”  For ten points, to whom would Radiohead members tell if another one of them did something wrong?

Answer: Karma Police

Filmed at the Etobicoke Collegiate Institute, Etobicoke, Toronto, and Monclair HS in New Jersey, Its director characterized it as “Clueless meets Heathers”.  It was actually based on a non-fiction book by Rosalind Wiseman (*) entitled Queen  Bees and Wannabes.  It is set in the North Shore area of Chicago and shows Cady Heron’s adaptation to high school life.  For ten points, name this 2004 film written by Tina Fey and starring Lindsay Lohan.

He was described as Albert Brooks's best voice performance. While in the middle of a fun run, he meets his newest employee. He praises the employee for preventing the escape of (*) James Bont but the employee, Homer, remains oblivious to this character's evil plans. After he has been thwarted, he buys Homer a football team as a reward for his hard work. For ten points, what evil genius runs the Globex Corporation in Cypress Creek?

5.
It was announced on May 19, 2007, in Seoul, South Korea, due to the immense popularity of the  Ongamenet and MBC Starleagues. Char, Mar Sara, and Braxis (*) are to be revisited. The Xel'Naga will play a prominent role. It was designed to be the "ultimate competitive real-time strategy game". For ten points, what sequel will begin four years after the events of the Brood War with Sarah Kerrigan having invaded the Protoss homeworld of Aiur?

His archetype also appears in the Norse story of Egil in the Thidrek’s saga.  The Brand New song “You Won’t Know” says “Let’s go outside and play” him, and the Senses Fail song “The Priest and the Matador” says that the singer is “the (*) arrow shot straight to hell from” his bow.  Although no historical evidence has been found to prove his existence – for ten points – name this Swiss hero who is famed to have shot an arrow through an apple placed on his son’s head.

7.
It can be inferred through the use of Maxwell's equations in their differential form. When the electrical and magnetic (*) susceptibility are zero, in the case of a vacuum, Maxwell's equations will reduce to their form in free space. The phenomenon described in the resulting solution of differential equations was later proved by Heinrich Hertz. For ten points, what speed will the orthogonal sinusoidal waves described in that solution have?

Answer: speed of light in a vacuum (accept c)

In Rosy Rupeeland, it is revealed that he is a regular middle-aged man, until one day a voice calls him to a spring west of his house.  There, a man with a (*) rupee-shaped head tricks him dedicating his life to collecting rupees and transforms him into a green fairy.  In Majora’s Mask, he raises revenue by selling maps.  For ten points, name this character of the Zelda universe, who is obsessed with fairies.

In December 2007, he supported a proposed draft of a new constitution, leading several regional governments to declare autonomy and keep their tax revenues. (*) After several years of union activity, he eventually helped to found what would become the Movimiento al Socialismo, or Movement Towards Socialism. After his second place finish in 2002, he became his country's first fully indigenous president in 2005. For ten points, who is the current president of Bolivia?

The protagonist’s mother was involved in a feminist movement where she brought the protagonist one day and encouraged her to burn pornography. There is a literary appendix at the end of this (*) novel explaining the story’s context, where it is treated as a historical document.  For ten points, which Margaret Atwood novel contains the characters Luke, the protagonist’s husband, Moira, the protagonist’s best friend, Serena Joy, the commander’s wife, Fred, the commander, and Offred, who is the narrator?

Three degrees of this act can be practised, but only the first one fully eliminates the dead-weight loss of having a monopoly.  In practice, the first degree is nearly impossible, because it would require the monopolist having perfect market (*) knowledge on each individual consumer.  This would result in a full transfer of the competitive consumer surplus onto the firm.  In reality, second and third degree are more common, which would explain student and seniors’ discounts. For ten points, name this Lois Lowry novel in which the protagonist, Jonas, is chosen to be the Receiver of Memories.

(*) Model Caprice Bourret starred in an ad with talk-show host Jonathan Ross, who joked about his pronunciation of 'R's by saying “Cwust”. For ten points, what style of pizza is made with its outermost edge wrapped around a coil of mozzarella cheese?

One of his works is written during the Peloponnesian War arguing that the States should be joining forces to rule Greece.  Araros, Philippus, and Nicostratus, his sons, were also comic poets.  Another one of his plays depicts Socrates as a (*) Sophist, a group of people to whom Socrates was particularly opposed.  He appears as a character in Plato’s symposium, giving a humorous account on the origin of love.  Also achieving success in the Theatre of Dionysus, for ten points, which comic playwright wrote such works as The Birds, The Clouds and The Frogs?

One of three types of geometry, it is based on the following five axioms, as taken from Elements: (*) any two points can be joined by a straight line, any straight line segment can be extended infinitely in a straight line, given any straight line segment a circle can be drawn having the segment as radius and one endpoint as center, and if two lines intersect a third in such a way that the sum of the inner angles on one side is less than two right angles, then the two lines inevitably must intersect each other on that side if extended far enough. For ten points, name the type of geometry.

A huge influencer of the cyberpunk movement, he wrote science fiction and often discussed drug use, drawing from his own personal experiences.  Being divorced five times, having odd recurring dreams and dying of a stroke all added to his unusual life.  Publishing his first novel in 1955*, he was in the same graduating class of Berkeley High School as Ursula K. Le Guin.  For ten points, who wrote such works as The Simulacra and Do Androids Dream of Electric Sleep? and inspired movies like “Blade Runner” and “Minority Report”?

A line said by one of the characters in this movie is broken up to be the title of two different Panic At The Disco songs, “Lying is the most fun a girl can have without taking her clothes off” and “...But It’s Better If You Do”.  Originally a screenplay by Patrick Marber, this movie won many awards, including two Golden Globes in 2005 for Clive Owen - who played Larry Gray, a dermatologist - and Natalie Portman, who played Alice Ayres, who has worked as a stripper.
