Tossups
1. Originally known as “Feedback” and then as “The Hype,” this band has released an experimental album under the pseudonym “Passengers.” Some of their singles include “40”, “Numb”, (*) “Walk On” and “City of Blinding Lights”. For ten points, name the Irish rock band composed of Larry Mullen Jr., Adam Clayton, The Edge and Bono whose shares its name with a 1960s US spy plane once piloted by Francis Gary Powers.
Answer: U2
2. The book starts with an anecdote about a snowball and is written as an indignant letter in response to an article written by a man named Packer. Featuring the characters Leola Cruikshank (*) and Boy Staunton, it tells the story of Dunstan Ramsay from childhood to adulthood. For ten points, name the first book of the Deptford trilogy written by Robertson Davies.
Answer: Fifth Business
3. This film was originally intended to be directed by Steven Spielberg. It is loosely based on a book by Daniel Wallace subtitled A Novel of Mythic Proportions. It stars Steve Buscemi, Helena Bonham Carter, Alison Lohman, Jessica Lange, Billy Crudup, (*) Albert Finney and Ewan McGregor. For ten points, name this 2003 film directed by Tim Burton about a man who attempts to find out the truth behind his father’s tall tales.
Answer: Big Fish
4. This award-winning computer game is set in a dystopian world in the year 2050, where a large proportion of the population is affected by a disease known as “The Gray Death.” The player plays as JC Denton, an agent who attempts to discover the conspiracy behind the disease. The game combines elements of role-playing games, (*) stealth games, and first-person shooters. For ten points, name this 2000 computer game that was nominated as the best PC game of all time by PC Zone and that takes its name from a Latin phrase meaning “God from the machine.”
Answer: Deus Ex (do not accept “deus ex machina”; that is the Latin phrase, not the name of the game)
5. During his time in exile, his ouster barred the use of his name for new babies in a 1963 decree.  That man, Pedro Aramburu, became president in 1955 after a coup against this leader’s anti-national and (*) anti-Catholic policies during his second term.  This leader was able to return to power in 1973 after Hector Campora was elected, and his third wife Isabel succeeded him after his death.  For ten points, name this leftist president of Argentina who was famously married to Eva.
Answer: Juan Peron (last name is acceptable, but do not accept “Eva Peron” or “Isabel Peron”)
6. It was debuted for the 1983 model year as compact sedan and hatchback. Its predecessor was the Corona. It was later redesigned as a midsize (*) sedan. It is currently available with either a 4-cylinder or a 6-cylinder engine. A hybrid version debuted for the 2007 model year. For ten points, name the Toyota sedan that has been the best selling car in the United States for nine out of the past ten years.
Answer: Toyota Camry

7. It was first ascended by two Italians, Lino Lacedelli and Achille Compagnoni. It is known by several names, including Qogir, Chogori, Lamba Pahar, (*) Godwin-Austen, and Dapsang. It is considered to be one of the steepest and most difficult to climb mountains in the world. So named because it was the second peak to be surveyed in the Karakoram Range, for ten points, identify the second-tallest mountain in the world.
Answer: K2 (prompt on any of the listed names, Kechu or Ketu before they are mentioned in the clue)
8. Amongst his works at Les XX [“les vaint”] in 1889, his Vision du Sermon was one of the most popular.  He was not considered an ideal settler by the (*) French Colonization Society, so he had to pay his way for his most famous excursion, returning to Paris in 1893 with Women on the Beach and other scandalous paintings.  Frustrated, he returned to his paradise, creating Where Do We Come From? What Are We? Where Are We Going?  For ten points, identify this French painter of The Yellow Christ associated with Tahiti.
Answer: Paul Gaugin
9. This southeastern Dutch city features a city flag with a simple white five-pointed star slightly left of centre on a solid red background.  The capital of the province of Limburg (*), either it or Nijmegen is the oldest city in the Netherlands.  For ten points, identify the city where a namesake treaty was signed in 1992, leading to the creation of the European Union. 

Answer: Maastricht

10. The name of this common chemical alloy is an anagram of an evergreen tree.  Due to a shared linear coefficient of expansion as certain types of glass (*), it is commonly used to make the lead out wires for light bulbs and thermionic valves.  For ten points, identify this alloy, whose name is a portmanteau reflecting its components: iron, nickel, and copper.

Answer: fernico
11. The Philadelphia Phillies, San Francisco Giants, and Manchester United used this font, at various times, with respect to jersey numbers.  Invented by Max Miedinger of Switzerland, this sans-serif typeface was praised for its neutrality by Gary Hustwit, the director of a documentary (*) of the same name.  For ten points, identify Switzerland’s Roman Empire-era Latin name, which is the same as said font and documentary.
Answer: Helvetica
12. This former basketball player of Nigerian origin stood slightly more than seven feet tall and was a highly touted draft pick.  Nicknamed “The Three-Minute Egg” due to his three minute-long injury-shortened rookie season without scoring a point and “The Black Hole” (*) for his ninety-six career turnovers and four career assists, he spent four disastrous seasons from 1994 to 1998 with the New Jersey Nets after two highly successful seasons with The George Washington University.  For ten points, name the 1994 NBA Draft’s 14th overall selection, whose first name rhymes with his nickname, “Stinka.”

