1.  In Sweden, the title of this movie was "How I Taught an FBI-agent to Dance the Merengue."  It is loosely based on the life of Henry Hill, who in turn was the inspiration for the movie Good Fellas.  Irritated at their new home at "Number 1 Happy Street," the main character's wife leaves him on his own.  Though he is supposed to be in hiding, he meets up with an old friend who runs a pet store, and, much to agent Barney Coopersmith's chagrin, they form their own little gang. With a cast featuring Daniel Stern, Carol Kane, Joan Cusack and Rick Moranis, this is what 1990 comedy, starring Steve Martin as ex-mob man Vincent Antonelli, in criminal protection so he might testify.
