TOSSUPS:

1. This album closes with an epic song that decries "big 3-D billboards", "big 30 foot Smurfs" and other manifestations of the desire to be "Naked and Famous." Another highlight is a gloriously warped cover of the MC5's "Kick Out the Jams." Songs like "Kitty" and "Dune Buggy" have a vaguely Southern feel despite their Seattle roots. She’s played both offensive and defensive midfield for the U.S. women’s team since 1988, and is team captain, in addition to captaining the WUSA’s San Diego Spirit. FTP, name this athlete and ESPN soccer analyst. 

A: Julie _ Foudy _  

4. Kent Blocher is the voice of Zeus’ answering machine. F. Murry Abraham leads a Greek chorus known for sayings such as “You’d think once in a while they’d pick up a phone”, and “Please, Lenny, don’t be such a schmuck”. Sportswriter Lenny Weinreib is on a quest to find the birth mother of his adopted son Max, only to find out that she is a hooker and adult film actress. Such is the plot of this 1995 Woody Allen film where the role of Max’s birth mother went to, FTP, 1995 Best Supporting Actress winner Mira Sorvino.

A: _ Mighty Aphrodite _

5. This actor received an honorary degree from West Virginia’s Bethany College in 1990, years after he interrupted his studies due to fighting in World War II, where he won an Air Medal for his service in the Normandy invasion.  After the war, he began an acting career that includes Broadway plays,  3 years on The Steve Allen Show, and guest roles on shows ranging from a recent guest spot on Good Morning Miami to Franklin Bickley on Mork and Mindy and the voice of the Capital City Goofball. FTP, name this actor who played Newhart handyman George Utley.

A: Tom _ Poston _

6. This group consisting of Omarion, Raz-B, Lil Fizz and J-Boog released no less than four albums in 2002. A self-titled debut, a re-mixes collection ominously entitled The Re-Mixes Volume One, a Christmas release called Santa Hooked Me Up, and finally Pandemonium. FTP, name this R&B-flavored teen pop group that stormed the charts with "Bump Bump Bump." 

A: _B2K_ 

7. This man was coached by his father on an Iowa Falls High team that won two state titles and posted a 101-1 record.  He won his university’s Ted Owens Defensive Player of the Year award in his freshman season, and led his team in blocks and field goal percentage as a sophomore, earning All-Big 12 honors. In 2001-02, he was an Honorable Mention All-American and the only non-senior to earn a practice slot with the 2002 USA Basketball World Championship Team. FTP, name this Jayhawk forward and teammate of fellow Iowa native senior Kirk Hinrich. 

A: Nick _ Collison _ (COLL-ih-son)

8. This organization traces its roots to Jackson, Mississippi, where they became a fixture at the annual St. Patrick’s Day Parade after throwing a particular vegetable into the crowd. Leaders of this organization are known as “Tammys”, with chapters of “Wannabees” and “Wannabee Wannabees”. Delta Burke is planning a show around this group on the WB network, and their “Big Ass Cookbook and Financial Planner” is currently near the top of the New York Times bestseller list. FTP, name this series of books that grew out of a movement of big-haired, tiara-topped women in stuffed ball gowns led by author Jill Connor Browne.

A: _ Sweet Potato Queens _

9. He opened for business in 1968, according to a Yellow Pages ad, although he was not “seen” until 1974. His address is at Ocean Boulevard in Los Angeles, although you would often get his machine when trying to call in. Becker once called him “The Taco King” for his fondness for fast food, including Oreos, although getting him to show up for jury duty or a root canal was a trying ordeal. Of course, spending time in prison due to an erroneous conviction for armed robbery can motivate someone to solve cases “closed” by the LAPD, not to mention the $200/day fee. FTP, name this 70’s private eye played by James Garner.

A: Jim _ Rockford _

10. Bob Marley made reference to this song in the lyrics of "Burnin' and Lootin'" when asking what quantity of the title entities will be necessary "before we can talk to the boss." The song itself is narrated by a lonely traveler along the White Cliffs of Dover who is playing for time, but still is "thinking of committing some dreadful crime." Only the narrator's will keeps him alive. FTP, name this song from the soundtrack to The Harder They Come that helped introduced larger audiences to both reggae and its composer Jimmy Cliff. 

A: _ Many Rivers to Cross_ 

11. On October 25, 1947, this school ended Army’s four-year unbeaten streak with a 21-20 victory at home capped by an interception by “Goal Dust Twin” Lou Kusserow. Last season’s lone highlight was a 13-11 win over Fordham for the first-ever Liberty Cup, as Ray Tellier lost his job as head coach. Although Marcellus Wiley is a current NFL starter, this school’s most prominent football alum is Bears great Sid Luckman. FTP, name this Ivy League school that lost 44 straight games between 1983 and 1988.

