1.  This song provides the background when Sarah Michelle Gellar gets her comeuppance in Cruel Intentions.  During the filming of the video in a semi-rough London neighborhood, the lead singer worried that some of the people he bumped into would attack him as he continued his long march toward the camera.  He got past it, walking over some cars along the way, possibly by letting "the melody shine" or "cleanse his mind," or possibly just because he was headed "down the only road" he'd "ever been down."  Subject of a lawsuit brought by the Rolling Stones for its use of the orchestral hook from "The Last Time," this is, FTP, what Urban Hymn by the Verve?

3.  Many of his appearances are non-sequiturs, such as the time he wakes up the main character at 4:30 am the day before an important match by blowing loudly in his ear.  He is worth at least two locked doors and one trick staircase if you are late for class.  Solid-looking, not white and transparent, he particularly enjoys taunting bathroom denizen Moaning Myrtle.  It is said that only the Bloody Baron can control him.  The most important character not appearing in any of the film adaptations of his novels, FTP, name this poltergeist that often pins blame on Harry Potter.

His first top-ten finish of 2003 was a tie for eighth place at the Nissan Open, which he won in 2002 along with the FedEx St. Jude Classic on his way to finishing 28th on the PGA money list.  At his best tournament finish this year, he shot a fourth-round 65, including an eagle on the par-5 12th that was one of only three during the tournament.  His run came to a close, however, when he three-putted in the playoff.  FTP, name this golfer who lost a playoff to Mike Weir to finish second at the 2003 Masters.

6.  By the end of the song, the title character “doesn't care anymore that her high school girlfriends cut her down,” while the “neighbors swear they're certain she slept her way to the top.”  In an earlier phase of her career, she had gotten huge in a small town, signing autographs “like she was Garth Brooks in a skirt” after her nightly karaoke performances at Banana Joe's Bar.  Because of her titular status now, she “eats caviar just before she performs every night,” and still says that because of her hard work, “it feels good in the hot spotlight.”  FTP, name this Kenny Chesney hit about a musician who made it.

7.  In City of Angels, Seth asks Maggie to describe its taste to him while they are shopping in a market.  Later, Maggie is hit by a truck on her way home from procuring some.  Though you can't normally buy its juice in stores, it is for some reason used as the syrup for Del Monte canned peaches.  It also lends its natural flavor to a Jelly Belly which is light green speckled with dark.  Often combined with gorgonzola and walnuts in salads, this is, FTP, what fruit which comes in Bosc and Bartlett varieties.

That employer, Owen Brennan, was glad he made the challenge, as this delicious result made from butter, brown sugar, cinnamon, rum, and the main ingredient became a favorite dish in his restaurant.  FTP, name this dessert whose featured component is a fruit with a yellow skin that you set on fire.

Adler has during the 1990s published several books in a series for younger readers, where she is of a younger age and solves such mysteries as the “Lost Tooth” and the “Pizza Shop,” which are a far cry from the time she counted all of the bones in the spine of a dinosaur she had seen earlier that afternoon and noted that it was missing three tailbones.  She is able to perform such feats because of a talent she activates by closing her eyes and saying “click.”  FTP, name this hero of children's mystery novels whose nickname comes from her photographic memory.

His best-known group broke up at his behest, after the sessions for Strangeways, Here We Come, but not before having hit it big with The Queen is Dead.  FTP, name this longtime collaborator with Morrissey, the guitarist for the Smiths.

16.  As a child, when he breaks his doll, attendants instantly hand him many new ones.  Later in life, he has trouble settling on a wife, because despite a selection from the most beautiful women in the kingdom, he believes they are all too ugly.  He has had more than his fair share of busts smashed by his former advisor Izma, who with her assistant Kronk attempts to eliminate him and take over his kingdom.  Though according to his theme song guy, he's "the hippest cat in creation," because of Izma's foiled plans he ends up as quite a different animal.  FTP, identify this Mesoamerican emperor turned into a llama, voiced by David Spade in The Emperor's New Groove.

His daughter Annie was born three days before he was to audition for a show now airing on NBC at 9:30 on Tuesdays, but he got the part anyway, playing the title character's passive-aggressive ex-boyfriend Edgar.  His new role on Watching Ellie and his second child with wife Nancy Walls didn't keep him from his prior commitment providing the voice of Gary on SNL's “Ambiguously Gay Duo,” or from wrapping Bruce Almighty, where he sticks close to his best-known job by playing a news anchor. FTP, name this American figure skater, the "King of Quads", who finished second in the 2003 World Championships and was also the runner-up at the aforementioned Olympic games.

19.  Some producers asked Steven Stills to find someone who looked like him, but with better hair and teeth.  Stills turned to this friend, who at the time was a folk musician in Los Angeles, and suggested that he audition for the TV show that would make him famous.  Despite repeated run-ins with the producers over whether he would actually get to demonstrate his bass-playing skills on his band's records, he tried to cash in on the success of the act, releasing a 45 with "(I'm Not Your) Stepping Stone" on it in the 1980s with his act the New Monks.  FTP, name this real musician best-known as a fake one, the bassist for the Monkees.

Known as Mikey in Goonies and Rudy Ruettiger, FTP name this actor who portrays Sam Gamgee in The Lord of the Rings series.
