1. Since their 1998 debut, Marie, Amit, Sara, and Dhani have proven remarkably graceful under pressure. They sold millions of records worldwide (including more than 1.5 million albums in the U.S. alone), and toured with the likes of 'N Sync, Britney Spears and Aaron Carter.  One outstanding track on their new album, Pop Till You Drop, is their take on "Can't Help Falling In Love," which is also featured on the soundtrack to the Disney animated feature "Lilo & Stich."  FTP, name this Swedish group, who hit it big with their debut release, The ABBA generation.

7. After graduating high school, he spent 3 years doing Mormon missionary work in Spain before appearing in his first basketball game as a Stanford Cardinal in 1996.  He was the 29th pick overall by the Lakers i 2000.  Despite hardly ever being used in the Laker rotation, he garnered much attention for his unbelievably bad dance moves during the parade after the Lakers had won their second consecutive NBA championship.  FTP, identify this horrible dancer, a forward for the L.A. Lakers, known as the "Mad Dog."

8. A collector in Kurt Vonnegut’s Mother Night has 26 copies of it in the care kits he has collected.  Covers by Dolly Parton and the Carpenters include the seldom heard opening lines, “The sun is shining, the grass is green / The orange and palm tress sway / There’s never been such a day / In Beverly Hills, L.A.”  FTP, name this Irving Berlin classic that has famous versions by Elvis and Bing Crosby about dreaming of snow in late December.

9. It’s easy to use, easy to carry, but not good for table tennis or ninja fights. You can put your keys on it, but it’s not wise to leave it when you park your car with a valet. While it can be used in most credit cards machines (once the clerks get over being fascinated with it), you can’t use it at the gas pump, so what’s that use having it, even with the cash back? FTP, name this longtime running back, who was the MVP of Super Bowl IX, and who made a shoetop grab known as the Immaculate Reception for the Pittsburgh Steelers.

22. This building's predecessor was originally known as Municipal Auditorium, but underwent what was to be the first of several name changes for the site to honor the city's mayor in 1943.
