It claims that "Most of my heroes don't appear on no stamps" and was controversial for taking down others' heroes namely John Wayne and Elvis Presley, saying of the latter "Straight up racist that sucker was" despite being "a hero to most." Crafted for the movie Do the Right Thing, it later appeared on the album *Fear of a Black Planet*. For 10 points--name this anti-establishment song by Public Enemy.

ANSWER: "Fight the Power"
There are no sixes or nines. Fours only move backwards. Tens give a chance to move back one. Sevens may be split among two pieces. Twos allow you to draw again. Only ones and twos can be used to start a pawn on to the track where you can use slides to bump other pawns back to start. For 10 points--name this board game in which you try to shepherd four pawns from start to home.

ANSWER: Sorry!
Yet another foreign-born kicker, this Oakville, Ontario native got his current gig after the struggles of Wade Richey. His clutch reputation includes a tie with Jim Breech for most career field goals in overtime with nine. He started his career in Tampa Bay and now kicks for San Diego, but--for 10 points--what kicker is best known for his stint from 1992 to 2000 with the Buffalo Bills?

ANSWER: Steve Christie
A one-time Sony  lot security guard, his memoirs detail a life that included foster care in Cleveland where he was ill-treated by "Mizz Pickett," pimping in the streets, and enlisting in the Navy. After turning his memoir into a screenplay, he dropped by the Sony gift shop, where he discovered Derek Luke, suggesting that Luke play the author himself. For 10 points--what man's life is now the subject of the directorial debut of Denzel Washington?

ANSWER: Antwone Quinten Fisher
Her TV roles include the title character Venus in the TV movie Goddess of Love and Coco, a cosmetic company owner who offers half a million dollars to get back with the man who gave her the best sex she ever had, Al Bundy, on Married with Children.  In Naked Gun 33 1/3, she appeared at the Oscars with Wierd Al, who sang about being stuck in a closet for her. For 10 points--what woman now uses touch panels in her gig on Wheel of Fortune?

ANSWER: Vanna White
Freca wanted the hand of this man's daughter for his son Wulf. In response, he gave a blow so stunning that Freca soon died, evidence that he earned his nickname Hammerhand. After his horn was heard one night, he was found the next morning dead yet standing upon his namesake Dike, and he is counted as the most notable King of the Mark between the reigns of Eorl and Théoden. For 10 points--name this legendary figure of Rohan whose Deep was the site of a battle in The Two Towers.

ANSWER: Helm Hammerhand

She met her current husband in his club called the Cross-Roads. She found out that Jessica is not her daughter, but was switched at birth with Roxy Balsom's daughter, Natalie. The daughter of Victor Lord, she suffers from a split personality that occasionally results in the surfacing of the villainous persona Niki Smith. For 10 points--name this current wife of Dr. Ben Davidson and ex of Clint Buchanan and three other men on One Life to Live.

ANSWER: Viki Lord Davidson

A four-year starter at forward, she made All-Western Collegiate Athletic Association honors in 1985.  This play at UCLA led to a 17-game stint with the Richmond Rage in the American Basketball League, although basketball did not make her the 1985 Broderick Cup winner as outstanding collegiate female athlete or the first woman named The Sporting News Man of the Year in 1988 after two golds in Seoul. For 10 points--what athlete once tied the world long jump record but is better known for dominating the heptathlon?

ANSWER: Jackie Joyner-Kersee
Note: UCLA was in the WCAA at the time as the Pac-10 did not adopt women's basketball until 1986

CEO Philip A. Marineau is overseeing this company's production of the Signature brand which will be priced below $30 and sold at Wal-Mart and other mass marketers. It is also producing Type I [one], priced between $35 and $95, which will be a knock-off version of its more popular and more expensive Red series. All this to stem a loss of market share to brands like The Gap, Arizona, and Calvin Klein. For 10 points--what company is named for a Bavarian-born purveyor of jeans?

ANSWER: Levi Strauss & Company

The villains include Huxley, played by Mandy Patinkin, whose assistant is Bug the bug, and the ruler of Da Dump, the Queen of Trash, played by Vanessa Williams. The plot concerns the retrieval of a blanket that includes going to a land accessed by pulling a lever on the wall after going into a trash can. For 10 points--name this movie starring a three-year-old red denizen of Sesame Street as he goes to the hometown of Oscar.

