Introduced in 1951, the original sets of this educational toy included either basic shapes or letters and numbers, and by 1965, a new version of this toy made it “more humanized” with Miss Weather. She was followed by characters like Popeye and Sleeping Beauty, while best selling sets eventually included The Wizard of Oz, the rock band KISS and The Green Hornet. 5. Very involved in his city, this man was awarded the Golden Plate Award by the American Academy of Achievement in 1978.  He is known for giving money to Democrats as well as Republicans, but dislikes talking to the media.  Born in Dayton, Ohio, he took over his father’s ice cream business, which became known as United Dairy Farmers.  Paula Poundstone called him “the banana guy,” referring to his position as CEO of Chiquita. As well as being is the largest shareholder of Provident Bank, FTP, who is this man, whose insurance company’s name now graces the Cincinnati Reds’ Great American Ballpark?

6. The second big screen release by director Melanie Mayron, whose credits include such stunning filmography as Dawson’s Creek and 1995’s The Babysitter’s Club, this movie follows a foreign exchange student who steals her popular host sister Stella’s life, and when Stella tries to get it back, she is tricked into looking like the aggressor.  With a tagline of “No French People Were Harmed In The Making Of This Film” and summarized as “Heathers meets Happy, Texas” by one IMDB user, this is, FTP, what 2002 release starring Piper Perabo as French student Genevieve LePlouff?

7. Since their first practice in 1983, this currently 4-piece band has released several records with Epitaph and is advertised on Comedy Central as providing music for The Underground Comedy Movie.  One, the drummer, is described in a 2000 song as having “one big belly from living the good life provided by punk.”  The lyrics also identify the “hip Hispanic” as El Hefe, and the two other over-thirty punkers as Melvin and Fat Mike.  FTP, who are these guys, whose biggest release is 1994’s Punk in Drublic?

8. First named Kong before being named Miner, it was written in Fortran by Doug Smith in 1983, and was run on ASCII terminals at UW-Seattle.  The two-player version gives you an ally in Wes Reckless, but otherwise you are on your own as Jake Peril.  Multiple versions have since been made, with subtitles such as The Legend Returns, The Dig Fight, The Bungeling Strikes Back, and a version available for network gaming entitled The Mad Monks’ Revenge.  FTP, name this classic video game, perhaps still best known as the 150-level Broderbund game in which you dig holes and collect gold.

9. Among the curiosities in this team’s record book is the fact that Craig Grebeck holds the record for most home runs in a game with 3 and Mike Cameron holds the record for long balls in consecutive games with 4.  Since 1988, they’re played at Hoover Metropolitan Stadium, near the intersection of I-459 and Highway 150.  In 2003, catcher Jon Acevas leads the team in hitting with a mark of .364, just ahead of outfielder Scott Bikowski’s .339.  FTP, what is this ballclub, the Double A affiliate of the team now playing its games in US Cellular Field, that played babysitter to Michael Jordan during his tenure whiffing on curveballs in the minors?

10. This band’s eponymous album was released in 1971, two years after its formation in late 1969. With members coming from Skid Row and Van Morrison’s band Them, the group fell upon hard times, and released songs under the name Funky Junction to make some money. Trying to recreate success like 1972’s Whiskey in the Jar, the band added Brian Robertson and Scott Gohram as twin lead guitarists, and toured with BTO and Bob Seger in 1975.  Philip Lynott fronted what band, FTP, whose big break came a year later with what is probably their most famous song, “The Boys are Back in Town”?

11. Named as one of the 10 best children's shows by TV Guide in 1996, in 1997 it was nominated for a daytime Emmy in the outstanding preschool series category. The show has been twice nominated for the NAACP Image Award and has won two Parent's Choice Awards. Each show had a theme, from learning about sharing to the benefits of okra, and there was always at least a few songs. This is, FTP, what Nickelodeon show, featuring Ron and Natalie Daise, their family, and the mischievous amphibian Binyah Binyah Polliwog.

12. Next year marks the 50th anniversary of this early rock n’ roll anthem, as it was recorded at Pythian Temple Studio in a converted ballroom on April 12th, 1954.  It was produced by a group fronted by a former yodeler, in the same session they recorded “13 Women.”  But it was this song that went on to fame after it served as the theme song to Blackboard Jungle. FTP, what is this hit for Bill Haley and the Comets that became the theme to Happy Days?

13. He wears a rattlesnake as a condom.  His foreskin is the tarp at Yankee Stadium.  He once scissor kicked Angela Lansbury.  He once hosted the Grammy's and gave every award to Corey Hart.  He stalked and killed the Banana Splits with a machete.  He jumped off the Empire State Building and only sprained his ankle.  He breast feeds John Madden.  He orchestrated the merger between UNICEF and Smith and Wesson. 14. Tony Curtis made a cameo during a phone conversation in this film as an actor who was struck blind by a witch’s curse so that the main character’s husband could get an acting job.  For the film, the Dakota Building in Manhattan was renamed The Branford.  In its made-for-tv sequel, Patty Duke played Ms. Woodhouse, while the actress playing Ms. Woodhouse in the original was served divorce papers from Frank Sinatra on the set.  A false rumor associated Anton LeVey of the Church of Satan to this movie.  FTP, name this 1968 Roman Polanski offering, written by Ira Levin and starring Mia Farrow as a woman who may be carrying the offspring of the devil.

15. This show began airing in 1985 on Channel Seven under the working title of One Way Street, before it was cancelled and later picked up by Ten Network in 1986.  In 1988, the British Royal Family requested a performance from the cast, and in 2001 they aired their 4000th episode.  Guy Pearce played Mike Young from 1986-1990, and the 1991 season saw the appearance of Beth Brennan Willis, played by Natalie Imbruglia.  FTP, name this drama, an Australian soap opera that featured Kylie Minogue for three years, a show dedicated to people we’ve all got.

16. This product is solely made of ethyl cyanoacrylate.  It cures in the presence of moisture, which is why it is important to always keep the container sealed when it is not being used.  Its website features a man in a construction-helmet saying “We first met in 1973…it was a bond that could never be broken.”, and the same site lists what to do if you accidentally stick your fingers together. It also regularly hosts the WCHA Final Five and the Bank One Badger Hockey Showdown.  Located on the corner of Fourth and State Streets, this is, FTP, what arena that also plays home to the NBA’s Bucks and Marquette University basketball?

18. The sixth highest selling album in history, with over 41 million sold, it coincided with the emergence of its artists from the tragedy of their lead singer’s death in the back seat of a car. Recorded in Nassau in the spring of 1980 and produced by Mutt Lange, it was Brian Johnson’s first release with the rockers.  Signaling the band’s return despite continued mourning is alluded to in the title of, FTP, what AC/DC album, featuring the hits “Rock And Roll Ain’t Noise Pollution” and “You Shook Me All Night Long.”

19. Not primarily known for these games, this Left Coast company is still reasonably famous for having control of MLB Showdown and many Star Wars RPGs.  Older game-players may remember D&D, one of its many holdings, but younger readers may also have seen this game in Dragonlance book format.  FTP, what is this company, whose most impressive holdings include Salvatore’s Forgotten Realms, the Pokemon card game, and the Magic RPG/CCG series?

20. During the 1999-2000 season, he led the Magic in rebounding, with just over 8 per game, good for 20th in the NBA.  Since entering the league out of Virginia Union in 1996, he’s made stops in Orlando and Washington before arriving in his current home.  In 2002, he became just the fourth player in league history to lead the league in both blocks and rebounding.  All this despite averaging just 5.5 points per game for his career.
