TOSSUPS

1. George Harrison created Handmade Films to bankroll this movie, mostly because he felt it was the only way he’d see it get made.  Harrison has a cameo as Mr. Papadopolous, the owner of “The Mount.”  Banned in numerous countries for blasphemy, things probably would have been worse had it been released under the originally conceptualized title of “Jesus Christ: Lust for Glory.”  For ten points, name this 1979 Monty Python film, starring Graham Chapman as the titular non-Messiah.

A: Life of Brian
2. Susanne Schnerr was a friend of the artist’s from his days in Greenwich Village.  This song was written after the artist’s friends finally told him about her suicide, which they had kept from him to avoid bringing him down during the recording of his debut album.  Also about recovering from drug addiction and the breakup of his first band, The Flying Machine, this is, for ten points, what James Taylor song in which he sings about “sunny days that I thought would never end?”

A: Fire and Rain
3. At 5’7”, 139, he was not an obvious choice to play football, but he earned three letters at Michigan State, then stayed on as a graduate assistant.  After various jobs at Central Michigan, North Carolina State, Rice, and the San Francisco 49ers, his fortunes improved when he met Dennis Green, who took him on as running backs coach when Green was named head coach at Stanford.  He followed Green to the Vikings in 1992 but returned to Palo Alto in 1995, going 7-4-1 and 7-5 in his first two years and routing his alma mater in the 1996 Sun Bowl.  For ten points, identify this former Stanford coach, now the head coach at Notre Dame.

A: Tyrone Willingham
4. The name comes from the founder’s initials plus the initials of the farm and village where he grew up.  Originally a mail-order business, it opened its first furniture showroom in 1953, and was forced to start designing its own furniture when competitors forced suppliers to boycott – which ironically made the company far more successful in the long run.  For ten points, identify this superstore which can now be found in 29 countries, including 15 locations in the United States, more than the 13 found in its native Sweden.

Answer: Ikea
5. Nominated for four Oscars for Best Original Score, he is a part of one of the most prolific musical families in Hollywood.  His father Alfred composed the 20th Century Fox fanfare, and his brother David is also a composer who has scored mostly comedies.  He also got his start in comedy, scoring Revenge of the Nerds and Real Genius among others, but is now known as one of the best dramatic composers in Hollywood for his work on films like Road to Perdition, American Beauty, and The Shawshank Redemption.  For ten points, identify this composer, the cousin of composer and songwriter Randy.

A: Thomas Newman
6. Too big to play football as a kid, he turned to baseball and pitched for USC’s 1978 national championship team.  Then turning to football, he was a surprising and risky pick at #3 overall in the 1980 draft because he had only played one game in his senior year and had already suffered multiple knee injuries.  But he surprised his doubters by making 11 straight Pro Bowls and only missing three games due to injury at offensive tackle.  For ten points, name this three-time Offensive Lineman of the Year, a career Cincinnati Bengal and 1998 inductee into the Hall of Fame.

A: Anthony Muñoz
7. Its owner built a house named “Fort Awesome” because he thought the name “Xanadu” was too goofy.  Both the news anchors and the news director and producer have romantic histories, and the station, which is at 585 on the AM dial, somehow is the #2 news radio station in New York despite having a visible staff of just seven people.  For ten points, name this radio station, the setting for the sitcom NewsRadio.

A: WNYX
8. Of the recent release Far From Heaven, he quips, “Heaven should consider it a blessing to have some distance from this movie.”  In one of his best moments, he calls Carrot Top “about as funny as paint fumes.”  A quote on his website reads, “I may not have a PhD in ‘feelm,’ but I know what I don’t like!”  What he doesn’t like is everything, as ratings range from one bomb – “almost tolerable,” to a nuclear blast, “proof that Jesus died in vain.”  For ten points, identify this online movie critic, known only by his handle, a spinoff of Shadowculture and running since October of 1995.

A: Mr. Cranky
9. The singer is in love with Noelle, a girl in his gym class.  He knows a lot about her – she wears Keds and tube socks in gym, and she has a boyfriend, who brings a gun to school and drives an IROC.  But she doesn’t know who he is, and she doesn’t give a damn about him – at least that’s what he thinks until she comes up to him at prom and tells him she has Iron Maiden tickets.  For ten points, identify this song by Wheatus, the video for which featured Jason Biggs and Mena Suvari.

A: Teenage Dirtbag
10. A career .346 hitter, he hit .410 in 1899 to lead the league.  In other years he led the league in hits, doubles, triples, RBI, and home runs, three times hitting double digits before it was fashionable to do so, though once after a towering shot he told a teammate, “If I could have cut that into singles I’d lead the whole damn league.”  Known almost as much for his temperament as his play, though, he died at the age of 35 in somewhat mysterious circumstances.  For ten points, identify this Hall of Fame outfielder who died in 1903 after somehow going over Niagara Falls.

A: Ed Delahanty
11. In the book he is supposed to have died, but turns up alive to be the main character in the sequel.  In the movie he is badly injured but survives, thus making his appearance in the sequel easier to explain.  An egotist who has been married several times, he exists mostly as comic relief in the first film – presumably his experience on Isla Nublar hardened him for the second.  For ten points, name this mathematician, espouser of chaos theory, portrayed by Jeff Goldblum in Jurassic Park and The Lost World.

A: Ian Malcolm
12.The title of one of their best-known songs has nothing to do with the song itself; it’s actually a line pulled directly from Pee-Wee’s Big Adventure.  Most of the songwriting duties, prior to their most recent album, were handled by singer/guitarist Matthew Pryor, on albums like Something to Write Home About.  For ten points, identify this Kansas City emo band known for songs like “I’m a Loner Dottie A Rebel” and “Red Letter Day” and the recent album On a Wire.

