Considered the Hoopiest Frood this side of Kakrafoon this is, FTP, what roving researcher from Douglas Adams’ Hitchhiker’s Guide to the Galaxy saved Arthur Dent from annihilation when the Earth was destroyed by Vogons?

4. This aspiring actor doubled for Tony Danza during the filming of The Garbage Pickin’ Field Goal Kickin’ Philadelphia Phenomenon.  After originally signing with Michigan State, he played for Allan Hancock Junior College, and was their starting quarterback as well as the all-conference punter.  He graduated from West Virginia in 1993, and in 1996, he led the Toronto Argonauts to the Grey Cup Championship and connected on 40 of his 56 field goal attempts.  Since signing with his current team in 1998, he has scored 100 points in every season.  FTP, name this kicker, the most accurate at field goals in NFL history, who earlier this year was openly critical of teammate Peyton Manning and Colts’ coach Tony Dungy.

5. In 1991, he formed the Raindog theater company in Glasgow after being fed up with mainstream theater.  He made his film debut in 1990’s Silent Scream, and played the title character in the television program Hamish MacBeth.  Other title roles of his include playing Hitler in the 2003 miniseries of the same name and being Plunkett in the 1999 film Plunkett and MacLaine.  FTP, name this versatile Scotch actor, best known for playing ringleader Gaz in The Full Monty and the intense alcoholic Begbie in Trainspotting.

6. Born during a snowstorm in 1976, she grew to be a rebellious teen until moving in with her grandparents.  When her daughter Abigail was diagnosed with aplastic anemia, and Austin Reed helped discover the reason was a toxic dump. Past relationships include Glenn Gallagher François Von Leuschner, Lawrence Alamain, Travis Malloy, Colin Murphy, Peter Blake and Brandon Walker.  This is, FTP, what character from Days of our Lives, currently played by Melissa Reeves, who is newly re-engaged to her one time stalker and father of Abigail, Jack Deveraux.

7. They were the brainchild of Belgian producer Jo Bogaert who wanted to devise a "Euro Beat" sound distinct from his previous efforts "Nux Nemo" and "Act of Mad-Men."  He eventually recruited the model Felly and Maneula Kamosi, aka Ya Kid K, to provide vocals for his work.  Their first single was a massive success, going to number one on Billboard's dance chart in 1990 and selling over three million copies.  Their second effort was 1991's "Get Up" which sold close to 2 million singles worldwide.  After 1992's number five single "Move That Body" the band faded away, only to be seen on dance compilation CD's and an SNL rerun hosted by Fred Savage.  This is, FTP what dance outfit most famous for "Pump Up the Jam”?

8. This 1971 film featured Sondra Locke and Ernest Borgnine in support of Bruce Davison, who played the title character.  Martin Stiles, the father of the title character, has passed away, and now his son is no longer wanted at the business that he founded.  Its soundtrack featured the Michael Jackson song Ben, which was also the name of its sequel.  FTP, name this film, remade in 2003, in which an anti-social worker (played by Crispin Glover) leads a revolt along with Ben, Socrates, and other rodents.

9. In his first game with the Bulls, Nate Thurmond was the first player to ever get one, doing so in an overtime game vs. the Hawks in 1974.  It has since been done three additional times, with Alvin Robertson being the only player with 10 or more steals.  Hakeem Olajuwon and David Robinson also recorded one, although the Admiral had the minimum number in blocks, rebounds, and assists.  FTP, name this stat-sheet anomaly, where an NBA player records ten or more in each of four different statistical categories.

10. The four members were chosen two years ago after a nationwide search of 5,000 hopefuls.  Cheryl is a mother of two and has been filmed at the Apollo Theater and the Underground Railroad, while Jimmy’s clips have taken him to the original Air Force One.  Sofia also appears in the Swedish version, while Sarah’s greatest thrill was meeting past champions, including million-dollar tournament winner Brad Rutter.  FTP, name this group with a rhyming name, who can presently be seen on video clips during episodes of Jeopardy!.

