Tossups

1. Tobey Maguire makes an uncredited appearance as one of the antagonist's goons at the climactic event.  On a westward journey from Utah, the protagonists meet characters such as Spankey, a big black trucker who wins money playing craps in Reno, and avoid a bounty hunter named Putnam.  Almost all the characters converge at Video Armageddon, where young, autistic Jimmy Woods wins an epic showdown against Lucas and his power glove.  FTP, name this movie starring Christian Slater and Fred Savage as Jimmy's brothers, which gets its title from Jimmy's uncanny ability to play Nintendo.

ANSWER: The Wizard
2. Its estimated cost is 11.4 million and it is capable of going from 0-60 in 2 seconds.  It has a turning radius of 2 feet and features electromagnetic hyper-vacuum disc brakes and two wheel skis.  It is also equipped with a surveillance scanner, ejector seats, and microwave jammers.  FTP, name this car voiced by William Daniels, a 1983 Pontiac Trans Am, featured on Knight Rider.

ANSWER: Knight Industries Two Thousand
3. It was formed in July of 1990 after the Secret Service conducted a series of raids tracking the distribution of a document illegally copied from a BellSouth computer that described how the 911 system worked.  One of those affected was Steve Jackson, whose computers were seized and his business nearly ruined.  He turned to an online electronic community known as Whole Earth ‘Lectronic Link.  FTP, name the group that was formed to fight the case, and is now one of the leading advocates of Internet privacy.

ANSWER: Electronic Freedom Foundation
4. Containing 910 milligrams of guarana extract along with ma huang, white willow bark extract, bitter orange, and ginger root and produced by Cytodyne Technologies, it claims to boost metabolism, prevent the loss of lean muscle tissue, suppress appetite and increase the burning of stored fat.  FTP, name this dietary supplement containing ephedra, implicated in the death of Baltimore Orioles pitcher Steve Bechler.

ANSWER: Xenadrine RFA-1
5. He was selected in two WHA Drafts: one by Miami-Philadelphia in 1972 and Edmonton in 1973.   During his long career, he was named NHL MVP in 1962, won the Holmes Memorial Trophy in 1954, and finished third all time in wins.  He also innovated the league after suffering an injury from an Andy Bathgate shot.  FTP, name this seven time Vezina Trophy winner, who was the first goalie to wear a mask regularly and led Montreal to six Stanley Cup Championships.

ANSWER: Jacques Plante
6. Its title was inspired by a Robert Williams painting the lead singer saw on a postcard.  The painting, used as the album's original cover art until it was banned, showed a woman about to be raped by a robot.  "Anything Goes" is a testament to the lead singer's horniness, while "Nighttrain" and "Mr. Brownstone" speak of the joys and perils of cheap booze and heroin.  FTP, name this album that also features songs like "Paradise City," and "Welcome to the Jungle," the first hit album for Guns 'n' Roses.

ANSWER: Appetite For Destruction
7. It will tell the story of two teenagers who are attempting to get out of the “special needs” department at their high school.  Eugene Levy will play the school principal and Cheri Oteri will play a cafeteria worker turned special education teacher, while Derek Richardson and Eric Christian Olsen will play the lead roles of Harry Dunne and Lloyd Christmas.  FTP, name this movie, a prequel to a 1994 movie that starred Jeff Daniels and Jim Carrey.

ANSWER: Dumb and Dumberer: When Harry Met Lloyd
8. Among the schoolteachers are Miss Mack, Jane, and Bob; while Mr. Skunk and Miz McGrizz are neighbors of the titular family, whose relatives include Cousin Fred, Aunt Dot, and Uncle Ed.  Not all the locals are benevolent: Raffish Ralph is an infamous con man and Too Tall and his gang are always up to no good in Bear County.  FTPE, name this series of books, featuring Papa, Mama, Brother, and Sister Bear.

ANSWER: The Berenstain Bears 

9. There have only been five instances of this play in NFL history. Al Nelson first accomplished it in 1966, and then did it again in 1971, as did Ken Ellis.  It would be 27 years until it was done again, when Aaron Glenn did it in 1998 against the Colts, taking the ball back 104 yards.  FTP, name this type of play, which resulted in a 108 yard run, the longest in NFL history, for Chris McAllister, off of a Jason Elam attempt in 2002.

ANSWER: Returning a missed field goal for a touchdown (accept equivalents, do NOT accept if someone says “blocked” field goal)

10. Charles Pajeau, a stonesman from Illinois, developed several wooden parts and at the 1913 American Toy Fair in New York he introduced the product, inspired when he noticed children play with pencils, sticks and empty spools of thread. The product was later sold to Playskool, who introduced a plastic version in 1992. FTP, name this set of toys featuring spokes, spools, rods and reels, used to construct three dimensional objects.

ANSWER: Tinkertoy Construction Sets

11. Some are born to wave the flag or inherit star spangled eyes, and point the cannon at you when they hear “Hail to the Chief” played.  Still others are born with silver spoon in hand but when the taxman comes, their house looks like a rummage sale.  However, the singer’s father isn’t a millionaire, senator, or military man.  FTP, name this Credence Clearwater Revival anti-war song, also the name of a biography about George W. Bush.

