Tossups
1. This character’s existence angered a man sharing his name so much that he robbed the chain that created him and held two employees hostage in Chamblee, Georgia.  In 1989 Sharedata Inc. released a DOS game where you had to navigate to the top floor of Doom Industries in a half hour, avoiding him on the way, and in a more popular NES game the player controlled him as he fought evil with a yoyo, not his trademark freeze ray.  FTP, name this advertising mascot once used by Domino’s Pizza.

ANSWER: The Noid (the robber’s name was Kenneth Lamar Noid)
2. In April 2002 it resurfaced with a different name and a new host, Todd Newton, 16 years after it went off the air.  Future talk-show host Jenny Jones appeared on three episodes of the original show, winning her first game on a fluke.  In the most famous episode, spanning two days, Paul Michael Larson won $110,237 by memorizing the patterns on the board, stunning host Peter Tomarken.  FTP, name this game show where contestants try to win big bucks and avoid losing all their money to the Whammies.

ANSWER: Press Your Luck (prompt on “Whammy!”)
3. Throughout the 1980’s, they finished with a cumulative record of 443-377, but could never break through the playoffs.  In 1985 they made the Western Conference finals, but lost in 5 to the Lakers.  In 1983, they lost 186-184 to the Pistons in triple-overtime in the highest scoring NBA game ever; last November they also lost to the Pistons in a game with the lowest halftime score ever.  Retired jersey numbers include David Thompson’s #33, Byron Beck’s #40, Dan Issel’s #44, and Alex English’s #2.  FTP, name this NBA team whose current players include Chris Whitney, Marcus Camby, and Juwan Howard.

ANSWER: Denver Nuggets (accept either)
4. The orange carded version of this character’s action figure varies in value depending on whether he has half-circles, full circles, or no circles on his hands.  Recent toys of him include a collectible edition celebrated as the 300th Star Wars figure and a Kamino Escape version from Attack of the Clones with a removal mask and rocket pack.  His original Star Wars toy was scrapped because of Kenner’s fear that the rocket firing mechanism in it could be dangerous to children.  FTP, identify this Star Wars character, a bounty hunter who wears green and gray Mandalorian battle armor and pilots the Slave I.

ANSWER: Boba Fett
5. In this song, the artist brags about his lyrical skills, such as the ability to use made-up words like “looptid.”  He likes oatmeal, but only if it’s lumpy.  People tell him that he looks like MC Hammer on crack, but he doesn’t mind, seeing as how he acknowledges his freakiness in the song, telling anecdotes of how he once got busy in a Burger King bathroom and how his large nose will tickle your rear in a 69 position.  FTP, identify this rap song that appears on the album Sex Packs and was recorded by Digital Underground.

ANSWER: “Humpty Dance”

6. In her major film debut, she played Sophie in the bloody 1981 teen horror film, The Burning.  She languished in TV movies like With Intent to Kill and Svengali, made her breakthrough in 1987 by starring in Raising Arizona, and shortly afterwards earned an Oscar nomination for playing Jane Craig in Broadcast News.  She did not win, but earned another shot years later when she starred as Ada McGrath.  FTP, name this actress, winner of the 1994 Best Actress Oscar for her role in The Piano.

ANSWER: Holly Hunter
7. Kindly Contributor, a Philippines native, turned the tables on Anthony Obodo and tricked him into sending him $3, but Bartholomew Simpson one-upped him by tricking Jame Peter Ja out of $5.  “Diamond” David Lee Roth is experienced in dealing with them, with his most notable interaction yielding hilarious voice mails and photos of Abbas Bundu holding a sign at an airport.  These are examples of net users who use fake e-mail addresses to bait the perpetrators of FTP what e-mail scam in which conmen ask for help transferring millions of dollars from a certain African country?

