Tossups

1. His band released its debut album in 1996 and they went on a tour through Western Canada after his first season with the Toronto Argonauts.  In his first full season in the CFL, he played for the B.C. Lions and set the CFL record for passing yards in a season, averaging over 5100 yards and 33 touchdowns per season for his CFL career.  FTP, name this quarterback, best known for winning the 1984 Heisman Trophy at Boston College and having a recently revitalized NFL career with the Bills and Chargers. 

ANSWER: Doug Flutie
2. The newest models in this series include the turbine, tempest and secret strike, all of which are rated on such features as stealth, intimidation, and capacity.  Divided into the EES, CPS, MAX-D, and Monster Blaster lines, they first hit the scene with classic models like the yellow 50 version with a green tank for liquid and the blue 100 version with a yellow tank.  FTP, name this popular series of water guns.

ANSWER: Super Soaker
3. The birth of Chrissy was when most people thought this show “jumped the shark,” but there were a few who listed “Boner” as the reason this show jumped.  Besides these on screen issues, the show had some off the set problems, such as when Tracey Gold developed an eating disorder.  Running from 1985-1992, FTP what show followed the exploits of the Seaver family, starred Alan Thicke and Kirk Cameron, and later featured Leonardo DiCaprio?
ANSWER: Growing Pains
4. When the title character looks in the mirror, he will ask you for scissors to trim his moustache, which seems silly since he just asked for the mirror to see if he has a moustache from the milk you gave him.  Of course, he had to ask you for a straw earlier since he couldn’t just drink his milk out of the glass you gave him, which the demanding rodent requested after you originally treated him to some chocolate chip goodness as part of, FTP, what title action, from a popular children’s book by Laura Numeroff?

ANSWER: If You Give a Mouse a Cookie
5. The lead singer’s interest in books like Steven King’s The Stand can be see in the lyrics of the band’s songs, many of which were written in 1996-97 when Chris Culos and Marc Roberge were living in Israel.  The band came into prominence while at Ohio State, and in addition to their 2002 live album Any Time Now, their releases include Souls Aflame and The Wanderer.  FTP, name this jam band popular at college campuses and known for their hit “That was a Crazy Game of Poker.”

6. After the protagonist’s mother dies in a car accident, she is forced to leave her home in Vermont.  Moving in with her jazz musician father, played by Terry Kinney, she gives up her own musical aspirations and attends an inner city high school.  There, she meets Chenille and falls for her brother, who wants to escape his gangbanging days and his friend Malakai and pursue his love of hip-hop.  FTP, name this movie about an interracial romance revolving around dance, starring Sean Patrick Thomas and Julia Stiles.

ANSWER: Save the Last Dance
7. Initially, the software behind it was housed on two computers named Akebono and Konishiki, reflecting its creators’ interest in sumo wrestling.  Originally run out of a campus trailer, the project received nearly $2 million in funding from Sequoia Capital in 1995, and an IPO came a year later, marking the transition from its days as “Jerry’s guide to the World Wide Web” to FTP, what highly successful internet search engine and portal site, founded by Stanford Ph.D. candidates David Filo and Jerry Lang?

ANSWER: Yahoo! Or Yahoo.com
8. She will attend Yale next year, though, ironically, neither of her parents attended college because her mother became pregnant with her at age 16.  Earlier this year, she broke up with her boyfriend of two years, Dean, and got together with the bad boy in town, Jess.  Currently a senior at the prestigious Chilton prep school, she lives in the dreamy town of Stars Hollow, Connecticut.  FTP, name this character, played by Alexis Bledel, the daughter of Lorelai Gilmore on the WB TV show Gilmore Girls.

ANSWER:  Rory Gilmore (prompt on “Lorelai” and accept “Lorelai Leigh”)
9. Inspired by a collaboration with Method Man, Redman, DMX, and the artist’s rival gone awry due to a misunderstanding over a microphone shaped tattoo, it features a tribute to Notorious B.I.G. saying, “The greatest rapper of all time died on March 9th.”  But the main theme of the song is summarized by the last lines of the second verse, “I see the bitch in you and I'ma make the world see it too,” after which a referee declares the artist the “new lyrical weight champion.”  FTP, name this boxing-themed rap song dissing LL Cool J, featuring the voice of Mike Tyson and written by Canibus.

ANSWER: “Second Round K.O.” (accept “Second Round Knockout”).

10. Babbo Natale in Italy, Hoteiosho in Japan, Kanakaloka in Hawaii, Ded Moroz in Russia, and Jultomten in Sweden.  The Dutch version was described in detail to Americans in “History of New York” by Washington Irving in 1809.  He achieved his fully Americanized form in 1823 in a poem by Clement Clarke Moore, and Thomas Nast gave us our vision of what he should look like.  FTP, name this character that probably left Saddam Hussein a bunch of switches and some coal last December 25th.
ANSWER: Santa Claus
11. Dr. Emile Frison says edible forms of this food may disappear within a decade if action isn't taken immediately to develop new, more disease-resistant varieties, and the INIBP, an advocacy group for the fruit, calls it an essential part of the daily diet for more than 400 million people.  It precedes the word “Wind” in the title of a Jimmy Buffett album and is found in the name of UC Santa Cruz’s mascot.  FTP, name this curvy yellow fruit.

