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Tossups

1. Until they joined the Barrett brothers, this group had very little success outside its home country.  Aston Barrett played bass guitar, and was the catalyst behind the group’s sound on stage. Together with its most famous member, they have sold over 250 million records, and in 1999, Time named the group’s album Exodus the album of the century. FTP, name this reggae group forever associated with Bob Marley. 

ANSWER: The Wailers (accept Bob Marley and the Wailers on early buzz)

2. The daughter of a former Chancellor of the Exchequer, she has lost her mother, sister, and husband, John Diamond, because of cancer, but that has not been enough to stop her, as she has written for the Observer, the British version of Vogue, and the Guardian.  Her second book, How to be a Domestic Goddess, has become an instant bestseller.  FTP, name this British woman who has a new show entitled Forever Summer and whose cooking show really does not bite. 

ANSWER: Nigella Lawson (accept either, prompt on “Nigella Bites”)

3. Vietnam veteran James Oliver Rigney, Jr. has taken the world by storm with this bestselling series that tells the tale of three farmboys catapulted into a war against an evil so powerful that even it’s true name cannot be spoken.  Among its ten parts released are The Great Hunt, Winter’s Heart, and Lord of Chaos.  Beginning with the novel entitled The Eye of the World, FTP, what is this fantasy series written under the penname of Robert Jordan?

ANSWER: The Wheel of Time
4. It ran from 1991-95, spanning over 90 episodes, with the title character voiced by Jim Cummings.  He has no children, but he adopted a little girl from the orphanage after saving her from the clutches of Taurus Bulba.  Other villains he has brazenly faced, despite his own lack of superpowers, include Moliarty, Bushroot, and Quackerjack, all of whom have sinister plans for St. Canard.  FTP, name this cartoon series that was a staple of the Disney Afternoon and revolved around the heroic alter ego of Drake Mallard. 

ANSWER: Darkwing Duck
5. He was the runner-up for the 1995-96 Schick Rookie of the Year and Sixth Man of the Year Awards.  However, his greatest success came internationally in 1985 as he led the USSR to a gold medal at the European Championship, and in 1988 when he helped the USSR defeat the US to win a gold medal.  Drafted by the Hawks in 1985, he was ruled ineligible to play because of his age.  FTP, name this backup TrailBlazer center – widely considered the Shaq of European basketball.

ANSWER: Arvydas Sabonis

6. In order to keep production costs of this movie down, actors did their own stunts, such as Jon Voight’s scaling of cliffs, though this led to instances like Burt Reynolds’ fracturing his ribs going down a set of rapids.  The tagline: “this is the weekend they didn't play golf” bodes ominously for the protagonists, and the author of the namesake book makes an appearance at the end as Sheriff Bullard.  FTP, name this harrowing epic starring Ned Beatty, Ronny Cox and the infamous phrase, “Squeal like a pig!”

ANSWER: Deliverance
7. When they were first produced in 1953, it took 27 hours to create just one of these, though today that production time has been reduced to six minutes.  Strict vegetarians may have qualms about eating them, as they contain marrow in the form of gelatin, but last April over 700 million pieces of this candy were consumed in the U.S.  They are available in pink, lavender, blue, and white, though their yellow variety is most popular.  FTP, name these sugary Just Born creations that resemble little baby chicks with eyes. 

ANSWER: Marshmellow Peeps 

8. Along with Natalia Sokolova, she competed on team Forbidden Fruit on the USA’s Cannonball Run 2001.  In the episode “Baby, It’s You,” she was the object of Kyle Valenti’s dream on an episode of Roswell.  This Miss October 1999, oddly enough, also has a small tattoo of a chili on her right butt cheek, and played the role of the giant attacking woman in Dude, Where’s My Car?  FTP, who is this 2000 Playboy Playmate of the Year that shares her surname with a boxer named Floyd?

ANSWER: Jodi Ann Paterson
9. They travel the galaxy in green clothing as part of a top-secret military organization whose mandate is to “seek out alien technology and establish diplomatic ties with alien peoples.”  Their means of transportation is a large ring of naquada capable of generating an artificial wormhole.  Notable characters are a wisecracking colonel and an ascended archeologist.  FTP, name this movie based sci-fi television series entering its seventh season and starring Richard Dean Anderson, Amanda Tapping and Christopher Judge.

ANSWER: Stargate SG-1
10. The “One Love” part quotes Bob Marley and shows pictures of the owners engaging in high fives while others look on uncomfortably.  The “Letters” section of this site questions if the site is a joke, simply downright racism, or one of the best pieces of comic genius ever.  “Hanging Out” features John being stumped at a game of Hangman, and Sally failing to identify the African continent.  Including a section asking to “Be Our Friend,” FTP, what is this website where African Americans supposedly adore John and Sally?

ANSWER: www.blackpeopleloveus.com

11. First made available in France in 1983, it can now be found in over 60 countries and is marketed by Unilever.  On the back of each bottle is a disclaimer that “habitual use could lead to seriously close encounters.”  Designed for use for the whole upper body, it comes in six distinct fragrances – Apollo, Kilo, Orion, Phoenix, Tsunami, and Voodoo. FTP, name this trendy but cheap male deodorant that comes in aerosol spray cans. 

