Tossups

1. Mr. Patterson is a convicted sex offender who has also been arrested multiple times for domestic assault.  Mr. Wells initiated a massive brawl following a victory.  Mr. Randolph has been suspended and may face assault charges for breaking one of his teammates’ eye sockets.  Mr. Wallace not only has received citations for physically threatening refs, he also has been arrested for marijuana possession, as has Mr. Stoudemire.  FTP, name the team featuring all the above criminals, Portland’s beleaguered NBA franchise.

ANSWER: Trailblazers or Blazers (accept “Portland” before it is said)

2. The only main character in this currently-unreleased sequel who hasn’t yet been introduced is played by John Noble.  It is rumored that some crucial events, such as a certain scouring, won’t be adapted into the film, and that the main characters will return home peacefully.  But the action promises to be the most gruesome yet, for it will include severed heads used as catapult projectiles, and the main character’s right ring-finger being bitten off.  FTP, name this third installment in the Lord of the Rings trilogy.

ANSWER: The Return of the King
3. The Fujiyama, to your right, and the Boomerang, to your left, are the first two that you pass by.  Shortly after driving by the Bank, you see the Le Grand to your right, and the real jewel, The President, to your left.  If you’re looking for something more exotic, go for the Waikiki, which is located next to the Taj Mahal.  FTP, name this Milton-Bradley board game that lets you purchase, build, and manage the title structures.

ANSWER: Hotels
4. His early notoriety started with the film Forbidden Zone, in which he played Satan and provided the music by organizing a group, which later released the “Weird Science” single off the “Dead Man’s Party” album. Since then, he’s released two compilation CDs named Music For A Darkened Theater, which include his work on Midnight Run, Scrooged and Pee Wee’s Big Adventure. FTP, name this Oingo Boingo frontman and composer of the Simpsons theme. 

ANSWER: Danny Elfman
5. An expert in languages, he can scream for mercy in 19 different languages and simply scream in 44 others.  Despite the misspelled word written on the hat he wears, he cannot cast spells; the only exception being a powerful spell that lodged itself in his brain when he looked at the Octavo.  FTP, who is this character, the least capable alumni in the history of Unseen University, central to Terry Pratchett’s Discworld series?

ANSWER: Rincewind
6. Born Liam in 1727, Galway, his father, was a silk merchant and his mother a housekeeper.  As he grew, so did his love for women and drink.  A lot changed one night in 1753, when he first met his life-long love Darla.  After killing a Romanian gypsy in 1898, he was cursed by the girl’s family: he now had a human soul and was haunted by all those he had maimed, tortured, or killed.  FTP name this former love interest of Buffy, a vampire with a soul, portrayed by David Boreanaz in his own WB show.

ANSWER: Angel or Angelus (accept either)

7. Its website informs us that technically, the color of its product is “deep ruby” and not “black”.  When combined with champagne, it makes a Black Velvet, and at one point it was recommended for pregnant mothers and as a cure for anemia.  The water used in its production is not from the River Liffey but the Wicklow Mountains, and Robert Louis Stevenson took cases of it with him to the Samoan Islands while he wrote “Treasure Island.” FTP name this frothy, dark beer produced in St. James’ Gate Brewery, Dublin.

ANSWER: Guinness
8. A 1993 documentary detailing its production is included with the DVD release of it, and features interviews with film historian Rudy Behlmer, MGM executive J.J. Cohn, and Gore Vidal, as well as narration by Christopher Plummer.  The lead actor’s autobiography, In the Arena, debunks the story that a stuntman was killed in, FTP, the chariot race scene of what 1959 epic that won 11 Oscars and starred Charlton Heston?


ANSWER: Ben-Hur
9. Making his ATP debut in 1996 as a wildcard, he lost to Pete Sampras in the quarterfinals.  He ended 1997 as the youngest player ever to crack the top 50, and in 1998 made his Davis Cup debut, going 4-0 in singles matches.  1999 saw him win his first ATP title in Memphis by beating Jim Courier, and in 2000 he won Silver at the Olympics in Sydney, losing to Yevgeny Kafelnikov in the finals.  FTP name this German tennis player who reached the Tennis Masters Final in Rome before falling to Andre Agassi.

ANSWER: Tommy Haas
10. Created by Gardner Fox and Jack Burnley for the 61st issue of Adventure Comics, the original, whose alter ego was named Ted, received his powers from a mysterious cosmic rod.  Based in Opal City, he devotes much of his time to junk collecting, and upon his retirement, he passes the mantle to his first son David, who promptly is killed, and his younger son Jack struggles in taking up the responsibility.  FTP, name this DC superhero who has been represented by three members of the Knight family.

ANSWER: Starman
11. It maintains a geosynchronous orbit over the underground dwelling of its creators, who seem to have nothing better to do than perpetually monitor its progress. It does make sense, since this satellite is their only operable plan to rule the world. Besides their diabolical experiment it houses the world’s largest underpants collection, a sauna, a life-sized slot car racing track, and of course a movie theater. FTP, what is the name of this satellite, home to Joel, Mike and the bots on Mystery Science Theater 3000?

