Tossups

1. Its guts included two Hitachi SH2 processors and two VDP video chips.  It found a niche market as a platform for softcore pornography titles such as Yakyuken Special, though more popular titles included Princess Maker 2 and Shining Force III.  While it was the number two console in Japan for many years, it was released six months before the launch of an ad campaign in the US, causing it to lose ground to the Playstation and N64. FTP, name this precursor to the Dreamcast, the penultimate system from Sega.

ANSWER: Sega Saturn
2. Second behind Melvin McLaughlin in career points at Central Michigan University, he started as a rookie in 1988 before missing 28 games due to mononucleosis.  A member of the 1988 Olympic team and Dream Team II, he was traded with Antonio Lang to the Cavaliers in 1995 for Hot Rod Williams.  He spent five years in Miami but returned to his original team for his final season in 2001.  FTP, name this two-time member of the Phoenix Suns, nicknamed “Thunder” for his hard-charging inside play and dunks.
ANSWER: Daniel Lewis “Dan” Majerle (pronounced “Marley”)
3. The narrator says he “got five sides… somethin like a pentagon.”  Becoming a Senator and changing the law, he promises to “Peak like Dante,” “mess around you fools like Cassius Clay,” “make you do a pas de bourree,” and “kick your balls like Pele.”  Despite the awkward allusions, the title figure comes from afar, reaches for the stars, and runs away with the narrator to another place.  FTP, name this song on which Mya and ODB back up Pras in proclaiming “that is what you are.”

ANSWER: “Ghetto Superstar”

4. In 2000, the company sued David Duke to stop rumors linking it to a Duke-led racist group, whose titular acronym spelled out the same name.  Based in Carlsbad, California, their products bear such slogans as “Hey Wussy Boy,” “Violence Sucks,” and “Will Race For Food” and cater to the extreme sports crowd.  FTP, name this line of shirts and other apparel popular with early-90’s teens who wished to show a lack of temerity.

ANSWER: No Fear
5. Recurring plot threads included a character’s obsession with Red Herring, who was often a suspect despite only once being guilty.  One character exclaimed “Jinkies” upon finding a clue, and the butler Jenkins became a recurring character.  Following the failed 13 Ghosts series, this show ran from 1988 to 1990 on ABC.  Its voice cast included ER’s Kellie Martin as young Daphne as well as standbys Don Messick and Casey Kasem. FTP, name this show about the childhood years of a group of amateur detectives and a dog.

ANSWER: A Pup Named Scooby Doo (prompt on “Scooby Doo”)
6. Bridget Fonda went uncredited for her role as Anabelle in this movie, which starts with  Elizabeth Cronin’s decision to leave cheating husband Charles, played by Tim Matheson. Moving in with her mother Polly, played by Marsha Mason, Elizabeth finds her childhood jack-in-the-box, where the title character, played by Rik Mayall, was imprisoned years before.  FTP, name this film starring Phoebe Cates in which the annoying and juvenile titular imaginary friend returns uninvited as Elizabeth’s avenger.

ANSWER: Drop Dead Fred
7. According to him, the only sites on the Internet worth visiting are his own and the Law & Order homepage.  In the past year, his site has been hacked by his cat, his brother Enoch, and Jeff K, providing further impediments to this oft-arrested North Appleton resident’s quest to beat goths and furries.  FTP, name this somethingawful.com personality who, as of February 2003, hates 254 pages of you.

ANSWER: Cliff Yablonski
8. The new autobiography Reach details the author's choice to leave USC business school and embark on a sports career.  With life partner Johnny McClain, that author will open a nationwide franchise of gyms, using experience gained from running a beauty parlor during college.  Currently, this boxer owns a 14-0 record, eight knockouts, and three super middleweight belts. FTP, name this fighter whose two wins over Jackie Frazier reminded many of her father's rivalry with Jackie's father Joe.

ANSWER: Laila Ali
9. One variant of it can be bestowed by Unholy Citadel, Cathedral of Serra , Seafarer’s Quay, Mountain Stronghold, or Adventurer’s Guildhouse; that same variant can be removed by Shelkin Brownie.  Possessed by Timber Wolves, Mesa Pegasus and Benalish Hero, among others, it lets its wielder choose how damage is distributed from and amongst blockers, and it is one way to circumvent rules on blocking creatures with evasive abilities such as swampwalk.  FTP, name this complicated and rarely-used tactic for linking creatures during battles in Magic: The Gathering.

ANSWER: banding (the variant is the worthless “bands with others” ability)
10. Its fourteenth volume was filmed at a gay club under the direction of drag queen Chi Chi LaRue and released in 2001, 11 years after the first installment, which starred Barbara Dare, Tori Welles, April West, Fallon and Christie Leigh.  Volume 14 also marked the return of Jenna Jameson, who headlined the seventh and eighth ones. FTP, name this popular Vivid lesbian series whose title indicates an absence of males.

