2006 Gottfried Keller Trash Open

Round 10
1. The one for North Carolina is Scott Forbes, who had been at Winthrop before joining the staff of Mike Fox.  Dan Spencer holds the same position at Oregon State, while professional ones include Bob McClure, who helped Milwaukee to the World Series in 1982, and Mark Connor, who holds the position with the Rangers.  Ones in the NL East include Rick Peterson and Roger McDowell, who took over for a much more famous one who went to Baltimore in the off-season.  FTP, name this position which is held for the Orioles by Leo Mazzone, a member of a baseball team’s staff who tends to work with starters and relievers. 

ANSWER: pitching coach (accept equivalents)
2.  This group recorded such songs as “Wounded, Old and Treacherous” and “Stuck in the August Rain” on their 1995 release Roots to Branches.  Their previous recording was a double CD containing “unreleased masters” from the ‘70s and ‘80s entitled Nightcap.  “And the Mouse Police Never Sleeps” was the opening track to their 1978 album Heavy Horses, while in 1972 this group released a concept album based on a poem by a fictitious child named Little Milton.  Their other albums include Stand Up and War Child, in addition to the aforementioned Thick As a Brick.  FTP, name this English group led by flautist Ian Anderson, who also released Aqualung.

ANSWER: Jethro Tull
3. This film was remade 15 years later with George Gobel and Mitzi Gaynor in the central roles, but The Birds and the Bees was not a success.  The title character appears midway through the work, after she discovers that a man who calls himself Sir Alfred McGlennan Keith lives near the home of a man who used to love her.  On her honeymoon, that character admits to having eloped with a stable boy while a teenager and tells lies about her romantic history until her husband gets off the train.  Muggsy proves to be correct when he insists that the title character and Jean Harrington are “positively the same dame,” both of whom are played by Barbara Stanwyck.  FTP, name this 1941 film in which a naive herpetologist named Charles Pike is played by Henry Fonda, a work by Preston Sturges whose title character has a Biblical name.

ANSWER: The Lady Eve
4.  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1One of the thorns in this character’s side is insurance agent Jolyon Wagg, who once brought his entire family to vacation at Marlinspike Hall.  He helps his friend Alcazar conduct a coup d’etat with the help of the performance troupe the Picaros.  His political escapades also extend to Borduria and Syldavia as in the affair of King Ottokar’s Sceptre.  Among his frequent companions are an individual who has a fondness for Loch Lomond whiskey and likes to curse “blistering barnacles,” another who is the comic Professor Cuthbert Calculus, and his dog Snowy.  FTP, name this young reporter and hero of a series of comics by the Belgian Herge [hare-zhay].

ANSWER: Tintin
5. The year he won his second championship, he only averaged 11 points per game during the regular season, though he somehow ended up as MVP of the Finals.  Not a great success as a coach, this Grambling University product had several losing seasons as skipper of the New Jersey Nets.  Though he was drafted in the second round, his 46 point performance that fall stands as the second highest single game total by a rookie.  Although he played alongside Walt Bellamy for a few years, he and his team truly ascended after they acquired Dave DeBusscherre.  The first basketball player to have his jersey retired at Madison Square Garden, his greatest moment occurred on May 8, 1970, when he fought off a deep thigh bruise to spark his team to a game 7 victory over the Lakers.  FTP, name this Hall of Fame center for the New York Knicks.

ANSWER: Willis Reed
6. One song by this group refers to one “Backstage Betty” with a “banana in her cherry” who is “in the shower down on her knees,” after which the singer notes that he’s “no symbol of perfection” and asks “why deal with this infection?”  That song, “Don’t De-Rock Me,” appears on an album which also includes “Call It What You Want” and “Song and Emotion,” 1991’s Psychotic Supper.  Their next, and final, studio album was Bust a Nut, which followed the unpluggged Five Man Acoustical Jam and their finest achievement, a 1989 album which included “Love Song.”  FTP, name this group responsible for The Great Radio Controversy and a cover of the Five Man Electrical Band’s song “Signs,” a metal group which championed a scientist who hated Thomas Edison.

