Atlantic Seaboard Skirmish - Round 1

Fake Capitalism
Questions by Brittany Clark and Mike Bentley
This round you will be answering questions about things that only exist within the realm of another fictional universe.
1) This company's slogan was “We make your future,” and Bob Morris investigates it for the illegal shipment of 3 Cray XMPs and 24 Hood sequencers. Its head researcher, Henry Wu, explains that lysine serves as a check on its creations, while Dennis Nedry is bribed by its rival Biosyn to steal one of its specimens. Its research facility, Site B, is located on Isla Sorna, where it pioneered a new cloning technique using DNA extracted from prehistoric amber. Also the owner of Isla Nublar and the creator of an infamous park, FTP, identify this genetic engineering company headed by John Hammond in the Jurassic Park universe.
ANSWER: InGen or International Genetics Technologies

2) Skeewif did a 2003 remix of their most popular song that saw enormous popularity in Australia. That hit song by this band was performed by Bob Dylan on his first national television appearance in 1963. The real performers for this group, including Dan Tyminski who sung the dubbed vocals for their hit song, starred in a documentary called Down From the Mountain where they played songs such as O Death, Po’ Lazarus, and Big Rock Candy Mountain. FTP, identify this group whose fictional members are Tommy Johnson, Delmar, Pete, and Ulysses Everett McGill and whose hit song was Man of Constant Sorrow.
ANSWER: The Soggy Bottom Boys
3) One member of this organization, Ahmad Abdul-Rahim, left it after committing multiple blunders, while another member, Mike Engelberg, picked a fight with his entire grade after an unsuccessful outing. Other players include the dirt bike riding Kelly Leak and the tomboy Amanda Whurlitzer who was originally played by Tatum O’Neal. Sponsored by Chico’s Bail Bonds, FTP, name this sports team coached by former major-league pitcher Morris Buttermaker, a character who was played on screen by Walter Matthau and Billy Bob Thorton, that lost a Little League championship to the Yankees.
ANSWER: The Bears (also accept The Bad News Bears)

4) It is the leader in technological research and development but does not delve into the forbidden fields of creating artificial intelligence. It essentially controls all economic affairs in the cosmos but is reliant on the Guild due to its monopoly on faster-than-light travel. The board of directors is controlled by the Padishah Emperor and the Landsraad while the Spacing Guild and Bene Gesserit are silent partners. The largest single source of wealth in the Old Empire, this is, FTP, what corporation from Frank Herbert’s Dune. 
ANSWER: Combine Honnete Ober Advancer Mercantile (CHOAM, if they know the full acronym, give them a cookie)

5) After being deceived by the producer of this film, the leading actor demanded a $12.5 million pay increase for the sequel before being replaced by another actor after missing a breakfast meeting. The original star also missed a physical before the shooting of the first movie after claiming to oversleep when staying with the female lead. The computers tracking the its opening numbers underestimated its gross due to a blackout sweeping the West Coast, but it would go on to beat Spiderman 2’s opening weekend gross. FTP, identify this movie directed by James Cameron, which starred Mandy Moore and Vincent Chase, based on a superhero who fought villains like Kordax, and Black Manta.
ANSWER: Aquaman
6) The B-Side of their first record was a song called All My Only Dreams that was recorded in only one take. On the advice of Mr. White from their future label Play-Tone Records, they all started wearing suits, and they would also change the spelling of their name. Their first break occurred when they won the Mercyhurst Talent Show after salesman Guy Patterson sped up the tempo for a song composed by the bassist of Fountains of Wayne. FTP, identify this band from Erie, Pennsylvania, whose rise and fall from stardom is portrayed in the Tom Hanks movie, That Thing You Do!
ANSWER: The Wonders or The Oneders (pronounced Oh-nee-ders)

7) It was founded by Lord Ozwell E. Spencer in the 1960s, but it went into decline by the dawn of the 21st century after disasters at is Arklay Laboratory and Sheena Island. This company operated an illegal prison camp on Rockfort Island, as well as a series of facilities in Paris and Chicago, but their best known facilities consist of a number of laboratories in and around Raccoon City. FTP, identify this biotech corporation best known for developing the zombie-creating T-Virus, that plays a prominent role in the Resident Evil series, and which shares a name with an object used by Gene Kelly in Singin’ in the Rain.
ANSWER: Umbrella Corporation

