1.)
Recently they’ve been known for their turn in the financial industry lending their name and talents to a financial service whose motto is “Because you and your fam can't be relying on wankstas like Smith Barney.”  Originally formed in 1993 by three cousins from Staten Island, their original name was Force Of The Imperial Master, who became better known as "All In Together Now" after they had released a popular single by that name. Their lyrics include some local rhetoric from the 5 Percent Nation, a Harlem offshoot of Islam.  Two of the members discuss alternative medicine and the possible delirious side effects of caffeine with Bill Murray in the 2003 film Coffee and Cigarettes. 2.)
He was born in 1928 in Walla Walla, Washington and attended Whitman College where he earned a degree in Literature.  He landed his first television role on the children’s show ‘The Kini Popo Show’ while attending grad school at Stanford. His early film work included co-starring with Paul Newman in the movie Young Philadelphians and as an astronaut in the 1964 Science Fiction Film Robinson Crusoe on Mars.  He landed his most famous role in 1966 which would define the rest of his career, never being able to stray from its shadow.  FTP, name this man, the mayor of Quahog, Rhode Island.


ANSWER: ADAM WEST 

3.)
In February of 2007 he was named a United Nations Development Program Goodwill Ambassador following his advocacy for the poor in Africa. In February 2005 he was voted runner-up to Samuel Eto'o in the African Footballer of the Year awards.  He helped the Ivory Coast qualify for its first ever World Cup Finals when he scored nine goals in eight qualifying games - statistically one of the best records in international football.  FTP; name this man who is currently the top scorer this soccer season in both the English Premier League and the UEFA Champions League for his club team Chelsea FC.

ANSWER: DIDLER DROGBA

4.) 
It’s rumored that Desperate Housewives creator Marc Cherry originally offered her the role of Susan on the show but somewhat ironically turned him down and it ultimately went to Teri Hatcher.  Her first big role came in the 1991 flick Fried Green Tomatoes but she would spend most of the rest of the 90’s working on Broadway.  In 2001 her work on the play Proof earned her a Tony for Best Actress. Her trophy collection tripled in 2004 when she received both the Golden Globe and the Emmy for Best Supporting Actress in a Miniseries for her turn as Harper Pitt, the Valium-addicted wife of an in-the-closet gay lawyer in the TV adaptation of Tony Kushner’s Angels in America.  FTP name this actress who perhaps is most famous for her defeat of the four lead Desperate Housewives in the 2006 Golden Globes for her work on the show Weeds.

His career started in Chicago where under the guise of doing interviews for his college radio station he talked to the members of Second City and renowned comedy manager Del Close to see what it took to make a career in comedy. He would leave Southern Illinois University three credits shy of graduating to move to Chicago and start a career in comedy. Once established he was hired as a writer for SNL and would make his mark by creating such memorable characters as Matt Foley motivational speaker. After a strike he left SNL to work on the Ben Stiller Show where he starred for it’s single Emmy winning season. While there he met David Cross and FTP name this comedian who went on to costar with Cross in HBO's Mr. Show and directed last year's movie Let's Go To Prison.

6.) 
They are referenced in the 2004 film Mean Girls, when Cady Heron played by Lindsay Lohan confuses her parents by choosing to stay home for the weekend rather than going to see this group perform in concert.  They were formed by Joseph Shabalala in 1960 and became one of South Africa's prolific recording artists, with their releases receiving gold and platinum disc honors. In 1993 they were nominated for the Tony for Best Original Score in The Song of Jacob Zulu an adaptation of a Greek tragedy.  They rose to worldwide prominence as a result of singing with Paul Simon on his album, Graceland.  FTP Name this chorus whose name is sometimes used as an interjection by Dr. Venture on the TV show The Venture Bros.
ANSWER: LADYSMITH BLACK MAMBAZO (be lenient with pronunciation)

7.) 
Jerry Van Dyke turned down an offer to star in the title role of the CBS hit series Gilligan's Island, which debuted the year before in order to do this show.  The show follows the exploits of attorney David Crabtree, who, while shopping at a used car lot for a station wagon to serve as a second family car, instead purchases a dilapidated touring car. Crabtree heard the car call his name in a woman's voice which turned out to be that of his deceased mother, Abigail. As it turns out the car, a valuable antique, is a reincarnation of his mother who talks through the car's radio.  Universally panned by critics and adult viewers FTP, name this 1965 sitcom which in 2002, TV Guide proclaimed to be the second-worst show of all time, just behind The Jerry Springer Show.

