4. This man made an appearance on The Brak Show, as a nine-mouther rapper named "Prime Cut Miggity Mo Mack Daddy Jizza-Bang Doggie Dog Dog" who was in a rap competition. Born in Atlanta, Georgia, as Thomas Callaway, he has collaborated with artists ranging from Carlos Santana to OutKast and the Black Eyed Peas.  Along with Big Gipp, T-Mo, and Khujo, he was a founding member of the influential Southern Rap group Goodie Mob. His skills go beyond just rap, as he has shown his ability to sing gospel and faux-gospel in his latest project, a collaboration with the famed DJ Danger Mouse. Name, for ten points, this lead singer of vastly popular Gnarls Barkley. 
Cee-Lo

5. This album concludes wit a cover of a Robert Johnson song, and was written and recorded in the same mansion where supposedly The Beatles first experienced LSD. Produced by Rick Rubin, three of the band members lived in the mansion during production, but the drummer would not because he thought the mansion was haunted. Noted for its stripped down funky grooves, this album features songs with such subjects as SEX (“Sir Psycho Sexy”), failed relationships (“I Could Have Lied”), drug addictions (“My Lovely Man”), and calls for peaceful utopias (“the Righteous and the Wicked”). The first album to prominently feature John Frusciante’s falsetto background vocals, name for ten points, this Red Hot Chili Peppers album most noted for its singles “Give it Away” and “Under the Bridge”. 
Blood Sugar Sex Magik

6. Born in Roanoke, Virginia, in 1975 with the name of Atiim Kiambu, he eventually adopted his now famous nickname. Originally drafted as a “change of pace” third down back, the injury of Rodney Hampton thrust him into the starting role. This graduate of the University of Virginia become “Lightning” in the famed “Thunder and Lightning” combination after the 2000 draft. Although paired with a Heisman trophy winner, he became the star, recording his first ever 1,000 rush yard season. Known as perhaps the greatest cutback runner in the history of the NFL, name for ten points, name this now (tearfully) former New York Giants running back who at one point in his career lost 3 fumbles in one game, also only one of three players in league history to record 10,000 rush yards and 5,000 receiving yards. 

Tiki Barber

7. Originally born in Manchester, Maryland, in 1962, his family moved twice before he was ten, and settled in Natick, Massachusetts. He went on to be a standout star at Natick High School, and he would go on to attend a university close to home. His academic record was as distinguished as his athletic record, as he was a nominee for the Rhodes Scholarship. Usually considered too small to be an NFL quarterback, he was a three-time Grey Cup MYP, and a six-time CFL Most Outstanding Player. He eventually made his way to the NFL, with the Bills, Chargers, and finally the Patriots. Although many felt that his Heisman was sealed by his miraculous Hail Mary to Gerard Phelan against Miami, the voting was completed before the game ever began. For ten points, name this man, possibly the greatest man ever, the1984 Heisman Trophy winner from Boston College.
Doug Flutie

8. This show originally aired in 1997 on the Sci-Fi channel, and has since been released on DVD. The main characters included Torvald, Vanessa Angel, and Thorfinn Skull-Splitter. This shows tagline was “From the past…comes a warrior of the future”. The character of Torvald, played by one Johnny Chase, constantly exclaimed the catchphrase “VICTORY”. For ten points, name this TV series which spawned the spin-off Angel Quest, featured in the second season of the HBO series “Entourage”

Viking Quest

9. This Emmy-winning actor was born in 1965 in New York, New York before moving to Evanston, Illinois and trained at the acting workshop that his parents established. His early work was minor roles in movies such as PCU, Heat, and Grosse Point Blank. He then moved into more prominent roles in Runaway Jury, Old School, and Chasing Liberty. Now a Hollywood star, he is most well-known as a certain outspoken agent on HBO’s Entourage, and as the main character in the recently released Smokin’ Aces. 

