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Tossups
1) The PC version of this game, subtitled Integral, added a Very Easy mode and a Pocketstation mission to the Japanese version, while the Gamecube remake, developed by Silicon Knights, replaced the voice of the Cyborg Ninja and added references to Wind Waker save states in the Psycho Mantis battle. It makes many references to its MSX-2 prequels, referencing the fights with Grey Fox and Big Boss in Zanzibar Land. Supporting staff in the original includes Master Miller, Mei Ling and Colonel Campbell, who can be contacted via codec. FTP, this “Tactical Espionage Action” game designed by Hideo Kojima for the original PlayStation, a game which stars Solid Snake. 
ANSWER: Metal Gear Solid
2) Its soundtrack featured the Diana Ross hit “If We Hold on Together” and orchestral sequences by James Horner and when this film was first released on VHS, it began with a commercial for Pizza Hut. One scene in this movie features a group of siblings fighting over a bunch of cherries given to them by their mother but the last one to get a cherry offers it to the protagonist who is depressed and lying nearby. It doesn't have Simba in it, but a character is lectured to about the “Great Circle of Life” after his mother dies during an earthquake while fighting a “Sharptooth”. FTP, name this Don Bluth animated feature about Petrie, Cera, Spike, Ducky, and Littlefoot, five baby dinosaurs in search of the Great Valley.
ANSWER: The Land Before Time
3) His only interception last season came against Baltimore in a game that saw controversy after Bart Scott stated he put “hot sauce” on this player's ankle while tackling him. A playoff victim of a crushing hit by Sheldon Brown, he tied a franchise record with four touchdowns in a 34-10 victory over the 49ers. His 126 yards against the Giants were the only time he rushed for 100 yards, and he scored his first touchdown in week 4 on a 65-yard punt return against the Tampa Bay Buccaneers. Surprisingly not drafted number one overall by the Houston Texans, who selected Mario Williams instead, FTP, name this winner of the 2005 Heisman Trophy, a graduate of USC who currently splits carries with Deuce McAllister as the running back for the New Orleans Saints.
ANSWER: Reggie Bush
4) A 2004 expansion to this game added 14 new buildings, which can replace or be used along with the original buildings. The eight quarries in this game, when occupied, reduce the cost of a building by one dollar each, and the original buildings included an office as well as a wharf that cost up to nine dollars to build. A card game based on this Andreas Seyfarth game was also released in 2004, and it adds the role of Councillor but removes the bonus pay given to unselected roles. Trader, settler, and mayor are among the other phases in, FTP, what acclaimed German-style board game in which players colonize and exploit an island in the Caribbean that is now a United States territory?
ANSWER: Puerto Rico
5) The B-Side to this song addressed the same subject as the single and contained the lyric, “Mother earth will swallow you, lay your body down”. A remix of the song contains voiceovers by several newscasters as well as the father of one of the title figures, and in the original one of the singers can be heard asking “how many more?” as the song fades out. Banned on several AM radio stations after its hasty production in the spring of 1970, this is, FTP, what Crosby, Stills, Nash, and Young song written as a reaction to the Kent State shootings, opening with the line, “Tin soldiers and Nixon coming.”
ANSWER: Four Dead in Ohio
6) A dream sequence where the hero is transported to a vegetable world takes place between the two main trilogies of this game series. Another trilogy in this series, titled The Universe Is Toast, was cancelled before its planned Christmas 1992 release. The original was created after a potential PC port of Super Mario Brothers fell through and id Software still wanted to use the engine for a platformer. The first trilogy has the football helmet-clad hero attempting to stop the Grand Intellect and the Vorticons on Mars, the Mothership and Vorticon VI. FTP identify this game series, which stars eight year old genius Billy Bean.
ANSWER: Commander Keen
7) His background as a theatre major at the University of Miami helped him land a gig in Paul Rudnick's play, Jeffrey, but he is more famous for a career where he won the James E. Sullivan award in 1984. On Family Guy, when Peter attempts to get a job as a sumo wrestler he compares himself to this man, electing not to do a more controversial joke and instead making fun of the fact that this man has no body hair. He scored a perfect 10 from all seven judges at the 1982 World Championships, but is probably best known for a failed reverse two and a half pike. FTP, identify this openly gay Olympic gold medalist, best known for hitting his head on the board and bleeding into the pool in 1988, after he knew that he had AIDS.
ANSWER: Greg Louganis
8) This band formed from the Charterhouse School groups The Garden Wall and The Anon, and originally featured Chris Steward on drums. Its songs Shipwrecked and Congo from its 1997 album Calling All Stations were not enough to make that album a success in the United States, as many fans did not enjoy new vocalist Ray Wilson. One of their early albums, 1973's Selling England by the Pound, contained the live staples, I Know What I Like (In Your Wardrobe) and Firth of Fifth. FTP, identify this progressive rock band who found hits with “No Son of Mine” and “Invisible Touch”, a band fronted by drummer Phil Collins after the departure of Peter Gabriel.
ANSWER: Genesis
9) The props that he used were said to have come from a mayonnaise jar that had been sitting on publisher Funk and Wagnall's porch since noon, and he typically tripped on his way to the stage. First seen in 1964, curses he has issued include “may a near sighted sand fleece suck syrup off your short stack” and “may a diseased yak squat in your hot tub”. Also played by Paul Shaffer and David Letterman, the original was assisted by Ed McMahon. FTP, identify this turban wearing psychic who would provide humorous responses to questions in “hermetically sealed” envelopes on The Tonight Show Starring Johnny Carson.
ANSWER: Carnac the Magnificent (prompt on Johnny Carson before Paul Shaffer is mentioned)

