He began his musical career playing drums for several punk bands, but child support payments led him to take advantage of his genealogy (*) and sign with country label Curb.  His live performances feature his punk band Assjack as an opening act.  FTP, name this singer whose latest album Straight To Hell is the first major label country album to feature a parental advisory sticker and who began his recording career contributing to Three Hanks: Men With Broken Hearts.

9- Born Greg Pead in 1953 in Australia, he changed his name in 1980.  After being expelled from the National Art School in Sydney he directed the documentary Coaltown at the age of 21.  He has written, directed, and starred in three movies (*), the latest of which was Mr. Accident released in 2000, though it was for the 1988 movie Young Einstein that he became known worldwide.  FTP, name this Australian filmmaker who in 2000 sued a popular US search engine for trademark infringement.

10- During college at the University of Massachusetts he studied mechanical engineering and business administration.  In 1976 he founded a general contracting company called Integrated Structures Inc., which he ran until 1989 (*).  Since its premiere in 1979 he has been the master carpenter for This Old House.  FTP, name this man the host of The New Yankee Workshop and author of eight books on carpentry.

Answer: Norm Abram
11- Their names are Henry, Homer, Happy, and Harry.  During an episode of Robot Chicken it is featured in a segment involving movies adapted from (*) board games.  Produced by Hasbro, it comes with 20 white plastic marbles and is recommended for children from 3 to 6.  On The Simpsons, Bart has a similar game, which features rhinoceroses.  FTP, name this game where the player who gets their pachyderm to eat the most marbles wins.

Answer: Hungry Hungry Hippos
12- He can be heard saying “Hello from the children of planet Earth” on a golden phonograph record placed on both Voyager I and II.  Much of his early work was as a screenwriter for science fiction TV shows (*) such as Star Trek: The Next Generation and Voyager. (*)  The last made his acting career debut as a young political supporter in Bob Roberts.  FTP, give this name whose most famous namesake more recently starred in The Holiday and King Kong.

14- It peaked at 151 on the Billboard Top 200 in 2006 selling 6,500 albums in its first week.  That number dropped to 1,200 the next week.  Released on Federation Records (*), guest appearances include Ya Boy and Bosko.  The tour to promote this album did not do much better with four out of the eight of its shows being canceled due to lack of attendence at the previous four.  FTP, name this debut album from Kevin Federline, which unfortunately did not contain Popozao.

16- He is responsible for the mobile soda machine seen in 7up commercials, which shoots cans as well as a remote control Nike shoe.  A college graduate in Russian language and literature, (*) he has done special effects work on both Matrix sequels as well as Episodes 1 and 2 of Star Wars.  The founder of M5 Industries, FTP name this bespectacled and mustachioed co-host of Mythbusters.

17- It takes place at the fictional University of Northeastern California and regularly featured cameos from famous actors like Fred Willlard and Ben Stiller as well as SNL alums Will Ferrell and Adam Sandler (*).  It was based in part on the college experiences of creator Judd Apatow, who was also responsible for Freaks & Geeks.  FTP, name this short lived FOX show that starred Loudon Wainwright and Seth Rogen.

18- The name is the same.  One is a moon of Saturn discovered in 1848, not to be confused with a planet on the series SeaQuest DSV. FTP give this name, which originates from a titan in Greek mythology.
