Round 5 – Kid’s Stuff
Packet by Mike Bentley et al.

Theme: All of the answers in this packet will relate to either children’s culture or other pop culture whose titles make reference to children.  For example, a tossup on the “Three Ninjas” would be fair game, as would a tossup on “The Girl from Ipanema”.
TOSSUPS:

1) Funrise, who also runs tournaments for this game, has recently tried to reintroduce it, adding new features like an authenticator that reveals a secret word on genuine play pieces, which only it manufactures.  Football and Elvis themes appear on a type of gift certificate currency created by the Army Air Force Exchange Services that is often known by this name, used because they cost less to transport than metal coins.  The name of this game derives from fruit used in drinks including Guava Juice.  The modern form of this game was created by Blossom Galbiso in her 5th grade math class, although they were banned in many schools due to the "for keeps" rules often used.  Originating in Hawaii where it was played with milk caps, FTP, identify this game that spawned a craze in the early 90s, where slammers are thrown down on stacks of the namesake circular pieces of cardboard.
ANSWER: Pogs
 

2) On Boy Meets World, Corey enters the Geography Bee against Minkus once he hears that the winner will get to be one of these.  One memoir of a person to hold this role was published by Dominick Ardovino, while another memoir by Matthew McGough became the basis of a CBS show starring Jeremy Sumpter in this position, the short-lived Clubhouse.  One person to hold this position was suspended for unsuccessfully attempting to drink a gallon of milk in a bet made with Brad Penny.  One of the most famous people to hold this position was a mascot-slash-hunchbank named named Eddie Bennett, whose absence was blamed by the White Sox for losing the 1920 World Series.  Darren Baker was almost run down by David Bell when serving in this position, but J. T. Snow scooped him up in Game 5 of the 2002 World Series. FTP, identify this person who handles equipment and retrieves foul balls for baseball teams.
ANSWER: Batboy

3) An Australian film with this name spawned a spin-off television series starring Alex Dimitriades about students at Hartley High.  An earlier film with this name had a screenplay written by Neil Simon based on a Bruce Jay Friedman short story and starred Eddie Albert as Mr. Corcoran, the domineering father of one of the women in this film.  That film also starred Jeannie Berlin, Cybil Shepherd and Charles Grodin, and was remade into a more recent film that for some reason cast Carlos Mencia as Uncle Tito.  The New York Times criticized Rob Corddry for giving up his Daily Show position to star as "third rate sidekick" Mac in this film, and the protagonist discovers to his annoyance that Lila likes to sing along to the radio and enjoys kinky sex.  In it, protagonist Eddie gets stung by jellyfish and pissed on while in pursuit of Miranda, a woman he meets on his honeymoon.  FTP, identify this movie starring Ben Stiller trying to dump his wife.
ANSWER: The Heartbreak Kid
4) In a strange early appearance, he offers to trade Nixon and Kennedy campaign buttons for a Huckleberry Hound button.  A Comics Curmudgeon post on April 7th of this year insinuated that he was the "bastard, malformed spawn of late-stage capitalism."  This blond haired character usually wears a red shirt, and has asked riveting questions like, "Why did they make you a bachelor of arts, Mommy?  Didn't they know you were a girl?" and "Did anchormen and anchorwomen start out as anchorkids?"  His black friend Morrie is the only African American in the strip he appears in, and his similarly named father, who was originally known as Steve, is a cartoonist who is married to Thelma.  He has also been known to crudely draw the comic he appears in.  FTP, identify this character whose presumed OCD makes him around in dotted-line paths as the oldest son in the Family Circus comics.
ANSWER: Billy

