Round 12 – Visual Round
Packet by Mike Bentley et al.

Theme: All of the tossups in this packet will relate to vision or sight in some fashion.  All of the bonuses in this packet will be visual bonuses, although they do not necessarily relate to vision or sight.  
[Moderator:  The visual bonuses will be printed in a separate file.  For each bonus, there will be instructions in brackets like this regarding what page to give out.]
TOSSUPS:

1) Her only solo album did not see a full release in the United States, although her former boyfriend collaborated on “Rags to Riches” and that album spawned the somewhat successful singles, “Hot!” and “The Block Party”.  Besides Supernova, this artist guest starred on Blaque’s “I Do” remix and Method Man’s “Cradle Rock”.  This host of the short lived MTV show "The Cut" teamed up with Melanie C from the Spice Girls to record the very successful “Never Be the Same Again”.  On the most famous track in which she appears, she raps “I seen a rainbow yesterday / but too many storms have come and gone”, a song about AIDS that also warns “I think you’re moving too fast” which appears on CrazySexyCool.  Perishing in a car crash in Honduras and responsible for burning down Andre Rison’s house, FTP, identify this member of TLC.
ANSWER: Left Eye (or Lisa Nicole Lopes)

 

2) At this brand's website, you can view "confessions" from people who use their products, as well as "Never Hide" viral films.  They produce the visor for and sponsor the Honda F1 Racing team, and the most recent winner of a namesake award from this company for "authenticity and tradition" was to Quentin Tarantino, who won it at the Sundance Film Festival that they sponsor.  Audrey Hepburn's Breakfast at Tiffany's role helped popularize one of this brand's long running products, which was revived by Tom Cruise wearing those Wayfarers in Risky Business.  Its parent company, the Luxottica Group, also owns a certain "Hut" franchise which prominently features this brand.  Advertising that they've been "genuine since 1937", FTP, identify this brand of upscale sunglasses, the makers of Aviators.
ANSWER: Ray-Ban
 

3) The protagonists of this novel are at one point saved by an army made mainly of chefs, while at the house of a mean old Englishwomen they all come down with a case of chicken pox.  One of the title characters adopts a baby after he loses his unusual ability.  The protagonists in this novel use praise given to their father by the Mellower to obtain permission to explore the city on their own.  Those protagonists are later forced to work in Dead Man's Vlei after being kidnapped by men who go by the name "Knife" and "Fist", a mine which is run by She Elephant.  The three title figures refer to the mutant detectives trying to find the children of General Matsika currently trapped in a plastic mine, Kuda, Rita and Tendai.  Taking place in a futuristic Zimbabwe, FTP, identify this Newberry Honor book by Nancy Farmer.
ANSWER: The Ear, The Eye and The Arm
 

4) Apparently a good strategy in this game is to employ two Venoan assassins, Corleo and Edin after Admiral Belta has already been played.  The Earth Emperor can be unlocked in this game if the player wins a match against the computer in the official layout mode without having the computer control any fields, while other unlockables include the Arbiter and the Biolith Scurge.  A Kotaku post demonstrated the ease of cheating with a Biolith Bomber the poster found online, and a Penny Arcade comic about this game depicts Tycho wearing a cloak and notes that one of the accessories required in playing it is “someone else who is as crazy as you are”.  It comes with an unfoldable mat known as the 9 Fields where most of the action in the game takes place.  FTP, identify this Playstation 3 game notable for its use of a camera and physical game cards.
ANSWER: The Eye of Judgment
 

5) At one point, this character can be heard singing “sunrise, sunset, dee dum dee dum", while later on in the film in which he appears in he is able to settle down some horses by asking them “what’s very sticky and rhymes with shoe?”  This character is tasked with retrieving a certain body part from Dr. H. Delbruck, a man who among other accomplishments wrote seventeen cookbooks.  He is one of two household servants, along with Cloris Leachman’s character, and his grandfather used to work for the grandfather of the main character of the film he appears in.  His inspiration clearly comes from Fritz from a 1931 film by Universal, and a “rather brilliant surgeon” offers to fix his hump that he is apparently unaware of having.  Played by Marty Feldman who was starring alongside Elizabeth, Frau Blucher and Gene Wilder as the title character, FTP, identify this assistant from Young Frankenstein.
ANSWER: Igor
 

6) In his early years, this character took on baddies like the Sea Hag’s servant Alice the Goon, who was the last witch left on earth.  He was shot several times by Jack Snork after his first appearance in a not very memorable strip called “’Gobs’ of Work” for Thimble Theatre.  Recently he starred in a computer animated movie where he was voiced by Billy West, his “Voyage”, which celebrated his 75th anniversary.  His trademark was replaced with Wheatena cereal on a namesake radio program, and in the original comics he adopted Swee’Pea, although later on that character became a cousin of his girlfriend.  His large, bearded adversary’s name has sometimes been changed to Brutus or Bruno but he’s more commonly called Bluto, a character who often times tries to win over the affection of Olive Oyl.  FTP, identify this character who lives in a garbage can and sure likes to eat spinach. 

