Round 7 – Unusual Death
Packet by David Letzler et al.

Theme: All of the answers in this packet will relate to people or things that have suffered strange and unusual deaths.
TOSSUPS:

1) On Saturday Night Live, this phrase titled a Food Network show where the title act was undertaken over the objections of a murdered Will Forte diner.  Inspired by Albert Fall’s Teapot Dome testimony, it comes as part of a speech where the addressee is told both that he is an afterbirth who should be in a jar on a mantle and that he is the Esau to his twin Paul’s Jacob.  That addressee had been forced to proclaim himself a false prophet to confirm a contract, but is told by this phrase’s metaphor that the Bandy lands had already been exploited via the nearby tracts’ drainage before he is killed with a bowling pin.  It gained popularity on YouTube when remixed to a Kelis song.  FTP, name this four-word phrase uttered by Daniel Plainview in There Will Be Blood about the appropriation of a dairy beverage. 

ANSWER: “I drink your milkshake! I drink it up!" 

  

2) On Cumular Limit, a 2000 compilation disc by this band, previously unreleased songs like "Avron Knows" appeared along with alternative takes of "Ten Little Indians" and "Tinker, Tailor, Soldier, Sailor".  The Spanish scales are featured on a song by this band that was about someone who "always tries to put me down", "Evil Hearted You", while on another single the band draws from H. G. Wells' The Shape of Things To Come.  Their one time lead vocalist, who later recorded for bands like Armageddon and Together, died from being electrocuted by his electric guitar.  Under Keith Reif and Jim McCarthy, they had hits with "Heart Full of Soul" and "For Your Love."  FTP, identify this British predecessor of Led Zeppelin, whose guitarists included Jeff Beck, Jimmy Page, and Eric Clapton.
ANSWER: The Yardbirds 

3) On a quest to retrieve a hammer, one of this game's protagonists is killed when a giant pile of crap falls on him, leading him to state that when you die, everything goes black and then you see the words "Game Over"; that quest was to test the Re-Animator.  Another playable character in this completely circular game can do a spin attack in locations like Red Rock Creek and another can collect dead fish.  When one of the characters sells his business, the chief antagonist gains control of 50% of Earth and later sics Destructor on the protagonists.  The well received cutscenes from this game, which included a level on the surface of the sun, will be included as a bonus feature on the DVD, The Beast with a Billion Backs.  FTP, identify this game that shares its name with its TV show source, a show featuring the voice talents of John DiMaggio, Tress MacNeille and Billy West and which was created by David X. Cohen and Matt Groening.
ANSWER: Futurama (the videogame) 

  

4) An award named for this man was first given to Alvin Dark and has most recently been given to Mike Timlin.  An at-the-wall Al Simmons catch kept this man from being the first player to hit five homers in a game on the day he became the first American League player to hit four, an act that contributed to Ted Williams' ranking of him as the best hitter of all time in The Science of Hitting.  A year after Jimmie Foxx, he won the American League Triple Crown, and he still holds the single-season AL record for RBIs and the MLB career record for grand slams.  He became the first player elected to the Hall of Fame in a year he was active when, after declaring himself “the luckiest man on the face of the Earth,” he retired due to the effects of a disease so rare it was named after him.  FTP, name this Yankee who played 2,130 straight games. 

ANSWER: Henry Louis "Lou" Gehrig 

  

5) Despite his father's campaign to combat drug abuse in the music industry, Jonathan Melvoin, a touring keyboardist for this group, died of a heroin overdose.  Their first show came in the wake of their lead singer and songwriter breaking up with The Marked, and their earliest recorded songs included "The Virgil".  Shortly thereafter this band released an EP containing "Slunk", though they are better known for a song that repeats "she knows" a bunch of times, "Rhinoceros".  They also released a video called Vieuphoria that included an acoustic performance of "Mayonaise", and more recently they've produced "Doomsday Clock" and "Tarantula" for the revival album Zeitgeist, which does not feature D'arcy Wretzky.  Best known for songs like "Bullet with Butterfly Wings", "Cherub Rock" and "Today", and albums like Mellon Collie and the Infinite Sadness, FTP, identify this Billy Corgan fronted band whose hits include "Tonight, Tonight" and "1979".
ANSWER: Smashing Pumpkins (accept Jonathan Melvoin early, not that anyone's going to pull that out) 

