Round 10 – The Violence Packet
Packet by Colin O’Donnell et al.

Theme: The questions in this packet will all relate to violence in some fashion.
TOSSUPS:

1. His first appearances saw him duped by the Jackal, leading to his being a villain.  John Ostrander wrote an 18-part series that revived his storyline after the 1996 release of his publishing company's Edge imprint.  He received four Purple Hearts, three Silver Stars and the Presidential Medal of Freedom for his work in Vietnam that led to his work as a Black Ops trainer in New York.  A June 2005 issue lists his kill count at around 2,000 but neglects the dropping of a hydrogen bomb on the island of Grand Nixon to kill the assassin The Russian.  Dolph Lundgren was the first to portray this character in film, who began a life of brutal crime after surviving a gangland execution in Central Park that killed his wife and two children.  Frank Castle is, for ten points, what vigilante killer, an antihero of Marvel Comic fame? 

ANSWER: The Punisher (accept "Frank Castle" until said) 

2. This player's career took a nosedive after he contracted chronic arthritis from taking penicillin.  He successfully no-hit Houston on June 15th, 1963, but pitched in only one World Series game for just four innings against the Yankees the previous year. Despite winning 25 games in a season three times, he never won the Cy Young. In a 1965 game, this pitcher's brushback pitches to Ron Fairly and Maury Wills led to a confrontation between this man and the catcher for the Dodgers. Notable for his high leg kick, this father-in-law of Jose Rijo was elected the Minister of Sport in his homeland in 1996. FTP, name this Hall of Fame Dominican starting pitcher, a long-time Giant infamous for hitting Johnny Roseboro in the middle of a game with a bat.
ANSWER: Juan Marichal 

3. In a namesake 1984 videogame by Datasoft, this person has to constantly battle The Green Yamo and The Ninja in a wizard's tower.  A fat version of him stars in one spoof of his greatest film, while the British government sponsors a project led by John Benn to form three clones of him in the most notorious of his namesake exploitation films, a genre largely ended by the popularity of Snake in the Eagle's Shadow.  His execution of two finger pushups and a one inch punch at an exhibition in Long Beach led to his discovery via the hairdresser of William Dozier, who hired him to play Kato in The Gren Hornet.  One of his films saw him doing battle in Rome's Colosseum, while some forty minutes of a film co-starring Kareem-Abdul Jabbar and him were shot, his posthumous Game of Death.  FTP, identify this actor who suffered a "death from misadventure" shortly after making his magnum opus, Enter the Dragon.

ANSWER: Bruce Lee (or Lee Jun-Fan) 

4. The trailer for this film sees the title figure with a bloody hand holding a cordless phone as a dead body rests in a pool behind him.  After the buzz surrounding that trailer, the "dream team" cast of director, producer and star of this film was able to secure a deal to star in Silo.  This film, shot in Spanish with English subtitles, was almost sunk following a Yom Kippur debacle with Nick Rubenstein.  Following its unsuccessful premier at Cannes, its director, who had earlier directed Queens Boulevard with its star, yelled at the audience and insulted the French people.  Produced by Eric Murphy and largely brought from the dead by agent Ari Gold, FTP, identify this fictional film directed by Billy Walsh and starring Vincent Chase as Pablo Escobar, as seen on TV's "Entourage".
ANSWER: Medellin
   

5. Songs like “The Last Great American” mark his largely unremarkable debut album Message For Albert.  The second single from his 2006 album was donated to charities like Autism Speaks and Save the Children and asks the question, “What kind of world do you want?”  Adam Levine guested with him as he metaphorized his frailties in a song where the singer claims, “I’m only a man in a funny red sheet/Only a man looking for a dream” shortly after September 11th.  In his biggest hit off of 2004’s The Battle for Everything he sings of different outlooks on life by a man’s age in “100 Years.”  John Ondrazik is better known as, FTP, what piano rocker named for the hockey penalty for a major altercation? 

