Round 12 – Presidents
Packet by Jonathan Magin et al.

Theme: All of the questions in this packet will relate to Presidents of the United States in some fashion.
TOSSUPS:

1) This actor played a stock-car driver Ken Boyd alongside Henry Winkler in 1977's Heroes and also served as the executive producer of K-19: The Widowmaker.  His early roles included Tommy Lillard, a gunslinger who guides a rabbi played by Gene Wilder through the Wild West in The Frisco Kid, and Martin Stett, the villain of The Conversation. He helps brief Benjamin Willard about Kurtz as Colonel Lucas in Apocalypse Now, and starred as Dr. Norman Spencer in What Lies Beneath.  He plays a pilot who gets stranded on a tropical island with Anne Heche in Six Days, Seven Nights and this actor played Bob Falfa, who wears a cowboy hat and likes to drag race, in American Graffiti. In another movie, he battles a group of Russian terrorists as President James Marshall, and notably yells "get off my plane!" FTP, name this star of Air Force One, who also starred as Han Solo and Indiana Jones.

ANSWER: Harrison Ford
2) Some of his incomprehensibly-titled solo albums include Hey Man, Smell My Finger and Some of My Best Jokes Are Friends, while some of his recent guest spots have included People Under the Stairs' "The Doctor and the Kidd" and Wu Tang's "Wolves." With his most famous group, he asked "how else can you capture a boogie if you don't attack from the back?" and "They still call it the White House, but that's a temporary condition," in "Theme From the Black Hole" and "Chocolate City."  His primary avatar notes, "They say the bigger the headache, the bigger the pill; well, baby, call me the Big Pill" and arrives to splank the world with a Bop Gun with Star Child on the Mothership.  For 10 points, name this man who brought together Bernie Worrell, Bootsy Collins, and others into Parliament-Funkadelic.
ANSWER: George Clinton
 

3) This man currently trains athletes at the FAST program, which he partly owns. As a player, his main superstition was attempting to catch a fifty yard pass behind his back in warmups, and in college, he was ruled ineligible after signing with agent Norby Waters before his senior season at Ohio State. The 1999 NFL Man of the Year, this receiver was drafted by the Eagles in the fourth round of the 1987 supplementary draft, only to be waived in 1990 because of his addiction to cocaine. In 1994, he set a then-season record with 122 receptions after his team acquired Warren Moon, and he is still the only receiver to catch 120 passes in a season twice. Currently, his 130 career receiving touchdowns and 1,101 career receptions are second all-time to Jerry Rice. FTP, name this wide receiver who teamed with Randy Moss during the 1990s while playing for the Minnesota Vikings.

ANSWER: Cris Carter
4) The arcade version of this game, which features an isometric three quarters perspective, involves stopping the boss's plan of using an extraterrestrial laser to destroy the world.  That version takes up to three players--all as differently dressed version of the protagonist who occasionally become robots--through levels like The Graveyard and the Evil Fortress, helped by the use of "dance magic" against gyrating robot enemies.  In the console version of this game, after the protagonist rescues everyone in the level a chimpanzee appears on his shoulder to guide him towards the boss.  Its protagonist, who cameoed in the Space Channel 5 games by the same developer, was fighting against Mr. Big and had to rescue children that all looked like Katie from its film inspiration.  Containing synthesized versions of "Another Part of Me" and "Smooth Criminal", FTP, identify this Sega game starring a certain pop star, based on his movie and backwards walking dance step.

ANSWER: Michael Jackson's Moonwalker (prompt on partial answer)

 

5) Its central character was created after editors rejected a gigantic nose and a hippopotamus, and Gawker noticed that its depiction of a TV executive in 2005 featured disturbing similarities with anti-Semitic Nazi propaganda. Its minor characters include Vietnamese immigrant Dave Quat, education expert Dr. Dilton Twinkley, and Congressman Pinkford Veneer. It slandered Jon Stewart by asserting that he had sleepovers with drunk, underage boys after America: The Book contained a parody of it ending with the title character saying "Oops! I forgot to tell a joke!" The title character is hired at WFDR-TV by Mr. Noseworthy for being an "Amphibious-American," and consistently deplores political correctness while espousing Republican causes. Drawn by Bruce Tinsley, FTP, name this comic strip starring a duck named for the president who brokered the Compromise of 1850.
ANSWER: Mallard Fillmore
 

