Tossups

1. <Kandlikar> 
In one scene, this character sells refreshments like "Larks' tongues, Wrens' livers, [and] chaffinch brains" and earlier has a conversation with an ex-leper from whom he learns about the miraculous abilities of a certain figure. In another scene, a seargent finds a spoon but cannot find this character in Matthias's house. He then falls off the window, and starts preaching out of necessity about hypothetical lilies and birds, though earlier, he is rescued by an errant spaceship after falling off a tower while being chased by Roman guards. For 10 points, identify this member of the People's Front of Judaea, a character whose life parallels that of Jesus Christ in a titular Monty Python movie. 
ANSWER: Brian Cohen or Brian of Nazareth or Brian that is called Brian (if anyone says “Bwyan” [BWAH-yan] praise him/her for that answer and treat him/her to a cookie if you can) 

2. <Walton>
Their debut album on the Warner Bros. Records featured such songs as "Halloween on the Barbary Coast" and "The Magician vs. The Headache." The singer of one of their songs has "heard about a place where they enlarge your space" and wants to go to the "Brainville" to "overcome [his] inexperience." Their first hit single is about a guy who blows his nose with a magazine and a girl who "likes her hair to be real orange".  FTP, what is this band led by Wayne Coyne behind "She Don't Use Jelly," which is best known for albums such as The Soft Bulletin and Yoshimi Battles the Pink Robots?
ANSWER: The Flaming Lips

3. <Hart>
A Hall of Fame catcher and outfielder who went by this nickname once substituted himself into the game mid at-bat to catch a pop fly, leading to a rules change; his real name was Mike Kelly.  The NBA franchise by this nickname once got into hot water for playing a video depicting garbage and torched cars while the Detroit Pistons were being introduced.  A series of commercials featuring a character by this name shows him being represented by Drew Rosenhaus, receiving a lateral from Randy Moss, and doing the Lambeau Leap.  For 10 points, name this royal nickname of LeBron James that also names a BK mascot superimposed over NFL highlights.
ANSWER: Kings [accept "The King" or "King James"]

4. <Kandlikar>
This company pioneered the technology which uses lasers from the optical drive to etch labels onto DVDs, known as LightScribe, and the technology it developed that allows laptop users to play media without booting to Windows is known as QuickPlay. It made a foray into the gaming market with the purchase of Voodoo Computers in 2002, though in February 2005, this company's CEO was fired due to poor performance after a controversial 2002 acquition of Compaq. FTP, identify this corporation which was once synonymous with printers, and sells the Pavillion line of personal computers.
ANSWER: HP or Hewlett Packard Company

5. <Roper>

The Diamonddust Rebellion was the subtitle of a movie based on this series, and that movie sees the return Kusaka Sojiro. One main character in this show is driven by her guilt of killing Kaien Shiba, and that character is to be executed by the Sokyoku. This show sees the apparent death of Sosuke Aizen, and groups in this show include the Vizards, the Arrancar, and the Quincy, of whose ranks include another main character, Uriyu Ishida. For ten points, name this show, whose main protagonists include Rukia Kuchiki and Ichigo Kurosaki, whose plot revolves around shinigami, or “soul reapers”, an anime on Adult Swim. 

ANSWER: Bleach [for more info, see the "bleach" page on the quiz bowl wiki] 

6. <Kandlikar>
Session musicians who played for this label included Earl van Dyke, Benny Benjamin, and James Jamerson, and they were known as The Funk Brothers. It relocated to Los Angeles in 1972, 5 years after the Holland brothers and Dozier quit from songwriting. Founded by Barry Gordy, songs released on this label include several 1960s hits such as “My Girl,” “What's Goin' On?,” and “Shop Around.” FTP, identify this record label originally based in Detroit that is associated with The Temptations, Marvin Gaye, and Smokey Robinson.
ANSWER: Motown Records or Tamala Records or Tamala-Motown

7. <Kandlikar>
This work was adapted for the stage by Dale Wasserman in 1963, and featured Kirk Douglas as the protagonist. Towards its end, Billy Bibbit commits suicide after he is discovered sleeping with the protagonist's girlfriend Candy. Chief Bromden suffocates the protagonist after the latter undergoes a lobotomy, and escapes by breaking a window. It won the 1975 Best Actor Oscar for a young Jack Nicholson. Written by Ken Kesey, FTP, identify this work in which Randle McMurphy tries to confront Nurse Ratched's rigid control of a mental institution.
ANSWER: One Flew Over the Cuckoo's Nest

