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TOSSUPS
1. According to IMDb, Jessica Chaffin’s only writing credits are on “The Mighty B!” and this work, while another participant, Michael Carson, produced the follow-up series Envy.  Ashley Roberts and Stacy Harper often accompany its main figure, whose promotion of it on “The Ellen Show” led to the revelation that Ellen has a pink Hello Kitty! pillow.  Its final part is hip-hop oriented, departing from the others’ main theme, one of which sees its star in Vegas, another dressed as a librarian and manipulating a hat, and another in her bedroom.  Released along with a namesake pole, for 10 points, name this 2004, five-DVD workout set featuring a former “Baywatch” star in sequences like “The Lap Dance.” 

ANSWER: Carmen Electra’s Aerobic Striptease 

2. The Manheim Touchdown Club's award for the best Division II lineman is named for this man, the only player to feature in three Super Bowls in three decades with one team.  He was elected to six Pro Bowls as a guard and won two Super Bowls with the only team he played for, the Oakland Raiders.  Reports from 2007 suggested that Matt Stover wanted him fired, as did Joe DeLamielleure, whose "god damned neck" this man wanted to break.  Among the crusades taken on during the early stages of his retirement was a push for anti-trust hearings against the NFL.  A noted sellout, he gave into demands for a salary cap in exchange for higher compensation for members of his group during a 1987 strike, but he's also known for his failure to provide adequate pensions and health benefits to retired footballers.  For ten points, name this longtime Executive Director of the NFL Players Association who died in August 2008.

Answer: Eugene T. "Gene" Upshaw

3. Legally named Slime Q. Slimedog, his status as a Ph. D made him one of his city's leading bachelors.  One of Linda McCartney's last on-screen appearances was on his rooftop; in that episode, Paul McCartney smiles and nods as he refers to himself as the fifth Beatle.  Other references to his musical talent include him changing his last name to “du Beaumarché” to join a barbershop quartet.  A wiki devoted to his show says that while his name hints to Tamil heritage, actions like the short film “The Jolly Bengali” suggest him to be otherwise.  He drives “Longhorn,” a yellow Trans-Am in Hit and Run and in the television show runs a business with his brother Sanjay.  He takes offense to people having problems saying his name, declaring, “It's not that difficult to say. Na-ha-sa-pee-ma-pet-i-lon!” For ten points, name this Kwik-E-Mart owner voiced by Hank Azaria on The Simpsons.

Answer: Apu Nahasapeemapetilon (accept either until “Nahasapeemapetilon” is read)

4. She appears as Princess Bithia in ABC's remake of The Ten Commandments, and has wild, argumentative sex with Trip Tucker in the "Precious Cargo" episode of Star Trek: Enterprise.  She earned film credibility as Anupam Kher's granddaughter Geeta in 2005's The Mistress of Spices, recovering what was lost from roles as a lip syncher at the disco in Glitter and her role in 2002's Boom, which saw her typecast as a diamond-stealing Hindi model.  She's also known for appearing in books, namely as the muse for the lover of Malik in 2001's Fury, as well as a line of cookbooks that co-incided with her Food Network show Melting Pot.  Her most recent cookbook, Tangy, Hot and Sweet, was designed to tie in with her current job telling aspiring cooks to "pack their knives and go."  A recent divorcée of noted ugly dude Salman Rushdie, for ten points, identify this Indian host of Bravo's Top Chef.

Answer: Padma Parvati Lakshmi, Lady Rushdie

5. David Nedohin held a dynasty in this sport's Hec Gervais Award given to the MVP of the yearly major tournament, the Briar; his success came playing last under Randy Ferbey.  The Fort Rouge Right Offs named themselves in protest of this sport's tradition of naming teams after their captain, or skip.  Etiquette rules in this sport include quitting the game if your team is down by an insurmountable margin, as well as buying the losing team a drink afterward.  The highest score possible in an inning of this sport is eight, commonly achieved by a strong throw from the hammer, or last rock.  Points are scored by getting multiple rocks close to the scoring button, a goal achieved by brushing the ice to hit the button on draws or to aim into opposing rocks on takeout shots.  For ten points, identify this ice sport usually connected with Canadians.

