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TOSSUPS
1. Some theaters received this film, noted for using a variation of the word “fuck” 180 times, under its working title Easy Job. Michael O'Shaugnessy, the designer of the Golden Gate Bridge, is one character's “second-favorite” civil engineer for his creation of the “cross joint.” Ed Begley Jr. cameos in this film as Angie's father, who takes a shotgun to its protagonist after he suggests the family hides out in a Days Inn. Its opening scene shows a late-1930s Army test and explains the criminalization of marijuana. Huey Lewis sang its theme song, though its soundtrack, unlike its previews, does not feature M.I.A.'s "Paper Planes." For ten points, name this 2008 movie that sees Dale Denton and his dealer Saul, played by Seth Rogen and James Franco, run away from a pair of hitmen after Dale sees a murder while using the titular species of bud.

Answer: Pineapple Express
2. After a donkey punch to Loren Stokes, this team's guard and second-leading scorer Tony Skinn was suspended for the beginning of their conference tournament.  Other members of the squad included the redshirt senior Lamar Butler and a player who tried to join the New York Giants' practice squad, power forward Jai Lewis.  They faced controversy for their trip to the NCAA basketball tournament in a year that saw coach Jim Larranaga become the winningest coach in Colonial history; that year, despite losing to Hofstra twice in ten days, they received an at-large bid used to knock off Michigan State and UNC as well as win in overtime against tournament favorites Connecticut before eventually losing to Florida in Indianapolis.  For ten points, identify this team known in basketball circles for an improbable run in the 2006 NCAA tournament.
Answer: the 2005-2006 George Mason University Patriots Men's Basketball Team (accept either)
3. In one appearance, this character calls Bono “The King of Ireland” and admits that when cornered she becomes “increasingly adorable.”  Her most recent appearance concludes with her pulling out a flute and playing six notes, while in the one prior she claims to have mistaken 15-20 cab drivers for Osama bin Laden and later requests a “phone-a-friend” lifeline.  She also describes global warming as “God hugging us closer,” notes that marriage is “a sacred institution between two unwilling teenagers,” and describes her foreign policy with the words “I can see Russia from my house!”  For 10 points, Tina Fey has portrayed what Alaskan politician this season on Saturday Night Live? 
ANSWER: (Tina Fey as) Sarah Palin 

4. Its developer admits to stealing ideas and its title from a 1980 boardgame released by Avalon Hill that had seen a draft development by Don Daglow in 1987. Steffan Gerlach corrected design flaws in its second edition in 1995's freeware C-evo. Dead tiles due to pollution along with a timeline past the 21st century appear in the unrelated companion Call to Power. Audio tracks take up over a third of its second edition, including Peter Gabriel's soundtrack to The Last Tempatation of Christ. Its third edition introduced the ability to win by cultural influence, while retaining the ability to build a space ship and win by conquest along with continuing the phalanx beats tank phenomenon from its early games. For ten points, name this PC series developed by Sid Meier that sees gameplayers develop societies.
Answer: Sid Meier's Civilization
5. The best of high school quizbowl, the 29th tossup of the Iowa 4-H Dairy Quizbowl Practice Questions, is about this.  This thing was the reason that a June 5th update on the quizbowl cast was missing its fourth round.  The Fred-Pat exchange published in “A Troubling Sign of Things to Come” sees Pat respond “that’s Maury Povich” to Fred’s craving for a namesake pie, and Bernadette Spencer suggested making it as an alternative to Rob’s tuna while working in a seller of it.  Chris Romero once spent hours trying to obtain it at some tournament, while another misadventure involving it might have resulted in 64 receipts.  Often ordered for staffers of events going into lunchtime, for 10 points, name this comestible which you should never go to Domino’s for.