Answer: Yinka Dare

13. This 1960s TV show’s theme song is one of pop culture’s most widely recognized take-offs on George Gershwin’s “I Got Rhythm.”  Curiously, the lead character’s vocal talent suddenly disappears after the first season. Its original sponsor, (*) Winston cigarettes, was replaced by Welch’s grape juice as a result of the female lead’s pregnancy.  For ten points, name this ABC colour cartoon, the first to depict couples in shared beds and the one famous for juxtaposing prehistoric animals with modern technological amenities.

Answer: The Flintstones
14. This number can be expressed as a simple addition problem that, when spelled out, is an anagram for yet another simple addition problem equal to the same number. It is, all at once, a prime number, a Fibonacci number, and a Markov number. (*)  Its hexadecimal code is “D.”  On the game show 1 vs. 100, this numbered panelist is generally a celebrity, such as Ken Jennings or Kevin Federline. In sports, it is associated with Don Maynard, Mats Sundin, and 1992 Dream Team member Chris Mullin. For ten points, name this unlucky or lucky number associated with triskaidekaphobia.

Answer: Thirteen (13) Note: the anagrammed addition problems are “twelve plus one” and “eleven plus two.” 

15. This left-handed hitting catcher for the New York Yankees has jersey number eight retired in his honour.  Elected to the Baseball Hall of Fame in 1954, he holds the record for 38 (*) World Series games as catcher. Although overshadowed by more famous teammates Babe Ruth, Lou Gehrig, and Joe DiMaggio, he was a key offensive contributor throughout the 1930’s and early 40’s.  For ten points, name this Yankee legend, native of Bastrop, Louisiana, and Yogi Berra’s mentor.

Answer: Bill Dickey
16.
In 1957, he published Syntactic Structures, in which he differentiated between the deep and surface structures sentences.  By the 1960s, he introduced the distinction between competence and performance of native speakers.  He has long argued for the existence of (*) Universal Grammar, or UG.  For ten points, name this American linguist, philosopher, and political activist.             

Answer: Noam Chomsky
17.
Ecce homo qui est faba—these are the lyrics sung by the choir of Christ Church Cathedral at the beginning of most episodes.  This comedy has gained popularity worldwide, partly because it uses (*) very little dialogue, although it was not universally well received in its native Britain.  For ten points, name this ITV series that ran from 1990 to 1995 whose titular character fell asleep in church, used explosives to paint his living room, and got a turkey stuck on his head.

Answer: Mr. Bean
18.
In a 1756 essay, Voltaire wrote that this union of territories did not live up to its name, which implied strong ties to the papacy, and he called it an “agglomeration.”  A decree known as the “Golden Bull” established an electoral college, which elected its kings, although following the reign of (*) Charles V, the title almost exclusively belonged to the Hapsburg heir apparent.  For ten points, name this European kingdom, said to have been founded by Charlemagne, and dissolved after the abdication of Emperor Francis II.

Answer: The Holy Roman Empire
19. 
In 1810 he published his Theory of Colours, in which he rejects Newton’s theory that color can be derived from colourless light.  Apart from his writing on natural science, he is know for his literary works, which include (*) Iphegenia in Tauris, The Sorrows of Young Werther, and Faust, among many others.  For ten points, name this 18th and 19th century German writer, whose name is currently found on an institution promoting the use of his native language worldwide.

Answer: Johann Wolfgang von Goethe (GUH-ta)

20.
While this nationalist uprising was intended to be a swift coup d’état, the conflict lasted for approximately three years, ending in July 1939.  The war quickly gained international attention, leading to extensive foreign involvement, (*) including Irish Brigade, who fought for the Nationalists, and approximately 700 Soviet troops on the Republican side. For ten points, name this “proxy war” that lead to the rise of Francisco Franco and has been immortalized in art by Picasso’s Guernica.
Answer: The Spanish Civil War 
21.
“I like to watch,” he said, as Chance the Gardner in 1979’s (*) Being There, referring to the character’s habit of watching television.  His earlier successes include leading roles in Stanley Kubrick’s Lolita and three roles alone in Dr. Strangelove: Or How I Learned to Stop Worrying and Love the Bomb.  For ten points, name this British actor, the first to portray Inspector Jacques Clouseau.     

  Answer: Peter Sellers
22.
In 1869, John Wesley Hyatt invented a material called cellulose nitrate, allowing the balls for this game to be produced more efficiently, although they occasionally exploded.  Nowadays the balls are more commonly made nowadays of phenolic resin. There are 15 (*) coloured balls and a cue ball, differentiating it from other, similar games.  For ten points, name the most commonly played “cue sport.”

Answer: pocket billards or pool
23. 
His first hit came in 1952, when he sang about Matilda, who takes his money and runs to Venezuela.  Later he recorded two live albums at Carnegie Hall including “Hava Nagila,” “Sylvie,” and (*) “The Banana Boat Song” among others.  For ten points, name this Harlem-born Jamaican-American musician, actor, and social activist, recently noted for his involvement with UNICEF and criticism of the Bush administration. 

Answer: Harry Belafonte