A: _ Columbia _ University

12. They originally appeared in the U.S. in 1982, but their rise in popularity surged after Rifle of Italy patented a new process for making them in 1986.  Z. Cavaricci controlled most of the market, which flew off shelves and into rock videos such as Def Leppard’s “Pour Some Sugar on Me”. Of course, prices were higher for these because of the extra labor required to prepare the goods. FTP, name this fashion trend that used chemically-treated stones and repeated spin cycles to create white-streaked clothing.

A: _ Acid-washed _ jeans (Accept “stone-washed”, “frosted”, “marble”, “ice washed”, or equivalents)

13. This film grew out of Aaron Latham’s story for Esquire magazine and much of the action is set at 4500 Spencer Highway in Pasadena, Texas, the original home of Gilley’s nightclub. Bud moves to Houston to work at his uncle’s oil refinery, while meeting up with Sissy. Boy meets girl, marries girl, loses girl, loses his uncle, fools around a bit, and attempts to reconcile with Sissy, amidst the mechanical bull at Gilley’s. FTP, name this 1980 hit starring Debra Winger as Sissy and John Travolta as Bud.

A: _ Urban Cowboy _

14. A sneak premiere aired on January 18, followed by its introduction to the network lineup on March 8, 2003 for an initial 10-episode run.  Carmindy Bower offers makeup tips, Nick Arrojo works on hair, and hosts Wayne Scot Lukas and Stacey London serve as guides for show participants, often referred by friends and family members. FTP, name this new TLC show that allots $5,000 per participant for fashion makeovers.

A: _ What Not to Wear _

15. This track was named by Spin magazine as the best single of 2002. It begins with the performer asking "Where's my snare?" and its last line prior to the final line repeats the hook of "Guess what, I am dead, dead to you as can be." According to Spin, when it booms from a car stereo while a frowning little Puerto Rican girl sings along, it ain't about its creator, who is described as a "wigga" and "a guy who apologizes to his mom while he digs her grave." FTP, name this song which features a hook consisting of Eminem whining "I'm sorry mama." 

A: _Cleaning Out My Closet_ 

16. The first NBA job on this man’s resume was in 1972, when he left Duke to become an assistant with the Milwaukee Bucks.  He became the head coach of the ABA’s Kentucky Colonels in 1974, leading Kentucky to an ABA title in 1975. After the Colonels folded, he won the NBA Coach of the Year award in 1978 with Atlanta and coached the Knicks from 1982 to 1987. FTP, name this long-time NBA television analyst who is now attempting to find the “upside” of the Memphis Grizzlies’ roster.

A: Hubert _”H _ubie” _ Brown _

17. This brand’s origins can be traced back to 1953, when Bill Samuels ditched his traditional family recipe by substituting wheat for rye, while his wife designed the bottle. In addition to brewing at the old Burks Spring Distillery, founded in 1805 and registered as a National Historic Landmark, they take pride in producing less than 1,000 gallons per batch of their product, which is rotated during the aging process to ensure uniform maturity. FTP, name this Loretto, Kentucky bourbon whiskey known for its hand-dipped seal.

A: _ Maker’s Mark _

18. His first music biz success was as the songwriting partner of Jim Vallance, with whom he co-wrote songs like "War Machine" for Kiss and "Dangerous" for Loverboy. He became a performer and his second album You Want It, You Got It sold well in his home country, but it took the ballad "Straight From the Heart" to propel his third album Cuts Like a Heart into the US charts. FTP, name this Canadian, an alleged rocker whose hits include "Summer of 69" and “Have You Ever Really Loved a Woman?” 

A: Bryan _Adams_ 

19. In 2000, he was arrested for stealing 3 CDs from a Manhattan Tower Records store, although charges were later dropped for good behavior. This came 30 years after his screen debut in Myra Breckenridge, where he plays a man undergoing a sex-change operation.  Since then, he has mostly been content in playing himself, such as in 1978’s Superman, as a panelist on the original Gong Show, and the host of At the Movies. FTP, name this New York Observer critic often mentioned on The Critic.

A: Rex _ Reed _

20. Santa Carla, California fills in for the filming site of Santa Cruz as the “murder capital of the world”, but this does not keep Lucy Emerson, played by Dianne Wiest, from relocating to this town with sons Michael and Sam in tow. Meanwhile, Michael is seduced by the idea of “Sleep all day. Party all night. Never grow old, Never die.”, while the cast of locals includes Jami Gertz as Star, Alex Winter as Marko, and Kiefer Sutherland as David. FTP, name this 1987 Corey Haim/Corey Feldman vehicle about vampires.

A: _ The Lost Boys _

21. A 2001 DVD audio release included the song “Silver Springs”, which was not on the album but sung during the original recording sessions.  Courtney Love once covered “Gold Dust Woman”, the final track on this album. Wayne Campbell said that his older brother owned the album because it was automatically handed to every suburban kid in the late 70s. FTP, name this 1977 release that includes Lindsey Buckingham’s “Go Your Own Way” and Christine McVie’s “You Make Loving Fun” and “Don’t Stop”.

A: _ Rumours _