ANSWER: The Adventures of Elmo in Grouchland
He mourns the death of his wife Marla McGivers, which fuels his desire for revenge. His minions include Joachim and the less-than-willing Captain Clark Terrell. His last words are lifted from Captain Ahab's last words in Moby Dick; "From hell's heart, I stab at thee. For hate's sake, I spit my last breath at thee," he says before launching the Genesis Device. For 10 points--name this character played by that ham Ricardo Montalban in the second Star Trek film.

ANSWER: Khan Noonien Singh

Only a few copies of this album went out with the original cover art: a painting of a robot sexually assaulting a woman. Hitting number one on charts in 1988, its new cover featured five skull portraits of the band in a skull formation. Songs include "Night Rain" which was released as a single two years later and the heroin addiction song "Mr. Brownstone." "Paradise City" and the power ballad "Sweet Child o' Mine" were--for 10 points--tracks from what Guns N' Roses debut album?

ANSWER: Appetite for Destruction
Born in Darjeeling, India, she began her career on the stage and late in life won a Tony for her role in Tovarich. Beset by illness, she suffered from tuberculosis and suffered a miscarriage while playing the female lead in Caesar and Cleopatra.  Despite ill health, her turn as Blanche DuBois won her second Oscar for  A Streetcar Named Desire. For 10 points--whose famous partnerships include marrying Laurence Olivier and starring with Clark Gable in Gone with the Wind?

ANSWER: Vivien Leigh
Founded in 1921 in Rhode Island, this organization adopted its current name in 1962 to reflect its international nature. Currently presided over by Gilberto Mendoza, it recognized the winner of the Ernie Terrell-Eddie Machen match as the holder of its vacant heavyweight title, as the only major commission to withdraw recognition of Muhammad Ali for signing a rematch with Sonny Liston. For 10 points--name this rival of the IBF and the WBC.

ANSWER: WBA or World Boxing Association (prompt on National Boxing Association)

Although not The Brady Bunch, it kicked off its third season with a multi-episode trip to Hawaii that included Junior falling for a native named Leilani. Parker McKenna Posey, not to be confused with the indy film darling, plays younger daughter Kady and Claire is the other daughter, while the parents are Michael and Janet, aka "Jay." The Kyle family is at the center of, for 10 points--what sitcom starring Tisha Campbell-Martin and Damon Wayans?

ANSWER: My Wife and Kids
At the 1992 Sundance Festival, this film won the Film Makers Trophy and the Grand Jury Prize for a documentary. Directed by Errol Morris, it uses interviews with a certain former University of Oxford student, his family and colleagues, interspersed with material relating with a book of the same name, a 1988 best-selling non-fiction work. For 10 points--name this documentary featuring ALS-stricken physicist Stephen Hawking.

ANSWER: A Brief History of Time
A funeral director explaining his profession, footage of a woman giving birth, and a phone poll on the morality of anatomically correct dolls were part of its first week, while its very first guest was atheist Madalyn Murray O'Hair. Its host had been lured away by WLWD from WHIO, where he hosted a radio show called Conversation Piece in Dayton, Ohio, and he was set up in a new medium. For 10 points--name this granddaddy of all talk shows which ended in 1996.

ANSWER: The Phil Donahue Show

In the late ‘50s and early ‘60s, he went more folksy, playing acoustic guitar on the 1964 album Folk Singer. He previously played electric guitar with Baby Face Leroy Foster, Little Walter Jacobs, and Jimmy Rogers, in the prototypical Chicago blues band the Headhunters. For 10 points--name this bluesman, born McKinley Morganfield, known for “I Got My Mojo Working.”

ANSWER: Muddy Waters (Accept early McKinley Morganfield)

First appearing with the Whalers in the 1996-97 Season, he was named to the 2002 Canadian Team for the World Championships.  This lefthander had the best goals against average and save percentage in the month of December but broke out in his first postseason series against Detroit.  FTP – identify this goaltender, who set an NHL record for saves in a playoff debut on April 9, 2003 with the Anaheim Mighty Ducks.

Answer:  Jean-Sebastien Giguere (Jig-air)

Rue McClanahan played Francis Crawley for the first 35 episodes.  Set in the Midwestern suburb of Raytown, the show had a major event in 1990 when Naomi gave birth to Vinton’s child.  Another peak was the Harper clan’s appearance on “Family Feud.” FTP – name this 1983-90 show starring Vicki Lawrence as the titular matron.