A: The Get Up Kids
13. The name’s the same.  One is a Korean War veteran who runs a successful charity foundation that helps inner city youth.  The other is an unemployed bowler with a taste for marijuana and White Russians.  When the latter is roughed up by thugs who believe him to be the former, their paths cross, with bizarre results.  For ten points, what name is shared by David Huddleston and Jeff Bridges’ characters, the latter of whom prefers to be known as “The Dude,” in a Coen Brothers movie?

A: Jeffrey Lebowski (do not accept “The Big Lebowski”)
14. He died at the age of 40 of injuries suffered in a fight with a Rangers teammate, leaving behind a legacy of four Vezina Trophies and four Stanley Cups, three of each with the Red Wings, with whom he had three separate stints.  Traded to Boston at the height of his career in 1955, he went into a depression at being away from his family and his career suffered – leaving it to be surmised that he could have won even more than his 446 games, a record that stood until 2000 when Patrick Roy broke it.  For ten points, name this goaltender, inducted to the Hall of Fame with no waiting period in 1971.

A: Terry Sawchuk
15. Easily one of the most volatile bands of all-time, they formed as a quartet in 1967 but saw Dave Mason at odds with the rest of the group, who were more jazz-oriented than he was.  Mason left in December of that year but returned in 1968 for the second, self-titled album, only to leave again later that year.  1969’s “Last Exit” was released as a farewell album, but the group reformed as a trio in 1970, releasing what is probably their best-known album, “John Barleycorn Must Die.”  For ten points, identify this band of songs like “Dear Mr. Fantasy” and “The Low Spark of High-Heeled Boys,” fronted by Steve Winwood.

A: Traffic
16. It was patented in 1908 by a French woman and was first sold as L’Attaque.  Popular throughout Europe through World War II, its current name was trademarked in 1947.  Early versions of the board featured no man’s land instead of lakes, and the game has undergone many makeovers since being brought to the US by Milton Bradley in 1961.  Among other things, the army’s ranking system has been reversed.  For ten points, identify this battlefield game, whose most valuable piece traditionally is the marshal, essentially a board game version of Capture the Flag.

A: Stratego
17. Founded in 1842, it has long been known as a “college” despite being officially recognized as a university.  Situated in Lebanon, Tennessee, it was ravaged by the Union Army during the Civil War, but was rebuilt during Reconstruction, with Memorial Hall, today the centerpiece of campus, added in 1892.  Despite its long history, though, it is still best known for a day in 1916 on which neither its football team nor their opponents registered a first down.  For ten points, identify this school, defeated by John Heisman’s Georgia Tech team on October 7, 1916 by a final score of 222-0.

A: Cumberland College

18. Involved in a minor car accident, he appears to have suffered some damage to the hippocampus.  When he can’t form instinctual recall, the insurance investigator believes that his problem is mental and denies his claim, causing his wife to overdose on insulin and sending the investigator on a guilt trip.  The problem is he’s only a cover for what happened to the investigator.  For ten points, who is this 58-year-old retired accountant, revealed by Teddy to actually have been a con man, Leonard’s replacement for himself in Memento?

A: Sammy Jankis
19. Their 25th anniversary in 1994 was celebrated in 1994 with a gigantic “cake” constructed from thousand of boxes of this product.  They first hit the shelves in 1969 in the traditional Fresh Mint flavor, with Cinnamon and Spearmint following in the early 1970s.  When Wintergreen was added in the 1980s, it became the fifth flavor in the product line, which now numbers six.  The final two flavors are not mint – both initially debuted as part of a limited time gimmick in the ‘70s, with orange being so popular it was made its own flavor.  For ten points, identify this 1½ calorie breath mint which recently added lime to its repertoire.

A: Tic Tacs
20. Put on the spot on live television, he agrees to buy and distribute half a million brake pads rather than look like a jerk, but doesn’t worry because he thinks the company will be his within minutes anyway.  These plans are then torpedoed when it turns out that the primary stockholders are wanted criminals and the company’s stock still belongs to the son of its recently deceased president.  For ten points, name this would-be purchaser of Callahan Auto, whose slogan is “I make car parts for the American working man, because that’s what I am, and that’s who I care about.”

A: Ray Zalinsky
21. He has taken heat for his brash personality and strong opinions that he delivered as studio analyst for Friday Night Fights, but those apparently served him well within the network as ESPN gave him his own show in 2002, where he serves as the moderator for a panel of sports columnists from across the country.  For ten points, identify this boxing expert and host of Around the Horn.

A: Max Kellerman
22. Books written by characters in this show make appearances in various episodes of Coach, also created by Barry Kemp.  This is strange as the final episode of this series revealed that the show’s eight-year run was all a dream in the mind of Robert Hartley.  For ten points, identify this television series, featuring Dick Loudon as the host of “Vermont Today,” and starring its namesake comedian.

A: Newhart
23. She was in a car crash at age four that killed her mother, sister, and cousin, but it hasn’t stopped her from becoming one of America’s better-known female comedians, if not necessarily one of the funniest.  Mostly taking character roles in films like Wet Hot American Summer, Serendipity and Never Been Kissed, she left Saturday Night Live to do more film roles but still has seen her only starring role come from an SNL vehicle.  For ten points, identify this actress, known for characters like Mary Katherine Gallagher both on SNL and in the film Superstar.