11. Due to the extreme conditions needed for its cultivation, only one farm grows it commercially in the United States.  Westfield Farms makes a goat cheese flavored with this rhizome, and Taste of the Kingdom makes jelly out of it.   It is a trendy ingredient of late, with top restaurants stirring it into bloody Marys or spreading it over grilled tuna. At American restaurants, it is often replaced by horseradish and mustard powder that is dyed green.  FTP, name this crucifer of Japanese cuisine, which found its way into a Budweiser True commercial set at a sushi restaurant.

12. Its cover shows four images of the artist, first turning and then looking as if she’s flying away.  Slow Down talks about living life one day at a time, Little Things talks about keeping life simple, and Talk to Her stresses the importance of honesty and communication.  Its first track, Headed in the Right Direction, was actually the first song that the artist wrote for Acoustic Soul.  FTP, name this 2002 release, the sophomore effort from India.Arie.

13. Allegedly, he once carried a refrigerator up seven flights of stairs instead of asking for help.  Jeff Blatnick said of him “It’s almost a victory if you don’t get thrown”, referring to his trademark move, the Reverse Body Lift.  He was compared to King Kong by Matt Ghaffari, whom he shutout in the gold-medal match in 1996, while he was in the midst of a ten-year streak of shutouts and a thirteen-year winning streak, both of which came to an end in Sydney.  FTP, name this “Siberian Bear”, arguably the greatest wrestler in history, whose quest for a fourth gold-medal was derailed by Rulon Gardner.

14. Influenced by the Ramones, this band formed in 1977 but did not have a set lineup until 1980.  With Chuck Dukowski on bass, Robo on drums, Dez Cadena as the vocalist and Greg Ginn on guitar, the band began their first American tour that year.  A Washington D.C. fan from the audience came up on stage with the band one night, and by 1981 was asked to join, which paved the way to forming his eponymous band. FTP, this is what group of 80’s punk/metal rockers whose hit “Rise Above” brought slam-dancing to the East Coast, and made Henry Rollins a star?

A: Black Flag
15. In 1971’s The Organization, this character joins the cause of young revolutionaries who stole $5M worth of drugs from a Bay Area company’s corporate headquarters.  In a 1970 film, this man, a Police Lieutenant, is called in to investigate when a liberal street preacher and old friend of his is accused of murdering a prostitute.  When he was first introduced in a 1967 film, he was arrested by Deputy Sam Wood while awaiting his trip back to Philadelphia, and spends the rest of the film working with blowhard Sheriff Bill Gillespie in Sparta, Mississippi.  FTP, name this character, whom you should never address by “Virgil”, who was played by Howard Rawlins on the small screen and by Sidney Poitier in the theatrical version of In the Heat of the Night.

16. Wayne Gretzky met his future wife Janet Jones during a 1984 taping of this show, where he was appearing as a celebrity judge.  Jones was one of the eight ladies to be in Motion, a pair of women that appeared on each show during its eight-year run.  Freeman King was the video disc jockey, while the original host helped prepare John Travolta for some sequences in Saturday Night Fever.  FTP, name this variety show with a $50,000 reward for the top disco pair, hosted by Adrian Zmed for its final two years after he took over for choreographer Deney Terrio.

17. She was the first female inductee to the Bay Area Sports Hall of Fame, rewarding her for her days at UC-Berkeley, and she has an aquatic center named for her in Louisville.  She captured six NCAA championships and nine World Championship medals during the 1980’s, along with a total of six Olympic medals, including a silver on the medley relay in 1988.  Two of her American records lasted until 1999, when they were broken by Jenny Thompson and Misty Hyman.  FTP, name this woman’s swimmer, nicknamed “Madam Butterfly”.

18. Each side of this album has its own title, with the first half being called Hard Rock Café, while the second, which included tracks Indian Summer and Maggie M’Gill, had the same name as the album.  Its cover photo was taken at the title location, which still has rooms for rent at 1246 Hope Street in the L.A. area, and which still is reminiscent of the band’s singer.  FTP, name this 1970 release that features Peace Frog and Waiting for the Sun, the fifth studio effort from The Doors.