ANSWER: “Fortunate Son”
12. It was first tested in Providence, Denver, and Dallas and went national in 1993. The ad campaign marked the debut of the SuperGraphics company’s computer-generated vinyl wrapping for use on buses and was parodied by Saturday Night Live, who showed Kevin Nealon and Julia Sweeney dipping their turkey legs in a gel-like replacement for gravy.  FTP, name this product, described as a “clear alternative” to regular cola and quickly discontinued.

ANSWER: Crystal Pepsi
13. Mr. Bracken, having worked over 25 years at Waterton Publishing, loves to share his vast knowledge.  Louise is described as “a little strange” and doesn’t have much luck with men, while Jay is a sex-driven writer and Heddy flaunts her attractive body to aid her pursuit of money.  Along with Angel, Animal, Wimp, and Genius, these are the supporting characters of, FTP, what FOX series focused on the internal brain workings of the title character?
ANSWER: Herman’s Head
14. Though they have been traced back to figures like James K. Polk and Sir Henry Havelock, one theory labels Paul McCartney the source of their popularity.  Adam Sandler had one in the Wedding Singer, as did Dave Coulier on Full House.  Pro wrestlers like Curt Henning and the Ultimate Warrior had them at some point, though Eddie Guerrero recently got rid of his.  Sported by Barry Melrose and Billy Ray Cyrus, FTP, what haircut is known for being business in the front and party in the back?

ANSWER: Mullets
15. Warning: Exact Year and Team Name Required.  Coached by Rod Dedeaux, they defeated Korea, Nicaragua, and Italy to win their round-robin bracket.  The team featured Don August, Chris Gwynn, Shane Mack, and B.J. Surhoff and would go on to lose to Japan in the first ever gold medal game in their sport.  FTP, name this team, featuring such eventual Major Leaguers as Will Clark, Barry Larkin, and Mark McGwire.

ANSWER: 1984 USA Olympic Baseball Team
16. The singer, drippin’ and pourin’ with sweat, meets a girl on tour, and she is wearing a short miniskirt and a very big bra.  After they start a relationship, he calls her everyday when she goes back to school.  He goes to visit her and after filling out the visitor’s form to see his baby doll, he sees a fella tongue-kissin the girl on the mouth.  FTP, name this song, originally recorded by Biz Markie and recently sampled by Mario.

ANSWER: “(You Say He’s) Just a Friend”
17. Case is caught stealing from his employers and rendered physically unable to withstand the rigors of access to the worldwide computer net. He then meets Armitage, who pays off his debts and repairs his neural damage. Case is then protected by a professional killer named Molly. The novel ends when Case realizes he is controlled by the technology he is using. FTP, name this William Gibson novel, the 1984 book of the year and Hugo winner, which helped launch the cyberpunk genre.

ANSWER: Neuromancer
18. Maureen Driscoll, Rick Rosner, and Steve O’Donnel are among the show’s writers, and Cleto Escobedo Jr. serves as the bandleader.  Commercials for it have featured the host visiting the set of such shows as Baywatch and WWE Raw, and guest hosts have included Janeane Garofalo, Snopp Dogg, and the loveable Mike Tyson.  FTP, name this show that also features Adam Carolla as a writer and stars his former co-host on the Man Show.

FTP, name this early video game from LucasArts that was followed by the Day of the Tentacle.

20. Hired to produce a documentary on a mysterious lost Indian tribe, a National Geographic film crew comes across a hunter in a sinking boat and rescues him.  Anthropologist Steve Cale, the head of the crew, soon falls into a coma after being attacked by a poisonous tropical insect, and the hunter, Paul Sarone, takes over the boat and leads everyone on an insane quest down the Amazon to capture the title creature.  FTP, name this movie, starring Jon Voight, Ice Cube, and Jennifer Lopez, about a large snake.

ANSWER: Anaconda
21. He just completed the season as Illinois starting point guard as a freshman, averaging 12.2 points per game. Another with the same name is a hitting prospect for the Kansas City Royals, who got a cup of coffee in 2002.  A third, a graduate of Syracuse, started four games for the Carolina Panthers in 2002, rushing for 122 yards in week 13 against the Browns.  FTP, give the common name, also shared by the NBA player who won the 1991 Slam Dunk competition as a Boston Celtic.

22. Born in Star, Mississippi in 1967, she had a big year in 1996, as she was named one of People’s 50 most beautiful people, founded her own family literacy organization, and married her current husband.  Perhaps aided by voice coaching from Pepsi Girl Hallie Eisenberg, she broke into mass success with her third, semi-self-titled album, and her hit singles include “Wild One” and “You Give Me Love,” the latter of which played over the closing of the series finale of Mad About You.  FTP, name this country singer whose latest album is Cry and whose husband is Tim McGraw.