ANSWER: Nigerian Scam or 419 Scam (prompt on “Scam Baiting” or anything along those lines)
8. Don McLean wrote a tragic song about being typecast as this character, based on George Reeves’ portrayal of him from 1952-1957.  Bob Holliday played him in a 1966 Broadway musical, and Bud Collyer voiced him in a late 60’s animated series about his “new adventures.”  Danny Dark voice acted as him for about 13 years on various incarnations of Hanna Barbera’s Superfriends.  FTP, name this All-American hero currently represented in his younger form by Tom Welling on Smallville.

ANSWER: Superman (prompt on “Clark Kent” or “Kal-El”)
9. The song’s protagonist calls her ex almost a year after she left him and went to the title location to clear her mind.  Her first try fails, as he’s out bowling on Tuesday night, and when she tries again she learns he is spending Friday night at the ballgame before heading out to the lake for the weekend.  But she leaves her number and tells him “my heart is still yours” and that “this ain’t no machine you’re talking to” when he calls her back.  With a chorus simulating a message on an answering machine, FTP, what is this 2001 country hit by Blake Shelton that shares its name with the capital of Texas?
ANSWER: “Austin”
10. One night in a bar he is seduced by a curly haired blonde in a red dress, who reveals her name to be Suzanne.  His fear of being discovered by her husband Roger keeps him under edge but with the aid of his eyeglasses and the reassurance of veteran Jake Taylor, he strikes out Clu Haywood to beat the Yankees for the pennant, an improvement from his days in the California Penal League.  FTP, name this hot-headed rookie who becomes the star pitcher of the Cleveland Indians, played by Charlie Sheen in Major League.

ANSWER: Rick “Wild Thing” Vaughn (accept either underlined name alone)
11. One story told by him involves a hallucination he had featuring Satan and Jim Morrison.  He crapped himself soon after, though it’s not clear if that were a result of fear or inebriation caused by his consumption of Pabst Blue Ribbon.  In another tale from spring break, he talks about judging a wet t-shirt contest and how he went through depression when one of the contestants rejected him because she was a lesbian.  FTP, name this Adam Sandler character with an exaggerated New Orleans accent featured on Saturday Night Live’s Weekend Update.

ANSWER: Cajun Man
12. This food product has been slated to serve as a NASCAR sponsor, sharing the spotlight with Fig Newtons on Steve Park’s #8 Busch Series car to be raced in May 2003.  Also engaged in a commercial tie-in with Spongebob Squarepants, its current varieties include crisps, BIG, Rocket Power, four cheese, white cheddar, and Xtra cheddar.  FTP, name these Kraft-produced cheese-flavored crackers that taste a lot better than Cheez-Its.

ANSWER: Cheese Nips
13. Released in September 1973, this classic rock song went to #20 on the U.S. pop charts, and was its album’s second single, after “Over the Hills and Far Away.”  Purists often criticize it as a failed attempt of the band to incorporate reggae into their musical repertoire, as is hinted by the unusual pronunciation of its title.  Butchered by Sheryl Crow on the tribute album Encomium, FTP what is this Led Zeppelin hit from Houses of the Holy whose chorus begs, “oh, oh, oh, oh, ohh, ohh, you don’t have to go”?

ANSWER: “D’yer Maker” (pronounced similar to “Jamaica,” accept if player pronounces it like its spelled)
14. At the suggestion of the hapless veteran Pappas, the protagonist, a former star quarterback at Ohio State, goes undercover to solve a string of robberies.  They raid the house of a local gang, whose leader is played by Anthony Kiedis, but that is a red herring.  The surprise plot twist comes as Johnny Utah learns that Bodhi and his friends are the gang of bank robbers called the Ex-Presidents.  FTP, name this action movie set amidst the Southern California surfer culture, starring Keanu Reeves and Patrick Swayze.