ANSWER: banana
12. A career .110 hitter, he somehow made it through 20-plus seasons in the majors, as the four teams he played for kept him around for his pitching.  Though he was a 2 time 20-game winner, each time he reached that plateau, he lost at least 15 games as well.  He never won a Cy Young, nor did he ever lead his league in wins; however, he did lead his league in walks 8 times, and currently holds the career walks record by almost 1000.  FTP, name this pitcher, who, despite it all, was a first ballot Hall-of-Famer on the strength of his 324 wins and 5714 strikeouts. 

ANSWER:  Lynn Nolan Ryan
13. For Keeps, Never On Tuesday, Blue City, Wisdom, and Maid to Order are less famous examples of their work.  Among their members were a trained Shakespearean thespian, a depressed anorexic, and an ex-child actor known for his portrayal of nerdy characters, but you might know them better as Andrew McCarthy, Ally Sheedy, and Anthony Michael Hall.  FTP, name this 1980’s group of actors that also included Emilio Estevez and Molly Ringwald and starred in St. Elmo’s Fire and The Breakfast Club.

ANSWER:  The Brat Pack
14. The story takes place in the early 20th century in a town called Treegap, where young Winnie Foster is oppressed severely by her parents.  She meets a boy named Jesse, and they become friends, and almost fall in love.  Oddly, Jesse is 107 years old because his family stumbled upon a way to live forever.  Jesse tells Winnie to drink the magic water so she can live forever as well, but she doesn’t do it in the plot of FTP, what children’s book that was written by Natalie Babbitt, made into a 2001 movie, and tells the story of the Tuck family?

15. 93,173 people attended the event, which opened with the Can-Am Connection defeating Bob Orton and Don Muraco in roughly five minutes.  Other highlights included the Hart Foundation and Danny Davis beating the British Bulldogs and Tito Santana in a six man tag match, the supposed retirement match of Rowdy Roddy Piper and an amazing match between Macho Man Randy Savage and Ricky “The Dragon” Steamboat.  FTP, name this event that took place at the Pontiac Silverdome in 1987 and is best known for the World Title match where Hulk Hogan body slammed Andre the Giant.

TV Guide says the three best episodes are “The Lars Affair,” “Chuckles Bites the Dust,” and “Put on a Happy Face.”  It aired from 1970 to 1977 on CBS, and supporting characters include Betty White as Sue Ann Nevins, and Georgia Engel as Georgette Franklin Baxter.  One website praises this show for being original because, “For the first time, a female lead character on television was leading a happy, successful life without necessarily looking for ‘Mr. Right’.”  FTP, name this TV show starring Ed Asner as Lou Grant, Valerie Harper as Rhoda Morgenstern, and the titular actress as Mary Richards.

17. The 2002 NCAA championships for this sport marked the first time an American won the men’s division since 1998, when Adam Goucher of Colorado did it.  In the women’s division, Shalene Flanagan of North Carolina won at the same spot where her mother, in 1971, had set a world record marathon time.  FTP, name the sport whose national championship was held at the 10,000 meter Lavern Gibson Championship Course in Terre Haute, Indiana.

ANSWER: Cross-country
18. A false rumor claimed that the artist behind it had fled to Canada to avoid being drafted for the Vietnam War.  Named 1985 Song of the Year by the CMA, it mentions the cities of Detroit, Houston, New York, and L.A., as well as the plains of Texas and the lakes of Minnesota, and experienced a surge in popularity during the Gulf War, and again following September 11th.  FTP, what song declares, “I’m proud to be an American, where at least I know I’m free,” and was written by Lee Greenwood?
ANSWER: “God Bless the USA”
19. She got her first role in 1998's The Horse Whisperer, then crossed over to TV in 2000's short lived WB show Young Americans.  She then went back to movies, appearing with Denzel Washington in Remember the Titans and James Van Der Beek in The Rules of Attraction.  After originally being admitted to college in 2001, she decided to defer for two years, and is set to attend Princeton University in the fall of 2003.  FTP, name this actress, who is currently dating The Lord of the Rings actor Orlando Bloom and is best known for starring in 2002's Blue Crush.

20. Before escaping Blackgate with the help of KGBeast, he kicked his drug habit.  In his prime he beat the Film Freak to death shortly after springing all the inmates from Arkham Asylum, though he waited for Bruce Wayne to get weary before making the move that would force Jean Paul Valley to take up the mantle of Batman.