ANSWER: AXE Deodorant Body Spray

12. The beginning is set in a forest blanketed by fog, where the main characters are trying to figure out how to get to safety.  UN Peacekeeping Forces, led by Sergeant Marchand, eventually show up, but are portrayed as incompetent.  The main characters, 2 Bosnians and 1 Serb eventually end up in a trench.  The Serb, Nino, is being held as protection against Serb artillery, while Cera has his body booby-trapped by a land mine.  FTP, name this 2001 foreign language film about Bosnia directed by Danis Tanovic. 

ANSWER: No Man’s Land
13. Originally called Rural Still Life, they were inspired by the music of Jimi Hendrix.  They debuted with a self-titled album in 1978, which resulted in a gold single called “Hold the Line.”  Subsequent album releases like Hydra and Turn Back were not as successful, but their fourth album, released in 1982 and also self-titled, contained their biggest.  Originally thought to have taken their name from The Wizard of Oz, FTP, what is this band best known for such as singles as “Rosanna” and “Africa?” 

ANSWER: Toto
14. Their earliest beginnings can be traced to the Depression, where they were popular with children in wooden form.  The ultimate one features Steve Allen, and TV’s Alf may have tried to use this medium to mount a comeback.  More popular models among kids included the 8-ball designs and ones with skull and crossbones pictures, also known as “Poison.”  FTP, identify this game that uses slammers and cardboard milk caps.

ANSWER: Pogs 

15. He batted over .300 13 times and collected 200 hits seven times.  A model of consistency throughout his career, he played every inning of the first six All-Star games he was selected to.  A cornerstone of three Tigers pennant winners, he won the MVP in 1937 when he led the American League with a .371 average.  FTP, name this Hall of Fame second baseman nicknamed “Mechanical Man.” 

ANSWER: Charlie Gehringer

16. A fixture of late night and early morning advertising, it has lengthy commercials set in exotic locations.  On the company’s website, there is no mention of Becky Lynn Gritzke, a former Florida State student who sued them in September 2001, but there are such features as “Flash Me”, “Girl of the Week”, and a new special offer for 2 videos: “Ultimate Spring Break” and “Doggy Style” featuring Snoop Dogg, for just $9.99.  FTP, identify this video series featuring girls who can’t stop taking their clothes off. 

ANSWER: Girls Gone Wild!
17. Their first release was a 1981 6 song EP with songs celebrating fast food and decrying parental authority.  Aptly titled, their 1982 debut album marked a 3 year sabbatical for the band as their lead singer went to study at UC San Diego.  Trademarks of the band include short songs lasting two minutes or less, nerdy caricatures of the singer on the cover of albums like 1986’s Everything Sucks, and song titles ending in the suffix “-age.”  FTP, name this punk band whose greatest hits such as “Hope,” “Bikeage,” and “Coolidge” are collected on the album Somery, fronted by Milo Auckerman.

ANSWER: The Descendents
18. Published by Bauer Publishing USA, it has editor in chief Richard Spencer.  Regular features include “Celebrity-Tested Diets, At Home with Kathy Ireland, and “the list,” which in this publication’s first issue covered Hollywood’s ten best marriages.  Jennifer Aniston appeared on the first cover of this publication, which was launched on November 8, 2002 with a retail price of one dollar.  FTP, name this largest weekly entertainment publication to be launched in the past decade.

ANSWER: In Touch Weekly
19. He "makes his mark" by signing his name in beautiful calligraphy and is married to a Dairy Queen worker.  He has a fancy for burnt Sears activewear and supplements the household income by amassing pretzel coupons so he can feed his many children, including Sascha, Morgan, Kyra, Ian, Lauren, Q-bert, and Phil.  FTP, remember “Some folks’ll never lose a toe, but then again some folk’ll” and name this man, the slack-jawed yokel on The Simpsons
ANSWER: Cletus
20. In 1999, the Tallahassee Quarterback Club Foundation built upon it by issuing scholarships in the honor of the namesake’s late daughter, though the awarding process is not related.  First given out in 1994 to Penn State’s Bobby Engram, it has also been received by Marcus Harris, Troy Walters, Josh Reed, and most recently, Michigan State’s Charles Rogers.  FTP, name this award given to the nation’s outstanding collegiate receiver and named for a Raider great.   

ANSWER: Fred Biletnikoff Award

21. Along with Juvenile, he is one of the Dirty South’s leading rappers. A New Orleans native, he released an eponymous debut on the independent label Big Boy in 1995.  Working with Master P, he produced Unpredictable in 1997, and Ghetto Fabulous in 1999, and also teamed up with Silkk the Shocker to record “It Ain’t My Fault.”  FTP, name this rapper who gained fame with the single “Shake Ya Ass.” 

ANSWER: Mystikal
22. A team bearing a similar name plays in the International League as an AAA affiliate of the Tampa Bay Devil Rays, though it had no part in the recent controversy surrounding the 15th anniversary celebration for the movie.  Citing the popular support of Americans for the war in Iraq, Dale Petrosky cancelled the celebration because of the vocal politics of two of its stars.  FTP, name this classic baseball movie featuring Susan Sarandon and Tim Robbins.