ANSWER: The Satellite of Love
12. Cut down from the original four, they could also be called Rosenfeld, Strauss and Jackson, as they were modeled after the real founders of the company.  Since they are just mascots, they probably were not responsible for the company’s controversial firing of a Tucson store manager whose army reservist duties kept him away from work.  FTP, name these large-headed advertising creations, the caricatured images of the founders of a Philadelphia auto supply company with names Manny, Moe, and Jack.

ANSWER: The Pep Boys (accept “Manny, Moe, and Jack” on early buzz)
13. Developed as a surgical anesthetic after World War I, it was soon labeled unsafe.  Parke-Davis renamed it Sernyl in 1957 before its side effects on humans made them stop testing it in 1965.  It surfaced soon after in San Francisco under the name “Peace Pills,” and can be mixed with crack for “space basing” or mixed with marijuana to make “killer weed.”  FTP, name this drug known for unpredictable side effects, also called angel dust.

ANSWER: PCP (accept “Phencyclidine”)
14. Queen Bavmorda plots to kill all infants so that the newborn princess, Elora Danan, will never take over the throne.  However, a midwife sets the baby adrift in a river and is rescued by the title character, a farmer in the hamlet of Nelwyn.  Along to way to return the baby Elora to the big folk, the title character encounters the swordsman Madmartigan, and the good sorceress Fin Raziel, both of whom provide aid in his quest.  FTP, name this 1984 fantasy classic starring Warwick Davis as the title diminutive magician apprentice.

ANSWER: Willow
15. It is the reason we march hand in hand, why the oceans are rising up, and why the world is in love again.  Featuring famed producer Clive Langer, it was the band’s major label debut on Elektra in 1990. Among its tracks are a self-titled song, a song about a bag of groceries, the novelty track “Minimum Wage”, and a cover of a song penned by Jimmy Kennedy and Nat Simon and originally recorded by the Four Lads.  FTP that song, which refers to an Asia Minor capital and its name changes, and the surprise Billboard hit “Birdhouse in Your Soul” are featured on what third album of They Might Be Giants?


ANSWER Flood (accept early “Theme from Flood” buzz)

16. The all-purpose kitchen shears come as a bonus, and are promised to never break, but the main attractions include the Rock ‘n Chop with new “Quick-Release Aerators” that mean nothing gets stuck to the blade, and the Precision Filleting Knife, which has the ability to fillet a fish, and then fillet the fillet.  Lastly, the new slicer can cut through drywall, shoes, frozen meats, and never needs sharpening.  FTP, name this series of knives which is in its 3rd incarnation, hawked by Chef Tony on TV infomercials.

ANSWER: Miracle Blade III

17. He refused to watch movies or read books out of fear that it would hurt his eyesight when in the batter’s box.  1922 was his best season, during which he hit 42 home runs and never went more than two straight games without a hit, but only 4 years later he was traded to the Giants for Frankie Frisch and Jimmy Ring in a blockbuster deal after he fell out with Cardinals owner Sam Breadon.  FTP, name this Hall of Fame second baseman best known for hitting a record .424 in 1924.

ANSWER: Rogers Hornsby
18. Cable executive Mike Freedman described a two week series of post September 11 broadcasts as an audition for a new location for this show.  The audition proved successful, as the show is now hosted at the Jack Morton auditorium every weeknight at 7:30 pm as part of a 6 year contract with George Washington University.  FTP name this live CNN staple where the left faces off against the right on current political issues, featuring usual hosts Paul Begala, James Carville, Robert Novak, and Tucker Carlson.

ANSWER: Crossfire

19. The guard features one dragon head staring straight at you, with another one on each side.  In fact, dragons seem to be the overall motif, with a dragon forming the pommel and a golden dragon design on the grip.  Because more flexible blades can better display one's ch'i, this blade, covered in olive patterns featuring (surprise!) dragons, flexes approximately 90 degrees from center to tip.  FTP, this describes what legendary sword, given to Shu Lien by Li Mu Bai at the beginning of Crouching Tiger, Hidden Dragon?

Such was the plot of the 1985 TV show based on a toy line featuring Cooler, Whopper, Howler, and Nose Marie. FTP, name these lovable canines marketed by Tonka Toys.

ANSWER: Pound Puppies
21. They took their name from Paul McCartney’s stage name as a member of the Silver Beatles and recorded their 1976 debut album for about $6000.  A session with Phil Spector produced 1980’s End of the Century, in which Phil spent 12 hours contemplating the opening chord of “Rock and Roll High School.” But their early albums, such as Rocket to Russia and Road to Ruin remain the best albums of , FTP, what pioneering punk group who performed such songs as “Beat on the Brat” and “I Wanna Be Sedated?”

ANSWER: The Ramones (McCartney’s stage name was Paul Ramon)

22. When demand soared, its creator outsourced production to the Artesian Bottling Company, which introduced the product to 20 million people at the 1904 World’s Fair Exposition in St. Louis.  Originally created in Texas in 1885 by Charles Alderton, it was ordered by customers who told Alderton to “shoot them a Waco.”  Made by the oldest major manufacturer of soft drink concentrates and syrups in the United States, FTP, what beverage has appeared in recent commercials with Run DMC and has shot off a “Red Fusion” product?

ANSWER: Dr Pepper.

A. (10) Calvin is Supreme Ruler and President-for-Life of this secret club, while Hobbes is First Tiger as well as Club General Secretary.  Its activities usually involve annoying Susie Derkins.