ANSWER: Where the Boys Aren’t
11. The origin of the character was explained by Jennifer Kale, who met with both the original and new possessors of the identity and revealed them to be half-brothers.  Anton Hellgate resurrected him looking for a partner in crime after he was killed by Zarathos, the demon who had formed the original when bound by Mephisto to the soul of stunt cyclist John Blaze.  FTP, name this Marvel hero with a flaming skull for a head and a motorcycle, most recently the alter ego of Dan Ketch.
ANSWER: Ghost Rider
12. His voice work includes Cobra Bubbles in Lilo & Stich and Ryan Whittaker in Final Fantasy: The Spirits Within, and he may wish to forget playing Mr. Stereo in Stop! Or My Mom Will Shoot and Shad in Striptease.  At the 1998 Golden Globes, he gave his statue for Best Actor in a Televised Miniseries or Movie to Jack Lemmon, explaining that the latter had made a bigger contribution to entertainment.  FTP, name this large bald actor who played Luther in the Mission Impossible movies, Arthur Holland in Dark Blue, and Marsellus Wallace in Pulp Fiction.

ANSWER: Irving “Ving” Rhames.
13. A military band performs a halftime show and then refuses to let the players back onto the field.  Meanwhile, a man on the sidelines in a cast watched an unsuccessful pass attempt after a fallout shelter fell to the field.  Later, at a “sacrifical rite,” the narrator sees the devil cackling in the flames.  Earlier incidents include a cold February paper route, the theft of the king’s crown by the jester, and an encounter with good ol’ boys drinking whiskey and rye.  FTP, name this song about “the day the music died” by Don McLean.

ANSWER: “American Pie”
14. He won an Oscar for his performance in Massive Strike for MCM Studios but, upset over the planned death of his long-running character, he self-produced a movie telling the true story of his life, shattering box-office records.  He uses the Karate and Jeet Kune Do styles as well as nunchaku in his most recent appearance; originally, he was armed with an infamous crotch punch, the ability to shoot green fireballs, and an uppercut fatality which removed his opponents’ heads.  FTP, name this movie star turned defender of earth in the Mortal Kombat series.

ANSWER: Johnny Cage
15. According to their chronicler, “Those who had them…could ward off the decays of time and postpone the weariness of the world.”  Made and quickly hidden by Celebrimbor, they include Vilya, with power of the air, Nenya of the water, and Narya of fire.  Set with ruby, diamond, and a nonspecific blue stone, they lost their powers at the end of the Third Age.  FTP, identify this group of three items given to “kings under the sky,” the only objects of their kind not made by Sauron.

ANSWER: Elven rings or rings of the Elves (accept “The Three” before “three” is read)
16. Matthew Libatique was lauded for his debut as cinematographer on this film, which overcame a $60,000 budget to win the 1998 Grand Jury Prize at Sundance.  Marcy Dawson, Sol Robeson, and Lenny Meyer are among those trying to profit from the discoveries of the protagonist, who has had migraines ever since looking into the sun at age six.  FTP, name this Darren Aronofsky movie in which brilliant mathematician Max Cohen creates a self-aware computer by discovering a holy number of mystical Judaism.

ANSWER: Pi
17. Invented in 1986 by John Dewan and Mike O’Donnell of STATS, this stat is kept 

only for the current season by SportsTicker; thus, no official all-time leader is recognized by most media.  In 2002. J.C. Romero and Paul Quantrill led each league and tied for the majors lead with 33. FTP, name this worthless stat awarded to pitchers who enter a save situation, make at least one out, and exit the game with the save situation intact.

ANSWER: holds

18. It was established in 1945 by Jack Fox in order to win a military supply contract. In 1951, it changed its name to that of its early advertising icon and hired Bing Crosby to do radio commercials.  Subsidiary brands include Kapo, Odwalla, Five Alive, and Hi-C.  Now owned by Coca-Cola, it introduced a new soda in 2002 containing its flagship product.  FTP, name this leading American producer of orange juice and sponsor of the Astros’ stadium.

ANSWER: Minute Maid.
19. He fell in love with Elise Quackenbush, jilting his friend who had set the two up. Later, his mother, a roller derby star named “Dangerous Debbie,” returned from Seattle and attempted to take custody of him.   Played by Sean O’Neal, he always entered the scene through a window by means of a ladder while a guitar chord played.  FTP, name this platonic best friend of the title character on Clarissa Explains It All.

ANSWER: Sam Anders
20. After changing their name from The Whelps, they recorded Laughing All the Way to the Cleaners the day after graduating from high school.  They made Hate Your Friends with Doug Trachten, who was replaced with Blake Babies drummer John Strohm for Lick, which included a cover of “Luka.”  Later efforts such as “Into Your Arms” and the Car Button Cloth album featured yet another new lineup and were hampered by the lead singer’s alcoholism and crack use.  FTP, name this group led by Evan Dando which covered “Mrs. Robinson” on It’s A Shame About Ray.

ANSWER: The Lemonheads
21. “Global High Sign.” “Dependable As Sunshine.” “Around the Corner From Anywhere.” “When It’s Hard To Get Started.” “Three Million A Day.” “Look Up, America.” “A Stop That Belongs On Your Daily Timetable.” “Catch the Wave: Red, White and You.” “Can’t Beat the Real Thing.” FTP, those have all been slogans for what heavily advertised carbonated product?

ANSWER: Coca-Cola (accept Coke”)
22. It ends with the story of a 6’8” man meeting a DJ named Paul, who offers the narrator and OG the chance to sell a million records.  Earlier, just before recounting the rise from “a lower-case G” to a “big G,” the singer hands over the keys to his “big black truck” and becomes “kinda buzzed,” revealing an intent to “flip the track, bring the old school back.”  FTP, name this only hit from the eponymous 1995 album by Montell Jordan.