ANSWER: Tesla
7. One of them named Oliver Knox may be a serial killer, while another, Trent Appelbaum, is a telemarketer with unusual saliva.  Edwin Mayuya was a war criminal who could heal fetuses, while T. J. Kim was murdered by Boyd Gelder.  More prominent ones include Shawn Farrell, who funds the radical organization Nova, and Jordan Collier, who founded the Center.  Their abilities are due to a special neurotransmitter called promicin, and they are monitored by the National Threat Assessment Command, which was formed in response to their return in what appeared to be a comet.  FTP, name this show on the USA network whose title designates a number of people who got special powers after being mysteriously abducted.

ANSWER: The 4400
8. The protagonist works as a driver for a furniture company owned by the Chehab family, and his co-worker Charlie gets him a prostitute who turns out to be his classmate Joryleen.  The protagonist’s mother Teresa is a nurse’s aide who has an affair with his guidance counselor, Jack Levy, to the protagonist’s disgust.  Set in New Prospect, New Jersey, where the protagonist attends Central High School, it centers on a teenager named Ahmad Ashmawy Mulloy, who comes under the influence of a storefront mosque preacher named Shaikh Rashid.  FTP, name this 2006 work, the 22nd novel by John Updike, whose title refers to the controversial vocation of its protagonist.

ANSWER: Terrorist
9. Two of the characters from this film, the female protagonist and Charlie Black, make an appearance as business executives in the director’s third film.  It is during a conversation with a man in a bar that another character introduces the concept of the “U-H-B” or urban haute bourgeoisie.  The ostensible villain is seen after a long cab ride to a house in the Hamptons and is named Rick van Sloneker.  Another character, Serena Slocum, is the topic of frequent conversation among the central group, which includes Audrey Rouget [roo-zhay] and Tom Thompson.  The movie takes place during the debutante ball season in early 1980s New York and introduced some of the director’s frequent stars in Taylor Nichols and Chris Eigeman.  FTP, name this debut film of Whit Stillman.

ANSWER: Metropolitan
10. A song about it by the Squirrel Nut Zippers ominously proclaims that “my arms were made to hold you tight” and announces “now the time has come.”  Instances of it in the world of Yu-Gi-Oh! include such “duel monsters” as the “fiend” and “fire” type.  It appears in the title of a novel by John Wyndham in which aliens land on Earth and melt the polar ice caps, causing untold destruction; the title of that novel refers to a notable sonnet in which it is said to possess “unnumbered and enormous polypi.”  In the “Neptunati” episode of Sealab 2021, Captain Shanks fights it with the Trident of Neptune.  FTP, name this fearsome aquatic creature which makes an appearance in the newest Pirates of the Caribbean movie.

ANSWER: the kraken
11. They include the Estoril Open, which has been won by such luminaries as Katarina Srebotnik and Emilie Loit.  Others include the Generali Open and the Hamburg Masters, while one which is held in Bastad was dominated by Eric Sturgess in its early years.  The 2006 U.S. Men’s Championships were held in Houston and won by Mardy Fish.  The green variety is used for a handful of events, such as the Family Circle Cup, though most use the red type.  Favored by such players as Albert Costa, Gaston Gaudio, and Rafael Nadal, FTP, name this type of surface featured at the French Open.

ANSWER: clay court tournaments (accept equivalents; prompt on “tennis tournaments” or equivalents)
12. It mentions someone who has a heart of glass or a heart of stone, and claims that we’ve got no future and no past.  Later, it alludes to Lenin’s trip from Lake Geneva to the Finland Station, while an earlier line asks if someone chooses a hard or soft option.  It asks that someone call the police, since there’s a madman around, and notes that sometimes you’re better off dead, such as when there’s a gun in your hand and it’s pointing at your head.  The title individuals live in a “dead end world” on this song, which hit #1 as a single in 1986, when it was released on the album Please.  FTP, name this classic by the Pet Shop Boys whose title refers to a certain group of females.

ANSWER: “West End Girls”

13. Many connoisseurs prefer the fourth one, which depicts a motorcycle race on the Isle of Man.  The last one takes place in Hungary, and features the singing of former Bond girl Ursula Andress.  The first one features two blimps and takes place in Boise, while the next two feature Gary Gilmore, who in the second one is linked to Harry Houdini.  Houdini is played by Norman Mailer, and other celebrities who appear in them include sculptor Richard Serra and the drummer for Slayer, Dave Lombardo, who plays Johnny Cash.  FTP, name this cycle of five films which is named for a muscle which raises and lowers the scrotum, the best-known work of Björk’s boyfriend, Matthew Barney.