8) A real-life line of this company’s products was marketed in some countries including the US and there was a toolbox with their logo displayed in the movie Toy Story. The products displayed were usually the overpowered 6100 models, which inevitably lead to disaster partially due to the host’s clumsiness. With products featured on a show within a show hosted by Tim Taylor this is, FTP, what hardware and power tool company from Home Improvement’s Tool Time.
ANSWER: Binford Tools

9) A large flashy competitor opens across from this chain, prompting the main characters to try and create a new secret additive. When the characters find out that their new competition is stealing their special sauce they go undercover and discover an even more illegal plot. This restaurant also owns a portable mobile, which is driven by the orange-soda loving, dim-witted cashier. Created from a skit of the same name from Nickelodeon’s All That, is, FTP this fast food restaurant, the rival of Mondo Burger and home of an eponymous burger where Kenan and Kel worked in a movie by the same name.
ANSWER: Good Burger
10) This company created a firearm called the ZF1, which works for both right-handed and left-handed people, had a flamethrower, cell phone, and an “instant replay” feature where all full-auto bullets will follow the first bullet fired on semi-auto. After the head of this corporation orders 1 million people to be let go, it is revealed that Korbin Dallas actually worked for this company after he is fired from his taxi-driving job. Name this company headed by and named for the main antagonist in The Fifth Element.
ANSWER: Zorg Corporation

11) According to the employee training video, it used to be a retirement home before it was bought by its current owner and turned into its current form. It usually only has two employees, a fry cook and a cashier, in addition to the owner of this restaurant. Its main competition is from the Chum Bucket, run by Sheldon Plankton who keeps trying to steal the Secret Formula. Located in Bikini Bottom and owned by Mr. Krabs is, FTP, this home of the Krabby Patty where Spongebob works.
ANSWER: The Krusty Krab
12) He was created in 1989 by a former kindergarten teacher, was first shown on a local television show and then later gained a national namesake “Fun-Time Hour”. There are sixteen records, two feature films, eight prime-time specials, videotapes, at least one CD, a magazine, theme parks on both coasts and a fast food chain featuring him. He is part of three feature films in the View Askewniverse and one animated series. Name, FTP, this Golden Calf from Kevin Smith movies including Dogma and Clerks II.
ANSWER: Mooby the Golden Calf

13) This show featured the obscene and the obscure set to an overly enthusiastic voice over announcer, who was voiced by John Worth Lynn, Jr. Only three times did shots of this show not take the form of a promotional advertisement such as “Can you teach an old dog… to turn tricks? Woof! Canine call girls next, on” this program. With a logo consisting of a yellow and green-brown target with an eye in the center, FTP, name this show within a show, a mainstay of Daria.
ANSWER: Sick, Sad World
14) It appears to be the only network covering the events although sponsor signs say “Fox Sports Net”. The two commentators that we see are Cotton McKnight and Pepper Brooks, with Pepper making idiotic comments after more serious comments by Cotton. During the promo for this network, clips of unusual sports are shown, including lawn mower racing. With the motto, “If it’s almost a sport, we’ve got it!” this is, FTP, what television channel that broadcast the games in the movie Dodgeball. 
ANSWER: ESPN 8 or “The Ocho”
15) It was headed by a man known as Mr. Chairman in the most recent movie in which it appears, and three ambiguous animals helped Albert Einstein derive E=MC^2 by manipulating its name. Its known divisions include Salvage, Steel, & Pipe, a Baby Sitting Service, and a Correspondence School of Boxing. Products by this company include a glass cutter, a Jim-Dandy Wagon, and Dehydrated Boulders. FTP, identify this company that lends its name to the labs where Pinky and the Brain originally resided, the Acres that were home to the Tiny Toons, and that is best known for supplying TNT to Wiley E. Coyote.
ANSWER: Acme Corporation