8.)
He holds several patents, including one for a ballet shoe and another for a magnifying glass that uses water and in the early 2000s, he assisted in the development of a small sundial that was included in the Mars Exploration Rover missions, known as MarsDial.  But this Seattle resident is better known for his television work which began in 1991 as an assistant to Dr. Emmett L. Brown in the live-action segments of Back to the Future: The Animated Series and as a consultant on the program Battlebots.  FTP; name this “Guy” famous for appearing in 100 episodes of his eponymously named and Emmy winning science show.
ANSWER: BILL NYE “The Science Guy”

9.) 
He played his college basketball for the University of Washington, where he was named to the All-Pac-10 Team.  Originally selected eighth overall by the Dallas Mavericks at the 1985 NBA Draft, but he only became a regular after being traded to Indiana. While with the Pacers he was one of the NBA's best substitutes winning consecutive NBA Sixth Man Awards in 1990 and 1991. He was traded to the Seattle Supersonics in 1993 where he quickly reestablished himself as one of the league's best long-range shooters.  FTP; name this West German native who along with Gary Payton, Shawn Kemp, Sam Perkins, and Hersey Hawkins made up the Supersonics team that became known as the Sonic Boom.

10.) Notable alumni of this school are former talk show host Arsenio Hall, members of the rock band Devo, and basketball turned football star Antonio Gates.  According to legend the school colors were originally orange and purple until a local laundry washed the basketball uniforms in hot water and turned them gold and blue.  The school's most prominent rivalry is with the University of Akron, located just 10 miles away; the two schools' football teams have played for the Wagon Wheel since 1946.    FTP, name this MAC conference member whose 2002 Men’s Basketball team surprisingly made the Elite Eight but perhaps is most famous for an event in 1970 when a National Guard unit shot at students in response to war protests on and around campus.
ANSWER: KENT STATE UNIVERSITY

11.) On February 4, 2007, she performed the Star Spangled Banner in American Sign Language at Super Bowl XLI in Miami, Florida.  She has been nominated for several Primetime Emmys for her guest appearances on Seinfeld, Law & Order: Special Victims Unit and The Practice.  In 2004, she starred in the controversial movie What the Bleep Do We Know as Amanda and has recently joined the cast of The L Word playing Jodi Lerner, the new love interest of Jennifer Beals' character, Bette.  FTP name this deaf actress who at 21 years old was the youngest to ever to win an Academy Award for Best Actress for her work in the 1986 movie Children of a Lesser God. 

ANSWER: MARLEE MATLIN
12.) He is technically the last switch hitter to win the American League MVP award. He’s also the last player before Ichiro Suzuki to wear his given name on the back of his uniform instead of his surname, having done so with the Giants. According to the Baseball Almanac during the 1971 season he tossed the longest shutout in American League history during a twenty inning, 1-0 triumph over the Anaheim Angels, fanning seventeen batters in eleven innings.  FTP, name this lefty who is most famous for winning both the AL MVP and Cy Young in 1971 and for leading the Oakland A’s to a World Championship in 1973.
ANSWER: VIDA BLUE (either is acceptable)
13.) David Letterman once said of this woman that "What you have to understand about this lovely woman is, in addition to being a fine actress and a wonderful comedienne, she's peculiar.” Not surprisingly Letterman has been one of this woman’s biggest supporters going as far as producing her last film released in 2006.   In addition to acting, she runs a cupcake and cheese ball business ("Dusty Food Cupcakes") out of her kitchen.  Her guide to entertaining is entitled I Like You: Hospitality Under the Influence.  She also co-authored Wigfield: The Can-Do Town That Just May Not with frequent partners Paul Dinello and Steven Colbert.  Though she maybe most famous for her turn as Jerry Blanc on the Comedy Central show and movie “Strangers with Candy.”  FTP, name this actress whose brother David is a well known essayist and contributor to NPR’s This American Life.