Jeremy Piven

10.  One part an MC whose name in Arabic means “student of truth”, one part rapper-actor who has been featured in Hitchhiker’s Guide to the Galaxy and 16 Blocks, this rap super group released only one album in 1998 under Rawkus Records. The group arose from the underground movement of New York City of the 1990’s. Black Star

11. This man is one of the few non-students to ever have been honored to by Ohio State University to dot the “i” during the Script Ohio of the Ohio State University Marching Band. He had a video game named after him for the Sega Master System and Sega Genesis, and Sega used it during their “Genesis does what Nintendo doesn’t” ad campaign. He entered the fighting scene in the 1970’s, and would eventually gain a shot at the title in 1990, against perhaps the most dominating heavyweight up to that point. He surprised the world by totally dominating Mike Tyson, knocking him out in the 10th round of their heavyweight championship fight. For ten points, name this man who was the first to knock out Mike Tyson, and sent Tyson into a tailspin that he has not gotten out of to this day. 
James “Buster” Douglas

12. Born John Baldwin in Sidcup, London in 1946, he began his musical career as a keyboarder and pianist, and he would frequently perform with his mother, also a pianist. At 14, he bought his first bass guitar, and began to play it proficiently, so well that he became a session bassist in London and worked with such names as the Rolling Stones, Rod Stewart, Jeff Beck, and Cat Stevens. During his time as a session player, he would frequently cross paths with then Yardbirds bassist Jimmy Page. When Page decided to create a new band, this man asked for a spot, and was granted the position of bassist in the so-called “New Yardbirds”. Name, for ten points, this bassist for the New Yardbirds, the band that became Led Zeppelin. 

John Paul Jones
13. Jimi Hendrix once said that this band’s guitarist was the best he’d ever seen. The men who would form the band had played in several Texas based groups before joining forces in 1969. Although they released albums throughout the 1970’s such as “Rio Grande Mud” and “Fandango!”, it wasn’t until the 1980’s that they truly saw commercial success. Their music videos featured a bitchin’ 1933 red Ford Coupe 3 and three hot chicks that always drove in it. The band’s most famous album was 1983’s “Eliminator”, which featured the songs Legs and Gimme All Your Lovin’. The only member who did not feature this band’s trademark was ironically named Frank Beard. For ten points, name this trio of Texans who are most noted for their chest length beards and whose song Sharp Dressed man was featured in Red Octane’s Guitar Hero.

ZZ Top

14. He was born in Flushing, Queens in 1942 into a working class Italian-American family. He spent much of his childhood at home, due to his asthma. He originally desired to become a priest, although this was eventually forsaken for cinema, and he received an M.A. in film from NYU. His first feature length film was the 1967 black and white title Who’s That Knocking at My Door? In 1972, he made the Depression-Era gangster film Boxcar Bertha for B-movie producer Roger Corman. That same year, he released Mean Streets, which featured the elements of Italian-American machismo, bloody violence, and Catholic guilt, but also featured his first work with a man named Robert De Niro. He has been nominated for an Oscar 6 times for Best Director, but has been snubbed each time, until of course the 2007 Academ Awards. Name, for ten points, this director of Taxi Driver, Raging Bull, Goodfellas, and Casino, who has been most recently nominated for Best Director for the 2006 film The Departed, and finally fucking won.

Martin Scorsese 
15. In Spanish Terror bajo la tierra, and in Danish Ormene, this movie eventually had three sequels and a television series made after it. Released in 1990, it was directed by Ron Underwood, the same man box office smashes Mighty Joe Young & The Adventures of Pluto Nash. Ironically set in the town of Perfection, Nevada, the movie begins with handymen played by Kevin Bacon and Fred Ward deciding to leave Perfection for the “real” town of Bixby. They are sidetracked, however, when residents of the small town begin dying, and one unlucky construction worker gets sucked underground by something while using his jackhammer. The town suffers from an attack by the “graboids”, and Ward and Bacon must play the heroes. 17. It was founded in 1970 by University of Michigan doctoral candidates Karen and Gerald de Groot. It was meant to bring together scientists and free thinkers from around the globe to at a large scale communal research compound to conduct research in disciplines such as psychology and zoology. Their work was done through the use of research stations, six of which are known. With names such a The Arrow and The Flame, each station was used for a different research discipline. Financed by the Hanso Foundation, name this organization whose stations have been inhabited by the likes of Desmond Hume, Kelvin Inman, and The Others.
DHARMA Initiative

18. Year and Team Required: This team won the President’s Trophy, and garnered a number one seed going into the playoffs. They easily moved past the New York Islanders in four games in the Conference Quarters and the Washing Capitals in five in the Conference Semis. The conference final would be an epic battle against the New Jersey Devils in which both game three and game seven were ended by double overtime goals by Stephane Matteau. Down 3-1 in the series, their captain Mark Messier guaranteed victory in game six, and provided 2 goals for the team in their victory. In the Stanley Cup Finals, they needed game seven again to take care of the Vancouver Canucks.