10) They were founded by John Houlding, and won the FA Cup for the first time in 1965 under the guidance of manager Bill Shankly. The English ban from European Football in 1985 resulted from a disaster at Heysel stadium, where this club was playing Juventus. These rivals of Everton defeated Alaves to win the 2001 UEFA Cup, and they currently feature right back Steven Finnan and striker Peter Crouch. They came back from a 3-0 deficit in the 2005 Champions League final, thanks in part to a goal by their captain, Steven Gerrard. Currently coached by Rafael Benitez, FTP, identify this English Premier League team nicknamed the Reds, who lost to AC Milan in this year's Champions League Final.
ANSWER: Liverpool Football Club

11) Characters in this film include the Pale Man who awakes after the protagonist eats two grapes. The Korean DVD release of this movie was designed to look like the Book of Crossroads and contains a key resembling the one the main character obtained from the belly of a giant toad. The film's director has admitted that it shares some of the same themes of his previous work, The Devil's Backbone. The part of the Captain was written for Sergi Lopez, and eleven-year-old Ivana Baquero plays the central role. This year's Academy Award winner for Cinematography, this is, FTP, what 2006 Guillermo del Toro film, which features Ofelia discovering a supernatural world in the midst of the Spanish Civil War.
ANSWER: Pan's Labyrinth (also accept El labirinto del fauno)

12) Two volumes of scripts for this show were released by Newmarket Press in 2004, and Ben Stiller appeared as Secret Service Agent Meara on The Little Thing, an episode that aired on ABC Family. In another episode, one of the main characters replaces the keg at his sister's party with a keg of non-alcoholic beer that he purchases with Neal's leftover Bar Mitzvah money. Seth Roger's character Ken Miller and James Franco's character Daniel DeSario belong to one of the title groups in this series. Set at McKinley High School in Chippewa, Michigan, this is, FTP, what short lived television series starring Linda Cardellini as ex-Mathlete Lindsay, produced by Judd Apatow and created by Paul Feig.
ANSWER: Freaks and Geeks
13) He makes money thanks to a sponsorship with Proctor & Gamble, and he has issued punishments such as making a character eat lunch with the accountants, a profession that his mother wanted him to go into. He occasionally appears with a pointy tail, a pitchfork, and sometimes even a cape, which, according to his creator, appear only when the creator forgets they aren't supposed to be there. His regular equipment includes a giant spoon, and he was twice revealed to be the brother of the Pointy-Haired Boss. FTP, identify this character created by Scott Adams who might darn you to heck for fifteen minutes.
ANSWER: Phil, The Prince of Insufficient Light

14) This movie literally breaks the fourth wall, spilling into the Warner Brothers lot, which results in an out of place pie fight and a musical scene with Dome DeLuise. Throughout the film, are several anachronisms jokes such as the hero wearing Gucci gear and having Count Basie and his band play "April in Paris" on screen. Madeline Khan plays a singer who performs the song “I'm So Tired” and a large character is defeated by an exploding candy gram. The studio asked the director to remove several things including a scene which involves the punching of a horse. Featuring Black Bart and the Waco Kid, FTP, identify this Mel Brooks film set in the old west staring Cleavon Little and Gene Wilder.
ANSWER: Blazing Saddles
15) His middle name is Hieronymous, and at one point in his career he was slated to appear in a diaper commercial performing a rendition of You All Everybody. In another episode, he fights off a man attempting to mug Nadia, and late in his life he compiles a list that includes the item, “Dad teaching me to swim at Butlins”. A former crack addict, he is tempted again when he finds heroin in Virgin Mary statues in a downed plane also containing the corpse of Mr. Eko's brother. A companion of Claire, FTP, identify this rock star played by Dominic Monaghan, who sacrificed himself on the Season 3 finale of Lost.