5) The Japanese version of this game had a much more difficult fourth stage, requiring you to press the A button in order to fly, and was known as "Myth of Light: The Mirror of Palutena."  That version was also a launch game for the Famicom Disk System, so you could save games rather than writing down "Sacred Words" passwords like you do in the American version.  Hospital rooms in this game cure the obnoxious spell which prevents you from attacking, cast by nefarious Eggplant Wizards.  At the end of each of the first three worlds there are fortresses, containing bosses like Pandora.  Items like feathers and hammers can be bought at Black Market shops, and the game also contains fountains of youth and treasure chambers.  Culminating in a fight against Medusa, FTP, identify this NES game starring Pit, of Super Smash Bros. Brawl fame.
ANSWER: Kid Icarus
6) Angela Bassett stalkers probably remember that her second role came as a stewardess in this movie, while other minor roles include Jayne Brook as the domestically abused Mrs. Sullivan.  Trouble brews in this film when Eleanor, the killer's mother, poisons the star witness testifying against him and thus gets her son released from prison.  The Cousins twins play the central child actor in this film, a character who plays with toys that have lasers in them to protect him from "bad people".  Another tense moment in this film is resolved by the protagonist's pet ferret, who bites Richard Tyson's character Cullen Crisp.  The oft soundboarded lines "It's not a tumor!" and "Who is your daddy and what does he do?" come from this film.  FTP, identify this movie starring Arnold Schwarzenegger as John Kimble, a police officer turned elementary school teacher.
ANSWER: Kindergarten Cop
7) One of this album's most successful tracks borrows from experimental 1970s synthesizer music, including Arthur Kreiger's "Short Piece" and Paul Lansky's "Mild und Leise."  Early pressings of this album included a secret booklet underneath the CD tray which contains pictures of a yellow Tony Blair grinning, while its cover shows an icy computer rendered mountain range partially designed by "Tchock."  It concludes with the hidden track "Motion Picture Soundtrack," and opens with "Everything in its Right Place."  SNL's house band was used to provide brass for a live performance of "National Anthem" off of this album, while its title track mentions how "I slipped away on a little white lie."  Containing tracks like "Idioteque" and "Optimistic", FTP, identify this Radiohead album, the follow-up to OK Computer.
ANSWER: Kid A
8) Some of the early ones of these in the United States were produced by Charles Loof and the Philadelphia Toboggan Company, giving rise to the Coney Island and Philadelphia styles of them.  Sandusky, Ohio is home to a museum devoted to these where you can learn about the innovations made in the genre by Gustav Dentzel who introduced double decker varieties and organ music to them.  The tallest one of these can travel up to 70 kilometers per hour and is called the Himmelskibet or Star Flyer, while the Arkansas Over the Jumps one is unique in that the track itself is hilly like a roller coaster.  One named Columbia is a prominent attraction at Six Flags Great America, and Central Park's was produced by their greatest creators, Stein and Goldstein.  Manual ones are commonly found at playgrounds and involve children or parents providing the mechanism for rotation.  FTP, identify this ubiquitous carnival attractions where riders mount horses that circle around a pivoting turn table.
ANSWER: Carousel (or Merry-Go-Round or Galloper or Roundabout or Flying Horses)

 

9) A cover of "The Kids in America" by The Donnas plays as the final song in the credits for this movie, a few minutes after it is revealed that David Doty played Father Murphy back in the protagonist's home town.  It opens with Chris Kattan stealing from a church, and after the protagonist almost falls off the church's roof she makes an agreement with her father, played by Tate Donovan, to give up her primary hobby.  Popular girls Trish and Inga get Corky to humiliate the protagonist by faking a need for CPR.  It is eventually revealed that Jane Brighton is the daughter of Leshing and actress Dehlia Draycott, before the protagonist hooks up with Ned Nickerson.  Most of the action takes place in Los Angeles after the protagonist, played by Emma Roberts, moves away from River Heights with her father.  FTP, identify this 2007 film adaptation of some classic detective novels created by Carolyn Keene.
ANSWER: Nancy Drew

10) The pilot for this show contained a segment titled "Naked for Jesus", while a 2000 reunion tour included a bit on "Bloody, Salty Ham", a variation on "Fine Ham Abounds".  The house band on this show was made up of Don Pyle, Reid Diamond, and Brian Connelly,  Shadowy Men on a Shadowy Planet, who recorded the theme song, "Having an Average Weekend."  Recurring characters on this show include one who warns that it's "chop chop" if a favor is rejected, the Polite Ax Murderer, and the Queen of England, who always addresses letters to Budderick, a gay character who was the main focus of the "Chalet 2000" episode and is more commonly known as Buddy Cole.  Its all-male, frequently-in-drag cast included Scott Thompson and Mark McKinney.  FTP, identify this Canadian sketch comedy show that starred Kevin McDonald and Dave Foley.
ANSWER: The Kids in the Hall