ANSWER: Popeye the Sailorman

 

7) His most notable game in his freshman year was against Washington when he had 83 return yards. In his sophomore year in college, he was unable to play in the Alamo Bowl due to a suspension by his coach, and he passed for 342 yards to lead his team to victory in the 2006 Fiesta Bowl. After being picked in the 5th round of the NFL draft, he threw his first touchdown pass, a 79-yarder to Derrick Mason, against Seattle, in Week 16 of the 2007 season. This quarterback supplanted Justin Zwick to start three consecutive victories against Michigan, although his 4 of 14 completion rate against Florida led to his team losing the BCS Championship 41-14 in 2007. FTP, identify this Heisman Trophy winning quarterback for the Ohio State Buckeyes, currently competing with Kyle Boller and Joe Flacco to be the starting quarterback for the Baltimore Ravens. 
ANSWER: Troy Smith
 

8) Her husband was picked up by the Cardinals in 2007 following injuries to Matt Leinart and Kurt Warner, and he now serves as a commentator for Fox Sports along with Thom Brennamn.  Her lesser television roles have included serving as a judge for the 2001 Miss Teen USA competition, and she was replaced by Yoanna House as host of a Style network show about dressing on the cheap, The Look for Less.  The selection of her to interview Barry Manilow by the producers of her current show caused that star to drop out of appearing on the show, and she also got into a debate when she stated she wouldn't be friends with "racist" Jeremiah Wright.  On the show that made her famous, she outlasted everyone but Colby, Keith and Tina to place fourth on Survivor: The Australian Outback.  FTP, identify this woman who got into a split screen debate over the Iraq war with fellow View co-host Rosie O'Donnell.
ANSWER: Elisabeth DelPadre Hasselbeck (or Elisabeth DelPadre Filarski)


9)  This player discussed his “hometown court” at Ash Park in Coatesville, Pennsylvania in an interview for NBA Street 4, a place where he has an annual celebration for himself. He is slated to challenge Arnie Kander, his team’s strength and conditioning coach, to a one mile race in the parking lot outside of his team’s arena. In an interview, he described his most distinctive feature, which apparently is cleaned every timeout by Mike Abenayor, as his “Superman cape”. He was traded along with Brian Cardinal from the Wizards in a deal for Jerry Stackhouse, and has now surpassed Isiah Thomas to become his team’s leading playoff scorer. In college, he was named Most Outstanding Player of the 1999 NCAA tournament thanks to leading his teams to a finals victory over Duke under Jim Calhoun at UConn. FTP, identify this Detroit Pistons shooting guard who wears a mask that protects his eyes and especially his nose.
ANSWER: Richard Clay “Rip” Hamilton
 

10) After “I turned the screw she held the light”, the singer knew that a girl was a “sight for sore eyes” in one of the band’s songs, which appears with tracks like “Milk Cow Blues” and “Get It Up” on a relatively poorly regarded 1977 album.  More successful albums from that decade by this band include one which contains the track “Big Ten Inch Record” and a song whose chorus says “your feet never touching the ground”, “Round and round”.  Their eponymous debut album contained the moderate hit “Movin’ Out”, while Jack Douglas helped produce their sophomore effort, Get Your Wings.  The singer is “ridin’ into town alone / by the light of the moon” in their 1976 song, “Back in the Saddle”, which was followed by “Last Child” on the album Rocks.  Also known for the album Toys in the Attic which contains a song that ends “just gimme a kiss like this”, “Walk This Way”, FTP, name this band containing Joe Perry on guitar and Steven Tyler on lead vocals.
ANSWER: Aerosmith
 

11) One of its former shows, "Control", was a newsmagazine that was hosted by “Barbie”, while another news program on this network used to be called “News and More” but is now known as “First Impact” and features Walter Mercado giving daily horoscopes.  Haim Saban and others bought out this network in 2006 for some 13 billion dollars.  Thanks to a deal with ABC, this network now airs a program largely set on Manzanares Street and starring Ana Serradilla and Julieta Rosen, an adaptation of "Desperate Housewives".  A full three hours of its Saturday night programming is devoted to a show hosted by Vivi and Don Francisco, "Sabado Gigante".  Known for airing "Al Diablo con los Guapos" and other telenovelas, FTP, identify this Spanish language television network, a rival of Telemundo.
ANSWER: Univision
 

12) Marjane briefly stops singing this song after she realizes that her legs are unshaven in Persepolis. Its more notable soundtrack appearance, which was originally going to be filled by “Another One Bites the Dust”, saw it lose to “Up Where We Belong” from An Officer and a Gentleman for the Best Song Oscar, although that version contained animal noises not found in the radio release of the song.  In that same appearance, it start playing with fireworks going off and the title character from that film can be seen appearing on the Muppet Show and on the cover of Newsweek.   Most of its lyrics were replaced with the word “Glen” for a Starbucks commercial it provided the soundtrack to, but in its most famous montage we're shown the protagonist winning his first title defense and Clubber Lang training and knocking out opponents.  FTP, identify this song by Survivor used on the Rocky III soundtrack.