6) This man originally performed under a mask and a pseudonym, but after a three-year absence he returned wearing garish, baggy pants and checkered suspenders to form High Energy with Koko B. Ware.  He also teamed with Jim Neidhart, but found more success in a storyline emphasizing a feud with his brother, culminating with his pinfall victory in 1994.  He employed his Enzuigiri Kick to complement Yokozuna's Banzai Drop later in his career, and would return to his previous gimmick as the Blue Blazer when teaming with Jeff Jarrett.  He turned on Ken Shamrock at Mayhem in Manchester to join Nation of Destruction, and won a match at Wrestlemania X thanks to a victory roll.  FTP, identify this wrestler who was killed when he landed chest first on a rope in the wrestling ring at Over the Edge in 1999 after falling some 76 feet, the younger brother of Bret, the Hitman.
ANSWER: Owen James Hart
  

7) It saw the death, to the song "Wouldn't It Be Nice," of a gay character named Andy Lippincott.  Another character in it went by the names "Sal Putrid" and "Dr. Whoopee" and sold condoms in the '80s, the younger brother of a character known for his summer daydreams.  Another of its characters ironically suffered a heart attack at the very moment he saw a Bachman's Warbler, Dick Davenport.  Recent storylines involve the near-death of Toggle while listening to heavy metal in his tank, as well as the competition to get into the "Poetry of Barack Obama" class at Walden University; also recently, MIT and Rennselaer students got into a script war regarding what school Alex would attend.  Its collection The Long Road Home: One Step at a Time chronicles the recovery of B. D. from from a roadside bomb that exploded near him in Fallujah, and other characters include Mike of the namesake family.  FTP, identify this comic strip by Garry Trudeau.
ANSWER: Doonesbury 

8) The first episode of VH1’s “Strange Frequency” saw the Devil causing this to happen to one rock god, and later to another guitarist.  This happens to a friend of the singer of a Skeletons song during a Bulls-Celtics game, and was the cause of death for skateboarder Keenan Milton. Nigel Tufnel noted that you can't dust for this cause of death when describing how one of Spinal Tap's drummers died from it.  It also happened to a drummer whose son played for Damnocracy and who soloed on “Moby Dick,” a frontman who sang “Let There Be Rock” and “Big Balls,” and a guitarist who recorded “1983 (A Merman I Should Be)” as well as “Little Wing.”  FTP, name this method of death of Bon Scott, John Bonham, and Jimi Hendrix, an after-effect of drinking too much, which causes the regurgitation of material that leads to asphyxiation. 

ANSWER: drowning in vomit (prompt on partial answers, or anything that mentions alcohol) 

  

9) On an episode of "Thank God You're Here", this actress was thrust into a scenario involving her having to sell a new vodka drink.  Her character was raped to death with a carrot in the horror film Jack Frost; other completely forgettable film roles she has recently played include Toni in The Grand and Michelle in Deal.  More memorably, she foxtrotted through playgrounds and fountains with Derek Hough in a parody of her appearance on Dancing With the Stars and played Kelso’s knocked-up girlfriend Brooke on That 70s Show.  She also played the sexiest of four Wisconsin flatmates in Love, Actually, and Justice, the sexiest of four leather-clad thieves in Jay and Silent Bob Strike Back.  FTP, name this portrayer of horny foreign student Nadia in American Pie. 