ANSWER: Five for Fighting (accept John Ondrazik before mentioned) 

  

6. Following his defeat of Blaze, this character's family and clan are resurrected, although his son is soon kidnapped by Quan Chi.  He didn't appear in the third game of his series because Daniel Pesina, who acted for him, was fired before that game was released for posing in an advertisement as another character for BloodStorm.  The Inferno version of this character is unmasked, sports a flaming skull, and confronts the protagonists of Shaolin Monks after his original incarnation is defeated.  His signature taunts were voiced by the co-creator of the series he appeared in, Ed Boon, and his back story reveals him as ninja assassin Hanzo Hasashi.  Canonically, he is killed by a rival also known as Noob Saibot who has special moves like Lin Kuei Slide and Freeze.  FTP, identify this Mortal Kombat character who wears a yellow mask, best known for his signature "get over here!" bloody spear move.
ANSWER: Scorpion (accept Hanzo Hasashi before mentioned)

7. In the first season, this character intervenes to stop a deal for a "black market" baby his wife was trying to obtain from Rita Briggs.  He sends a character played by both Colleen Camp and Mary Crosby away after she lies to him that he is the father of her child during a time when he is in a wheelchair.  He is shown what his life would be like if he didn't exist in the final episode, and he possibly commits suicide after Carter McKay of West Star Oil financially ruins him.  Earlier, his brother Gary, who moved to California with his wife Val, starred in the spin-off series, "Knots Landing".  Probably the most famous thing to happen to him was originally attributed to Sue Ellen, but was really done by Kristin Shepard.  FTP, identify this character from "Dallas" famous for getting shot.

ANSWER: John Ross "J.R." Ewing, Jr. (accept either underlined answer)

8. The University of North Dakota’s Wallbangers were the first known American team of this sport founded in 1977 in Winnipeg.  Standard rules involve four eight-minute quarters and three short overtimes.  Fouls in it include holding, reaching in, and spinning, or knocking an opponent behind the axle.  In this sport, two wheels must cross a 15 meter-wide goal line to mark a point, while Ray Crockett engages in it on a recent episode of "30 Days".  It was popularized by a 2005 documentary showing the rivalry between the United States and Canada, as well as the details of U.S. captain Mark Zupan’s sexual difficulties.  FTP, identify this sport known for seeing quadriplegics crashing wheelchairs into each other. 

ANSWER: murderball or quad rugby or wheelchair rugby 

  

9. The spoken word intro to the music video for this song details how "some of us were enslaved by rebels" before cutting to a man balancing items on a scale.  Michel Gondry is credited as the drummer on this song, and at one point it warns "if a stripper named Porsche and you get tips from many men / then your fat friend her nickname is Minivan."   Lupe Fiasco is believed to have influenced changes to this song after its recording, and its hook is a sample from a 1971 James Bond theme sung by Dame Shirley Bassey.  It originally was about Roc-a-Fella Records, namely in its chorus’s imploration to throw the titular objects “in the sky” in the shape of the label’s sign, but was remixed to discuss the plights of West African miners.  FTP, name this Kanye West song detailing the destruction conflict stones have taken from an African country with capital at Freetown. 

ANSWER: “Diamonds from Sierra Leone” 

  

10. Jesus Jara was convicted of murder in a 2005 shooting at one of these restaurants in Phoenix.  They use a somewhat unique "development agent" who skims off some 8% of the royalties to expand franchises in different regions, while a long running redemption program at this restaurant was stopped in 2005 mainly due to employee theft and counterfeiting.  In 2006, it added pizza to its menu, and a pepper-coated version of one of its most popular menu items is a more recent addition. Other menu items include the Seafood Sensation, the Veggie Delite, and the Sweet Onion Chicken Teriyaki. It is the world's third-largest fast-food chain, and its parent company is Doctor's Associates.  FTP, name this company, which uses the slogan "Eat Fresh" and serves its namesake item on Honey Oat and Hearty Italian bread in six-inch and footlong sizes. 

ANSWER: Subway
11. In a movie, this event is caused by a hundred dollar bet inspired by watching a movie containing the joke, "what did the Spanish Priest say to the Ukrainian gynecologist?"  On television, this event occurs during a Gloria Allerd press conference and another time it is followed by a character stating he found a penny.  This event may have something to do with Jesus, as it became possible again following the "Red Sleigh Down" episode.  In a movie where this happens, it is more directly caused by the inadvertent insertion of a baked potato, while in the first season episode "Pinkeye", this happens following an accident with the MIR spacecraft and via a chainsaw.  When the need of a stem cell transplant caused it to happen for real in 2001, this ended as a show mainstay.  For ten points, name this occurance, once a staple of South Park episodes that sees a hooded person losing his life.
ANSWER: Death of Kenny McCormick (accept anything implying that Kenny is getting killed) 