6) "According to Wikipedia", a 2007 episode of this show titled "Strangers on a Train" possibly parodies Snakes on a Plane. In one episode of this show, a character believes that he has cursed the hometown Grebes, but is corrected of this delusion after meeting characters voiced by Edgar Renteria, Mike Timlin, and Johnny Damon. In another episode, Frank Gehry helps the title character build a treehouse. Set in Elwood City, it features annoying characters like Tommy and Timmy Tibble, as well as Mr. Ratburn, Binky Barnes, and Nadine, the imaginary friend of the protagonist's sister D.W. In 2005, Margaret Spellings demanded that this show return federal funding for a segment where a lesbian couple in Vermont was visited by Buster Baxter. FTP, name this PBS show focusing on the title anthropomorphic aardvark.
ANSWER: Arthur
 

7) The original version of this script was set in Queens and had the protagonist desiring to travel to Sydney, Australia, while the final version of the script involved the protagonist unsuccessfully attempting to go to Fiji.  The protagonist's friend complains that his biggest decision of the day is "whether the Almond Joys look better next to the Snickers", as he stocks vending machines for a living, a discussion had while hitting golf balls off the unfinished Sea Haven Causeway.  The protagonist's father, Kirk, causes trouble when he returns after an apparent drowning. Holland Taylor plays actress Alanis Montclair in this film, whose insurance salesman protagonist's wife apparently makes ten thousand dollars every time she sleeps with him, all the while hawking products like an Elk Rotaries lawnmower.  Sylvia attempts to inform the protagonist that Ed Harris's character Christof is behind everything in this film.  FTP, identify this film starring Jim Carrey as one Mr. Burbank, a man unaware he's in a reality show.

ANSWER: The Truman Show
 

8) One member of this band appears as a sketchy man with extensive pharmaceutical knowledge who tells Jason Statham about the ephedrine in nasal spray in Crank.  Their early evolution was overseen by Jeff Blue of Zomba, who recruited a frontman from Grey Daze.  Side projects that delayed their third album include Dead By Sunrise and a group responsible for The Rising Tied, Fort Minor.  One video by this band was created with anime studio 4ºC and rewinds from a suicide, while a more recent one uses a similar reverse-narrative to depict a bar fight.  They are also responsible for the second EP to ever hit number 1 on the Billboard 200, producing Collision Course, which contains the memorable "Encore" collaboration with Jay-Z.  Known for the Projekt Revolution Tour, this band's most recent singles are "Shadow of the Day," "Bleed it Out," and "What I've Done," all from Minutes to Midnight.  Including turnablist M. Hahn, Mike Shinoda, and Chester Bennington, FTP, identify this group who first gained fame for "Breaking the Habit," "Numb," and "In the End." 

ANSWER: Linkin Park
9) According to The Smoking Gun, in 2006 this player filed for a rebate to regain child support he paid to Laurel Roszell. On screen, this pitcher defeated the Twins during the final game of Little Big League. For some reason, this pitcher nicknamed his slider "Mr. Snappy," and he combined with Chuck Finley to throw a no-hitter in Tokyo in 1990. The Montreal Expos traded him away for Mark Langston, and this first left-handed pitcher to strike out Wade Boggs three times in one game threw a fastball over the head of John Kruk during the 1993 All-Star Game. He earned his nickname after colliding with Tim Raines in 1988, and was traded to the Astros for John Halama, Carlos Guillen, and Freddy Garcia in 1998. More recently, he killed a dove with a fastball, became the fourth pitcher to record four thousand strikeouts in 2004, and was named co-MVP of the 2001 World Series along with Curt Schilling. Nicknamed "The Big Unit," FTP, identify this 6' 10" pitcher for the Arizona Diamondbacks.
ANSWER: Randy Johnson [accept the Big Unit before mentioned]

 

10) The Internet tells us that the improbably-named Buck McDancer played this role in Hot Shots, Part Deux. Frank Langella will reprise his role as this man in a Ron Howard-directed film of a 2007 Peter Morgan play about him, and in 2004, Sean Penn played the man who tried to assassinate him.  A mask of this man was worn by Patrick Swayze's character in Point Break, who was played in 1999 by Dan Hedaya in a film where he hires the ditsy Betsy and Arlene as his dog walkers in a failed effort to keep them from leaking secrets.  In another film, he hypothesizes that "The Beast" is responsible for the death of JFK and his own downfall.  For 10 points, name this title character of All the President's Men, who was played by Anthony Hopkins in a 1995 Oliver Stone film.