8. <Carson> 

Late in this game, the characters' occasional encounters with UFOs can lead to meeting the elusive PuPu on Aulcauld Plains, while the creature of Obel Lake and his friend Mr. Monkey cryptically guide the party to other rewards. Other sidequests include collecting magazines such as Pet Pals and Combat King, which unlock abilities for two of the main characters. Ellone causes the party to experience flashbacks, in which the player controls the party of Ward, Kiros, and Laguna, who is the protagonist's father. The main story follows the SeeDs of Balamb Garden, who end up fighting the sorceresses Edea and Ultimecia. Featuring Triple Triad, Guardian Forces, and the Junction system, FTP name this Squaresoft RPG starring, among others, Rinoa Heartilly and Squall Leonhart. 

ANSWER: Final Fantasy VIII or Fainaru Fantaji Eito 


9. <Hart>
This player led the NBA in turnovers in 2006-07, and he is the youngest player to reach 3000 rebounds in NBA history.  His 17 for 21 shooting at the All Star game gives him the highest field goal percentage of all time in that game, and he once placed a grinning likeness of himself and a passage from Philippians on a backboard.  Selected before UConn star Emeka Okafor straight outta high school, he lobbied the NBA to set the hoop to 12 feet during the slam dunk contest, but settled for a wearing a Superman cape during a dunk.  For 10 points, name this star center of the Orlando Magic.
ANSWER: Dwight Howard

10. <Spencer>
In the 1993 computer game Day of the Tentacle, you travel back in time to transform some kumquats for this man.  His name titles a 2000 movie about kids in a small southern town starring Candace Evanofski, while he has been played in film by Patrick O'Neil and Terry Layman.  On the internet, he is known for patrolling the land on a horse made of crystal, holding an opponent's wife's hand in a jar of acid at a party, and inexplicably killing his sensei in a duel.  For 10 points, name this historical figure who has a brain for a heart and didn't save British children in an animated video by Cox + Combes and Brad Neely.
ANSWER: George Washington 


11. <Daub/Carson> 

One of this comic’s recurring characters has been shown obtaining a house made of pancakes and stabbing a man with a carrot, actions which blogger John Solomon derided as “’randomness’ so forced it’s painful.”  An early strip depicts this comic’s protagonist skipping a date to watch an Escaflowne marathon; that protagonist later falls for his neighbor after she defeats him at Soul Calibur.  Its artist has depicted himself ranting about blowout haircuts and Jack Thompson, while recent storylines have focused on the Everquest II addiction impending marriage of the protagonist.  FTP, name this Tim Buckley webcomic starring Lilah, Lucas, and Ethan, named after a three-key combination.
ANSWER: Ctrl-Alt-Del or Control Alt Delete (prompt on "CAD") 
12. <Daub/Davis>
It took its name from a 1968 George Harrison album, and the CD release of its single featured its writer playing a live version of “I Am the Walrus.”  Charlie Pace was seen playing it as a street performer in a season three episode of Lost, while a 2005 mashup of it by Party Ben emphasized the similarities in chord structure between it and Green Day’s “Boulevard of Broken Dreams.”  It talks about roads that are winding and lights that blinding, and opens with "Today is gonna be the day that they're gonna throw it back to you." FTP, name this single off (What’s the Story) Morning Glory?, a hit for Oasis that says "and after all, you're my" title object.
ANSWER: "Wonderwall"

13. <Walton>
This man's first major league hit came off of Dennis Lamp, while his 3,000th came off Hector Carrasco.  This man faced off against Wade Boggs, playing all 33 innings at third base in the longest minor league baseball game in history.  He earned his second All Star Game MVP in his final season, 2001, when Chan Ho Park served him up a third-inning meatball that he walloped for a solo home run.  He was the American League Rookie of the Year in 1982, and the AL MVP the following year when he led his team to the World Championship.  FTP, name this "Iron Man" infielder for the Baltimore Orioles who holds the all-time mark for consecutive games played.
ANSWER: Calvin Edwin (Cal) Ripken, Jr.