Answer: curling
6. The State of Pennsylvania banned a 1916 film written by Lois Weber about this action, entitled Where Are My Children?  A 1995 PBS POV documentary focused on the story of Gerri Santoro, who was shown on the cover of Ms Magazine in one's aftermath, and after handling Missy in court, Alan Shore related to Denny Crane about a look he received in College in the wake of one.  Stacy Hamilton paints "Little Prick" on her boyfriend's car in Fast Times at Ridgemont High because he backs out on a promise to pay and drive her to have this performed.  On Six Feet Under, Russell Corwin suffers a nervous breakdown when one of these occurs behind his back.  For ten points, name this action undertaken in 1972 by Maude Findlay and notably not undertaken by Murphy Brown or Bristol Palin, the subject of Roe V. Wade.

Answer: abortion (accept obvious equivalents)

7. Like both his double play mates, he has been last in most advanced fielding metrics in both 2006 and 2007; he also has the most career homeruns of that troika, one of whom was acquired in the Carlos Delgado deal, while he himself was an All-American with a nearly .500 OBP at the University of Memphis. He was a Southern-League all-star in 2005 but was left unprotected, which allowed his current team to take him in the Rule 5 draft, and he is now in the divisional shadow of Chase Utley. Noted for blowing a myriad of plays in the 2008 All Star Game, FTP, name this slugging Marlins second baseman, whose name implies that he was beaten by a stick.

Answer: Dan Uggla
8. Its cover art was intended as the single to "Purgatory," and saw controversy in the States due to its depiction of the titular creature.  The second song of the Charlotte the Harlot storyline appears on its A-side; that song closes by saying, "It's no life for you, stop all this screwing / You're packing your bags and you're coming with me," leaving behind the titular locale "22 Acacia Avenue."  It closes with a song that pleads, "Can it be there's some sort of error? / Hard to stop the surmounting terror," the excecutioned's hymn "Hallowed Be Thy Name," though is more commonly remembered for songs that told of a Native American uprising as well as the singer's disbelief that a vision of the title "was real and not just fantasy."  Noted for  being the debut of mascot Eddie as well as the first album the band recorded with Bruce Dickinson on vocals, for ten points, identify this 1982 Iron Maiden album whose title track details the awesomeness of the number 666.

Answer: The Number of the Beast
9. This man has never been to Mount Vesuvius despite imagining his death rapelling on it while extremely high on peyote.  He says he was never interested in normal childhood things, instead being interested in the composition of tree bark; during that interview, he says his heroes are Richard Gere and Sting, whose music he claims that he “doesn't listen to, but the fact that he's making it?  I respect that.”  At a school that teaches low-literacy children basic skills and business anti-ethics he teaches gym, including skydiving.  His Manhattan loft contains a half pipe and a room to have dwarf orgies.  He throws an iMac off of a DJ booth after replacing an LP with “Relax,” expecting to find evidence, though his greatest achievements include taking his underwear off while standing during a walkoff and winning a VH1-Vogue award accepted by his losing rival.  For ten points, identify this male model, a rival to Derek in 2001's Zoolander.

Answer: Hansel
10. Clean versions of this album delete the interlude “Nathaniel” but retain the regionally-biased filler track “West Savannah.”  Sly and the Family Stone's “Rock Dirge” provides the beat to a song that sees George Clinton sing about computers and viruses performing a “psycho-sodomy / of the medulla oblongata” that sees its other members talk about relational issues in the digital age, “Synthesizer.”  Slick Rick guests on one of this album's failed singles that tells of having large amounts of sex with the town bicycle Suzy Skrew, “Da Art of Everythin' (Pt. 1).”  Its group never fulfilled its punishment for a lawsuit stemming from the use of profanity in one of its singles that declares themselves as overthrowing hip-hop's order, saying, “Ah ha, hush that fuss / Everyone move to the back of the bus.”  For ten points, identify this 1999 album that further upped  Atlanta rappers OutKast best known for the single “Rosa Parks.”