ANSWER: pizza
6. One of its side functions is the promotion of Eastern European Culture, as shown in their sponsorship of the 2008 Brinker Hungarian Art tour that ran concurrent with grassroots efforts like the Community Challenge.  In addition to celebrating their 25th anniversary that year, they started the Promise Ring program.  They've experienced controversy for a series of donations to Planned Parenthood that, when ended, stopped partnerships with one of their top donors Curves; more often, however, they're blamed for profiting from "pinkwashing."  Its founder blames the death of its namesake on inexperienced or morally corrupt doctors despite hard work by the Mayo Clinic and a set of radiologists in Houston who attempted chemotherapy to kill off cells that had metastasized in her armpit.  Best known for a series of yearly Races for the Cure, for ten points, identify this charity that truncated "breast cancer" from its name in 2007.
Answer: Susan G. Komen For the Cure

7. This player would be the center of George W. Bush's dream rotation; he claims that "he's steady."  2007 saw a Sal Fasano-abetted resurgence of his cutter, which he credited arm fatigue to in 2006; it also saw a stint on the DL due to an April appendectomy.  He failed to strike out more than six batters per nine innings in any of his three non-rehab seasons in AAA, the last one coming after a 10.64 ERA in half a season with the only big league club he's played for.  He's twice bested Fernando Rodney in a ten-inning start, including a 2003 shutout against the Tigers in the same year he set a career high in strikeouts, 203, while logging 266 regular season innings, the 21st century record.  For ten points, name this guy who always leads the American League in Complete Games, the icily efficient ace of the Toronto Blue Jays.

Answer: Roy Halladay
8. “If you really want to taste success/ You better learn to” do this title activity of a John Mellencamp song, which is also engaged in by the steak-eating “big star” dreamed of in Pink Floyd’s “Welcome to the Machine.” The ability to do this causes the singer of “On Broadway” to call claims that he “won’t last too long” “dead wrong,” while a Radiohead song named for this activity begins “Destiny, protect me from the world.”  The Who described doing this “just like yesterday” in “Won’t Get Fooled Again,” while another rock character does this with “Weird and Gilly, and the Spiders from Mars.”  For 10 points, name this activity engaged in by Ziggy Stardust, as well as, in the real world, Yngwie Malmsteen, Stevie Ray Vaughn, and Eddie Van Halen.
ANSWER: playing guitar
9. A novel by Edith Iglauer inspired its forefather, a 2000 episode of Suicide Missions.  De Beers is a regular customer for its stars, using them to obtain ore crushers and water purifiers during its first season.  In its second season's premiere, new character Eric is entrusted with a derrick.  Tli Cho Landtran was the focus for its first season, though company officials refused its second season, saying it depicted their careers as a "money dash."  Its two seasons both focus on rookie "maggots" like T.J., who suffers abdominal injuries and sees his brakes fail, and Drew, who returns after quitting due to mechanical issues, and both of its seasons end with a lake melt.  For ten points, what History Channel reality show reveals stories about the non-sea shipping business in Alaska and Canada?
Answer: Ice Road Truckers
10. Pazz and Jop's fourteenth-best album of 1994, which included "hits" like "Very Rare" and the epic "Flavor," was titled this and performed front to back for a Don't Look Back show by the Jon Spencer Blues Explosion.  Brad Whitford uses this company's Rockerverb amp heads, though they may be best known for their Crush mini-amps.  Ervin Rouse originally sang a song about Seaboard's "Blossom Special" that was made famous by a Johnny Cash cover.  In addition to nicknaming the Dutch Soccer Team, it names Syracuse University's sports teams and the former home of the Miami Hurricanes football team, the namesake of the 2009 bowl game that will crown a BCS Championship.  It also names the county that Lauren Conrad hails from.  For ten points, identify this color whose clockwork was discussed in a film by Stanley Kubrick.
Answer: orange
11. Joe Morgenstern accused filmmakers of making this character by crossing blaxploited actors Stepin Fetchit and Butterfly McQueen, then painting that cross as a Rastafarian to make something oddly gay, a reaction seconded by Richard Goldstein.  The most well-known work of Ahmed Best, deleted scenes show him as a member of the Delegation of 2000, while actual scenes from that film show him in a funeral procession.  He single-handedly destroyed an army of droids with an electric pulse, but is better remembered for ingratiating viewers as a comic screwup eventually forgiven by Boss Nass.  Largely considered the low-water mark of a franchise's prequels that saw the corruption of a politician from his home planet of Naboo, for ten points, identify this Star Wars character, a Gungan in debt to Qui-Gon Jinn.
Answer: Jar Jar Binks (accept either)
12. Their eponymous debut was largely ignored, possibly due to lyrics like “Baby, I love it when we're walkin' / Darlin, I love it when we're talkin'” in the bubblegum ballad “Be My Girl.”  They shortened their name to an acronym after firing manager and producer Maurice Starr and found little success off of a mid-90s rap makeover typified in the 1994 single “Dirty Dawg.”  MTV's Totally Boyband featured another minor member of this band, Danny Wood, while another parlayed his success into acting in films like Ransom and the miniseries Band of Brothers.  In addition to boosting the bad boy credibility of Donnie Wahlberg, they are also known for making teenage girls swoon over lead singers Joey McIntyre and Jordan Knight.  For ten points, name this late-1980s boyband beloved for awkward dance moves and noting they have "The Right Stuff" who reunited in 2008.
Answer: New Kids On The Block
13. Weeks before production, Jay Roach replaced Sydney Pollack as director on this project largely lifted from Jake Tapper's Down and Dirty, as well as drawing character inspiration from Jeffrey Toobin's Too Close To Call, a book noted for saying that its characters advocated “the case for surrender” within a week.  John Hurt's meek performance drew heavy criticism from Warren Christopher, while Michael Whouley objected to his portrayal in this film, complaining his personality doesn't reflect memorable lines discussing the political leanings of “blind fucking bats” and the broken chair from star Denis Leary.  It largely centers around the recently demoted Ron Klain portrayed by Kevin Spacey, but received rave reviews for Laura Dern's take on a woman who notably refused to be interviewed for accuracy, Katherine Harris.  For ten points, identify this HBO Films made-for-TV movie about the aftermath of Election Day in Florida, 2000.
Answer: Recount