ANSWER: Point Break
15. In a proud rant, he brags about his role in the deaths of Rum Rogers and Rapp Scallion and the downfall of the cabin boy Young Lindy.  His partners in crime have included Ozzie Mandril, Dinghy Dog, and Largo LeGrande.  He first appears as Sheriff Shinetop and has his rival arrested for stealing the Idol of Many Hands, but he and his ghostly crew are defeated by a spray of root beer.  But he returns thrice more to seek the hand of Elaine Marley and the death of his pirate rival.  FTP, who is this enemy of Guybrush Threepwood, the villain of the Monkey Island computer games?

ANSWER: The Ghost Pirate LeChuck
16. Not pictured in the 1975-76 Harvard freshman yearbook, he went there for a semester before dropping out to study in Tibet.  Before returning to the U.S., he changed his first name from Hayden to reflect his newfound Buddhist faith, and when discovered by Tidewater Tides manager Bob Schaefer, he was invited to St. Petersburg for spring training.  FTP, name this New York Mets pitcher with a 168 mph fastball, created as part of a 1985 April Fool’s Day hoax by Sports Illustrated.

ANSWER: Sidd Finch
17. Lesser known songs on it include “Stage,” “Top,” and a hidden track about a woman who rode a horse into the singer’s head.  Track 9 reflects the band’s affinity for East Asian religion, as its title is an abbreviation for “Tibetan Book of the Dead.”  Five radio singles came from the album, including “Iris,” the rock anthem “All Over You,” and the emotionally charged “I Alone.”  FTP, name this album, the second and most popular release of Live.

ANSWER: Throwing Copper
18. In “Hey Ma,” Cam’ron praises his girl for having nails and linen made by them.  The Big Tymers also enjoy this brand, and in “Still Fly,” they brag about having full length leather, a watch, and a pimped-out suit from the label.  Founded in Florence as luggage and saddlery company in 1923, it now produces a wide range of products including classic bamboo-handle handbags, the perfumes Envy and Rush, and belts with “Big G”-shaped buckles.  FTP Identify this Italian fashion house headed by Tom Ford that uses the signature “GG” print as a logo.

ANSWER: Gucci
19. Drafted 27th overall in the 1988 NHL draft, he only played two games in the 1989-90 season before being traded with Mark LaForest to the New York Rangers in exchange for Greg Johnston.  He was traded again to the Winnipeg Jets in 1992-93 and a year later set the team record for penalty minutes in a season with 347.  Banned from the 2001 playoffs after elbowing Scott Niedermayer in the head, FTP, who is this enforcer who currently plays right wing for the Toronto Maple Leafs?

ANSWER: Tie Domi
20. During his days at Gilmore High School, he was a fencing champion and acted in Waiting for Godot, where he played “the definitive Pozzo.”  Despite being named one of Detroit’s “Most Eligible Bachelors,” his romantic life has been mostly uneventful, consisting mainly of relationships with Dr. Ilene Markham and his eventual wife Trudy.  FTP, name this Richard Karn-played character known for his flannel shirts and beard, Tim Taylor’s Tool Time assistant on Home Improvement.

ANSWER: Al Borland (accept either name)
21. His popularity began to take off in 1985, as a result of his 25 issue run on Infinity Inc, only a year after he graduated from college and broke into the industry by penciling the backup story in an issue of Coyote.  In 1992, he and several colleagues, including Jim Valentino, Marc Silvestri, and former friend Rob Liefeld formed Image comics, where he published the creation that would make him a giant in the comic industry, and later, the toy industry.  FTP, identify this comic book artist and creator of Spawn.

ANSWER: Todd MacFarlane
22. Webtender.com says the drink bearing this name has orange juice, ginger ale, grenadine, pineapple juice, and light rum mixed in a bowl with orange slices floating in it, and got its name because it makes you so drunk that you’ll act like a total jackass.  It also names a seven member indie punk band from Ann Arbor whose albums include Nobody’s Gotta Know, You’re Everything Else, and 8 Track.  But the term is best known as the name of a perverted sex act.  FTP, what it is called when a man has sex with a woman doggy style, then proceeds to hit her in the back with his fist?