ANSWER: The Cremaster Cycle
14.  Off the field, he has founded his own charity called “Visions with Infinite Possibilities,” or V. I. P.  He also works as the host of what his website proclaims to be the “only television series that takes video gamers off the couch and puts them on the field with today’s biggest athletes,” G4’s Training Camp.  As a senior in college, he edged out Tommie Frazier to win the Heisman, while as a pro he became only the second player after Jim Brown to rush for 10,000 yards without missing a start.  He most recently played for the Cowboys, though he is most identified with the team that drafted him out of Ohio State.  FTP, name this prolific running back who went to Super Bowl XXXIV as a member of the Titans.

ANSWER: Eddie George
15. Two members of this band started a side project which released the album Digital Dump under the name The Jackofficers.  They released a 1987 album whose cover shows two clowns and a dog wearing a white hat; that album includes such tracks as “Pittsburgh to Lebanon,” “Sweat Loaf,” and “22 Going on 23.”  A 1996 album by this group, whose title alludes to the title of a Jimi Hendrix album, featured “Cough Syrup” and “The Lord Is a Monkey,” as well as a hit single which notes that “some will die in hot pursuit in fiery auto crashes” and that “you never know just how you look through other people’s eyes.”  That song mentions numerous people who are in love with dying and are doing it in Texas.  FTP, name this zany band from San Antonio whose albums include Locust Abortion Technician and whose songs include “Pepper.”

ANSWER: Butthole Surfers
16. In a recent episode, the title character’s wife wanted to get on the Church Committee, so she forbade the title character from doing his Green Man act on St. Patrick’s Day.  At the end of a recent season, the title character’s sister-in-law, Dana, finally got married to a doctor.  The title character is close friends with his brother-in-law, Andy, who is his partner in the Ground Up building company.  He has three children, Gracie, Kyle, and Ruby, and is married to Cheryl, who is played by Courtney Thorne-Smith.  FTP, name this surprisingly long-running ABC sitcom which stars James Belushi as a slovenly Everyman.

ANSWER: According to Jim
17. Donnie Darko tells Dr. Thurman that he felt “regret” about not getting them for Christmas.  They were banned for a time by the Jane Cox Preschool in Australia, which claimed that they promoted greed, and their inventor Fred Kroll died in 2003.  Their original cover featured a mischievous looking primate fomenting the strife below him.  In this activity, Homer, Harrry, Happy, and Henry battle over the 20 white spheres by opening their maws as children pound on the levers sticking out of their backs.  FTP, identify this Hasbro game which features some ravenous, ravenous animals.

ANSWER: Hungry Hungry Hippos
18. In 2005 this musician’s costumes and personal documents were exhibited at the Behring Center of the Smithsonian Institution.  In the film Something Wild this artist sang a notable duet with David Byrne, and after joining Vaya records she teamed up with Larry Harlow to headline a concert at Carnegie Hall.  She got her break after the lead singer of Sonora Matancera, Myrtle Silva, left the group and she took over.  Her most notable collaborations came with Johnny Pacheco and Tito Puente, with whom she recorded a version of “Guantanamera,” and she was so beloved that when she passed in 2003 her body was taken on a tour to cities with large Cuban populations.  FTP, name this “Queen of Salsa” music who may be best remembered for her rhythmic shout of “Azucar!”

ANSWER: Celia Cruz
19. He played a mad scientist named Joseph Cole in 1987’s Timestalkers, which also featured John Ratzenberger and Lauren Hutton.  He played Charleton in a 1984 movie about mercenaries who fight a drug lord in the Golden Triangle, Code Name: Wild Geese; that film also starred Ernest Borgnine and Lee Van Cleef.  He appeared as Niccolo Paganini in his last role, a 1989 film that appeared two years before his death.  More notably, he appeared as Woyzeck, Fitzcarraldo, and Dracula in films by the same director.  FTP, name this German actor who also played the title role in Aguirre, the Wrath of God, one of the numerous Werner Herzog films in which he appeared.