16) This item is first sold for three dollars and ninety-eight cents, a sale that prompts its inventor to invite his brothers, uncles, and aunts to come work in his factory. That inventor defends it by citing its possible use as a carpet, pillow, or bicycle seat, and defines it as four different articles of clothing. In an accompanying illustration, it is pink and has two sleeves, while two green hands hold it up. Knitted by the Once-ler out of the “soft tuft” of the Truffula trees, FTP, identify this product that "everyone, everyone, everyone needs," responsible for the destruction of the environment in The Lorax.
ANSWER: Thneed
17) This son of an Australian Olympic swimmer left his original band, Crush, after the lead singer died in a plane accident. A high school dropout and victim of a 1992 car accident, he would find success releasing solo albums, such as 1991’s Fornucopia that shows him being viewed from down a woman’s cleavage. Other albums include Straight Jacket and a Greatest Hits album called In the Life of this man, released in 1999. But the movie that he was to appear in, The Lamb, was canceled after weak sales of its pre-soundtrack and general rejection of this person. FTP, identify this fictional alter ego of Garth Brooks.
ANSWER: Chris Gaines
18) An independent vegetable stand briefly competed with this business, though the owner tried to shut it down by invoking the “Cart, Kiosk, Cart-Kiosk” ordinance in the town charter. When a couple tried to celebrate their engagement the only alcohol left after a bike marathon was a carton of Zima that was found in the storeroom. One character on the show it appears in had a dream where Paul Anka worked there, while another character stole a box of corn starch from this store after sharing her first kiss with the bag boy, Dean. FTP, name this food store owned and operated by Taylor on “Gilmore Girls.”
ANSWER: Doose’s [doh-zees] Market
19) The main product shown off from this store chain is a 12 gauge double barreled Remington with a walnut stock, cobalt blue steel and a hair trigger, the top of the line for the store. That same product from this store can be found in the sporting goods department, a product that the main character of the movie this store appears in calls it his ‘boomstick’. The store itself is actually shown when, back in modern times, a Deadite attacks it but is shot. Their slogan is to shop smart, shop, FTP, at this store, where Ash from Army of Darkness works.
ANSWER: S-Mart
20) Neil Aspinall came up with the idea for the reprise they played, which on tour was played directly after a lengthy guitar solo by Robbie McIntosh. Songs not selected for their eponymous album included a musical collage known as Carnival of Light and another song that lamented “it doesn’t really matter what chords I play, what words I say, or what time of day it is.” These four people were seen in a 1967 film directed by George Dunning living in an undersea utopia. FTP, identify this band consisting of the three Henderson Brothers and the legendary Billy Shears, who appeared on a namesake Beatle’s album.
ANSWER: Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely Hearts Club Band (Do not accept The Beatles, they are not a fictional group)

21) It owns several subsidiary corporations including a namesake Systems Engineering company and Rothana Heavy Engineering. Its main competitors are Corellian Engineering Corporation and Sienar Fleet Systems. It manufactures several starfighters, including the V-Wing, Walkers, and Star Destroyers. It was one of the few major corporations to side with the Galactic government after the Clone Wars. Orbiting a namesake planet, this is, FTP, what shipbuilding corporation from the Star Wars universe.
ANSWER: Kuat Drive Yards (prompt on KDY)