14.) It only saw limited release in seven cities in September of 2006 when it opened to mostly good reviews.  A controversy ensued as Fox was suspected of trying to kill the movie before a large audience could see it as no movie trailers, TV ads or Press kits were ever provided in support of it.  According to the UK newspaper The Guardian, it was shelved reportedly because of its anti-corporate message, where the characters live in a future where Starbucks now sells hand jobs, Carl Jr’s steals children and Fuddruckers changes its name to Buttfuckers.  The movie begins with a voiceover illustrating the movie’s overarching theme; that as stupid people enthusiastically outbreed intelligent people in the present, future society will become inevitably and irreversibly dumber. Some argue that he will best be remembered as the first man in the history of boxing to regain his heavyweight title after losing it to and regaining it from Ingemar Johansson of Sweden.  FTP, name this “true gentleman of boxing” a man who would lose the title in 1962 to Sonny Liston and who died in May of last year following complications from Prostate Cancer.

16.) This actress’ family owns both the New York Giants and the Pittsburgh Steelers; being the granddaughter of late Giants owner Wellington Mara on her father's side, as well as the great-granddaughter of Steelers founder Art Rooney on her mother's side.  Recently she’s starred in the movies Zoom with Tim Allen, We Are Marshall with Matthew McConaughey and alongside Mark Wahlberg in ‘The Shooter.’  She appeared for 5 episodes on season 5 of 24 as CTU computer analyst Shari Rosenberg who may or may not be a victim of sexual harassment.  FTP; name this red-headed B-Movie star.

17.) A 2003 Internal Revenue Service probe into unpaid back taxes revealed that that this man’s net worth exceeded $75 million, most of it derived from his instructional videos, making him the nation's wealthiest instructional sports entrepreneur.  His commercials have been running for 18 years, and have reportedly helped produce back-to-back-to-back AAU National Champions thanks to his 9 commandments of fundamental baseball technique, all endorsed by Major League Superstar Fred McGriff.  FTP; name the man behind the 9 tape Instructional Video Series, whose ads have been pounded into the memories of anybody who grew up watching SportsCenter in the morning.

18.) The fact that his birthday falls on September 11th is just one of many personal tragedies that have befallen this young boy’s life.  It is implied in the episode 4th Grade that he knows a surprising amount of Star Trek information, and that he may be a "Trekkie". He also watches BET, according to the episode Hell on Earth 2006 and as stated in "My Future Self 'n' Me", that he is not a fan of Becker.  He rarely curses and may in fact be a mathematical genius.  As a result of a rejection by his friends creates an evil alter ego who threatens to flood the world with his garden hose.  His favorite restaurant is Bennigan’s and also may or may not be bi-curious.  FTP; name this alter ego of Professor Chaos and denizen of South Park, adored by his fans for his naivety and kindness to others.

19.) He started his career in commercials when he was seven years old. He was the Honeycomb cereal kid and appeared in several commercials for toys and Bounty.  His first big break into movies came in 1983 as he landed the role of Rusty Griswold, in National Lampoon's Vacation, catching the attention of the film's screenwriter who felt that "For him to upstage Chevy, I thought, was a remarkable accomplishment for a 13-year-old kid."  He would go on to act in what are considered some of that screenwriter’s classic movies, though notoriously later turning down roles written specifically for him in Ferris Bueller’s Day Off and Pretty in Pink.  FTP; name this favorite of John Hughes who has made a comeback as Johnny Smith the protagonist of the USA Network’s The Dead Zone.

20.) He attended Baylor University and was the 7th overall selection in the 1979 NBA draft by Seattle. After two seasons with the Sonics he was traded to the Detroit Pistons, where he played a key role in driving the Pistons to consecutive NBA championships in 1989 and 1990.  He finished 6th all-time on the Piston’s all-time scoring list and had his number 15 jersey retired.  Despite all this he may be best known for his nickname, which time and again is referenced as one of the best all time in NBA history.  FTP, name this shooting guard for the Detroit Pistons nicknamed "the Microwave" for his ability to “heat up” by scoring many points in a short period of time and his "instant defense" from off the bench.

1.) Name the following FTPE about John Kennedy Toole from clues:

a.) His most famous novel, the story concerns the intelligent but slothful protagonist Ignatius J. Reilly’s quest to find a job in New Orleans in the early 1960s. Considered Toole’s masterpiece, this book was posthumously awarded the Pulitzer Prize for fiction in 1981.

It’s also the name of The Arcade Fire’s latest album.

c.)  Toole got his undergraduate degree at this university located in uptown New Orleans.  Known by many as one of the “Southern Ivies” it boasts what is widely considered the best Maritime Law program in the world.

a.) Though technically founded in Denver, many of the collective’s bands come from this town in Georgia famous for producing Indie Rock Legends.  It is also the location of the University of Georgia.