16) In an episode in which Beavis and Butt-Head sabotage a PTA conference, Butt-Head asks “Is this Yanni?” when a music video by this “gang of wussies from England” comes on. The film version of Rosencrantz and Guildenstern are Dead opens with their song about an old hound that is outside, “Seamus,” off their album Meddle. Lords of Dogtown features Sparklehorse's version of their song containing the famous line, “We're just two lost souls swimming in a fishbowl,” “Wish You Were Here.” FTP, name this British band whose prominent members have included David Gilmour, Syd Barrett, and Roger Waters, notable for the album The Dark Side of the Moon.
ANSWER: Pink Floyd (prompt on “Floyd”)

17) Name's the same. On Daria, a middle child by this name spent most of the past ten years backpacking across Latin America with a pet parrot named Chiquito. In the 1968 film Wonderwall, Jane Birkin plays a character by this name who drives her reclusive neighbor, Professor Collins, crazy with infatuation. Another character by this name is traded to Humble Pie for a case of beer and $50 and is the love interest of William Miller and Russell Hammond in Almost Famous. All of these characters take their name from a song that mentions a very strange banker who never wears a mack in the pouring rain. FTP, identify this Beatle's song that describes a town beneath the blue suburban sky.
ANSWER: Penny Lane
18) This franchise lost to the Boston Braves four to one in their first World Series appearance, 1915. That year, they were led by Gavvy Cravath and Grover Cleveland Alexander. In 1950, they were swept by the Yankees after winning the National League pennant with “Whiz Kids” like Del Ennis and Granny Hamner, and they blew a six and a half game lead over the Cardinals with twelve games to play in 1964. Their last World Series victory came over the Kansas City Royals in 1980, and their most recent World Series appearance was in 1993, when they lost to the Blue Jays on a walkoff homerun hit by Joe Carter off Mitch Williams. FTP, name this baseball team currently managed by Charlie Manuel whose lineup features Shane Victorino, Chase Utley, and Ryan Howard.
ANSWER: Philadelphia Phillies (take either)

19) He has did a movie review of Pirates of the Caribbean: Dead Man's Chest on All Things Considered, and he has also been on MythBusters to clear up some things about his kind. He coined a term that can be defined as “a very painful beverage that tastes like a punch to the face”, and was created by comedians Kent Nichols and Douglas Sarine. In his biweekly program, he answers questions about his people, such as how they conduct barbecues and what type of award shows they run. FTP, identify this video podcast star, a Japanese assassin who looks forward to killing you soon!
ANSWER: Ask a Ninja
20) Wikipedia lists Turkey as the last market that it was introduced in, while in India it garnered moderate success due to a marketing campaign that coincided with the country's cricket team advancing far into the 2003 Cricket World Cup. Advertisements for this product were the first to be recorded in space, and the bands Sev and Papa Roach recorded music videos to advertise this beverage. During its short stint in the US, it was advertised after New York Mets games, who shared a chromatic similarity with it. Also promoted by pre-crazy Brittney Spears, FTP, name this colorful beverage, a classic cola that was infused with a pretty bad berry flavor.
ANSWER: Pepsi Blue
21) It contains an accelerometer which changes the orientation of the screen as well as a proximity sensor that turns the screen brightness down when used in certain ways. The song Inside Your Head by Eberg played in the background of this product’s “Hello” advertisement during this year’s Oscars. On the day after this product was announced, Cisco sued for trademark infringement. It has a built in version of Google Earth, and during its unveiling its presenter used it to make a prank call to a nearby Starbucks. Starting at $500 and requiring a two year contract with AT&T, FTP, identify this new product from Apple slated to be released on Friday.
ANSWER: iPhone 

22) The small number of episodes allowed for extremely detailed animation, such as a tiny devil appearing in the mouth of a screaming character for a couple frames. Much of the budget went to two “animated manga” sequences, the first centering around two contradictory explanations for the series' odd title. Sexuality and maturity are the show's major themes, with the main character growing from a boy who dislikes sour foods to one who actively pursues the mysterious housekeeper who rode into his life on a yellow Vespa. FTP, identify this six-episode anime series in which Nandaba Naota encounters guitar-wielding alien Haruhara Haruko and becomes imbued with the power of the Space Pirate Attimusk.
ANSWER: FLCL (May be pronounced fooly cooly)

ANSWER: Joe Rogan
20) Identify the following about classic game shows, FTPE.