11) Early recordings by this band include a cover of "Back to the Island" by the Baha Men and "Poison Ivy" on 1995's Boomerang, while their falling out with Island Def Jam was chronicled in Strong Enough to Break.  Their best selling album contains a bonus track about a man "with no hair" who "comes from a place nobody knows", "Man from Milwaukee", as well as "Madeline" and "Speechless".  They sent students at Delone Catholic High School copies of their 2004 album, Underneath, after their most famous hit was used as a mechanism to get students to donate to Katrina relief.  Charting hits from this band include "Where's The Love" and "Weird", which they followed up with a Christmas album titled Snowed In.  Their biggest hit instructs the listener to "plant a seed, plant a flower, plant a rose" and warns that "only one or two" of your relationships will last.  Made up of Isaac, Taylor and Zac, FTP, identify this band best known their album Middle of Nowhere which contained the song "MMMBop."
ANSWER: Hanson
12) This player hit game-winning shots against LSU and Duke to lead his team to the Sweet 16 as the 1993 National Freshman of the Year. Along with Loren Meyer and Tony Dumas, he was traded for Michael Finley to end his stint as one of the "Three J's". Although he took anger management classes following a domestic dispute, his ex-wife's divorce claim asserted that he broke her rib by smashing her face against the console in his car. After being traded for Stephon Marbury, his best years were helped by teammates like Kerry Kittles and Kenyon Martin, although that team was swept by the Lakers and then fell to the Spurs in the 2002 and 2003 finals. Recently putting up his 100th triple double, FTP, identify this point guard currently playing for the Mavericks, best known for playing for the New Jersey Nets.
ANSWER: Jason Frederick Kidd

13) This actress's memoir recounted how she had to provide a weekly urine sample to Lloyd's of London due to the insurance policy taken out on her.  Her namesake television show, originally called "[her] Storybook," saw her star as Ozma and Tip in an adaptation of The Land of Oz.  She was put in only two features, Kathleen and Miss Annie Rooney, following a falling out with MGM, although this wife of Charlie Beck had earlier been much more successful when teaming up with James Dunn to sing Jay Gourney's "Baby Take a Bow" in Stand up and Cheer.  This actress also starred in Bright Eyes and as Susan Turner in The Bachelor and the Bobby-Soxer, and later in her life served as the US ambassador to the United Nations.  Finding her greatest success in films such as Wee Willie Winkie and Heidi, FTP, identify this Depression-era child star.
ANSWER: Shirley Jane Temple
14) This character has an uncle named Lester, and in one adventure meets a watchdog named Sam.  In his second book, he eyes a kid wearing a Happy Acres Camp t-shirt and suspects that he’s the type of kid who would hand him crumbs of his favorite food, peanut butter and jelly sandwiches.  He is given his favorite possession, which starts by him saying “pb-pb-b-b-b”, by Keith, who also rescues him from the bottom of a trash can when he wipes out at the Mountain View Inn he was staying at.  Besides befriending Garf when he “runs away”, he travels in Ryan’s shirt pocket to school where the class makes him run a maze, and in that same book he proceeds to drive a race car.  FTP, identify this talking rodent of a Beverly Clearly trilogy, the protagonist of The Mouse and the Motorcycle.
ANSWER: Ralph Smart Mouse (accept either underlined answer)

15) Spin-off communities from it include a namesake "Hell" as well as the private LUELinks, which derives from its popular Hitchhiker's inspired "Life, The Universe and Everything" forum.  Like the rest of the site, they were coded by Jeff "CJayC" Veasey.  They are integrated with Gamespot, similar to how other parts of the site are connected with other CNET properties like Gamerankings.  Special boards have been set up to comment on long running contests on the main part of the site, such as the "Best. Game. Ever" and "Character Battle" contests.  Individual boards exist for every game released on every system, to accompany the user reviews, cheats and other features available for each game on the accompanying website.  FTP, identify these notoriously juvenile message boards for a certain walkthrough site.
ANSWER: The GameFAQs Forums (accept clear knowledge equivalents)