ANSWER: The Eye of the Tiger
 

13) After abandoning development for the Saturn, this company converted a game starring Prince Lightstar and villain Baron Dark, Skeleton Warriors, to the Playstation.  They also developed the Playstation port of Shiny’s MDK, and their only DS game so far is the Square-Enix published Egg Monster Hero.  Their early games include a Robotron inspired game starring Bruce Willis, Apocalypse, a game which provided the engine for their most successful series and a somewhat popular adaptation of Spiderman.  In one of their games, a video is shown of one of their employees having his car destroyed because he accidentally assigned Mike Vallely to stand “Always Mongo Goofy Foot”.  Ventures outside of their usual genre include the Western, Gun, and recently they’ve introduced Battle Mode into a series originally developed by Harmonix.  FTP, identify this videogame company whose logo is an eyeball with stake going through it, best known for creating Guitar Hero III and the Tony Hawk games.
ANSWER: Neversoft Entertainment

 

14) This Toledo native’s best season came in 2001 when he won the Calvin R. Griffith Award and put up a .306 average with 15 homers.  In international play, he hit a solo homer that gave the US a 3-2 victory over South Korea in the semi-finals of the 2000 Olympics. In 2005, he was traded for Ian Bladregroen of the Mets, a team he’d put up 11 homers for in 2005.  Last year he fractured his scaphoid after a collision with Mike Lowell, although this first baseman made just two errors in 507 chances in that same season.  He was involved in a complicated four team trade that saw his former team picking up Justin Jones and the Cubs picking up Matt Murton and Normar Garciaparra, resulting in his appearance on the 2004 Red Sox team where he fielded the last out of the World Series.  FTP, identify this longtime Twins player currently with the Pirates who sometimes goes by the moniker Doug Eyechart. 

ANSWER: Douglas Andrew “Doug” Mientkiewicz (prompt on “Doug Eyechart” before read)

 

15) The first episode of this series focused on the death of the title character’s friend, Dan Cook, who allegedly died of a cocaine bag bursting when he was smuggling it inside of his body.  One of the title character’s friends owns a charter business called Island Hoppers, while Larry Manetti’s character manages the King Kamehameha Club and is known as Rick Wright on the show.  In the 90s, this show was revived in a series of TV movies for CBS with subtitles like "If it Bleeds... It Leads" and "I Still Love LA", "The Rockford Files".  The title character lives in a guest house at Robin’s Nest, an estate owned by the unseen author Robin Masters who was early on voiced by Orson Welles and who the title character suspects is Jonathan Higgins.  The title character also drives a Ferrari 308 GTS, and in a 2009 film update the title character will be played by Matthew McConaughey and not Peter from Three Men and a Baby.  FTP, identify this ‘80s show about a private investigator played by Tom Selleck, named for a type of gun.
ANSWER: Magnum, P. I.
 

16) His parents perished when their ship was attacked by aliens from the Shi'ar Empire, while his life was later saved from a nanotech bomb by Cecilia Reyes.  He went undercover to expose a plot by Mesmero, making him the first person to assume the identity of Erik the Red.  Later, his son Nathan was sent into the future and eventually became Cable, and after this character was recovered from the corruption of Apocalypse he had an affair at the psychic level with Emma Frost.  Early in his life this brother of Alex was put in an orphanage under the care of Mister Sinister, a villain who also created Madelyne Pryor, and he also accidentally caused a crane to collapse because he couldn't control his powers due to an earlier head injury.  FTP, identify this visor wearing leader of the X-Men who has had a relationship with Jean Grey and is able to shoot powerful red beams out of his eyes.
ANSWER: Cyclops (or Scott Summers)


17) One scene in this movie sees the protagonist’s three children attempting to fly a helicopter but running into problems because its manual was written in German.  Things get complicated in this film when the protagonist accidentally leaves his pills behind, and the two central characters in this film are joined by Michael Bowman’s character who plays Whitey, an albino waiter who killed his entire family with a hammer while they were sleeping.  The protagonist’s sons were fathered by Shonte Jackson, an African American dwarf limo driver who also happens to be a tenured professor at Brown.  It centers on a Rhode Island State Trooper who is extraditing the title woman, accused of being involved in a hit and run, to a prison in upstate New York.  Its protagonist, Charlie Baileygates develops a split personality named Hank who is also in love with Renee Zellweger’s character.  FTP, identify this 2000 Farrelly Brothers comedy starring Jim Carrey.
ANSWER: Me, Myself and Irene
 