ANSWER: Shannon Elizabeth 

  

10) He fired, blackballed, and then rehired one of his employees for treating a homeless man who did not keep up with his dialysis appointments.  Following this character's death, a gay and lesbian program was ironically established in his honor.  One character comes out as a lesbian to him in an attempt to prevent the firing of Kim Legaspi, a psychiatrist who is the lover of Kerry Weaver.  He suffered an unusual accident in "Chaos Theory", the Season 9 premiere of the show he was on, which prevented him from continuing surgery.  Just before his  death, he fired Dr. Pratt and caught Dr. Morris smoking pot, part of a series of antics that resulted in only Elizabeth Corday showing up to his funeral.  Played by Paul McCrane, FTP, identify this mean spirited surgeon on "ER" who had his hand chopped off by a helicopter,  which proceeded to land on his head.
ANSWER: Dr. Robert "Rocket" Romano (accept either underlined answer) 


11) One person to suffer this fate was a two sport athlete who led his Buckeyes to their only College World Series in 1966 and served as a coach for North Carolina State.  Besides Bo Rein, another player had this happen in the presence of Tyler Stranger, four seasons after only giving up a single in the entire month of August while pitching for Oakland.  Another sports figure who suffered this fate switched to a heavier bat at the guidance of George Sisler and began his professional career with the Santurce Crabbers.  A coach whom this happened to had earlier formulated the shift and coached players like Jim Crowley and Elmer Layden, members of the Four Horsemen.  In Fall 1970, it happened to both the Wichita State and Marshall football teams.  FTP, identify this method of death suffered by Cory Lidle, Knute Rockne and Roberto Clemente.
ANSWER: Dying in a Plane Crash (accept clear knowledge equivalents) 

  

12) After the protagonist's mother is criticized by her husband for cooking gourmet food in this novel, she secretly serves up dog food to him.  In this book, a rapist nicknamed Callonwolde, who earlier had come from the woods near a Coca-Cola plant to expose his penis to the protagonist's mother Lila, is eaten by Caesar, the central family's pet tiger.  The title figure, the son of a shrimp boat captain, unleashes a guerrilla campaign to stop his mother and her new husband Mr. Newbury from turning Colleton into a location for building components for nuclear weapons.  Narrated by a former high school teacher and football coach Tom Wingo and focusing on the attempted suicide of his sister Savannah, FTP, identify this Pat Conroy book turned into a movie where psychiatrist Dr. Lowenstein was played by Barbara Streisand.
ANSWER: The Prince of Tides 

13) Chapter 12 of How To Be The Best at Everything (The Boy’s Book) explains how to avoid this fate.  This act names a barnstar given on Wikipedia for particularly hilarious random comments, and Allan Sherman fears it might happen to him if left alone in Camp Grenada’s forest.  Werner Herzog recommended the destruction of the tape recording this act happening to Timothy Treadwell in a 2006 documentary, and it also finally happens to Lee Scoresby, by way of Iorek, in His Dark Materials.  In The Big Lebowski, The Stranger notes that sometimes this happens to you, and sometimes it happens in reverse.  FTP, give this method of death that presumably befalls Antigonus after he exits in A Winter’s Tale, as well as Goldilocks. 

ANSWER: being eaten by a bear (accept equivalents) 

  

14) On the BBC show "Coupling", Oliver claimed this event inspired his career, though Steve thinks he’s a gynecologist and not a comic book store owner.  Before it occurs, its victim claims he’d had a horrible dream about smothering and notes he can’t wait to go home and get something good to eat.  This event happens after Mother’s report of an SOS sends that victim, Lambert, and Dallas to an unnamed planet, after which they are illegally brought back inside by Ash. A scene parodying this event shows the original actor ordering the special instead of the soup, leading to a performance of “Hello My Baby!” that scares Barf and Lone Star.  FTP, name this event, parodied in Spaceballs, from a 1979 Ridley Scott film, in which Kane dies birthing the creature later killed by Ripley. 

ANSWER: the alien bursting out of John Hurt’s chest (accept equivalents, or Coupling’s phrase “the John Hurt moment”) 

  

15)  He had a recurring role as Celceix on the animated show, Cubix, and his name now graces what was formerly the MV Robert Hunter.  He voiced an elephant seal named Trev in a George Miller directed film, and he gave backstage access to where he worked on a certain "Diaries" show.  Besides appearing with penguins in Happy Feet, he was cleared in a "penguin probe" following the shooting of Ice Breaker.  His best known television program featured episodes like "Suburban Killers", "Dangerous Americans" and "Wild Babies." No charges were pressed following his exposing his son Bob to the kinds of dangers he regularly faced, and his daughter continues his legacy by starring in "Bindi the Jungle Girl."  FTP, identify this man whose mode of death now graces awards like "Most Scathing Personal Attack" and "Best AHAN Jr. Thread", a man also known as the Crocodile Hunter.