  

12. The last character to be introduced in this movie, played by Robert Webber, spends his time scribbling out ideas for a "Rice Pops" advertisement, while the character played by Jack Klugman in this film is nicknamed Baltimore by one of the characters for his support of the Orioles.  Its first time director uses different lenses as the film progresses to further a sense of claustrophobia, and problems in this film stem from the movement of an elevated train and a woman who lies about her eyesight without glasses.  Only in the epilogue of this Sidney Lumet film are the surnames of any of the characters given.  One of those men, Mr. Davis, who symbolically wears white, carries a switchblade as proof of suspect evidence.  Seeing a heated debate between Number 3 and Number 8, for ten points, name this 1957 Henry Fonda film showing the jury deliberations of a racially charged murder trial. 

ANSWER: 12 Angry Men 

  

13. A solo version of this song opened the first episode of Saturday Night Live after the 9/11 attacks.  Before Harry Nilsson recorded “Everybody’s Talkin’ at Me” this song was originally intended to be the theme to Midnight Cowboy.  Bob Dylan covered this song on 1970’s Self Portrait after speculation hit that this song was an attack on him.  A chain smashed on the floor of a concrete room made the harsh drum sound that marks its chorus.  Most of the song is a first-person lament on the trials of New York City, including the singer stating he gets no job offers, just "a come-on from the whores of 7th avenue".  The third verse turns to third person to tell of the titular character who carries “the reminders of every glove that laid him down,” saying that he, unlike Paul Simon, will still remain.  For ten points, identify this Simon and Garfunkel song on Bridge Over Troubled Water also known for a chorus that begins "li la li". 

ANSWER: “The Boxer” 

  

14. The director of this film blamed a scathing review by critic Pauline Kael for its box office failure. One character in this film "watched C-beams glitter in the dark near the Tannhauser Gate," but laments that moment "will be lost in time, like tears in rain." The protagonist uses an Esper to analyze photos and is taunted by origami figures made by Gaff. Set in 2019, it begins with an employee of the Tyrell Corporation named Holden administering the Voight-Kampff exam on a Nexus-6 model. FTP, name this Ridley Scott directed movie that stars Harrison Ford as Rick Deckard, who is assigned to retire some replicants. 

ANSWER: Blade Runner 

  

15. A revival of this show, filmed at Pepperdine University, promised to revive the excitement of seeing Katherine Bach getting repeatedly dunked in the original incarnation.  Ben Murphy was the subject of a rule violation in a relay race in the first episode of this series, much to the chagrin of Telly Savalas who saw it as a violation of his Greek ancestry.  A regular portion of this show was Lou Goldstein leading contestants in a spirited game of Simon Says.  Only its 18th installment was not commentated by Howard Cosell.  Bravo made a remake of this show with former reality contestants, while NBC's failed 2003 remake changed the formula and omitted contestants from its competitors.  FTP, name this reality show that pitted actors from NBC, CBS, and ABC against each other in intense competitions to determine the best broadcast station. 

ANSWER: Battle of the Network Stars 

  

16. A number of comic book characters have taken the name of this weapon, including All-Star Squadron member and champion of the Mexican peasantry, Rodney Gaynor.  A superhero known as the boy of this weapon battles Lion Man in a The Whitest Kids You Know sketch.  Catwoman begins favoring this weapon following Infinite Crisis, and Zorro uses it to escape from a firing squad in the first Mask of Zorro film.  In a music video instructing people how to perform a certain action on one of these, the lyrics state when "you're feeling like a star", to "get out the way and let Caspar drive", a Mistah F. A. B. song called "Ghost Ride It".  For ten points, identify this weapon that also is used in a Devo song and also by Indiana Jones.

ANSWER: whip 

 

17. Bone Thugs ‘N Harmony made a version of a song of this title that featured both Flea and Tom Morello and is found in the film Small Soldiers.  Sepultura wrote a song of this title using a speech by Haile Sellassie that closely models one by Bob Marley and notably covered a capella on Saturday Night Live by Sinead O’Connor.  A more famous song of this title was covered as a protest of Reagan-era Central American policy by Bruce Springsteen.  The title action is described as "aint' nothing but a heartbreaker" and as being "an enemy to all mankind", and it has also "shattered many a young man's dreams / made him disabled, bitter and mean" in the most famous version.  That song’s original was first written for the Temptations but was given to Edwin Starr to perform.  For ten points, name this song whose title action is apparently good for absolutely nothing. 