ANSWER: Richard Milhouse Nixon
11) On YouTube, a video set to "Highway to Hell" features a man throwing a bowling ball into the "glory hole" of this place. In Barbara Kingsolver's novel Pigs in Heaven, Turtle sees a man fall into this location, which titles a song featuring the lyrics "I'm on the centerline / Right between two states of mind" that appears on the album Copper Blue. Alfred Hitchcock's Saboteur features a plot to blow up this site, which is toppled by an earthquake during the original movie version of Superman. Clark Griswold climbs the full length of this structure in National Lampoon's Vegas Vacation, and in Civilization III, building this acts as a Hydro Plant in every city. Sector 7's secret base is located inside this structure in the 2007 movie Transformers. FTP, name this structure located on the Colorado River, named for a president who defeated Al Smith in the election of 1928.
ANSWER: Hoover Dam
 

12) This album's liner notes describe a man named Frank who punches a through a plate-glass window in order to heal three visiting kings. One song on this album warns "Stay free from petty jealousies, / Live by no man's code," while the singer of another wakes up after imagining that he helped kill the author of the City of God. In addition to "I Am a Lonesome Hobo" and "I Dreamed I Saw St. Augustine," this album includes a song which ends "don't go mistaking Paradise / for that home across the road," "The Ballad of Frankie Lee and Judas Priest," as well as an acoustic version of "All Along the Watchtower." Its title track describes a "friend to the poor" who "trav'led with a gun in ev'ry hand," and it was recorded in Nashville after its singer's motorcycle accident. FTP, name this followup to Blonde on Blonde, a 1967 album by Bob Dylan.
ANSWER: John Wesley Harding
 

13) In the second movie he appears in, this character complains that the promo for his film didn't "show the real dramatic parts, like when they kill my boa constrictor and I vow revenge." In the original movie, this character advises a co-worker reading Moby Dick to tail a woman home from the library, and buys one hundred pairs of black gloves, which he gradually nails to his wall. Lou Brown tells this character "you hit like shit" after he first introduces himself, and he appears in an American Express commercial wearing a tuxedo while sliding into home plate. Later, he scores on a bunt single by Jake Taylor to give his team a one-run victory over the Yankees. Played by Wesley Snipes, FTP, name this extremely fast player for the Indians in Major League.
ANSWER: Willie Mays Hayes
14) This character's great uncle Chet died "sometime between the Tonight Show and the Today Show", while his brother Broderick is a surgeon who specializes in liposuction.  On a sound stage, one character was asked by "current temporary Fox President Kevin Riley" to introduce him and he will soon be living next to a redneck and a family of bears.  His neighbor once placed him inside of a Plinko chip.  He will be reuniting with his long lost lover Donna in a new series he is starring in starting this fall.  In one flashback it is revealed that he used to be an auctioneer before suffering a bump to his head, and his hyper son of the same name is sort of adopted by his neighbor because that son is good at golf.  The owner of a namesake Deli in Quahog,  FTP, identify this Family Guy character who got divorced from his wife Loretta following Quagmire's affair with her.
ANSWER: Cleveland Brown

 

15) This man recounted experimenting with LSD in his 1975 book Maverick, and was was nicknamed "The Mop" while playing college basketball for the University of North Dakota. He coached the Albany Patroons to the 1984 CBA title, and caused controversy when he alternated images of Kings coach Rick Adelman and Adolf Hitler to motivate his team in 2000. His first NBA success came with the triangle offense developed by his assistant Tex Winter, and his studies of the Lakota Sioux inspired him to lead his team in Native American chants. He replaced Doug Collins to get his first NBA head coaching opportunity, and motivated his players by assigning To Kill a Mockingbird to Horace Grant and Ecce Homo to Shaquille O'Neal. Known for his interest in Zen Buddhism, FTP, name this coach who won three titles with the Lakers and six with the Bulls, who shares his surname with the victorious commander of the Battle of New Orleans.