14. <Kandlikar>
Along with Zoe Cassavetes, she hosted the short-lived TV show Hi-Octane, and she also appeared as a gymnast in the music video for the Chemical Brothers' "Elektrobank." She was nominated for the 1999 Razzie for Worst Supporting Actress in The Phantom Menace, and won the 1990 Razzie for Worst New Star for her role as Mary Corleone, but she has had more success directing films like The Virgin Suicides and Marie Antoinette. FTP, identify this director best know for Lost in Translation, the daughter of a certain Francis Ford.
ANSWER: Sofia Coppola (accept "Coppola" until "Francis Ford;" prompt thereafter)

15. <O'Donnell/Davis>
Its music video shows various pets bobbing their heads to the beat while the singers make home improvements.  The title figure "need to get a piece of the American pie and take her bite out," but instead has “them boys come from her neighborhood” to fight the singer in the studio.  One singer claims that "forever never seems too long until you've grown" and promises to be present "on the first day of school, and graduation” while the other tries to convince the title figure that her “grandchild is a baby, not a paycheck.” All this happens as Andre 3000 repeatedly claims that he is “fo' real” and “never meant to make your daughter cry.” FTP, name this Outkast song about an ex-girlfriend's mother.
Answer: "Ms. Jackson" (accept "Mrs. Jackson")

16. <Davis>
Mark Hamill and Lewis Black are among the voice actors who have had minor roles on this show, as Ricochet Rabbit and Elliott the Deadly Duplicator respectively.  The title character is voiced by the actor who portrayed Bill Lumbergh in Office Space, Gary Cole, while Stephen Colbert voices the title character’s boss, Phil Ken Sebben, and chief opponent, Myron Reducto, as well as Hiram Mightor, who along with Mentok the Mindtaker is one of the two main judges on this show.  FTP, name this Adult Swim comedy that features classic Hanna-Barbera characters in courtroom situations and whose title character is a lawyer.
ANSWER: Harvey Birdman, Attorney at Law 

17. <Kandlikar>
The movie by this name features a scene where a character sees Uncle Sam pop out of a poster on the wall after his attempts to avoid the draft are rejected because he isn't flatfooted. It also names a song which was transmitted towards the star Polaris in February 2008 and prominently features the phrase "Jai Gurudeva." For 10 points, identify this name shared by a 2007 movie directed by Julie Taymor featuring Lucy Garrigan who falls in love with Liverpool native Jude, and a Beatles Song which claims "Nothing's going to change my world."
ANSWER: Across the Universe
18. <Walton>
Joe Nash blocked eight field goals for this team, while its single-season rookie passing record belongs to Rick Mirer.  They are the only franchise to switch conferences twice in the post-merger era, having started in the NFC, moving to the AFC West after one season, then moved back to the NFC West in 2002.  In 2005, they appeared in their only Super Bowl, and in 2008, they were eliminated from the playoffs despite taking a 14-0 lead on Bobby Engram's touchdown catch, falling to the Packers 42-20.  For 10 points, name this team led by Matt Hasselbeck and Shaun Alexander, and coached by Mike Holmgren.
ANSWER: Seattle Seahawks [accept either]

19. <O'Donnell/Davis> 
Despite there being six billion people on the planet, one character in this movie "gets bent out of shape because of one fat guy." While in Felix's nightclub, that character seeks to recover a flash drive and earlier, he meets a lawyer, whose picture he sees on a laptop while his car is involved in an accident on a highway. That character also pays a visit to his hospitalized mother after he learns about his role in aiding a man who seeks to kill six people overnight after commandeering a taxi. For 10 points, name this 2004 film directed by Michael Mann starring Jamie Foxx as a cabbie and Tom Cruise as the assassin Vincent. 
ANSWER: Collateral 