Answer: Aquemini
11. He recently revealed that his mother called him Sid before a name-changing meal, and he has also engaged in environment-friendly Conservations With My Father as the host of show where he’s called Alistair.  A particular friend of Lexine, he attempted to write to Santa Claus in a 1978 Christmas Special, but was foiled by the unintentional destruction of his writing implements.  He had a hip-hop hit in the 80s with “Healthy Food,” though he often disregards that tune’s advice during his “Letter of the Day” Segment by making the item on which the letters are presented more than “a Sometimes Food.”  For 10 points, name this blue Muppet who likes a certain sugary snack. 

ANSWER: Cookie Monster 

12. In one of his first speeches, he notes “my mule don’t like people laughing,” while in one of his last he notes the distinction between “those with loaded guns and those who dig.”  By reinforcing a steel plate around his heart, he demonstrates that a .45 can top a Winchester in one film’s final dual with Ramon, and in another the hunchback Wild helps him and Colonel Mortimer beat El Indio.  He entered those fights having apparently lost the two hundred thousand dollars of Confederate gold he’d won from Angel Eyes and Tuco, though keeping his trademark hat and poncho.  For 10 points, name this sharpshooting cowboy played by Clint Eastwood in A Fistful of Dollars and The Good, the Bad, and the Ugly.

ANSWER: The Man With No Name (accept near-equivalents, Blondie, Monco, or Joe; prompt on The Good)

13. On “That's Just the Way We Roll,” the Jonas Brothers propose a pop and lock battle against this band. In “Man From Milwaukee,” they claim that the capital of Mars is Albertane, the titular locale of a 1998 live album.  Tracks from their 1995 self-released debut Boomerang appeared on a compilation of songs recorded during their youth in their hometown of Tulsa, Oklahoma, 1998's 3 Car Garage, which closes with an early version of “With You in Your Dreams.”  After losing prominence with 2000's This Time Around, they found success after a Chicago radio station picked up 2007's “The Great Divide” without revealing the band name.  They may be better remembered for a song that instructs the listener to “plant a seed, plant a flower, plant a rose” to find their true love, the biggest hit off of 1997's Middle of Nowhere.  For ten points, name this sibling three-piece pop rock band best known for 1997's “MMMBop” and looking like really hot teenage chicks.

Answer: Hanson
14. During the ARE, players may perform DAS, IRS, and IHS actions. Advanced techniques in this game include ST stacking and imperial crossing. Despite innovations like SRS and TGM rotation, Evan Silberman maintains that mechanics such as wall kicks and infinite lock delay are a perversion of this game's most well-known implementation on the original Game Boy. That version originated the music track known as "A-Type" commonly associated with this game. In many modern versions of the game, pieces will fall instantly at the highest levels, and the so-called "Random Generator" means that there will be at most 12 pieces in between each pair of long pieces. For ten points, identify this classic puzzle game created by Alexey Pajitnov in which players score points by stacking up pieces and clearing lines.

ANSWER: Tetris 

15. Supposedly, the person to first self-identify with it appended “butter eater” along with it, and one use of this term was in response to a person who also claimed that a certain figure was “sending us postcards from his destination”. Some attempt at a wikigroan involving Poland prompted a post later edited to include it, and an eight-layered empty quote in a football predictions thread originated with Fred Morlan saying it. Mike Burger inspired the best-known recent usage of it by suggesting that “NAQT is derided for being CBI-like” in accessibility. Opening the “other message board follies, part 400” thread, for 10 points, name this act, and art, of being stupid on the internet.