14. They were served with a lawsuit by Texas A&M over their use of the phrase "12th Man" in 2005, the same year that crowd noise assisted their defeat of the Giants noted for an NFL-record 11 false starts.  Fans of this team are credited with sparking a 3.0 earthquake in a 2007 game lost by the Cowboys by a botched field goal hold by Tony Romo.  David Carr threw a touchdown as a backup against this team in Week 5, somehow managing to burn a secondary anchored by safety Brian Russell.  In addition to signing both T.J. Duckett and Julius Jones during the 2008 offseason, they released longtime running back Shaun Alexander, though retained veteran quarterback Matt Hasselbeck.  Possibly phoning this season in in honor of departing head coach Mike Holmgren, for ten points, name this football team that after starting 1-4 likely won't earn a fifth straight NFC West title in 2008.
Answer: Seattle Seahawks (accept either)
15. Side gigs for this group include a bit part doing the chorus to Lifter Puller's "Math is Money" as well as a pair of tributes with Murs to Hollywood starlets Christina Ricci and Lisa Bonet.  Its MC used to DJ behind Stress and Spawn when Urban was affixed to its name before breaking out on volume 7 of the Headshots series.  Multiple explanations have been offered for the prominent woman in their songs, including its MC's cat or hip-hop itself, though more common ideas are "The Woman With the Tattooed Hands," his son's mother he calls Lucy Ford.  They broke out with songs about the "Modern Man's Hustle" on 2002's God Loves Ugly, and found major prominence from the concept of touring and life in Minneapolis, 2005's Seven's Travels.  For ten points, identify this Twin Cities rap crew fronted by Sean Daley, known by the pseudonym Slug who released When Life Gives You Lemons, You Paint that Shit Gold in 2008.
Answer: Atmosphere
16. Their flagship model can go from zero to 60 in 3.5 seconds when modded with a Suzuki Hayabushi engine, but are only officially tuned after-market by Germany's Brabus.  Originally a parnership with watch makers Swatch, they unveiled the targa-topped Crosstown concept at NAIAS; that concept was a gas-electric rethinking of their earlier Crossblade.  Plans were scrapped in 2005 for a small SUV that would share architecture with their parent company's MLK Class; their Roadster, meant to fix stability issues with the original City Coupe, was discontinued in addition to the aforementioned Formore.  Lithium Technology won the Ultra Low Carbon Car Challenge for their plug-in version of their Forfour and are planning similar versions of this company's only U.S. model which, contrary to marketing, is only fourth in efficiency in the United States despite being gas-only.  That car, the Fortwo, is noted for having exchangable color plates as well as its distinctive size.  For ten points, identify this Mercedes brand known for their extremely small cars.
Answer: smart Car