ANSWER: Klaus Kinski
20. One of his close friends, Kivin Childers, followed in his footsteps at Snead State.  His bedroom is said to have Van Gogh and Dali paintings on the wall, which perhaps explains his knowledge of art and literature.  In 2006 he was associated with such individuals as Amanda Hardin, Mark Morris, and Andy Knowles.  In 2005 he rose to the defense of Raj Dhuwalia and Kelly McKenzie, arguing that they were more impressive than Subash Maddipoti or Andrew Yaphe.  He’s not a “heavily recruited sharpshooter for men’s basketball” or a “burner of a new pitcher for the women’s fast-pitch softball team,” but he is “the most unusual superstar in the nearly 200 years” of his alma mater.  FTP, name this superstar who until 2004 bestrode the Southeast like a colossus from his perch at Athens State. 

ANSWER: “Green” Lee Henry
Bonuses:

1. Answer the following about the work of Duran Duran, FTPE:

[10] The band took its name from the character Dr. Durand Durand in this 1968 Roger Vadim film, which begins with a zero gravity striptease by the title character.

ANSWER: Barbarella

[10] While their self-titled debut did well in Britain, it was this second album that allowed them to achieve wider recognition.  It featured such songs as “My Own Way,” “Hungry Like the Wolf,” and the title track about a girl “who dances on the sand.”

ANSWER: Rio

[10] This hit song off the 1993 Wedding Album reached number 7 on the U.S. charts.  It featured Tessa Niles on background vocals, and its lyrics begin “Mine, immaculate dream made breath and skin.” 

ANSWER: “Come Undone”

2. She is frequently seen wearing a green hat and carrying a purse and umbrella, which she uses to beat those around her.  FTPE:

[10] Name this unpleasant cartoon rodent, who lives in a tree with her nephew Skippy.

ANSWER: Slappy Squirrel

[10] Slappy Squirrel appeared on this Warner Brothers cartoon of the 1990s, whose other characters included Yakko, Wakko, and Dot.

ANSWER: Animaniacs
[10] One of the more disturbing characters on Animaniacs was this lustful member of the family Mustelidae, who was so desirable that she somehow made Wilfred Wolf turn into a lycanthrope.

ANSWER: Minerva Mink (prompt on “Mink”)
3.  Name these great Washington Redskins of the 1980s, FTPE:

[10] He went to James Madison before joining with Ricky Sanders and Art Monk to form the dreaded “Posse” of Redskins wide receivers.

ANSWER: Gary Clark
[10] This troubled and illiterate defensive end played for the Redskins until 1989, and was banned from the NFL two years later for failing multiple drug tests.

ANSWER: Dexter Manley
[10] He was taken with the last pick of the first round in the 1983 draft, and went on to be one of the greatest cornerbacks ever, setting a record by getting an interception in 19 consecutive seasons.

ANSWER: Darrell Green
4. Answer the following about a film and its director, FTPE:

[10] Focusing on a small group of men and women who fought the Nazi occupation during World War II, this bleak 1969 film was re-released in theaters this year.  It starred Lino Ventura as Philippe Gerbier and Simone Signoret as Matilde.

ANSWER: Army of Shadows or L’Armee des Ombres

[10] Army of Shadows was directed by this man, whose other films include an adaptation of Cocteau’s Les Enfants Terribles, The Red Circle, and Bob le Flambeur, which was the basis for The Good Thief.

ANSWER: Jean-Pierre Melville
[10] Jean-Pierre Melville is perhaps best known for this 1967 crime film starring Alain Delon in the title role.  He plays Jef Costello, a successful hit man with an elaborate code, who screws up and is killed in the end.

ANSWER: Le Samourai or The Samurai
5. This 1990 album featured the single “Say Hello 2 Heaven,” which was a tribute to Andrew Wood.  FTPE:

[10] Name this album, which shares its name with the group that released it; its other tracks include “Wooden Jesus” and “Four Walled World.”

ANSWER: Temple of the Dog
[10] The best known track from Temple of the Dog is this song about a man who, not unlike Ryan Westbrook, doesn’t mind stealing bread from the mouths of decadence.

ANSWER: “Hunger Strike”

[10] Temple of the Dog was started by this singer, whose solo work includes 1999’s Euphoria Morning.

ANSWER: Chris Cornell
6. She was falsely accused of poisoning her one-time lover Philip Boyes.  FTPE:

[10] Name this fictional writer, who after getting acquitted of those charges eventually married a man who gave her the estate of Talboys.