22) In his fourth instructional video, he states that both dumpster diving and not having a girlfriend are “plus EV” activities. In a more recent video, he starts rapping "Don't Call it a Suckout!" after in fact sucking out with the Ace-Jack of puppy feet. Disqualified from the 1999 Worldwide Heads-Up Finals for urinating on the table, he finished third to Costa Rican madman Hermando Benitez and Great Gamblin' Goose Hinson on the Extreme Poker Tour. If you give him a bad beat, he’ll give you a bad beating, and his signature hand is King-Jack not suited, two of the many aspects of his “Secret System”. FTP, identify this fictional professional poker player, whose attitude and name both parody Phil Hellmuth.
ANSWER: Bill Fillmaff
23) This company may get its name in a song played by the band Darling Violetta, whose songs were featured in two of the creator’s series and has been described by its creator as being like a combination of Coca Cola and Microsoft. Labels on cans are ripped off and a t-shirt with the logo is slashed by one character. In the feature film this company’s logo can be seen on a bottle, cargo crates and lastly in the Fruit Oaty Bar commercial which has an adverse affect on River Tam. For ten points, name this mysterious company, featured in Joss Whedon’s Firefly and Serenity.
ANSWER: Blue Sun
1) Identify these things about that famous mostly-fake band, Spinal Tap, FTSNOP.
[5] This is how loud their amp goes up to.
ANSWER: 11
[5, 5] F5PE, name any two of the ways listed that the band’s drummers have died.
ANSWER: bizarre gardening accident, choked on vomit possibly not his own, spontaneous combustion, onstage explosion, missing presumed dead, freak tricycle accident jumping over a pool of sharks (accept logical equivalents for all).
[15] Identify this album the cover of which originally featured a naked woman on all fours with a collar and leash and a man’s arm thrusting the title object in her face but was replaced by a solid black cover.
ANSWER: Smell the Glove
2) Its headquarters are located on the corner of Fifth Street and Concord Lane, and in most incarnations it sports a giant globe on top of that headquarters. FTPE:
[10] First, name this newspaper that was bought by the leader of Intergang, Morgan Edge, in 1971.
ANSWER: The Daily Planet 
[10] This man, who won a Pulitzer Prize for his reporting on Superboy, is the editor in chief of the Daily Planet in most incarnations.
ANSWER: Perry White [10] This conglomerate, founded in the 17th century, currently owns the Daily Planet. Its Steel division currently provides materials for the U.S.’s fledgling navy, and it is involved in a joint venture on S.T.A.R. Labs with LexCorp.
ANSWER: Wayne Enterprises
3) Identify the following about a certain musical persona, FTPE.
[10] After starting in the Tramps club in a Tuxedo with The Banshees of Blue, he released a namesake album in 1987 as well as follow ups like his namesake Happy Hour and Spanish Rocketship in the ‘90s.
ANSWER: Buster Poindexter
[10] Buster Poindexter did a notable cover of this 1982 Arrow song that was also covered by a crab named Sebastian.
ANSWER: Hot Hot Hot
[10] Buster Poindexter was the alias adopted by David Johansen who earlier served as the lead singer of this cross dressing, proto-punk band responsible for the album, Too Much Too Soon.
ANSWER: New York Dolls
4) Identify these fictional sports teams, FTPE.
[10] This cycling team of Dave, Mike, Cyril, and Moocher in the film Breaking Away got their name from the derogative term given to them by college students that was based on their father’s occupations.
ANSWER: The Cutters
[10] This team, owned by the Cameron Diaz played Christina Pagniacci and coached by the Al Pacino character Tony D’Amato, was the central focus of Any Given Sunday.
ANSWER: Miami Sharks
[10] The team coached by Rick Moranis in this movie receives a visit by John Madden and wins a game over the peewee Cowboys by using the play The Annexation of Puerto Rico.
ANSWER: Little Giants 
5) Name these things from the series Lost. 5-10-15
[5] This company was founded by the namesake Alvar which was often advertised during commercial breaks.
ANSWER: Hanso Foundation
[10] This is the name of the airline that the doomed Flight 815 from Sydney to Lost Angeles belonged to.
ANSWER: Oceanic Airlines 
[15] This is the name of the candy bar that the Lostaways found among the hatch’s stash of food.
ANSWER: Apollo bar