16) His wide array of relatives, including Billy Billy Bo Willy Banana Fanna Fo Filly, are obsessed with root beer.  This character has invented devices like the Enlargetron, and in the first episode in which he appears, he climbs into the brain of one character in order to get that character to bring some food to Karen, his computer and wife, which eventually analyzes him as 1% evil and 99% hot gas.  Suing for a lack of a wet floor sign and hiding inside of a giant dollar bill are two of his many formulations to ruin his main rival.  Via the execution of Evil Plan 26 Z, this character, who is fond of saying "I went to college," frames his business rival for stealing the crown of King Neptune, but is sent to jail for placing everyone in Bikini Bottom under mind control.  FTP, name this SpongeBob character, a rival of Mr. Krabs and the owner of the Chum Bucket.
ANSWER: Sheldon James Plankton
17) With her husband and also with her manager, Paul Ziert, she owns the equipment company Grips, Etc.  She suffered from abscess in one of her hands after she disregarded orders from her doctor to compete in a World Championship which saw her once again claiming first with teammates like Melita Ruhn and Emilia Eberle.  Barry De Vorzon renamed his theme to the "Young and the Restless" after her because of that clip's frequent use as background music to her achievements.  In her second Olympics appearance, she tied for a medal with Nellie Kim and gave up one of her titles to Yelena Davydova.  She became the youngest person to receive the "Hero of Socialist Labor" award, but would defect a few years after her coaches, the Karolyis, defected.  This author of Letters To a Young Gymnast is now married to parallel bars gold medalist Bart Conner.  FTP, identify this Romanian gymnast who earned seven Perfect 10s at the age of 14 in the 1976 Olympics.
ANSWER: Nadia Elena Comaneci
18) A video for this song sees people rowing behind the band as they play in Hyde Park.  This song sees the singer hearing bells chiming, leading him to conclude that he'll go out of his mind if he doesn't go away.  Opening with a sample of "I'm Happy Just to Dance With You," this song also lends its name to a project created by Jeff Stein after winning over manager Bill Curbishley, which was intended to show recorded footage of a 1977 concert at the Guamont State Theatre but actually contained footage shot at Shepperton Studios.  Modern performances of this song, which opens "I don't mind other guys dancing with my girl," often comment on the death of John Entwistle. FTP, name this song that titles a documentary featuring a performance of "Baba O'Reilly," from the Who's album My Generation.
ANSWER: The Kids Are Alright
19) In Elite Beat Agents, this song plays in the background of a mission that involves getting animals to help build fires for stranded pop divas on a deserted island.  Itsmusic video opens with two men in a private theater smoking cigars and discussing how perfect the title woman is; that video's star, Keith Carradine, had a brief affair with its artist.  Followed by "Angel" in the album on which it originally appeared, it includes frequent interjections of "that's right" and talks about some people who slow dance and some who romance.  The singer warns that she needs "proper credit" and states that "the boy with the cold hard cash is always Mr. Right" because she's living in a certain place.  FTP, identify this Madonna song from Like a Virgin that sometimes provides a nickname for the artist.
ANSWER: Material Girl
20) This actor's theater roles have included playing composer Jonathan in the original London performance of tick, tick... BOOM!, Mozart in the Los Angeles Philharmonic adaptation of Amadeus, and Lee Harvey Oswald in the original Broadway Assassins.  In his most famous role as a child actor, he went on dates with the "Ice Queen" Victoria Burke, competed with Jack McGuire for a prestigious award, and talked with Vinnie Delpino after that character climbed through his window.  Playing a parody of himself, this actor is shot several times with a shotgun in response to branding his initials on a stripper, although a stinger reveals this unicorn rider is probably immortal.  His current television role casts him as a potential son of Bob Barker and dubious best friend of Ted Mosby, although that character is best known for being a rabid womanizer.  FTP, identify this actor well remembered for starring as Barney on How I Met Your Mother and as the titular Doogie Howser.
ANSWER: Neil Patrick Harris
21) Its most highly regarded game involves buying different parts of a monster in order to construct a beast which you teach how to dance at the Carnival Marvel.  Mr. Pencil stars in one exclusive for this system, while "Progressive challenges" and "animal trivia" are offered in its Animal Genius game.  The L-Max version of this system boasts a 96 megahertz processor and contains video output to a television, and it offers touchscreen control with a stylus.  This system is available in both pink and green, and one of the available pack-ins includes Letterpillar.  The home to numerous games in the Disney Princesses and Dora the Explorer genres, FTP, identify this handheld game aimed at kids whose mascot is a frog.
ANSWER: LeapFrog Leapster

22) The title character of this show began as a mascot for Capitol Records who read stories for children in combined book and disc sets. Victor Trujillo apparently starred as a popular Mexican parody of him on TV Azteca.  Stu Kerr, Dick Dyszel, Gordon Ramsey (not the chef), Frank Avruch and Willard Scott number among the actors who have portrayed the title character in various iterations, and the character was created by Alan W. Livingston.  Larry Harmon bought the licensing rights to this show in 1956.  Although primarily a live action studio show with an audience of children, it also included original cartoons and animated shorts acquired from other properties.  FTP, name this franchised children’s television program appearing in several local markets, starring a title clown who shares his name with a synonym for a jerk.
ANSWER: Bozo the Clown

BONUSES:


1) Identify these professional football players who are the children of notably athletic fathers, FTPE:

[10] Though a solid middle linebacker for the 49ers during the 1990s, this man's more famous father of the same name was a boxer who fought several awesome bouts against Muhammad Ali, including one in which he broke Ali's jaw.