18) Irish band Hothouse Flowers found their biggest hit on the album Home with “Give it Up” and a cover of this song.  Chantel Jone’s version of this song appeared on the Deep Blue Sea soundtrack, while Neil Finn’s cover appeared in the film Antz.  The original version is often mistakenly attributed to Bob Marley, a man who wrote its singer's next hit, "Stir It Up", and whose Wailers performed the instrumentation on this song.  In this song, the singer proclaims that “all of the bad feelings have disappeared” and “here is the rainbow I’ve been praying for” after exhorting that “It’s gonna be a bright, bright sun-shiny day”.  First recorded by Johnny Nash and covered by Jimmy Cliff for the Cool Runnings soundtrack, FTP, identify this song where the singer can perform the title action because the rain is gone.
ANSWER: I Can See Clearly Now
 

19) A symbol with this name, which is represented by a solid black circle surrounded by a stroked black circle, is also known as a Japanese bullet point.  A revision control system by Atlassian with this name has many of the same features of SVN and CVS but also provides permanent URL links to changes and supports “changesets”.  The "Sailor Moon" character with this name usually cross dresses as a woman to lure his prey and is part of the Amazon Trio.  The California based wine with this name advertises its casks that you can put in the refrigerator where “air stays out but flavor stays in”.  FTP, identify this term which also names a type of lens that produces a very wide, circular image often found in skateboarding videos.
ANSWER: Fish Eye
 

20) This actress sang “What If” for a 2001 animated version of The Christmas Carol, a movie she also played Belle in.  Other voice acting by this actress include playing Brigid in Faeries and Rita in Flushed Away.  Her earliest roles were on television, starring on "Shrinks" and later playing Reet on a show indirectly connected to "Doctor Who", "Dark Season".  In December she’ll be starring as April Wheeler in Revolutionary Road, which teams her up with a noted former co-star.  She and Judi Dench played differently aged versions of the title character in 2001’s Iris.  In the highest grossing film she appeared in, Gloria Stuart played a much older version of her character who was earlier engaged to Cal Hockley.  Also receiving an Oscar nomination for playing Clementine in Eternal Sunshine of the Spotless Mind, FTP, identify this actress who starred as Rose in Titanic. 
ANSWER: Kate Elizabeth Winslet
 

21) Messages that have been spotted on personalized ones of these include "R.I.P. 914 S.U.P.E", "THA1" and "TRI STATE".  Andy Farkas potentially invented this, as he can been seen sporting it in a 1942 photograph.  A more famous person to popularize the personalization of this printed his area code of "619" on his, and the modern form can sometimes derive from beeswax.  A Mythbusters episode testing the effectiveness of this concluded that the key difference was the presence of a baseball cap, as without it neither Adam nor Jamie noticed a difference between it and a peach colored alternative.  It is apparently less effective at increasing vision contrast for people with blue eyes, and Reggie Bush is credited with popularizing the personalization of this substance, originally made from burnt cork.  FTP, identify this dark substance usually put beneath a player’s eyes in an attempt to reduce glare or look cool.
ANSWER: Eye Black (accept equivalents like Black Eye Paint)

22) A crappy YouTube clip features interviews of people lauding praise on a 2 hour black and white movie devoted to one of these, while a ridiculously hard game of Tetris makes use of these to hide the blocks.  A character played by both Scott Mosier and Ethan Suplee is unable to fully comprehend one of these in Mallrats, while on Seinfeld one of these causes Mr. Pitt to miss several meetings.  Aside from amusement, they have been used by doctors to test for binocular vision and some people are unable to see them because of ocular dominance.  Also known as autostereograms, FTP, identify these images that conceal a three dimensional image in a two dimensional image, achieved by having the viewer slowly move his face away from the source.
ANSWER: Magic Eye (prompt on “autostereogram” or "stereogram" before mentioned)

23) One solution for combating this is offered by Better JPEG, a company which also promises better results through antialiasing and not recompressing a digital image.  Some ways to avoid it include the use of short pulses rather than one intense emission, and most software solutions offer automatic ways to combat it that tend to be about 75% effective.  The color associated with it is due to presence of blood vessels, and it is a result of the incomplete absorption of all of the light, and it doesn’t tend to happen during the day because of changing pupil conditions.  It is more pronounced in albinos because more melanin is produced.  FTP, identify this effect where flash photography causes pupils to appear a certain color in a photograph.
ANSWER: Red-eye Effect