ANSWER: Stephen Robert "Steve" Irwin 

16) In the United States, Section 1018 of Title X requires the disclosure of the possibility of this, and the death of California Condor #245 was attributed to this, probably due to its diet.  In 1994, bright red paprika in Hungary was found to cause this, and fears of it in the past year caused the FDA to remove bindi and sindoor from American shelves.  In 2005, scientists concluded that this was the cause of death of Ludwig van Beethoven, and it was a common cause of colic, via wine, in the 17th and 18th centuries.  The catalytic converter was developed to deal with gasoline that did not pose this risk, and anxiety over it also caused last summer's Fischer-Price recall of products painted in China.  FTP, name this form of overexposure to element 82. 

ANSWER: lead poisoning (or saturnism or plumbism; prompt on "colic" or "painter's colic" before mentioned) 

  

17) A PSP game in this series will soon get the "Quest for Booty" downloadable content, while another recently released PSP game in this series sees one of its characters wearing a tuxedo and starring as a secret agent.  In other games, enemies can be killed with a Zodiac or electrocuted via the Tesla Claw.  The most recent console entry for this series sees the protagonists helping out the planet of Kerwan at the bequest of Captain Qwark, and as usual they're helped by The Plumber.  Another weapon in this series a giant form of one of the title characters, which is used to combat the leader of Thugs-4-Less so that the player can participate in the Megacorp Games.  Developed by Insomniac Studios, FTP, identify this platforming / shooter series for the Playstation consoles whose sequels have been subtitled "Tools of Destruction" and "Up Your Arsenal".
ANSWER: Ratchet & Clank
18) After winning this event five times between 1925 and 1930, Daphne Cozens died of an ectopic pregnancy, and in 1977 it became the only Grand Slam title of a man who died in 1994 of a carbon monoxide accident, Vitas Gerulitas. Between 1959 and 1978, the champion woman at this event was a native player all but three times, including the victories of Mary Reitano and Evonne Goolagong.  Won on the men's side six times by Roy Emerson and by Andre Agassi four times, it saw the controversial discovery of a video of Marcos Baghdatis chanting anti-Turkish slogans in this past year's event, the finals of which saw Ana Ivanovic lose to Maria Sharapova and Jo-Wilifred Tsonga to Novak Djokovic.  FTP, name this tennis Slam tournament held in January at Melbourne Park.
ANSWER: The Australian Open
19) Arizona has recently seen an outbreak of nalgeri fowleri, an amoeba that does this.  Doing this to defeated aliens restores health to Fins McGee, Lefty Lopez, and Half-Pipe Boyd in a recent Nintendo DS game, and is the major goal of Stubbs in Rebel Without a Pulse. It happens to turncoat FBI agent Paul Krendler at the end of Hannibal, and it's all that the chorus of a Jonathan Coulton song addressed as a memo to Todd wants to do.  Many Heroes fans think that this act is how Sylar acquires others' powers, though it is more famously undertaken by the Tarman and other invaders of Lousiville, Kentucky in a Dan O’Bannon sequel to a 1968 George Romero film.  For 10 points, name this act of lethal consumption preferred by zombies. 

ANSWER: eating brains 

  

20) At one point in this film, Bill Herron watches a documentary where Laureen Hobbs discusses the connection between communism and black power; that screening inspires Barbara Schlesinger to propose screening real bank robbery footage taped by the Ecumenical Liberation Army.  Late in this film, one character describes Utopia to its protagonist as a holding company where everyone has a share; earlier, that protagonist suggests killing himself at a bar and dreams of "wiping fucking Disney right off the air" with a "Death Hour" Sunday night special.  "Studio 60"'s pilot copied Max's decision in this film to not cut from a speech using expletives like "bullshit," delivered by an actor who became the only actor to ever win a posthumous Oscar.  FTP, identify this 1976 film where  Howard Beale is killed for having lousy ratings after giving his "I'm mad as hell and I'm not going to take it anymore" speech.
ANSWER: Network