ANSWER: “War” 

  

18. This film opens with one of the main character being called a "pervert" by his brother's girlfriend Stacey, played by Fairuza Balk.  After one of this film's most infamous acts, one of the main characters quotes Joseph Conrad by stating "murder is always with us" and reveals the death of Bobby Lawrence.  It ends with another quote, this time from Lincoln's first inaugural address, while earlier a character blows smoke at some kids in a school bathroom, resulting in his murder the following day.  Sharing laundry duty with Lamont changes the perspective of one of the characters, who later turns on his former friend Edward Furlong.  Coitus is interrupted by an attempted car break in during this film, which leads to a shooting death, a wounding, and a famous command by Derek Vinyard to “bite the curb.”  FTP, identify this 1998 film showing Edward Norton and Edward Furlong as a pair of Los Angeles neo-Nazis. 

ANSWER: American History X 

  

19. A gaffe in animation causes Alaska and Hawaii to appear twice in its ending shot, and one scene shows a hockey player with his right foot cut off wondering "What is going on, eh?"  Its opening seconds feature a comment on how well drawn a planet is.  It goes on to show George W. Bush playing tic-tac-toe with a Game Boy Advance in front of him while he hugs a large set of metal tubes labeled “God Bless America.”  The United Kingdom is the last to act, noticing what’s occurring during a game of shuffleboard after Russia declares, “AHHHH MOTHERLAND!”  During the titular event a French commander takes a nap before firing missiles, claiming that he is “le tired.”  Australia is the only continent to originally survive, though they eventually die after saying, “WTF mate?” multiple times.  For ten points, name this Flash video that shows a nuclear apocalypse backed by a weird indeterminate accent. 

ANSWER: End of Ze World (do not accept "End of The World") 

  

20. This man learned the technique of chewing rubbery pine to build up his jaw strength from his older brother Bernie, a man he'd fill in to fight for under one of the first appearances of his stage name.  Records of his career are incomplete because of matches under his pseudonym "Kid Blackie", and his early career saw him lose to Fireman Jim Flynn in a potential fix ruled a fourth round knockout.  A trio of wins over Gunboat Smith led him to manager Doc Kearns, and a bet by Kearns led this boxer to unload one of the worst first-round beatings in history on Jess Willard in 1919, though he is better known for a four-round knockout of Georges Carpentier and "forgetting to duck" while losing his belt to Gene Tunney.  FTP, identify this almost undefeated boxer, the heavyweight champion from 1919 to 1926 known as the Manassa Mauler. 

ANSWER: Jack Dempsey (or William Harrison "Harry" Dempsey; prompt on "Manassa Mauler" before read) 

  

21. The opening music for this film, with screenplay by Michael Lesson, was composed to fit exactly with Alfred Newman’s fanfare for 20th Century Fox.  A scene involving the destruction of a pair of stilettos references Romancing the Stone, a movie starring all three of its principals, and a shot of the couple’s dog was inserted in its famous pate scene to lessen perceived cruelty.  Sean Astin and Heather Fairfield have roles as Josh and Carolyn the children of the protagonists, and this film is based on a 1981 novel of the same name by Warren Alder.  The title conflict happens as Barbara begins imagining life without husband Oliver and is worsened by the introduction of the meddling lawyer Gavin D’Amato.  Michael Douglas and Kathleen Turner are the titular characters in, FTP, what 1989 dark Danny DeVito comedy depicting the worst divorce in human history, sharing a name with a conflict whose battles included Stoke Field, Tewkesbury and Bosworth Field. 

ANSWER: The War of the Roses 

22.  While promoting the film 300 in which he was an extra he fell asleep in mid-interview, an incident Dana White attributed to sedative use to help cure pneumonia.  After being Punked himself, he appeared on Entourage in 2007 to pull a prank on Johnny Drama in Pauly Shore's show Gotcha!  He captained the winning team in a Spike TV show for players to join his profession that saw the rise of Diego Sanchez and Forrest Griffin.  Although he severed a tendon in his hand during the fight, he beat Tito Ortiz in a rematch while suffering from a torn MCL.  He lost his next two fights, however, including one by referee stoppage to Quinton "Rampage" Jackson in Episode 71.  FTP, identify this former light heavyweight Ultimate Fighting Champion. 