ANSWER: Phil Jackson
16) In a Nothing Nice to Say comic, Ian MacKaye is asked to "act as a spokesman for an evil conglomerate who represent the opposite of everything you stand for" by advertising these.  The company that make them are apparently also considering bringing out a similar product with a Hunter S. Thompson license, while imitation ones of these can be purchased from the Blackspot Anticorporation.  They can be traded online through a namesake Connection website, and Dean Smith provided a forward to a biography about the man most associated with this product.  Now that they're manufactured in China, their quality has been reduced to a 1-ply textile, although they still retain the distinctive blue star logo on their side.  FTP, identify these types of shoes that gained popularity following their adoption by a namesake basketball player and salesperson.

ANSWER: Chuck Taylors (or Chuck Taylor All Stars)

 

17) This is the name of an Australian pop duo who recorded "Don't Call Me Baby," as well as dance club that calls itself the "hottest entertainment complex in Wisconsin." The most famous area of this name includes the Surrey and Carlyle hotels and the "Carnegie Hill" neighborhood, just south of the Harlem River.  It includes both the anchor store of Barney's as well as the Whitney Museum, which are found at its intersections with 60th and 75th Streets. Originating at a square that once housed "the world's most famous arena," it is located between Park and Fifth Avenues on the East Side of Manhattan.  FTP, name this street associated with the shopping and advertising industries.
ANSWER: Madison Avenue
18) One of their songs, describing a man who "drank 16 beers" and "started up a fight" was used in a rape scene in the movie Grindhouse, while another song by this band describes how "Zen fascists will control you" and Jerry Brown’s desire to become president. Their cover of a David Allen Coe song about a bitter employee is often used on radio call-in stations by people who wish to quit their job.  Sometimes their songs were presented from the opposite political view, such as one song which advocated using the neutron bomb against the titular group, “Kill the Poor”.  They faced obscenity charges with 1985's Frankenchrist, while other albums included Plastic Surgery Disasters.  FTP, name this punk band, originally including Jello Biafra and East Bay Ray that had such songs as “Holiday in Cambodia” and “California Uber Alles”. 

ANSWER: Dead Kennedys
 

19) After making a pilgrimage to visit his Mende roots, this man founded the Gondobay Manga Foundation, vaulting him to popularity and earning him a gig as host of the 16th Pan-African Film Festival.  One of this actor's characters is introduced after bing told to "stop robbing the vending machine" and partner with Steven Segal in Exit Wounds, while another is ultimately shot by Aaliyah after scheming to take over the O'Day crime syndicate from Delroy Lindo in Romeo Must Die.  He teamed with Harry J. Lennix to portray a gay couple enduring a separation against the backdrop of the Million Man March in Spike Lee's Get on the Bus, and later re-united those themes when he declared that his identity as a "strong," "deep-voiced" black man was the reason the character of Preston Burke was written off, and that it had nothing to do with a fight with Patrick Dempsey and subsequent humiliating Golden Globes appearance.  FTP, identify this black actor who admitted, then denied, then admitted, then denied using a derogatory slur towards T.R. Knight's sexuality on the set of Grey's Anatomy.
ANSWER: Isaiah Washington
 

20) This man is encountered (and pictured on the cover) during a footrace in the fourth issue of the Rocky and Bullwinkle comic book series.  Fittingly, this man was the first man to leave a certain group which was empowered by a hurricane-powered dose of radiation at a celebrity gulf tournament.  Questionably-titled films this man has appeared in include She's Working Her Way Through College, Girls on Probation, and The Amazing Dr. Clitterhouse, and he more famously appeared in Brother Rat with future wife Jane Wyman.  NOFX often pairs a song they wrote waxing nostalgic about his type of punk into a live medley called "[he] Sucks My Mom."  His portrayal of a man who oversaw the Four Horsemen as well as a noted sufferer of a fatal case of strep throat led to a phrase commonly associated with him.  FTP, identify this actor and star of Knute Rockne, All American who adopted "Win one for the Gipper" as a campaign slogan and also was President a lot during the 1980s or something.
ANSWER: Ronald Reagan
 