20. <Bentley>
Advanced techniques in playing them include death saves and trapping, and important early games in this genre included Humpty Dumpty and Triple Action.  A recent documentary, subtitled The Battle to Save this genre, chronicled the final days of Williams, temporarily the last manufacturer of them following the failure of Revenge From Mars.  In Mario Kart DS, Waluigi's Stage was based on one of these, and a Space Cadet one is present on most versions of Windows.  FTP, identify these games that usually involve flippers knocking a metal sphere around a cabinet without tilting it.
ANSWER: Pinball
21. <Hart>
On "Will it Blend?" Tom Dickson notes "ugh! what a smell!" after blending three blue objects of this type, which weigh 345 grams apiece.  Mr. Potato head from Toy Story, voiced by insult comic Don Rickles, addresses one of these objects with Rickles's trademark line "What are you looking at, [this object]."  One of these objects killed 13-year-old Brittanie Cecil, and FoxTrax developed a "smart" one that would display on television with a blue tail and a yellow disc.  For 10 points, name this vulcanized black rubber object, often subjected to slap shots.
ANSWER: ice hockey pucks   

22. <Daub> 

Editor-in-chief Dan DiDio spilled the beans on its so-called "secret" in a column at the end of issue 38, which would not be revealed until issue 51 of the series itself.  Minor characters in this work included Little Barda, a member of the Teen Titans, Sobek, a talking crocodile, and Natasha Irons, one of the founding members of a Lex Luthor-sponsored team.  It was a collaboration of several of DC's most accomplished writers, with Geoff Johns and Grant Morrison spearheading the writing and Keith Giffen producing the art breakdowns.  This series adopted an almost real-time story-telling structure, with each issue approximating to one week.  FTP, beginning one day after the end of DC's "Infinite Crisis," what weekly comic book series led directly into the "One Year Later" line of titles and revealed the reintroduction of the Multiverse into DC continuity? 

ANSWER: 52

1. <Walton>
Former wrestling superstar Hulk Hogan and rock star Bret Michaels are amongst a few celebrities who have become reality TV stars on a particular cable channel.  FTPE, get real....
[10] Bret Michaels' Rock of Love was inspired as a rock 'n' roll version of Flava of Love, a "Bachelor" style reality show featuring this former Public Enemy rapper.
ANSWER: Flavor Flav or Flava Flav
[10] According to the title of a reality show, a continuation of another show in which he's a year younger and single, this star is 46 years old and pregnant... even though he's a guy, and a former Happy Days star.
ANSWER: Scott Baio
[10] The Hulkster, Bret, Flav, and Baio are all reality stars on this cable network, founded in 1985 as a sister network of MTV.
ANSWER: VH1

2. <Davis>
Peter Cook has a minor role as “The Impressive Clergyman” and Billy Crystal appears as Miracle Max, but more notable is Wallace Shawn’s performance as the Sicilian mastermind Vizzini. FTPE:
[10] Name this movie which starred Cary Elwes as Westley and Robin Wright Penn as the title character.
ANSWER: The Princess Bride
[10] Mandy Patinkin appears as this Spaniard who is apparently rather upset about some guy killing his father.
ANSWER: Inigo Montoya (accept either)
[10] While traveling through the Fire Swamp, Westley expresses his doubt that these creatures really exist, right before one attacks him.
ANSWER: Rodents of Unusual Size or R.O.U.S. (prompt on “giant rodent” or equivalent) 


3. <Walton>
So who really cares about the bass player?  Well, you should... if you want to capitalize on this bonus. For 10 points each, identify the band by their famous bass player.
[10] Michael "Flea" Balzary; their hits include "Californication."

ANSWER: Red Hot Chili Peppers

[10] Adam Clayton; many of this band's hits have come on the album "The Joshua Tree."
ANSWER: U2
[10] Geddy Lee; this Toronto band had its "YYZ" featured in Guitar Hero II.
ANSWER: Rush