ANSWER: hurf durf [prompt on partial answer]

16. According to Wikipedia, Drake and Josh’s high school football team is an “allusion in the media” to this. A Halloween version features the main characters with blood coming out of their eye and mouth, while a fake movie trailer was made for its “Big Ass” [read as an adjective, not a noun phrase] version. A version of this featuring asparagus was an authorized rip-off by PETA, “Evil Chicken”. This video features a bush on the top left and some blades of grass in the front during one part, and a cactus and poorly-drawn sun in another part, where one character goes by a desert. This video notably gets out of sync when repeated for long periods of time. Twelve of the title characters appear in the first two iterations, and eleven for the others, which are interrupted by “Argh, snake, it’s a snake” and “mushroom, mushroom”. For 10 points, name this animation from Weebl’s Stuff featuring a bunch of the namesake striped animals bouncing up and down.

Answer: Badger Badger Badger

17. He honed his lob skills playing duck on a rock as a youth in rural Ontario before becoming an accomplished Canadian Footballer and soccer player at McGill, where he became the inventor of the football helmet.  He was the most prominent member of the organization that eventually became the NAIA, overseeing their first basketball tournament in 1937.  In that sport, he's the only coach in history to have a losing record at Kansas University, though he was the mentor of Phog Allen.  He's best known for an invention that came from the imploration of Luther Gullick as a gym teacher in Springfield, Massachusetts that included a ban on punching the ball and points scored for three straight fouls; it wasn't his idea, however, to use peach containers for the goals.  For ten points, identify this man credited with creating the sport of basketball.

Answer: James W. Naismith
18. After being CEO of Anderson Aerospace, he chaired the House Armed Services Committee before being nominated to his current position under John Keeler.  He describes his son’s political actions as “sixth-grade Michael Moore logic,” namely his plans to picket his speech at a defense contractor while stoned out of his mind.  His show’s protagonist blames him for not trying hard enough to get him out of a Chinese prison, an ignominy this character called an “acceptable loss.”  He’s best known for his work under Charles Logan and for almost getting executed on national television by the henchmen of Habib Marwan in Season Four when abducted with his daughter, Audrey Raines.  For ten points, name this Secretary of Defense on later seasons of 24.

Answer: James Heller (accept either)

19. One episode of this show focused on ghost stories in its central locale and suggested that Destiny’s epitaph should be “PIC to VIP to RIP,” while another focused on a makeover given to Anastasia Case.  Many of its episodes focus on events like The Midsummer Night’s Dream ball or birthday parties, such as the Marie Antoinette one, Season Two’s Casablanca bash, or the tame one for assistant Mary O’Connor.  Another focused on a dog rescue benefit, in honor of the pets Martini and Wednesday.  The fate of its sixth season is uncertain, as Karissa and Kristina Shannon may take the places vacated by Holly’s breakup with this show’s central male and the presumed departure of Bridget and Kendra.  For 10 points, name this E! series focusing on Hugh Hefner’s girlfriends. 

Answer: The Girls Next Door
20. Vic Firth recently enlisted him to make their first foray into kitchenware, notably a wood pepper grinder.  His time at Rutgers studying Spanish theater saw him work as a dishwasher and pizzaman at Stuff Yer Face, his first restaurant that led him to study in London at both the Le Cordon Bleu and under Marco Pierre White, as well as a spell in the small Italian village Borgo Campane.  James Beard has given him two awards in his career, including one for his flagship New York restaurant Babbo Ristorante e Enoteca.  He's in talks to make a Travel Channel documentary show on Italian cuisine He appears with Gwyneth Paltrow and Mark Bittman, he stars in the 2008 culinary travelogue on PBS, Spain... On the Road Again.  His work on PBS was cited for his departure from Iron Chef: America, though other sources blame the dropping of his namesake Molto show on the Food Network after his contract renewal was denied in 2007. For ten points, identify this New York chef also noted for his constant wearing of orange Crocs. 

Answer: Mario Batali