17. Scenes at the end of this film, which is loosely based on Raj Kapoor's 1964 Bollywood classic Sangam, are among the last shot in technicolor.  An August 2008 issue of Today's Officer panned this film for historical and stylistic inaccuracies, namely its shoddy showing of badges; those flaws were also noted in National Geographic's Beyond the Movie, including the use of Finger Four instead of the then-standard VIC; it was similarly criticized by Kenneth Taylor, one of its protagonists' historical analogues.  Much of its conflict surrounds a love affair with the nurse Evelyn Johnson prompted by the joining of Eagle Squadron by Rafe McCawley, though it shifts to battles like the Doolittle Raid after the titular event.  For ten points, name this 2005 Michael Bay film starring Ben Affleck and Josh Hartnett that depicts a sunny Sunday morning in Oahu, 1941.
Answer: Pearl Harbor
18. The Lynchmob Beats remix of this song serves as the B-side to a cover of "Cum on Feel the Noize."  Matt Pond PA made a version of this song for an episode of The O.C., while the single to "Battle of Who Could Care Less" features Ben Folds Five's "country" cover.  Its original features vocals and a guitar lead by Paul Weller, who was slated to perform it with the band during a Toronto concert shortened due to an on-stage assault in September 2008.  Its singer deals with parallelism in talking about a walking speed "faster than a cannonball" and suffers from doubts, wondering both why the world is "still spinning" as well as "how many special people change," though he most wants to know where the object of his affections was "while we were getting high?"  For ten points, identify this closing track to What's the Story (Morning Glory), a 1996 hit for Oasis.
Answer: "Champagne Supernova"
19. She can't be one of Marie Antoinette's ladies and is instead instructed to be a "high-priced hooker" after becoming sexy thanks to a toy dog.   Jimmy the Rat is eaten by the mob assassin Pony in one of her works; in another, she looks for slapstick humor in the tale of an armless ghost who guides her through Gettysburg.  An episode where she explains that playing dressup led her cat Milo to run away is demonstrative of her use of her younger self, literally a child whom she interacts with, while her counsel of Stephen Harper shows her Maritime heritage.  For ten points, identify this Canadian web artist known for her obscure historical web comics and for being the object of an obsession by Fred Morlan.
Answer: Kate Beaton

20. Before turning toward evil and robbery, one character of this name was the first human in space and suffered mutations from radioactive cosmic mist; also known as Hunk Larsen, he appeared in 1961's Strange Tales #84.  Another formed a Brotherhood of Mutants that attacked villains like Thanoseid and Doctor Doomsday in the Amalgam universe.  The most famous comic book character of this name married the Gypsy Magda and had a daughter, Anya, who died in a fire, leading him to inadvertently kill the residents of Vinnitsa.  A megalomaniac scarred from a childhood spent in Auschwitz, he finances his operations from gold stolen from Baron von Strucker and first attempts to wreak havoc on Cape Citadel before starting a life of destruction that includes launching an electromagnetic pulse that causes a fatal stroke for Jean Grey.  A series-long nemesis to Charles Xavier, for ten points, name this archvillain of Marvel's X-Men.
Answer: Magneto (on freakishly early buzz, accept Hunk Larsen; on buzzes after the second clue, accept Max Eisenhardt or Erik Magnus Lensherr)