ANSWER: Harriet Vane (accept either name; also accept Lady Peter Wimsey)

[10] Harriet Vane was a creation of this English mystery writer, who wrote about her marriage to Lord Peter Wimsey in Busman’s Honeymoon.

ANSWER: Dorothy Sayers
[10] Harriet accepts Lord Peter’s marriage proposal at the end of this Dorothy Sayers novel, which is set at a reunion held at Shrewsbury College.

ANSWER: Gaudy Night
7. Answer the following about the razor race, FTPE:

[10] In 1998 Gillette came out with this razor.  Claiming that its improved microfins and indicator technology would revolutionize the industry, it was soon followed by the Turbo and Power versions, the latter of which was the top seller in the U.S. for some time. 

ANSWER: the Mach 3

[10] This company soon came out with the “Quattro” and “Quattro Midnight” to compete with and eventually surpass the “Mach 3.”

ANSWER: Schick
[10] Although Schick may have been winning for while, in January of this year Gillette brought out this razor which has five blades.  Your question writer recommends it. 

ANSWER: the Fusion
8. She received Academy Award nominations for playing Marie Curie and Eleanor Roosevelt.  FTPE:

[10] Name this actress, who was also nominated for an Oscar for her work as Mary Rafferty in 1945’s The Valley of Decision.

ANSWER: Greer Garson
[10] Greer Garson received her first Oscar nomination for playing Katherine, the wife of the title character in this 1939 film which won Robert Donat a Best Actor Oscar.

ANSWER: Goodbye, Mr. Chips
[10] Garson broke through and won an Oscar for playing the title role in this 1942 William Wyler movie about an English housewife in World War II.

ANSWER: Mrs. Miniver
9. Answer the following relating to meat-filled Latin American goodies, FTPE:

[10] Called saltenas by the Bolivians, or pastellilos in Puerto Rico, their name comes from the Spanish word meaning “to wrap.”  They usually contain ground beef in South America, but as you move north, everything from seafood to hardboiled eggs are used as a filling.

ANSWER: empanadas
[10] Empanadas are thought to have originated in this most northwestern of Spain’s autonomous communities, whose capital is Santiago de Compostela. 

ANSWER: Galicia

[10] In Argentina and Uruguay empanadas are sometimes dipped in this sauce that is more commonly used to liven up meat dishes.  It is usually made out of parsley, oregano, garlic, salt, pepper, onion, paprika, and a lot of olive oil.

ANSWER: chimichurrri
10. It was founded by Albert Lion, and during the ‘50s and’60s employed noted engineer Rudy van Gelder.  FTPE:

[10] Name this record label now owned by EMI, which released such albums as Sonny Rollins’s A Night at the Village Vanguard and Cannonball Adderley’s Somethin’ Else.

ANSWER: Blue Note Records

[10] This saxophonist and free jazz pioneer signed with Blue Note in the mid-‘60s, and released such albums with the label as The Empty Foxhole, in which his 10-year-old son Denardo played the drums.

ANSWER: Ornette Coleman
[10] In 1947 this jazz pianist recorded his first sessions as a leader with Blue Note; his albums include Brilliant Corners and Straight, No Chaser.

ANSWER: Thelonious Monk
11. Name these pitchers who won NL Cy Young Awards in the ‘80s, FTPE:

[10] He was traded from the Indians to the Cubs in the middle of thhe 1984 season, and went on to win 16 games for the Cubs to win his Cy Young.

ANSWER: Rick Sutcliffe
[10] Despite being accused of cheating, this Astro won the award in 1986 after winning 18 games; he also pitched a no-hitter against the Giants that year.

ANSWER: Mike Scott
[10] A year after teammate Steve Carlton won the Cy Young, this Phillie received the 1983 award after going 19-6 to help Philadelphia advance to the World Series.

ANSWER: John Denny
12. Answer the following about one of the finest actresses ever to hoist her pompoms as a San Diego Chargers cheerleader, FTPE:

[10] Most recently, Charisma Carpenter has been seen as Kendall Casablancas on the second season of this drama.

ANSWER: Veronica Mars
[10] For most of her acting career, Charisma played this character; she was originally a snobbish ditz on Buffy the Vampire Slayer, then became a partly-demonic heroine on Angel.