6) Time for some countries that don't exists! FTSNOP.
[5,5] Name any two of the three superstates from George Orwell's Nineteen Eighty-Four.
ANSWER: Eastasia or Eurasia or Oceania
[10] The heir to the throne is Mia Thermopolis, who finds out she’s not an ordinary girl but a princess of this country in The Princess Diaries.
ANSWER: The Principality of Genovia or The Kingdom of Genovia
[10] This country from the Dilbert universe is mostly waist-deep in mud and Dilbert’s company often uses the inhabitants as cheap labor, which usually backfires.
ANSWER: Elbonia
7) Identify these examples of fake capitalism from Chapelle’s Show, FTPE.
[10] Commercials featuring rappers RZA (rizza) and GZA (jizza) promoting their own bank and giving monetary advice to one couple.
ANSWER: Wu Tang Financial
[10] Commercials for this alcoholic beverage feature Chappelle dressed as a certain actor wearing colonial style clothes and includes such slogans as “IT’LL GET YOU DRUNK and “MM-MMM BITCH!”
ANSWER: Samuel Jackson beer
[10] Commercials for this fast-food company show what life really would have been like for Calvin who works there as an after-school job.
ANSWER: WacArnold’s
8) At the end of Mel Brooks’ History of the World Part I, there were ads for History of the World Part II. Identify these sections that were advertised, FTPE.
[10] When they light the ship on fire, the titular characters remove their hats, only to reveal that the horns are part of the head.
ANSWER: Viking Funeral (accept equivalents) [10] The characters in this section proclaim they are this, while they are zooming along, protecting the Hebrew race.
ANSWER: Jews in Space
[10] This section features the leader of Nazi Germany performing some skating moves.
ANSWER: Hitler on Ice
9) Feel like getting drunk or perhaps just up for a little dancing? Identify these places to do so, FTPE.

[10] The title of this restaurant where the reapers meet in Dead Like Me is not a correct rendering of the German translation.
ANSWER: Der Waffle Haus (accept Das Waffle House as in the original script)
[10] This Inn in the village of Bree serves both Hobbits and Men and is where Frodo, Sam, Pippin, and Merry were supposed to meet Gandalf but meet Aragorn instead.
ANSWER: The Inn of the Prancing Pony
11) Commercials from UHF, FTPE.
[10] An exaggeratedly muscular man in German-accented English asks a library patron “Don’t you know the Dewey Decimal System?” and then slices another patron with his two-handed sword for returning a book overdue.
ANSWER: Conan the Librarian
[10] This movie trailer portrays the titular Indian leader and proponent of nonviolent resistance as a character similar to John Shaft.
ANSWER: Gandhi II
[10] UHF also contains advertisements for this store, which contained only one type of cooking product.
ANSWER: Spatula City
12) Identify these fictional music groups or musicians, FTPE.
[10] This former star of The Family Way became a singer and now has his own Day, which is celebrated when he visits Empire Records in the namesake movie.
ANSWER: Rex Manning
[10] This metal band is eventually responsible for bringing peace to the world and was founded by Bill S. Preston, Esquire and Ted “Theodore” Logan.
ANSWER: Wild Stallyns
[10] With the original surname of Speck, this musician is given his stage name with a surname meaning “knowledge”, by Hedwig in Hedwig and the Angry Inch.
ANSWER: Tommy Gnosis
13) Identify the following about a fictional company, FTPE.
[10] This company, headed by Cassandra De Vries, was contacted by the alien race known as the Skedar to help that race recover a ship from under the ocean floor.
ANSWER: dataDyne [10] DataDyne appeared in this spiritual successor to Goldeneye for the Nintendo 64 with a female protagonist.
ANSWER: Perfect Dark
[10] Perfect Dark was developed by this then second party Nintendo developer who would later be bought by Microsoft. Their recent games include a Perfect Dark sequel and Kameo.
ANSWER: Rareware

14) Identify these spoofs of other television shows from the Muppet Show, FTPE.
[10] Nurses Janice and Piggy assist the wisecracking Dr. Bob in this sketch that spoofs a popular soap opera.
ANSWER: Veterinarian’s Hospital 
[10] Characters in this sketch include Dr. Julius Strangepork and captain Link Hogthrob traveling aboard the USS Swinetrek.
ANSWER: Pigs In Space 
[10] At The Dance, a sketch popular in the first season, was a spoof of this NBC show hosted by Dan Rowan and Dick Martin, notable for its one liners.
ANSWER: Rowan & Martin’s Laugh In
15) Answer some questions about these fictional characters from music, FTPE.
[10] This left handed rock superstar jammed with Weird and Gilly. He took things too far but boy could he play guitar.
ANSWR: Ziggy Stardust
[10] This character of a namesake They Might Be Giants song is interested in things, likes to play the drums, and wishes that someday someone else will call him by his stage name.
ANSWER: Dr. Worm
[10] His father was an army captain in World War I who returned home after a seven year disappearance to kill his wife’s lover on an album with songs like We’re Not Gonna Take It and The Acid Queen.
ANSWER: Tommy Walker