ANSWER: Ken Norton, Jr.

[10] Attempts to follow in the footsteps of his father, who was a hall of fame player for the Chargers, were sidetracked by this Cleveland Browns tight end's decision to ride around like an idiot on his motorcycle, among other less than advisable actions.

ANSWER: Kellen Winslow Jr.

[10] This Tampa Bay quarterback, whose father was way, way, way more successful with the New York Giants, kind of always sucked but was still really screwed over by Jon Gruden after a hit from Al Wallace ruptured his spleen.  Being a quarterback in Tampa Bay just sucks anyway though.

ANSWER: Chris Simms
2) Though he ended his career after being shot in the ass by a six-year-old, he can still steal a chess piece from between your hands.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Texas gunslinger, also known as Jim.
ANSWER: The Waco Kid
[10] The Waco Kid was played by Gene Wilder in this Mel Brooks movie that starred Clevon Little as Sheriff Bart.
ANSWER: Blazing Saddles
[10] The Waco Kid warns Bart not to take his guns against this henchman of Hedley Lamarr, as shooting will only make him mad.  He later notes that he is "only pawn...in game of life."
ANSWER: Mongo


3) Although the singer's father left him and his mother with just "this old guitar and an empty bottle of booze", the meanest thing he ever did was to name the singer.  FTPE:
[10] Identify this Johnny Cash rendition of a Shel Silverstein poem about a kid with an unusual name.
ANSWER: A Boy Named Sue
[10] "A Boy Named Sue" was originally released from a live recording done by Cash at this prison in California in 1969.  Although Cash played "Folsom Prison Blues" here, this site is not Folsom Prison.
ANSWER: San Quentin State Prison

[10] On Live at Folsom Prison, Cash performed this other Shel Silverstein song.  The singer counts down how much time he has left, and a large cheer erupted when he sang the line, "Then the sheriff said boy, I'm gonna watch you die / So I laughed in his face and I spit in his eye".
ANSWER: 25 Minutes to Go

4) Identify the following about the Boy Wonder, FTPE.
[10] The original Robin was this former acrobat who would later become Nightwing.
ANSWER: Richard John "Dick" Grayson
[10] Formerly known as Spoiler, she was, for a time, the "girl wonder", acting as Robin after her boyfriend, Tim Drake, gave up the position, but then  got herself tortured and killed.
ANSWER: Stephanie Brown
[10] This villain was responsible for torturing Stephanie Brown.  His other schemes include kidnapping Wayne Enterprise executives and smothering them with his poisonous namesakes.  It also names a Jet Li film released in America in 1999.
ANSWER: Black Mask (prompt on "Roman Sionis")

 

5) Identify the following regarding the legacy of the 1950's TV show Cisco Kid, FTPE.


[10] Nick Stokes, a character on the original incarnation of this much more recent series, calls his dad "Cisco" and is in turn called "Poncho".  Other characters on this CBS show include Gil Grissom.
ANSWER: CSI: Crime Scene Investigation (or CSI: Las Vegas)

[10] Nash Candelaria wrote a short story collection titled, The Day the Cisco Kid Shot this actor.  He starred as Sean Thornton in The Quiet Man, Dan Roman in The High and the Mighty and Ethan Edwards in The Searchers.
ANSWER: John Wayne (or Marion Robert Morrison or Marion Michael Morrison)

[10] Alan Bradford was a character on this television series that suffered from delusions of thinking he was Duncan Renaldo playing the Cisco Kid.  This NBC series of the 1980s featured characters like Joe Coffey and his partner Lucille Bates, as well as Norman Buntz who would go on to star on the spin-off, NYPD Blue.
ANSWER: Hill Street Blues