21) This team was coached from 1924 to 1948 by H. Burton Shipley, and early retired numbers for this team include Bosey Burger's number 6.  With players like Tom McMillen, it won the 1972 NIT under coach Lefty Drisell, though Drisell resigned in 1986 after the mysterious cocaine-related death of #2 draft pick Len Bias.  Next season, James Gist will be its highest-scoring returning player, with Mike Jones and D.J. Strawberry having graduated.  Among its star players who were busts in the NBA were Joe Smith and Juan Dixon, the latter from its 2002 championship team, though Steve Francis has done better.  FTP, name this college team coached by Gary Williams whose Terrapins play rather close to where you are now. 

ANSWER: The University of Maryland Men's Basketball Team

22) It was said to have caused the death of Chairman Kaga because the actor who played him could not appear on later Iron Chef specials due to contractual obligations. In the 1950s a measure was passed in one country to require that it be disposed in special locked containers bound for incineration to prevent the homeless from dying from it.  Because of its lack of recent victims, a museum devoted to spreading knowledge about it closed in 1996.  While listening to Larry King read the Old Testament, Homer expected to die of this. Because of the popularity of eating their testicles to increase virility, hermaphroditic ones cause a problem because of confusion of the testicles and the ovaries.  FTP, name this sashimi portion of the blowfish, a Japanese delicacy if cooked properly, which can cause paralysis and death if not. 
ANSWER: fugu or fuku (also accept bok; prompt on “blowfish,” “pufferfish,” and “porcupine fish” until “sashimi”)

BONUSES:
1) He fell off a bridge and drowned in Niagra Falls after being thrown off a train for drunkenness.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this man who led the National League in RBI four times in the 1890s as an outfielder for the Philadelphia Phillies.
ANSWER: Edward James "Ed" Delahanty
[10] Delahanty played one season for the Cleveland Infants in this ill-fated organization, led by John Montgomery Ward, which attempted to overcome the tyranny of National League owners.
ANSWER: The Players' League
[10] Delahanty was playing for this team when he died.  After the heyday of Walter Johnson, it gained a reputation for being perpetually in last before becoming the Minnesota Twins.
ANSWER: Washington Senators 

2) It was once said that in comics no one stays dead but Bucky, Jason Todd, and Uncle Ben; we're now eagerly awaiting Spidey to do battle with a geriatric villain that turns out to be his long-lost father figure.  For 10 points each, name these other non-permanent comic deaths.
[10] To overcome the Anti-Monitor,  the Silver Age incarnation of this hero, Barry Allen, accelerates to unprecedented speeds and becomes one with the Speed Force.  He's returned to life in DC Universe #0.
ANSWER: The Flash
[10] After doing all sorts of crazy shit as Parallax, this former Green Lantern self-sacrificially reignites the Sun after it had been extinguished by the Sun-Eater.  He later became reincarnated as Spectre and now is the Green Lantern again.
ANSWER: Hal Jordan
[10] This summoner of various historical personages, also known as Kit Freeman, died in 1999 at the hands of Mordru, only to have in revealed some years later that he'd been the doorstop of the passage between life and death, where he was released by Beast Boy.
ANSWER: Kid Eternity 

  

3) For 10 points each, given the elaborate death of a villain, name the film: 

[10] Vincent Ludwig is hit with a poison dart, falls over a railing, and is trampled by a car, steamroller, and marching band playing “Louie Louie,” much like Capt. Ed Hocken’s father, in this film based on the Police Squad series. 

ANSWER: The Naked Gun: From the Films of Police Squad! 

[10] In this film, William Stranix has his eye gouged out and head stabbed with a knife before being thrown through a computer monitor on the U.S.S. Missouri. 

ANSWER: Under Siege 

[10] John Travolta's character Deak is impaled with a nuclear warhead thanks to the efforts of Christian Slater's character, Riley Hale, in this John Woo film. 

ANSWER: Broken Arrow 

4) One character on this show related the tale of a woman who began menstruating while swimming, causing her to be eaten by sharks.  For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this FX show, set at Malibu Adjacent, which included characters like Chip Rommel and Mayor Anita Massengli. 