ANSWER: Chuck Lidell 

BONUSES:
  

1. VH1's Celebreality is known for having better, and possibly better staged, fights than the WWE.  FTPE: 

[10] On the first season of this show, Pumkin got into an intense verbal battle with New York, a woman who would not ultimately win the heart of the title rapper.
ANSWER: Flavor of Love
[10] Near the end of season two of I Love New York, this inaptly nicknamed bodybuilder described by New York as "manipulative" throws kitchen wares at Tailor Made.  He'd place runner up to Tailor Made in that season. 

ANSWER: Buddha (or Ezra Masters)

[10] An entire show was devoted to this former Partridge Family member's battles with anger management.  The show climaxed with his threat to kill male strippers at a party his wife attended. 

ANSWER: Dante Daniel "Danny" Bonaduce (accept Breaking Bonaduce) 

2. Identify the following relating to fast food health scares, FTPE.
[10] This chain suffered an E. coli outbreak in their lettuce in November and December of 2006.  That didn't stop them from unrolling the Ultimate Chalupa and "fourth meal", though.
ANSWER: Taco Bell
[10] This other "West-Mex" restaurant chain was affected by the same E. coli in lettuce problem that Taco Bell faced.  Their signature food is probably Potato Oles.
ANSWER: Taco John's
[10] In 1993, this California based chain also suffered an E. coli outbreak.  A volleyball-like character advertises this chain, where you can by an Ultimate Cheeseburger.
ANSWER: Jack in the Box


3. Identify the following about a certain song, FTPE.
[10] This 1975 hit from Sheer Heart Attack tells of the title girl, described in an interview as a "high class whore" and in the song as "Gunpowder, gelatine/Dynamite with a laser beam." 

ANSWER: "Killer Queen" 

[10] "Killer Queen" was one of the songs banned after 9/11 by Clear Channel, as was this band's "Rock the Casbah".  Their members include Joe Strummer and Mick Jones.
ANSWER: The Clash
[10] Also on that list was this Barry McGuire protest song that begins, "the eastern world, it is exploding".
ANSWER: "Eve of Destruction"
  

4. Identify the following about a certain movie, FTPE.
[10] In this film, Ed Harris plays Irish mob boss Carl Fogarty, a man whom Joey Cusack kills under the alias of restaurateur Tom Stall.
ANSWER: A History of Violence
[10] Tom Stall's character was played by this actor in A History of Violence.  He also killed a lot of dudes as Aragorn in The Lord of the Rings.
ANSWER: Viggo Peter Mortensen, Jr.

[10] This man directed A History of Violence.  Earlier in his career he tackled brining William S. Burroughs' Naked Lunch to the screen and more recently teamed up with Viggo Mortensen again for Eastern Promises.
ANSWER: David Paul Cronenberg
  

5. Charles Cross's biography says that as a child Kurt Cobain said that he wanted to join the group of rock stars who died mysteriously at this age.  For ten points each...: 

[10] Jimi Hendrix, Jim Morrison and Janis Joplin make up a large chunk of famous stars who didn'tlive past this age, one less than a number that appears in a violent film starring Cillian Murphy about the Rage virus. 

ANSWER: 27 

[10] This founding guitarist of the Rolling Stones is often cited as the other major member of the 27 club.  He died of drowning in a swimming pool.

ANSWER: Lewis Brian Hopkin Jones 

[10] D. Boon, the lead singer of this 1980s punk band that also featured Mike Watt, also died at age 27 after being ejected from the band's van in a crash.  A lot of their songs clocked in at under 60 seconds, like pretty much everything on The Punch Line.