21) Michael Mann was originally slated to direct this film, but he ended up filming Miami Vice instead, and Jonathan Mostow, who had worked with its star in a movie also starring Kevin James as Albert Brennaman, would also drop out of directing it.  This project began in 1996 with a story written by Vincent Ngo titled Tonight, He Comes, and was finally produced under director Peter Berg.  On its website, you can get the protagonist "off his butt" to play the Crisis City flash game.  In the film, the protagonist's life is marginally changed after he rescues Jason Bateman's character Ray, although the protagonist goes on to cheat on that character's wife, Mary Embrey.   Best Buy crossover advertisements for this film see a family's boat capsizing after the protagonist throws a beached whale at it.  FTP, identify this upcoming film about a troubled superhero starring Will Smith. 

ANSWER: Hancock (prompt on "John Hancock"; prompt on "Tonight He Comes" before mentioned.  For those of you wondering, John Hancock was President of Congress under the Articles of Confederation)

 

22) In The Sunshine Boys, Willy Clark claims this man is funny, even though his name lacks a "k," because he's "black."  He played Harvey Ross in the second-awfulest roller-disco movie ever, Skatetown USA, and Coach Jock Delaney of the Pittsburgh Pisces in The Fish That Saved Pittsburgh. He also popularized a greeting consisting of handslaps, elbow bumps and hip bumps and created a character, Reverend Leroy, who gave sermons from his Church of What’s Happening Now. Another one of his characters uttered the catchphrases "The devil made me do it" and ”What you see is what you get,” Geraldine Jones.  FTP, name this comedian born with the first name Clerow who appeared often on Laugh-In and hosted an eponymous variety show during the 1970s.
ANSWER: Flip Wilson (or Clerow Wilson, Jr.)

BONUSES:


1) He sings "Yours Yours Yours" in a duet with his wife, urging her to send him saltpeter.  For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this character, who is epithetically referred to as "obnoxious and disliked."

ANSWER: John Adams
[10] Adams appears with various other Founding Fathers in this Peter Stone-Sherman Edwards musical, which shares its name with a 2005 David McCullough book focusing on the early campaigns of George Washington in the Revolutionary War. 

ANSWER: 1776 

[10] Adams was originated on Broadway and on film by this man, best-known for playing Mr. Feeny on "Boy Meets World."

ANSWER: William Daniels
 

2) The President has been kidnapped by ninjas.  Are you a bad enough dude to rescue the President?  FTPE:
[10] The abomination that was Bad Dudes vs. Dragon Ninja was developed by this company, also behind the Joe and Mac franchise.
ANSWER: Data East Corporation (prompt on "DECO")
[10] Bad Dudes was referenced in the "Chariots and Dogs" episode of Season Two of this adventure game when one of the main characters is asked by Flint Paper is he's "a bad enough president to rescue the dude".  Telltale Games develops this series, based on a Steve Purcell comic.
ANSWER: Sam & Max
[10] Naturally, the reward for beating Bad Dudes is having a burger with Ronnie Reagan, possibly prepared by this chef from the earlier Data East game, Burgertime.  His surname derives from some plants in the capsicum genus.
ANSWER: Peter Pepper (accept either underlined answer)

 

3) In 2007, this NFL team went 8-8 in 2007 under new coach Ken Whisenhunt. FTPE: 

[10] Name this team whose receivers include Steve Breaston, Larry Fitzgerald, and Anquan Boldin.

ANSWER: Arizona Cardinals
[10] This Arizona kicker, who struck a cameraman with his helmet after an overtime loss to the 49ers, set an NFL record in 2005 with 40 made field goals.

ANSWER: Neil Rackers
[10] Arizona's defense is led by this Pro Bowl safety drafted out of North Carolina State in 2001, who set the season record with most sacks by a safety in 2005 with 8.