4. <Spencer/Hart>
Reading is so important for little kids to learn that it even infiltrates their TV shows. FTPE:
[10] This show's main character's adventures found him playing literary characters such as Cyrano de Bergerac and Ivanhoe while in reality he was Joe Talbot's Jack Russell dog.
ANSWER: Wishbone
[10] "But don't take my word for it" and "see you next time" were the trademark lines of the host of this PBS books-for-kids show, LeVar Burton of Star Trek fame.
ANSWER: Reading Rainbow
[10] This PBS show features BLANK, a parody of Wayne's World, and Dr. Ruth as word therapist for monkeys as wells as the titular creatures who investigate works of literature in a library.
ANSWER: Between the Lions 
5. <Hart>
Given a WNBA star, give the team she plays for, for 10 points each.  Just kidding!  Do name these things related to women's basketball, though.
[10] This Pacers' sharpshooter's sister Cheryl was one of the best womens college hoops players of all time.  Cheryl’s brother has knocked down the most three pointers in NBA history.
ANSWER: Reggie Miller
[10] This Tennessee womens' star recently announced that she will forgo he senior season to play in the WNBA.  She is capable of dunking, and shares her surname with a Spurs point guard who's married to Eva Longoria.
ANSWER: Candace Parker
[10] Parker's coach at Tennessee is this all-time winningest NCAA D-I basketball coach.
ANSWER: Pat Summitt

6. <Walton/Davis>
Daniel Craig is the newest, while Sean Connery is the first and perhaps most famous.  FTPE, name these other actors who have portrayed James Bond.
[10] Craig's predecessor, one can only hope he'll be remembered for GoldenEye, not Die Another Day.
ANSWER: Pierce Brosnan
[10] This man starred in seven Bond films, the most of any actor.  One of those films is Moonraker.
ANSWER: Roger Moore
[10] This Australian actor was sandwiched in between Connery and Moore, appearing only in On Her Majesty's Secret Service.
ANSWER: George Lazenby

7. <Hart>
He won the American League Cy Young twice, in 2004 in his first full year of starting, and in 2006, when he went 20-6 for the Twins.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this recently traded lefthanded pitcher.
ANSWER: Johan Santana
[10] Santana was picked by the Marlins in the Rule 5 draft and traded to the Twins for Jared Camp.  Name the team that originally signed Santana, whose current stars include Roy Oswalt and Lance Berkman.
ANSWER: Houston Astros [accept either]
[10] The centerpiece of the Santana deal was this speedy five-tool centerfielder, traded to the Twins from the Mets.
ANSWER: Carlos Gomez

8. <Daub/Carson> 
Any attempt to summarize the plot of Metal Gear Solid would be an exercise in futility, so just identify some characters FTPE:
[10] This series protagonist was excluded from the third game in the series, Snake Eater, but he will appear in both Super Smash Brothers: Brawl and Metal Gear Solid 4: Guns of the Patriots this year.
ANSWER: Solid Snake (accept SNAAAAAAAAKE!)
[10] Both Solid and his "brother" Liquid Snake were cloned from the genetic material of this man, the leader of Outer Heaven and protagonist of Metal Gear Solid 3: Snake Eater.
ANSWER: Big Boss or Naked Snake or Jack 
[10] This fourth-wall breaking boss performs such tricks as reading the names of other save files on your memory card, making the controller rumble, and blanking the screen pre-battle. He's defeated by switching to the second controller port. 
ANSWER: Psycho Mantis


9. <Hart>
Name these authors of literary works about that most dangerous of sports, bullfighting, for 10 points each.
[10] This American's tour of duty in Spain during World War I inspired his Death in the Afternoon about bullfighters, who also feature prominently in his The Sun Also Rises.
ANSWER: Ernest Hemingway
[10] At the beginning of this man's The Plumed Serpent, Owen Rhys and Kate Leslie attend a bullfight.  He also wrote such works as Sons and Lovers and Lady Chatterly's Lover.
ANSWER: David Herbert (D.H.) Lawrence
[10] This Spanish poet and playwright wrote "Lament for the Death of a Bullfighter" in addition to plays like Yerma, Blood Wedding, and The House of Bernarda Alba.
ANSWER: Federico Garcia Lorca [prompt on "Garcia" or "Lorca"]

10. <Walton>
In 1999 the Brothers Chaps created the Homestar Runner, whose website has since become an internet phenomenon.  FTPE, identify the following about Homestar Runner:
[10] This villain of Homestar Runner with a lucha libre mask for a head answers e-mails from a series of outdated computers, including his Compy 386.
ANSWER: Strong Bad
[10] This non-sequitur-spouting character was created when a typo appeared in a Strong Bad E-mail. According to him, Bubs once "shanked his jengaship".
ANSWER: Homsar
[10] The only female character of the Homestar Runner universe is this girlfriend of Homestar who frequently gets prank calls from Strong Bad.
ANSWER: Marzipan