ANSWER: Cordelia Chase or Cordy Chase (accept any underlined part)

[10] Before appearing on Buffy, Charisma played Ashley Green in this short-lived 1996 series, which also starred Keri Russell.  Like Veronica Mars, it explored class conflict, focussing on the tension between the wealthy denizens of the titular region and the lumpenproletariat of the “Valley.”

ANSWER: Malibu Shores
13. Answer the following about some revolutionary video games made by Sega over the years, FTPE:

[10] This 1987 Yu Suzuki classic was an arcade flight simulator, in which you controlled a jet that had the capacity to do rolls and blow stuff out of the sky with missiles.  It later became one of the first games released for the Genesis.

ANSWER: Afterburner
[10] This 1991 game propelled the Genesis to massive sales in the U.S., and later supplanted Altered Beast as the game bundled with the system.  Its namesake hero battled the evil Dr. Robotnik for the Chaos Emeralds.

ANSWER: Sonic the Hedgehog
[10] This game was one of the last to be released for the Master System.  This RPG featured 3-D dungeons and impressive graphics for 1987.  In it, you took control of a party that featured such characters as Alis and Noah trying to save the planet Algol from King Lassic.

ANSWER: Phantasy Star
14. Their fourth album, 1967’s Younger Than Yesterday, featured the single “Have You Seen Her Face” and a cover of “My Back Pages.”  FTPE:

[10] Name this group, whose other albums include Sweetheart of the Rodeo and Farther Along.

ANSWER: The Byrds
[10] This song was the first track on The Byrds’ Younger Than Yesterday; it instructs someone to get an electric guitar, take some time and learn how to play, then go downtown and sell his soul to the company.

ANSWER: “So You Want to Be a Rock ‘N’ Roll Star”

[10] This 1965 album was the first release by The Byrds; its title song was also featured on the 1965 album Bringing It All Back Home, and refers to a “windy beach” which is “far from the twisted reach of crazy sorrow.”

ANSWER: Mr. Tambourine Man
15. 1985’s TV movie The Rape of Richard Beck centered on a police officer who learns not to blame victims of rape after he is sodomized by a couple of homosexual ruffians.  Name these actors who appeared in that moving film, FTPE:

[10] One of Richard Beck’s sodomizers was played by this sinister actor, who more recently has been seen as a bearded “Other” named Tom on Lost.

ANSWER: M. C. Gainey
[10] The character of Blastig was played by this portly actor, who appeared as Sergeant Max Greevy on the early years of Law & Order.

ANSWER: George Dzundza
[10] Richard Beck himself was portrayed by this actor, who won an Emmy for his performance; you might remember him from his work as Colonel Samuel Trautman in Rambo: First Blood.

ANSWER: Richard Crenna
16. Answer the following about some Vezina Award winners, for the stated number of points:

[5,5] From 1994 to 2001 Dominik Hasek only lost out on the award twice, in 1997 and 2000.  Interestingly, both non-Hasek winners played for the Washington Capitals.  Name both of those goalies, for five points each. 

ANSWER: Jim Carey and Olaf Kolzig

[10] This former Montreal Canadien, nicknamed “the Snake,” won the Vezina a record five times in a row from 1956 to 1960.

ANSWER: Jacques Plante

[10] This two-time Stanley Cup winner with the Penguins won both the Calder and the Vezina trophies in 1984, his rookie year.

ANSWER: Tom Barrasso
17. It opens with a track entitled “Women,” and also includes such songs as “Gods of War” and “Run Riot.”  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1987 album, the fourth released by a group which in 2006 put out the cover album Yeah!.

ANSWER: Hysteria
[10] Hysteria is one of the top-selling releases of this British hard rock band, whose other classic albums include Pyromania and Adrenalize.

ANSWER: Def Leppard
[10] Mike Sorice especially admires this fifth track on Hysteria, which notes that “You got the peaches, I got the cream” and asks someone to perform the titular action “in the name of love.”

ANSWER: “Pour Some Sugar On Me”

18. After a submarine gets stuck off the coast of Massachusetts, a crew led by Lieutenant Rozanov goes for help to a beach house occupied by the Whittaker family.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1966 comedy, in which Carl Reiner and Eva Marie Saint played the Whittakers and Theodore Bikel played the captain of the sub.