16) Answer these questions about all three of the Mighty Ducks movies, 5-10-15.
[5] In this first movie, this is Bombay’s old team and the Ducks’ rival, coached by Jack Reilly.
ANSWER: Hawks
[10] This is the state that the Ducks as Team USA play Iceland in the Junior Goodwill Games.
ANSWER: California
[15] This is the prep school that the Ducks play junior varsity for in the third movie.
ANSWER: Eden Hall Academy

17) Answer these questions about print media from the Harry Potter series, FTPE.
[10] This journalistic integrity of this most widely-read newspaper is questionable especially due to its employing of Rita Skeeter.
ANSWER: The Daily Prophet
[10] This editor of this magazine is Luna Lovegood’s father and prints fantastic news such as the Rotfang conspiracy.
ANSWER: The Quibbler
[10] This women’s magazine gave Gilderoy Lockhart their Most Charming Smile Award five times.
ANSWER: Witch Weekly
18) Given a clue, name the product from the Colbert Report, FTPE.
[10] This book, supposedly written by Stephen, is a science fiction novel and Colbert sometimes reads passages on air.
ANSWER: Stephen Colbert’s Alpha Squad 7
[10] This fragrance for men has a box with an image of Colbert with his back turned and the cap for the bottle is shaped like testicles.
ANSWER: Stephen Colbert’s Scorn
[10] This is the name Stephen gave to his sperm that he is selling online.
ANSWER: Formula 401 (accept Formula 402, as it was a ‘special edition’)

19) Identify the real actor from the fake film he or she was in on Extras, FTPE, or from real roles, FFPE.
[10] On the set of an adaptation of The Tempest, this actor shares with Andy his desire to write his own movie where he keeps taking women’s clothes off with his mind.
[5] His real roles include providing the voice for The Great Prince in Bambi II and starring as Locutus on The Next Generation.
ANSWER: Patrick Stewart
[10] He is ordered to kiss rival attorney and ex-wife Sophia Myles in a courtroom drama film, but is distraught when Maggie does not find him attractive.
[5] 2005 was a down year for his career, with Kingdom of Heaven and Elizabethtown, two movies that he starred in, not doing well at the box office. 
ANSWER: Orlando Jonathan Blanchard Bloom
[10] After telling the British government with a cigar in his mouth that “Uncle Sam says thanks” when confronted with blowing up an embassy, he overhears the accidental racism between Maggie and the black man she is trying to woo.

ANSWER: Demon Days [10] Demon Days’ most successful single was this song that reached #2 in the United Kingdom and whose chorus proclaims, “Windmill, Windmill, for the land, Turn forever hand in hand.”
ANSWER: Feel Good Inc. 
21) Identify these fictional sports teams of the football and American football variety, FTPE.
[10] After the players of this Washington football team call a strike, the management brings in some replacements including quarterback Shane Falco, a convict, a footballer, a sumo wrestler, and two bouncers.
ANSWER: Washington Sentinels
[10] The title and the name of the team in it were the same in this Disney movie about a group of misfit kids in Elma, Texas who start a soccer team have a goat for a mascot.
ANSWER: Big Green
[10] Sharing their name with a bird of prey and a jet that can take off vertically, this is the girls soccer team Jess Bhamra and Juliette Paxton play for in Bend It Like Beckham.
ANSWER: Hounslow Harriers
22) Saturday Night Live commercials, F5PE
[5] Sam Waterston advertises this insurance company that provides full coverage for when the metal ones come for you…and they will.
ANSWER: Old Glory Insurance
[5] In this beer ad Adam Sandler is showing Chris Farley the pool where he’s house sitting and when he turns on the water the pool magically becomes clean and filled with hot men in speedos.
ANSWER: Schmitt’s Gay