6) I always see kids coming out with the players in the Euro 2008 matches, so let's answer some questions about that tournament, FTPE.
[10] This co-host with Switzerland was awarded a controversial penalty kick in stoppage time in a game against Poland.  Immigrant Ivica Vastic converted the PK to tie the game up and keep them alive.
ANSWER: Austria
[10] This team is led by their exuberant coach, Slaven Bilić, who had earlier led them to a semifinals match in the 1998 World Cup where he infamously took a dive to get Laurent Blanc a red card.  They were eliminated yesterday thanks to a last second goal in overtime by Turkey.
ANSWER: Croatia
[10] Although Italy was blanked in their opening round game against the Dutch, in the qualifying matches they were helped by three total goals this player got against Scotland.  He currently is a striker for Bayern Munich.
ANSWER: Luca Toni Varchetta Delle Cave

 

7) Their popularity spawned a highly successful Christmas Special, and Snopes.com asserts that they definitely weren't designed to get people used to what mutants would look like following a nuclear war.  FTPE:
[10] Name these dolls which were "adopted" en masse by kids in the 1980s.
ANSWER: Cabbage Patch Kids
[10] Hand stitched Cabbage Patch Kids can still be bought from this facility in Cleveland, Georgia.  Workers at the facility dress up as doctors and nurses.
ANSWER: Babyland General Hospital
[10] These Cabbage Patch parodies, subject of a lawsuit against Topps by the creators of the Cabbage Patch Kids, included "Adam Bomb" and a whole host of other trading card characters.
ANSWER: Garbage Pail Kids

8) Stuff about the Little League World Series, FTPE.
[10] In the 1981 Little League World Series, this pitcher led the Belmont Heights Little League All-Stars past Taiwan. This current Tigers left fielder hit 25 home runs in 2007, and got into an altercation with a Red Sox fan while playing for the Yankees in 2005.
ANSWER: Gary Antonian Sheffield
[10] That 1981 Belmont Heights team also featured this outfielder, who lost his job after threatening to go into "Operation Shutdown" as a member of the Pirates in 2002. With the Astros, he formed part of the "Killer B's" along with Jeff Bagwell and Craig Biggio.
ANSWER: Derek Nathaniel Bell
[10] A team from this island won the Little League World Series in 2004.  Natives of this island include Braves pitcher Jair Jurrjens and Dodgers center fielder Andruw Jones.
ANSWER: Curacao (prompt on "The Netherlands Antilles" or "The Netherlands")

 

9) Identify some of these songs covered by Kidz Bop, FTPE.
[10] The latest incarnation of Kidz Bop, number 13, contains this song as an iTunes bonus track.  This is to be expected, as this Feist song that commands the listener to "tell you that you love me" was featured prominently on Nano commercials.
ANSWER: 1234 ["one two three four"]
[10] The first Kidz Bop album contained this artist's "My Love is Your Love" from that namesake album.  That album by this artist also spawned hits like "It's Not Right but It's Okay".
ANSWER: Whitney Elizabeth Houston
[10] Los Kidz Bop, as the name suggests, contains tracks from Latino artists like this one from the Wild Wild West soundtrack that instructs the listener to "let the rhythm take you over" because the singer "wanna live this night forever".

ANSWER: Bailamos

10) Identify this crap from the Spy Kids trilogy, FTSNP.
[5, 5] These two characters, played by Daryl Sabara and Alexa Vega are the spy kids.  Name them, for five points each.
ANSWER: Juni Rocket Racer Rebel Cortez and Carmen Elizabeth Juanita Echo Skye Brava Cortez
[10] OSS leader Devlin was played by this actor in the Spy Kids movies.  You may also remember him voicing Sparky the Dog in the first season of South Park and playing a parody of his character Dr. Doug Ross from ER in the South Park movie.
ANSWER: George Timothy Clooney

ANSWER: B. J.
[10] This actress guest starred as herself on Barney and Friends.  She's best remembered for her childhood role as Laura Ingalls Wilder on Little House on the Prairie.
ANSWER: Melissa Ellen Gilbert
12) Have you been keeping up with the latest celebrity baby news?  Let's find out with this bonus, FTPE.
[10] Apparently Entertainment Tonight falsely reported that this celebrity had her "wonder twins"  in France in the beginning of June despite husband Brad Pitt being in the United States with one of her other kids, Maddox.
ANSWER: Angelina Jolie Voight
[10] To my utter shock and horror, People actually runs a Celebrity Baby Blog that tells me this sports personality's daughter Ella is now learning how to walk!  His wife is model Ingrid Vandebosch and he has a namesake "24 Energy" drink.
ANSWER: Jeffrey Michael "Jeff" Gordon
[10] That same cesspool of gossip tells me that this actor is currently involved in a heated "vaccine debate" with his ex-wife Denise Richards over whether their kids Sam and Lola Rose should get immunization shots.