ANSWER: “Son of the Beach” 

[10] “Son of the Beach” was produced by the production company of this radio personality, now found on Sirius. 

ANSWER: Howard Stern 

[10] This actor played hotshot lifeguard Notch Johnson.  He also played the host of the “Jerry Springer” parody “Night Stand.” 

ANSWER: Timothy Stack 

  

5) He woke up in the Chelsea Hotel on November 2, 1978, found his girlfriend Nancy Spungen murdered, and had no memory of what had happened.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Sex Pistol, who proceeded to commit suicide.
ANSWER: Sid Vicious (accept John Simon Ritchie)
[10] Sid Vicious "played" bass in the band, replacing this man who recorded the songs on Never Mind the Bollocks and was actually competent at the instrument.
ANSWER: Glen Matlock
[10] After Spungen's death, Vicious's most successful single was a cover of this song Paul Anka wrote for Frank Sinatra that claims, dubiously in his case, "I planned each charted course, each careful step along the byway."
ANSWER: My Way 

6) Identify some of these interesting ways to kill stuff from the world of videogames, FTPE.
[10] In this sequel, you can score big points by using a single fruit hanging on a vine to drop down on to snapjaws below.  This game is notable for featuring Mario as an enemy.
ANSWER: Donkey Kong, Jr.
[10] In this Rare game, one way to kill people is with a No Mercy move where B. Orchid unzips her shirt and gives the other character a heart attack.  This game was well regarded for its 3D graphics but not so much its combo system and obnoxious announcer.
ANSWER: Killer Instinct
[10] Like Mortal Kombat, this Acclaim game also gave players the abilities to conduct fatalities.  Probably the best one was Chaos's golden shower fatality, which had a black bar placed over it on the SNES.
ANSWER: Primal Rage 

7) It's not actually all that unusual for racehorses to develop a tiny fracture in a leg and then have to be put down, but it's still kind of ridiculous.  For 10 points each:
[10] That fate happened to this filly at the end of the 2008 Kentucky Derby.
ANSWER: Eight Belles
[10] After winning the 2006 Kentucky Derby, this horse broke his leg during the Preakness and later died from complications after surgery.
ANSWER: Barbaro
[10] This filly bumped into the starting gate in a head-to-head match against Foolish Pleasure in 1975 at Belmont, causing her to break a leg and die soon after.
ANSWER: Ruffian 

  

8) He kills the Cat Lady by beating her with a statue of a phallus.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this character, later helped and betrayed by author Frank Alexander, whose wife he had raped and killed.
ANSWER: Alex
[10] Name the 1971 Stanley Kubrick film in which Alex and his droogs terrorize London.
ANSWER: A Clockwork Orange
[10] For having killed the Cat Lady, Alex is given aversion therapy toward all violence, as well as this, his favorite piece of music.
ANSWER: Beethoven's Ninth Symphony


9) He was shot to death while running completely naked at a hotel manager, possibly in search of a hooker who stole his clothes and money.  For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this singer-songwriter of “Touch the Hem of His Garment” and “Another Saturday Night.” 

ANSWER: Sam Cooke (or Dale Cooke as he's also known) 

[10] This oft-covered Cooke song contrasts his knowledge that he loves the addressee with his ignorance of history, biology, science books, and the French he took.  It's not the same as a Louis Armstrong song that appends "What A" to the beginning of the title. 

ANSWER: “Wonderful World” 

[10] This Cooke song, notably covered by Otis Redding, requests that you perform the title one-word action “like a bowl of soup” and “in the midnight hour.” 