ANSWER: The Minutemen 

  

6. Brawls have been, on occasion, a part of the collegiate game of football.  Identify the following schools engaged in these brawls, for five points per school.
[5, 5] These two teams, one from the ACC and one from the Sun Belt, broke into a huge brawl on October 14, 2006 which lead to the suspension of 31 players and the firing of TV analyst Lamar Thomas, who encouraged one team to defend their home field.
ANSWER: University of Miami and FIU (accept Florida International University)
[5, 5] The fourth longest running rivalry game in college football features these two schools, who broke into a huge brawl between the two squads during the 2004 game, leading to both schools to skip bowl games that year.
ANSWER: Clemson University and University of South Carolina (prompt on "SC" or "USC" for last part)
[5, 5] The Backyard Brawl is a rivalry game held between these two Big East schools, one led by coach Rich Rodriguez and the other by Dave Wannstedt.
ANSWER: West Virginia University (or WVU) and University of Pittsburgh 

7. Identify the following about some games that have achieved the Adults Only rating by the ESRB, FTPE.
[10] Probably the most famous case of a game receiving an Adults Only rating after it was already released was this Rockstar game, primarily due to the hidden "Hot Coffee" mini-game.
ANSWER: Grand Theft Auto: San Andreas
[10] Another recent game to receive an Adults Only rating was this point and click adventure game by Interactive Strip.  It stars a character from Wet Attack: The Empire Cums Back on a quest to find three triplets who have escaped from an adult film set.
ANSWER: Lula 3D
[10] The Uncut and Uncensored version of the Magna Cum Laude game in this franchise was also rated Adults Only.  The original adventure games were created by Al Lowe, and the most recent game in this series sees its balding protagonist starring in a "Box Office Bust".
ANSWER: Leisure Suit Larry


8. Identify the following related to a crash at this year's Indianapolis 500, FTPE.
[10] Following the crash in which her car was hit and she ended up 22nd in the race, this driver stormed down pit row allegedly looking for blood.  Earlier in the year she won the Indy Japan 300.
ANSWER: Danica Patrick
[10] Patrick’s car was crashed into by this Australian driver, who went on to capture his first career win at the next week’s race in Milwaukee.
ANSWER: Ryan Briscoe
[10] Meanwhile, this driver of the #9 car survived the drama to win this year's Indy 500.  Last year his streak of finishing 28 races in a row came to an end when he ran out of gas on the last lap at the Chicagoland Speedway.
ANSWER: Scott Ronald Dixon 

  

9. He famously said, “When you get in a fight with a drunk you don’t punch him with your pitching hand.”  For ten points each…: 

[10] Identify this fictional catcher played by Kevin Costner. 

ANSWER: “Crash” Davis (accept either) 

[10] Crash appears in this 1988 film where he plays Class A ball in a namesake North Carolina city.  He also chases Annie Savoy, played by Susan Sarandon. 

ANSWER: Bull Durham 

[10] Crash Davis is sent down to mentor this young loose cannon, both in arm and demeanor.  Played by Tim Robbins, this character draws inspiration from the real life Steve Dalkowski.

ANSWER: Ebby Nuke Laloosh (accept either) 

  

10. Identify these songs with title characters doing bad things, FTPE. 

[10] In this Fiona Apple song from Tidal, the singer declares that she’s “been a bad, bad girl/[She’s] been careless with a delicate man.” 

ANSWER: “Criminal” 

[10] This Color Me Badd song immediately asks the listener to “Come inside, take off your coat,” then in the chorus implores the titular action and the desire to “make love until we drop.” 

ANSWER: “I Wanna Sex You Up” 

[10] Wal-Mart refused to carry versions of Nirvana's In Utero containing this song about the karma of a violent pervert.  Kurt Cobain said he wanted to change the title action to “Sexually Assault”, and a video for this song was going to be shot in a women's prison.

ANSWER: “Rape Me” 

  

11. Sergio Leone is best known for directing three spaghetti westerns known as the Dollars Trilogy.  FTPE: 

[10] Instead of using a fully Italian cast, Leone gave the starring role to this American actor who went on to have his day made in Dirty Harry.  He also directed Million Dollar Baby.

ANSWER: Clinton "Clint" Eastwood 

[10] Eastwood appears as this poncho wearing outlaw also known as Blondie in Dollars Trilogy. 

ANSWER: The Man With No Name 

[10] In For a Few Dollars More, The Man With No Name and Douglas Mortimer are pursuing this criminal played by Gian Maria Volonte.  We learn that this dude raped Mortimer's sister in a flashback.
ANSWER: El Indio
 
12. Answer some questions about these TV characters who help mend up the violent acts of others, TV doctors, FTPE.