ANSWER: Adrian Wilson
 

4) In it, the title figure is described as being "austere, severe" and he "held few people dear".  FTPE:

[10] Identify this song about a man who "built an independent treasury", which appeared on the 1996 album, Factory Showroom.

ANSWER: "James K. Polk"

[10] "James K. Polk" is one of the more well known songs from this band, whose founders John Flansburgh and John Linnell have also recorded a popular cover of "Istanbul (Not Constantinople)" for their 1990 album, Flood.

ANSWER: They Might Be Giants
[10] This other They Might Be Giants song appeared on the album Lincoln.  The title figure's name came from the New York City phonebook, although the song implies she's a person on the other side of the world.

ANSWER: "Ana Ng"

 

5) In one of his many lives he names his son Roosevelt which starts the Spoor family line, FTPE.

[10] Identify this recently canceled Fox series about the titular John who has been immortal since 1642, at least until he finds his true love.

ANSWER: New Amsterdam
[10] Beginning around 1850, John begins taking almost-yearly pictures of this New York City landmark. 

ANSWER: Times Square
[10] Susan Misner, who played Sergeant Burnett in New Amsterdam, appeared as Gretchen Martin in three episodes of this 2007 ESPN mini-series about the 1977 World Series, the Yankees, and their city. 

ANSWER: The Bronx Is Burning
 

6) He briefly appeared as Casey Kelso on That 70's Show and starred in My Super Ex-Girlfriend, FTPE: 

[10] As well as a leading role in Home Fries, this actor played a doctor in Rushmore and often stars alongside his brother who has a crooked nose. 

ANSWER: Luke Wilson
[10] Wilson starred as Emmet opposite Reese Witherspoon in this 2001 movie about a California girl going to Harvard Law School. 

ANSWER: Legally Blonde 

[10] Although the closest they came to all appearing in one movie was Anchorman, members of this group named in honor of the movie Old School and a Frank Sinatra group repeatedly show up in each other movies; it includes Luke and Owen Wilson, Ben Stiller, Jack Black, Will Ferrell, Vince Vaughn and Steve Carell. 

ANSWER: Frat Pack 

 

7) Name these athletes who share their surname with Mr. Watergate, FTPE: 

[10] This right-fielder only played 48 games for the Red Sox in their championship year, but hit a crucial two-run double in the World Series that sewed up the title.  He currently plays for the Mets, and shares a nickname with David Copperfield.

ANSWER: Christopher "Trot" Nixon (accept either) 

[10] This cokehead center-fielder shares the single-game stolen-base record, with six.  He blew the Braves' last chance to win the 1992 World Series by failing to bunt for a hit.

ANSWER: Otis Nixon 

[10] This writer's uncle claims Magic Johnson was no better than this guard with whom he shared the backcourt in the early 1980s with the Lakers.  He was traded to the Clippers after causing a game from the 1982 to be partly replayed after he faked a free throw.
ANSWER: Norman Nixon


8) He is notable for creating a version of hearts which relies on a scoring system using complex numbers, which is itself notable for not even being close to the worst idea he's had.  FTPE:
[10] Identify this man who appeased those too lazy to find actual people to play card-based games against with his recent Spectromancer computer game and created the awful Dilbert game Corporate Shuffle, as well as a whole ton of other games which defined the collectible card game genre.
ANSWER: Richard Garfield
[10] Garfield's most famous creation is this ubiquitous card game which you proceed by molestation-like "tapping" of your cards to kill your opponent and distract yourself from the fact that you just spent $50 on a piece of cardboard.  It is fittingly marketed by Wizards of the Coast.
ANSWER: Magic: The Gathering
[10] In the contemptible Garfield creation Filthy Rich, you vie to acquire objects such as a space shuttle or trophy wife, entities which are given this lable.  This term is also applied to substances like wine or incense in most installments of the Civilization series, which contrasts them with strategic goods.
ANSWER: Luxuries (or any word form)

 