11. <Roper>
So now that House fired all of his underlings, we’ll never see them again, right? For ten points each… 
[10] The last of House’s former diagnostic teammates to be rehired by Cuddy, this character, played by Omar Epps, shares not one, but two names with a main character from That 70’s Show. 
ANSWER: Eric Foreman [accept either] 
[10] Definitely the hottest to become one of House’s new fellows is this woman, played by Olivia Wild. No one knows much about her, except that she’s gorgeous, and she’s known only by the number under which she applied to House’s position. 
ANSWER: Thirteen 
[10] The most colorful of House’s new fellows is this thrill-seeking doctor, who electrocuted himself while trying to resuscitate a wet patient with a defibrillator. Oh yeah, and he’s played by Kal Penn, of Kumar fame. 
ANSWER: Lawrence Kutner [accept either] 

12. <Walton>
His first release was titled "MTV Makes me Want to Smoke Crack."  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this artist of "Loser," as well as the albums Odelay and Sea Change.
ANSWER: Beck [accept Beck Hansen; or Bek David Campbell]
[10] Beck claimed in a song that he had this figure's haircut in his mind.  The Charlie Daniels Band sang about this figure going down to Georgia.
ANSWER: the devil [don't accept equivalents, since "devil" is the lyric]
[10] This Beck song that uses the phrase "elevator bones" claims that "There's a destination a little up the road / from the habitations and the towns we know," and that "I got two turntables and a microphone" in the titular location.
ANSWER: "Where It's At"


13. <Walton>
Name these golfers who have won major championships in 2007, for 10 points each.
[10] This #1 golfer in the world finally won the PGA Championship after tying for second in the Masters and U.S. Open.  He's married to Elin Nordegren and he's won 13 career majors, second only to Jack Nicklaus.
ANSWER: (Eldrick) Tiger Woods
[10] This unassuming Drake alum and Iowa native won the Green Jacket at the 2007 Masters, beating Woods by two strokes. 
ANSWER: Zach Johnson
[10] Of the other two winners, one is an Argentine who beat out Woods at the U.S. Open, while the other is the first Irishman to win the British Open, holding off Sergio Garcia in a four-hole playoff.  Name either of them.
ANSWER: Angel Cabrera or Padraig (Paddy) Harrington

14. <Kandlikar>
FTPE, Identify the following sporting goods retailers: 
[10] This largest sporting goods retailer in America is headquartered in Englewood, Colorado. It has home brands including Alpine Design and Golf Day. 
ANSWER: Sports Authority 
[10] This largest retailer of sporing goods in the world, based in Findlay Township, Pennsylvania, recently acquired Chick's Sporting Goods. It first opened as a "Bait and Tackle" fishing supply store. 
ANSWER: Dick's Sporting Goods 
[10] Outdoor programming is rife for advertisements about this store that specializes in gear for a specific type of fishing.
ANSWER: Bass Pro Shops 

15. <Walton> 
You may know her best as Galadriel in the Lord of the Rings trilogy, but Cate Blanchett certainly has had a vast film career.  FTPE, identify the following about this Australian actress. 
[10] Blanchett won the Golden Globe for Best Supporting actress this year as one of six incarnations of this rock star in the movie I'm Not There.
ANSWER: Bob Dylan  (accept "Jude Quinn")
[10] Blanchett won her lone Oscar by portraying actress Katherine Hepburn, partner of Howard Hughes, in this 2005 film. 
ANSWER: The Aviator
[10] Blanchett has been nominated twice for an Oscar, in 1998 and 2007, for portraying this historical figure. 
ANSWER: Elizabeth I (prompt on "Elizabeth")

16. <O'Donnell>
2006 was a year dominated by one man who stayed at the top of the Billboard Hot 100 for 16 weeks. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this musician who notably performs the lines "go 'head be gone with it" on "Sexyback."
Answer: Timbaland or Timothy Z. Mosley
[10] Timba's also appeared on this Nelly Furtado song, which took up six of those sixteen weeks.  This song tells a girl modified by the titular adjective "I'm all alone / and it's you that I want."
Answer: "Promiscuous"