ANSWER: Bozy II Men
[10] Sometimes known as "Vocal Sex", this artist's single "Back at One" peaked at #2 on the Billboard charts in 1999.  Earlier, he collaborated with Vanessa Williams for the hit, "Love Is".
ANSWER: Brian McKnight
 

14) Matt Weiner has made the assertion that only people overly obsessed with children's culture are into anime, so answer some questions about a certain anime, FTPE.
[10] This show, based on a manga of the same name, centers on Monkey D. Luffy, a member of the Straw Hat Pirates and his attempt to retrieve the namesake treasure.
ANSWER: One Piece
[10] The former owner of One Piece was this Pirate King, who traveled all around and conquered Grand Line and also did battle with Vice Admiral Garp on several occasions.
ANSWER: Gold Roger (or Gol D. Roger)
[10] One Piece can be seen on American television in this block of programming on the Cartoon Network that is not Adult Swim and which also airs Blue Dragon and Naruto.
ANSWER: Toonami
 

15) Identify some of these JRPGs where--surprise--a bunch of pre-teens go on a quest to save the world, FTPE.
[10] In this cel-shaded Playstation 2 game, the variably named Hero teams up with magic wielder Jessica Albert and others to defeat Rhapthorne.  It is the latest canonical iteration in an insanely popular Japanese series originally developed by Enix.
ANSWER: Dragon Quest VIII: Journey of the Cursed King (or Dragon Quest: The Journey of the Cursed King or Dragon Quest VIII Sora to Umi to Daichi to Norowareshi Himegimi)
[10] In this GBA series by Camelot, lampooned for its repetitive dialogue, Isaac and company initially try to prevent the lighting of the Four Lighthouses before you switch to playing as Felix in the second game and proceed to actually light them all to save the world.
ANSWER: Golden Sun
[10] The protagonist of this action RPG for the SNES, who survives an expedition with his father to find the Tower of Babel, is told by the title figure to save the world, a task made easier by being able to transform into Shadow and Freedan.

ANSWER: Ovaltine
18) Identify these members of the venerable VH1 “100 Greatest Kid Stars” list, FTPE:

[10] In between defending Michael Jackson from pedophilia charges, this Home Alone star took on actually okay roles as Michael Alig in Party Monster and a group sex-seeking newlywed in Sex and Breakfast.

[10] Identify this comedy, one of many awesome shows canceled by Fox, which centered around the family and life of Christopher, a hot rod shop owner in the show and a comedian responsible for Norman Rockwell is Bleeding in real life.

ANSWER: Titus
[10] The role of Titus's father Ken was played by this stern-faced actor, known for portraying Mike Hammer on CBS.  An incident in which he was jailed for smuggling cocaine in Britain informed his role as Warden Henry Pope in Prison Break.

ANSWER: Stacy Keach
[10] In Season 3, this actress was added to Titus cast as Titus's lesbian step-niece Amy.  Despite Wikipedia's assertion that she's made a “comeback” since starring in Showgirls, she's still credited with roles like “foam dancer girl” on CSI.

ANSWER: Elizabeth Berkley

[10] Name this Genesis platformer with the ultimate objective of defeating Heady Metal.

ANSWER: Ecco the Dolphin
[10] Another platformer included in the Sega Genesis Collection was this game, whose origins stemmed from the Sonic development.  The namesake shooting star uses his extendable arms to grab onto enemies and ledges and does battle with the awesomely named Kaiser Greedy.
ANSWER: Ristar the Shooting Star

22) The McAfees ask "Why can't they be like we were, perfect in every way?" in this musical's song, "Kids."  FTPE:
[10] Name this show that also features the song "Put on a Happy Face."
ANSWER: Bye Bye Birdie
[10] The kids in question are Randolph and this girl, who's supposed to get engaged to Hugo but wants to run off with Conrad Birdie.
ANSWER: Kim
[10] In the film, Harry McAfee is played by Paul Lynde, who was a recurring, central panel member on this game show, originally hosted by Peter Marshall and more recently hosted by Tom Bergeron.
ANSWER: Hollywood Squares