ANSWER: “Shake” 

  

10) Identify the following relating to an unusual death, FTPE.
[10] Kevin Whitrick killed himself live via webcam while in an insult room on this chat site that specializes in video chat.
ANSWER: Paltalk
[10] Whitrick's death was lampooned on Keith and the Girl, a popular show in this medium.  Other popular entries in this medium include This Week in Tech and Nobody Likes Onions.
ANSWER: Podcasts
[10] Paltalk has also been used by this radio comedy show, whose "Whip 'Em Out Wednesdays" section was essentially stolen by Keith and the Girl's "Suck a Dick Wednesdays".  For a time they were kicked off the air for getting a couple to have sex in St. Patrick's Cathedral.
ANSWER: Opie & Anthony 

  

11) One section on this show, "Cheating Death", is sponsored by Prescott Pharmaceuticals, whose products have potentially fatal side-effects including "minor heart explosions" and "dissolving intestine syndrome."  FTPE:
[10] Identify this show, whose other segments include the "Tek Jansen Adventures" and "The Word".
ANSWER: The Colbert Report
[10] Like truthiness, Colbert coined this term in a segment of "The Word".  It is defined as "together we can create a reality that we all agree on — the reality we just agreed on", and now names a "Truthiness Encyclopedia for Colbert's Heroes".
ANSWER: Wikiality

12) She died in a plane crash after filing the music video for "Rock the Boat."  FTPE: 

[10] Name this "urban pop" singer who played Zee in the Matrix films. 

ANSWER: Aaliyah 

[10] This Aaliyah track asks "what would you do to get me?" and suggests you "dust yourself off" and do this in its chorus. 

ANSWER: Try Again 

[10] Pop stars dying in plane crashes aren't that unusual, but it is unusual that Aaliyah's "More Than a Woman" was a back-to-back dead person hit in England with this artist's "My Sweet Lord," originally on the triple album All Things Must Pass.
ANSWER: George Harrison
  

13) He made the Pro Bowl in 2000 at left tackle, but died the following year from heat exhaustion during spring training.  For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this Ohio State product. 

ANSWER: Korey Stringer 

[10] Stringer had his #77 retired by this team, for whom he played his whole career, whose current stars include Adrian Peterson. 

ANSWER: Minnesota Vikings 

[10] The only offensive tackle besides Stringer in the Vikings’ “Ring of Honor” is this man, the first pick of the 1968 draft, who made the Pro Bowl seven times in the 1970s. 

ANSWER: Ron Yary 

  

14) Answer some questions about unusual deaths relating to people from Erie, Pennsylvania, FTPE.
[10] Brian Douglas Wells, who worked for the Mama Mia Pizzeria in Erie, was killed in a bizarre bank robbing incident by one of these devices he claimed had been placed around his neck.  He was probably in on the whole conspiracy.
ANSWER: Time Bomb (prompt on "Bomb")
[10] The Erie-based band at the center of this film falls apart partly due to a false caption saying "Sorry girls, he's engaged" when picturing Troy on the "CBS Television Showcase".  Earlier, the spelling of that band's name had been changed to the conventional spelling of "The Wonders".
ANSWER: That Thing You Do!
[10] Norman Morrison, an Erie native, died while performing this action.  In popular culture, J. C. Shakespeare does it in the sixth scene of Waking Life, while Rage Against the Machine uses a picture of the most famous incident of it for their debut album.
ANSWER: Set Himself on Fire (accept equivalents like self immolation) 

  

15) Its villain, Stuntman Mike, kills hot young women that fail to appreciate his pre-CGI efforts on 70s action TV shows by crashing into them with his titularly-modified car.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this film.
ANSWER: Deathproof
[10] Stuntman Mike was played by this actor in Deathproof; he's best-known for playing Snake Plissken in Escape from New York.
ANSWER: Kurt Russell
[10] Stuntman Mike is finally taken down by a group of female stunt drivers joyriding in a Dodge Challenger, intent on mimicking this 1971 B-Movie starring Barry Newman as Kowalski that has nothing to do with Filippo Brunelleschi.
ANSWER: Vanishing Point 

 

16) Identify the following relating to a certain board game, FTPE.
[10] The central figure in this game is known as Dr. Black in England and Mr. Samuel Boddy in America.  He dies every time you start a round of this game.
ANSWER: Cluedo

[10] Between the suspects, weapons, and rooms, there are this many cards describing Mr. Boddy's death that might go into the envelop at the beginning of the game.
ANSWER: 21
[10] In a 1997 board game spoof of Clue, players compete to kill this character with items like the runcible spoon and the trowel.
ANSWER: Dr. Lucky 

  

17) Name these notably unsafe cars, FTPE: 

[10] This Ford model, introduced in 1971 and made through 1980, had a tendency to burst into flames on rear collisions, leading to the Grimshaw lawsuit. 