9) Identify the following relating to presidential food preferences, FTPE.
[10] Bush I famously proclaimed that he hated this vegetable, and as president would not be eating it.  You usually receive it with General Tso's Chicken at Chinese restaurants.
ANSWER: Broccoli
[10] First lady Hilary Clinton was apparently fond of this Middle Eastern dish made primarily of eggplants, often used for dipping purposes.  In some places it's spiced with tahini, and it's often enjoyed with pita bread. 
ANSWER: Baba ghanoush (or baba ghanouj or patlıcan salatası or melitzanosalata or mutabal or salata de vinete or baigan bharta or olla)
[10] In the spoof of the final episode of "The Sopranos" the Clinton campaign put out, Hilary ordered carrot sticks rather than her husband's preference, these items.  Ann Althouse speculated it was because of their abstract connection to vaginas, and they're made by dipping the namesake vegetable into a bread-like batter and deep frying.
ANSWER: Onion Rings
 

10) His character claims to be named Peter Joshua, Adam Canfield, and both Dyle brothers in Charade.  FTPE 

[10] Name this man, who also starred in Only Angels Have Wings and The Awful Truth.

ANSWER: Jimi Mistry
11) His recent Broadway work has included playing Sir Robin in Spamalot and Lt. Cioffi in Curtains.  FTPE:

[10] Name this diminutive blond actor, who also played Theo van Horne on "The Powers That Be."

ANSWER: David Hyde Pierce
[10] Pierce is best-known as this psychologist and ex-husband of Maris on "Frasier."

ANSWER: Niles Crane

[10] Pierce refused credit for voicing Abe Sapien, a ichthyo-sapien in this film by Guillermo del Toro based on a Dark Horse Comics series with a big red guy in it. 

ANSWER: Hellboy
 

12) This band, principally comprised of "basitarist" Chris Ballew and "guitbassist" Jason Finn, reunited in 2004 to release the album, Love Everybody.  FTPE:
[10] Name this band behind the theme song for the Drew Carey Show, "Cleveland Rocks".
ANSWER: Presidents of the United States of America
[10] The Presidents of the United States of America found radio success with this novelty song, which the website Lunatic Zen Wanderings offered a hilarious Marxist interpretation for.  It beings "movin' to the country" and details how the singer is going to eat a lot of the title fruit.
ANSWER: Peaches
[10] The title figure in this other Presidents song bewilders the "passing piranhas" and and has mud flow up her pajamas.
ANSWER: Lump

ANSWER: San Diego Padres [accept either]

[10] San Diego's selection of Matt Bush in 2004 looks even worse in retrospect after the success of this pitcher, who was drafted number two out of Old Dominion by the Tigers.

ANSWER: Justin Verlander
14) Succeeding the post held by Don Cragen, she once killed a mentally retarded man trying to rob her at an ATM.  FTPE:

[10] Name this police lieutenant played by S. Epatha Merkerson on over 320 episodes of Law & Order. 

ANSWER:  Lt. Anita Van Buren (accept either underlined answer) 

[10] Anita Van Buren was the long time superior to Lenny Briscoe, played by this now deceased actor.  His other roles include voicing Lumiere in Beauty and the Beast. 

ANSWER: Jerome Bernard "Jerry" Orbach 

[10] After Lt. Van Buren, this District Attorney played by Sam Waterston is the second longest running character on the show. 

ANSWER: John James "Jack" McCoy (accept either underlined answer)

 

15) Identify the following about an English author, FTPE.
[10] This author is probably best known for this five book “trilogy” The Hitchhiker’s Guide to the Galaxy.
ANSWER: Douglas Noel Adams
[10] In addition to The Guide, Adams wrote two complete books about this detective who appeared in his namesake Holistic Detective Agency and The Long Dark Tea-Time of the Soul and who says his name has a “Scottish dagger feel”to it.
ANSWER: Dirk Gently (also accept and Svlad Cjelli or Dirk Cjelli)
[10] Potentially a nod to Adams' work on the earlier series, the 2007 "Doctor Who Christmas Special" included a vessel of this name, which, according to a namesake computer game, suffered "Spontaneous Massive Existence Failure" and crash landed on Earth during its maiden voyage.
ANSWER: Starship Titanic
 