ANSWER: Pinto 

[10] This company's Pacer, made from 1975-1980, had problems stopping and keeping its doors on the hinges.  They merged with Renault in 1979 and were later bought by Chrysler.
ANSWER: AMC (or American Motors Corporation)

[10] This Jiangling SUV, when introduced in 2005, would kill a driver in a collision of only 40 mph, due to the steering wheel detaching and hitting his chest. 

ANSWER: Landwind 

 

18) Because he was drunk and masturbating, he failed to notice a railroad warning while driving and was hit and killed by a train in 2007.  FTPE:
[10] Name this former Timberwolf.
ANSWER: Eddie Jamaal Griffin
[10] Griffin had played in college for this New Jersey school, who lost the 1989 NCAA finals to Michigan by one point.
ANSWER: Seton Hall University
[10] Griffin was originally drafted by the Nets, but was wisely traded for two role players and the rights to this future All-Star small forward.
ANSWER: Richard Allen Jefferson 


19) Rosalind Shays, played by Diana Muldaur, died after falling into an open elevator shaft on this show.  FTPE:
[10] Identify the 80s legal drama created by Steven Bochco and Terry Louise Fisher centering on the firm of McKenzie, Brackman, Chaney & Kuzak.
ANSWER: L.A. Law
[10] L.A. Law's co-creator Steven Bochco also worked on this series canceled in 2006, starring Geena Davis as Mackenzie Allen, the first female president of the United States.
ANSWER: Commander in Chief
[10] The Venus Butterfly, a fake sexual position mentioned on L.A. Law, is also referenced in this comedy, where Roz, wife of Bernie, suggests that elderly couples try the Reverse Cowboy position.
ANSWER: Meet the Fockers 

20) This film contained potentially the most hilariously unexpected death scene ever, when Samuel L. Jackson's character, Russell Franklin, has his ass killed after giving an inspirational survival speech.  FTPE:

[10] Identify this movie where genetically enhanced sharks do a lot of eating of people.
ANSWER: Deep Blue Sea
[10] This actor's character, Preacher Dudley, was made to survive Deep Blue Sea following test audience reaction to his death.  This rapper's musical career took off after the release of Radio and he peaked with 1995's Mr. Smith.
ANSWER: LL Cool J (or James Todd Smith III)
[10] The reason the sharks were being genetically modified in the first place was to find a cure for this disease, whose real life sufferers have included Sugar Ray Robinson and Charlton Heston.
ANSWER: Alzheimer's Disease 

    

21) His brother Jack was killed by being bisected by a table saw at the family farm.  For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this musician, author of “The Man Comes Around” and “Home of the Blues.” 

ANSWER: Johnny Cash 

[10] Cash uses the title structure of this mariachi-flavored song as a metaphor for love, claiming he goes “down, down, down” into it. 

ANSWER: “Ring of Fire” 

[10] The Johnny Cash Show often begun with performances by this “Flowers in the Wall” group, whose only actual siblings are Don and Harold Reid and whose leader, Lew DeWitt, died of the hilarious-sounding inflammatory-bowel condition Crohn’s Disease. 

ANSWER: The Statler Brothers 


22) His poor choice of dressing as Peter Peanut at a parade led to him being crushed by an elephant.  For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this clown, the host of a WJM children’s show. 

ANSWER: Chuckles the Clown (accept George Bowerchuck) 

[10] In this series’ “Chuckles Bites the Dust,” Ted Baxter and Lou Grant immediately begin cracking jokes about Chuckles’ death, but its main character, the hat-tossing news producer Ms. Richards, only breaks down in laughter at his funeral. 

ANSWER: “The Mary Tyler Moore Show” 

[10] This is the second half of Chuckles’ best-remembered couplet, which begins, “A little song, a little dance…” 

ANSWER: “A little seltzer down your pants”