16) Identify the following relating to African American presidents from the world of pop culture, FTPE.
[10] This N64 game by Rare contains a level on Air Force One where you meet with an unnamed black president.  It also features an alien named Elvis and an evil company called dataDyne in league with the Skedar aliens.
ANSWER: Perfect Dark
[10] In this author's Interface, Eleanor Richmond rises from the trailer park to the presidency after William Cozzano is assassinated.  Besides co-writing that with George Jewsbury, he's also written The Baroque Cycle.
ANSWER: Neal Town Stephenson
[10] The slogan of this 2003 comedy was "the only thing white is the house".  The protagonist, Mays Gilliam, is chosen to be a candidate after the planes of his party's presidential and vice presidential candidates run into each other, and he is helped out along the way by his brother Mitch, played by Bernie Mac.
ANSWER: Head of State
17) He won Rookie of the Year in 1968 while with the Baltimore Bullets before being traded to replace Dick Barnett in another team’s backcourt. For 10 points each: 

[10] Name this guard. 

ANSWER: Earl “The Pearl” Monroe 

[10] Monroe joined Walt Frazier as a starting guard of this team, helping them win their second NBA title in 1973. 

ANSWER: The New York Knickerbockers (accept either) 

[10] In 2006, this other player broke Monroe’s NBA record of 13 points in an overtime period; coincidentally, it also came in a Wizards-Lakers game. 

ANSWER: Gilbert Arenas
18) Identify the following about a fictional institution, FTPE.

[10] Dr. Temperance Brennan and her forensic anthropology team work at this place in Washington, D.C., which is analogous to the real-life Smithsonian Institution

ANSWER: The Jeffersonian Institute

[10] The Jeffersonian Institute appears on this show, which stars Emily Deschanel and David Boreanaz, which follows the collaboration on special cases between the FBI and anthropologists at the Jeffersonian.

ANSWER: Bones
[10] The psychiatrist that Bones and Booth visit, Dr. Lance Sweets, is played by John Francis Daly who may be best known for playing Sam Weir on this Judd Apatow produced show that only lasted one season, set at McKinley High School during the 1980s. 

ANSWER: Freaks and Geeks 

 

19) He had the misfortune to play Caesar in the hugely expensive mega-flop Cleopatra.  FTPE: 

[10] Name this actor who also played the original film Dr. Doolittle.

ANSWER: Rex Harrison
[10] Harrison is best known for this role, in which he turns Eliza Doolittle into a proper lady while "singing" numbers like "A Hymn to Him" and "I've Grown Accustomed to Her Face."

ANSWER: Henry Higgins (accept either underlined answer) 

[10] Perhaps the only role he played higher-ranking than Caesar, Harrison portrayed Pope Julius II in this Carol Reed film starring Charlton Heston, based on an Irving Stone book. 

ANSWER: The Agony and the Ecstasy
 

20) He played villainous Lionel Twain in Murder By Death. FTPE:
[10] Name this flamboyantly gay author of "A Christmas Memory."
ANSWER: Truman Capote
[10] Capote was played by this versatile actor in Capote.  Other Lester Bangs in Almost Famous, Gust in Charlie Wilson's War, and basically every other supporting role in every movie you've seen from the last ten years.
ANSWER: Phillip Seymour Hoffman
[10] This nearly-identically-plotted film had the bad luck to come out just after Capote.  Toby Jones played Truman, with Sigourney Weaver co-starring.
ANSWER: Infamous 

 

21) Identify the following relating to some Nintendo of America employees, FTPE.  If you need an easier clue, you will only receive five points.
[10] He left Nintendo of America as a VP of Marketing and Corporate Communication once they moved from Seattle to San Francisco last year.  He let it be known that the Game Boy name was probably finished and refuted a Gamestop claim that Nintendo was intentionally not delivering enough Wiis.
[5] He shares his name with a man who wrote the song "While My Guitar Gently Weeps" while with The Beatles.
ANSWER: George Harrison
[10] He became chief of Nintendo of America in 1994, and was shares a first name with a character teamed up with Nester in Nintendo Power comics, although he did not create that character.  He helped win Nintendo's lawsuit against Universal over the Donkey Kong name.
