“Gemeinschaft und Abfall”

Round 1

1. A 2006 Onion article ascribes this to Buster Olney, who reveals it during an ESPN chat, with Jayson Stark and Rob Neyer subsequently admitting to this as well.  A real-life sufferer of this had his franchise record for career rushing yards surpassed by Corey Dillon and was a backfield partner of Ickey Woods in Super Bowl XXIII.  Besides Bengals and Auburn running back James Brooks, another person afflicted with it was a general manager of the Lightning who won a Stanley Cup coaching the 1993 Canadiens, while a better-known sufferer from it was told "the system failed you" by Barbara Mikulski and was a Pro Bowler for the Redskins.  Revealed by Jacques Demers in his autobiography "All Spelled Out," FTP, identify this condition that four years at Oklahoma State didn't correct in Dexter Manley, a condition which presumably doesn’t afflict the person reading this packet to you.

ANSWER: functional illiteracy (accept word forms or things like "inability to read," etc.)

2. This song inspired, and lent its title to, a 2005 novel about an erstwhile model named Alison who describes the death of the title character from AIDS.  The lyrics to this song refer to a ship called the Empress of India on which a young man once sailed with a picture of a certain woman.  It opens with the queries “What goes on in that place in the dark?” and “Is it all in that pretty little head of yours?”  It followed “Deep Dark Truthful Mirror” on the 1989 album on which it first appeared, Spike.  The title figure of this song “sits in her favorite chair” and says that “you can call me any name you like,” though her name is in fact the one mentioned in the song’s title.  FTP, name this song co-written by Paul McCartney which centers on an old woman with Alzheimer’s, a cheerful ditty by Elvis Costello which inspired a TV show in which Kristen Bell played a teenage detective.

ANSWER: “Veronica”

3. In a pivotal scene in this film, a young hooligan named Karl is dragged out of his car before he can rape a girl and is beaten to a pulp, after which the character who beat up on Karl gives a knife to that girl and tells her how to use it on a man’s leg.  An earlier scene takes place at Erehwon prison, which is located in the ocean, to the surprise of a character who manages to escape from it.  The final action sequence begins at the funeral of Victor Lazarro in a chapel by the sea, and ends with one of the two principal characters getting harpooned.  The plot features a bomb which is meant to blow up an American Bar Association conference at the L.A. convention center; to find out where it is, one character has to go undercover in a bizarre fashion to interrogate Pollux Troy.  FTP, name this 1997 film in which Nicholas Cage and John Travolta undergo surgery to exchange appearances, perhaps the oddest of John Woo’s American films.

ANSWER: Face/Off
4.  A song by Fugazi asks if it wasn’t this man who said “yeah you can shoot me lightly,” and implores this man to “take out some insurance on me” because the singer’s “sorry lungs are all leaking.”  Martin Sheen narrated a TV special about this man, who decried the kind of “romantic paternalism” which puts women “not on a pedestal but in a cage” in 1973.  This man is said to have introduced the concept of the “chilling effect” to a certain sphere of discourse in 1965; that took place in a case involving James Dombrowski.  The distribution of an erotic magazine named American Aphrodite inspired him to opine that obscene materials are not protected by the First Amendment in a 1957 case, Roth v. United States, though he would dramatically expand free speech rights with his opinion in New York Times v. Sullivan.  FTP, name this Catholic Supreme Court Justice, an influential liberal who served from 1956 until 1990 and who wrote the majority opinion in Baker v. Carr.

ANSWER: William Brennan 

5. Before June's US Open, one native of this country had a much-publicized practice round alongside Tiger Woods and used Woods' club covers during the tournament, while another native of this country won four British Opens between 1949 and 1957.  Besides James Kamte and Bobby Locke, one native of this country defeated Kel Nagle in a playoff at Bellerive at the 1965 US Open on his way to winning one of his nine majors.  Prominent active players from this country include one who won US Opens in 2001 at Southern Hills and in 2004 at Shinnecock Hills; another who won the 2008 Masters while leading after every round; and another known as "The Big Easy."  FTP, identify this country, the home of golfers Gary Player, Retief Goosen, Trevor Immelman and Ernie Els, which also hosts the Nelson Mandela Invitational. 

ANSWER: South Africa
6. This man’s website notes that his book Grown-Ass Man “sold out across the country,” and observes that USA Today dubbed him “Madison Avenue’s Most Valuable Player” after a Bud Light ad he appeared in “landed in the #1 spot” during the 2001 Super Bowl.  More recently, this actor starred with Haley Joel Osment and John Leguizamo in a Broadway production of American Buffalo.  Sketches about “Chef Reverend” and “The Horny Bears” appeared in a sketch comedy program named for this man, which also featured the talents of J. B. Smoove, while he played Coach Robinson, the best friend of the vice principal at Booker T. Washington High School, in a sitcom which ended its run in 2002.  He also starred as an amnesiac janitor alongside Lucy Liu in the mysterious Code Name: The Cleaner.  FTP, name this jovial comedic actor, one of the “kings of comedy” who starred on The Steve Harvey Show.

ANSWER: Cedric the Entertainer (accept Cedric Kyles)

7. This band's songs "These Aren't the Droids You're Looking For" and "The Bronze" appear on The Split CD along with songs by Beaver, and this band's only constant member sang in the artificial language Klokobetz on "Bargain Healers" by Nosfell.  One of their songs claims "transforming is becoming" while requesting a taste of the title substance; another opens with the line "I'll throw myself away / they're just photos after all"; while yet another features a chorus which asks the title figure "can't you find another way / no more livin’ life behind a shadow."  Besides "Misfit Love," "Go With the Flow," and "Little Sister," this band's singles include "The Lost Art of Keeping a Secret" off Rated R and "Sick Sick Sick" off 2007s Era Vulgaris.  FTP, identify this band best known for "No One Knows" off Songs for the Deaf, fronted by Josh Homme.

ANSWER: Queens of the Stone Age
8. Bosses in this game include Granga, Bacoon and Sarumarine, and the end of this game features a bill presented for the player’s services.  One level in this game features Husky and Bulldog units and a pyramid, and when one enemy in this game is defeated he remarks “My Beautiful Reward!!! Arrgghhhhh.”  One character in this game is pursued romantically by Katt Monroe; that character’s nemesis is Leon Powalski.  One level in this game is named for a Shakespearean character, Macbeth, and in it the player has to destroy a supply train in the Landmaster.  Pressing “z” or “r” twice in this game allows the player to do the famous barrell roll.  FTP, name this N64 classic that sees the title character and his team save the Lylat system from Andross. 

ANSWER: Starfox 64
9. This film had its debut in the New York Colony Theater, and it includes a scene in which a cow is lifted up by a winch.  One character in this film opens up one of his teeth in order to spit out chewing tobacco, only to have it blow right back into his face.  Animals controversially used as musical instruments in this film include a goat who ate a violin and sheet music for "Turkey in the Straw," a sow and her piglets, and a cat swung around by its tail.  The end of this brief work sees the main character forced to peel potatoes by the captain Pete.  Ub Iwerks did much of the work on redesigning the main character of this film so that he would be easier to animate.  FTP, name this 1928 cartoon short that served as the first appearance of Minnie and Mickey Mouse with sound. 

ANSWER: Steamboat Willie
10. The defining beef in this city's rap scene features one participant whose mother sings the hook on "So Smooth" from his album The Yellow Tape, while the other's recent single "I Go Harder" quotes a Jay-Z line about this place and references the fact that Tupac Shakur went to school here.  Those antagonists are Bossman and Mullyman.  Female rappers from here include Rye Rye and Felicia Pearson, who has also had work as an actress.  One of the most infamous products of this city's hip hop scene claims a certain group should get "AIDS in their mouth" and featured a cameo by a former resident, Carmelo Anthony, who furthers the titular message to "Stop Snitchin." With a namesake "club music" hip hop influenced by techno, FTP, identify this city whose violence inspires its residents to claim to live in "Murder-land" and whose music was sometimes featured in The Wire.

ANSWER: Baltimore (accept Body-more)

11. This man explains that “Hitler and Jesus had one thing in common” and describes the “great American lottery and the decline of personal responsibility” in a book filled with “messages from the heart and heartland.”  An earlier book by this man began by observing that many celebrities want to live in Miami, which the author took to be an argument against the reality of global warming.  When asked to choose between chips and cookies, this man has responded that he shouldn't have to choose, as he is in America, but if he were in a socialist state he would choose cookies.  This man mixes his so-called "Poor Man's Seinfeld" humor with his interpretation of Thomas Paine in his Common Sense tour, and has recently begun the “9/12 project,” revolving around nine values and twelve principles he holds dear.  FTP, name this conservative pundit with his own show on Fox News, the author of An Inconvenient Book who may be best known for crying on air and saying that he loves his country and is scared for it. 

ANSWER: Glenn Beck
12. This man's wedding to ClaRenda Harris was named one of 2006's Top Weddings by Ebony Magazine.  An ESPN the Magazine article cites a single play by this man as the start of the sequence that led to James Felton's death, though that ABCD camp dunk would also jumpstart the career of this Bartow native and Mount Zion graduate. His one-time nickname, "Big Sleep,” is now mostly forgotten, though you might recall that this player was drafted to play alongside his cousin Vince Carter.  He had his highest scoring season in 2003 alongside Darrell Armstrong and Pat Garrity, though he committed a notable gaffe when he claimed that he had led the Magic into the second round.  FTP, identify this star currently playing with Von Wafer, who until recently played with Yao as a member of the Houston Rockets.

ANSWER: Tracy McGrady
13. A series of tie-in novels based on this series, including The End Game and The Fix, have been written by Tod Goldberg.  One minor figure on this show, Seymour, is played by the delightfully named character actor Silas Weir Mitchell; that character is an arms dealer who had special throwing knives made for the central figure.  Other characters include Agent Jason Bly, who at one point was trapped in a bank with the main character, and Nate, the main character’s brother, who during season 2 was arrested for fraud.  The protagonist’s mother, Madeline, is played by Sharon Gless, while his former girlfriend Fiona is played by Gabrielle Anwar.  FTP, name this show which centers on a former spy trying to figure out why he got the title dismissal, a series starring Jeffrey Donovan which airs on the USA network.

ANSWER: Burn Notice
14. Umberto Eco contrasts this character with Nero Wolfe and Starsky and Hutch, and calls him "monstrous" in an introduction to an Italian version of a work featuring him.  While being played by Michael Rosenbaum, this character describes the veining on his penis and kills all of his friends after his mother appears.  Besides that appearance in PG Porn, movies featuring this character were made with the assistance of of Arrin Skelley and Peter Robbins, while movies titled after this character include "Race For Your Life, him"; "Bon Voyage him, (Don't Come Back!!)"; and ones titled after holidays, such as "A him Thanksgiving," "It's Arbor Day, him" and “It's the Easter Beagle, him." With acquaintances like the filthy Pigpen and musical Schroeder, he's bedeviled by his incompetent baseball team, kite-eating trees, and having Lucy van Pelt always pull the football away.  FTP, identify this protagonist of Peanuts.

ANSWER: Charlie Brown (accept Snoopy until "Rosenbaum")

15. On one track from this artist’s latest album, Charles Bukowski’s “Dinosauria, We” can be heard; that track includes the chilling prophecy that “radiated men will eat the flesh of radiated men.”  Another track on this artist’s latest album invites the listener to feel “real genuine ballskin,” while Ghostface announces “it’s not a Hardy Boy mystery either” at the opening of a track which notes “the part of Mr. Roper was played by Mr. T.”  That track describes the title “three white bitches who work for Tony Starks,” and is called “Angelz.”  This artist rapped about “lactose and lecithin” in an album with the word “vaudeville” in the title, while his album Take Me To Your Leader was recorded under the name King Geedorah.  Despite solo successes such as Born Like This, he may be better known for a 2005 collaboration with Danger Mouse, The Mouse and the Mask.  FTP, name this lyrically intricate hip hop artist whose real name is Daniel Dumile and who collaborated with Madlib on Madvillainy.

ANSWER: MF Doom (accept DOOM; accept Daniel Dumile or Viktor Vaughn or King Geedorah before they are mentioned)

16. This man once challenged Ed McMahon to a game of quarters, while one TV series in which this actor played the lead saw him have imaginary conversations with the dead founder of his company, Mr. Pickering.  Film roles for this actor include playing the first mate of The Filthy Whore, Kenny, in Cabin Boy, and a gay trainer of German Shepherds, Gregory, in Talladega Nights.  He also starred as the father of the titular characters in the FOX series Quintuplets.  The title of his first sitcom stated that this man "Controlled the Universe" and he announces names like Max Weinberg in his current role.  FTP, name this man who recently resumed his old position as a sidekick to Conan O'Brien on The Tonight Show. 

ANSWER: Andy Richter
17. This franchise's expansion year featured players like Ken McBride, Leon Wagner and Steve Bilko, and that first year saw games played in a ballpark called Wrigley Field.  This organization retired the number 26 to honor one of its most famous owners, while its current owner made his fortune running a billboard company and notably made his first act the lowering of beer prices.  This franchise won their first World Series despite terrible starts from Kevin Appier and Jarrod Washburn, while in that series Game 7 was closed by Troy Percival to defeat the Giants.  Kendry Morales and Bobby Abreu play, FTP, for which baseball franchise, also the current home of Vladimir Guerrero, which is possibly found in two Southern California cities?

ANSWER: Los Angeles Angels of Anaheim (prompt on Los Angeles; accept Anaheim)

18. One figure of this name was a member of the Quists who tried to execute a nefarious scheme with the Dominus computer, but was exiled to the Nameless Dimension after trying to conquer Earth.  In a song named for this figure, the speaker imagines skating in his Maybach Benz while pumping “Brown Sugar” by D’Angelo.  That song notes that the speaker is “from the murder capital, where we murder for capital.”  Another song about this figure begins with the singer noting that he is “cruisin’ on the grey snakes till my dying day,” and invites the listener to call the singer the title figure “if you think you should.”  In addition to those tracks by Jay-Z and Bob Seger, this is the name of the star formed by Jupiter’s nova in 2010, while in Latin poetry this word designates the Morning Star.  FTP, give this word which identifies a fallen angel also known as Satan.

ANSWER: Lucifer
19. This man recently offered a deal on his website in which he would paint a watercolor portrait of anyone who sent him a picture and twenty dollars.  A recent work by this man depicts his aunt Suzette, who tells him about her life as a rural schoolteacher.  In addition to The Thorn in the Heart, this man has directed a film which featured a woman named Lila who wrote a book called Fuck Humanity.  That film, which starred Tim Robbins and Patricia Arquette, was 2001’s Human Nature, while another film directed by this man featured Tom Wilkinson as Dr. Howard Mierzwiak.  He directed Dave Chapelle's Block Party as well as a film starring Gael Garcia Bernal, The Science of Sleep, though this director’s most famous film starred Kate Winslet and Jim Carrey.  FTP, name this French director of Be Kind, Rewind and Eternal Sunshine of the Spotless Mind. 

ANSWER: Michel Gondry
20.  Brian claims that the value of an album by this person has been reduced due to the artist’s signature in Half Baked.  A non-musical portion of one song written by this artist is used as a sample on the Beastie Boys’ “High Plains Drifter” after the title character is pulled over for dragging mailboxes; that sample finds a “long-hair” being ordered “out of [a] car.”  Another song written by this man for his best-known band notes the “str[ength] and kind[ness]” of “Pisces, Virgo rising.”  As a solo artist, this man wrote a song that notes that “Metal under tension” is “Beggin’ you to touch and go” and posits the proportion “The further on the edge / The hotter the intensity.”  That song from the Top Gun soundtrack is about a highway to the titular “Danger Zone.”  FTP, name this writer of “Danny’s Song” and “Your Mama Don’t Dance,” both of which date from his collaboration with Jim Messina.

ANSWER: Kenneth Clark Loggins
Bonuses:

1. It has been described as its artist’s Being and Time, as its long awaited second part never appeared.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1990 album which opened with the #1 hit “Praying for Time,” and which also included the incredibly long single “Cowboys and Angels.”

ANSWER: Listen Without Prejudice, Volume 1
[10] Listen Without Prejudice was this artist’s follow-up to his more successful debut solo album, Faith.

ANSWER: George Michael
[10] Faith included this hit song, in which Michael notes that he has “had enough of crime” and that he will “be the one who loves you / Till the end of time.”

ANSWER: “Father Figure”

2. Its second season featured April, a student who has lymphoma, and a nervous executive named Walter.  FTPE:

[10] Name this TV show, whose first season starred such actors as Blair Underwood and Melissa George.

ANSWER: In Treatment
[10] The central character of In Treatment is a therapist portrayed by this actor, who played Sean Murphy in the classic naval horror film Ghost Ship.

ANSWER: Gabriel Byrne
[10] Betipul, the Israeli series on which In Treatment is based, starred this actor in the Gabriel Byrne role.  This man’s father was Israel’s minister of defense during the Yom Kippur War.

ANSWER: Assi Dayan
3. This man became a vampire in 1918 to avoid becoming a victim of the Spanish flu, and not unlike Mike Sorice, his favorite food is mountain lions.  FTPE:

[10] Name this vampire from the Twilight series, who is the lover of Bella.  

ANSWER: Edward Cullen (accept either)
[10] In this book, Edward converts Bella to vampirism in order to save her from dying during labor.  This book also sees the werewolf Jacob become Alpha of his pack.
ANSWER: Breaking Dawn
[10] Breaking Dawn sees this ancient group of Italian vampires attempt to kill the Cullens for some stupid reason or other.  Edward also asks these vampires to kill him in New Moon.
ANSWER: Volturi
4. A chance to meet this figure was a significant draw at 2006’s CBI Nationals.  FTPE:

[10] Name this first black coach to win multiple NBA championships, excluding Bill Russell’s tenure as player-coach.

ANSWER: K.C. Jones
[10] K.C. Jones played with Bill Russell at this West Coast Conference school, which the tandem led to undefeated seasons and NCAA Championships in 1955 and 1956.

ANSWER: the University of San Francisco
[10] Jones ended his NBA coaching career with this team in the early 1990s, following its drafting of such stars as Shawn Kemp.  He was eventually ousted to make room for George Karl.

ANSWER: the Seattle SuperSonics (accept either)
5. It features Jennifer Morrison and Winona Ryder as the mothers of two of its central characters.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 2009 film, which proved that the appeal of the Beastie Boys and Nokia phones will last for centuries.

ANSWER: Star Trek
[10] In 2009, Ryder also appeared in this film based on a book by Bret Easton Ellis, which was the last movie to feature Brad Renfro prior to his death.

ANSWER: The Informers
[10] Ryder has also recently appeared as Scarlet in this comedy film, which stars Josh Holloway and Sean Astin as friends of a man who goes home to speak at his high school.

ANSWER: Stay Cool
6. He told the heartwarming tale of a pervert who keeps calling the same woman in “It’s Me Again, Margaret.”  FTPE:

[10] Name this singer of “Gitarzan” who described a “Sheik of the burning sands” who has a thing with Fatima of the Seven Veils in “Ahab the Arab.”

ANSWER: Ray Stevens (or Harold Ray Ragsdale)

[10] This Ray Stevens song sees a man scream “Ethel, you shameless hussy” when he sees his wife joining in after being flashed three times by the title character.  The chorus notes “He’s always makin’ the news / Wearin’ just his tennis shoes.”

ANSWER: “The Streak”

[10] Ray Stevens recorded a country version of this Errol Garner jazz standard frequently requested by obsessed fan Evelyn Draper in Clint Eastwood’s directorial debut.

ANSWER: “Misty”

7. In honor of this tournament’s beloved namesake, answer the following about the life and work of German sociologist Ferdinand Tönnies, FTPE:

[10] Tönnies wrote an 1896 book on the life and work of this English thinker, who gave his name to the protagonist of the short-lived sci-fi TV show Harsh Realm.

ANSWER: Thomas Hobbes
[10] A 1927 study by Tönnies describes this phenomenon as it occurs in Schleswig-Holstein.  People who did this in places other than Schleswig-Holstein include wrestler Chris Benoit and singer Ian Curtis.

ANSWER: suicide (accept Selbstmord)

[10] Tönnies posited “essential” and “arbitrary” types of this mental phenomenon, which drive the Gemeinschaft and Gesellschaft respectively.

ANSWER: will (accept Wille)

8. Answer the following about programming which can be enjoyed on Spike TV, FTPE:

[10] Morgan Spurlock, the creator of Super Size Me, also brought the world this game show in which people are invited to do idiotic things for money.

ANSWER: I Bet You Will
[10] Muggsy Bogues and Alexi Lalas were among the participants in the first season of this show, which pits the title groups against one another.  USC football star Petros Papadakis hosted the early seasons.

ANSWER: Pros v. Joes
[10] Spike also airs reruns of this insipid HBO series which features such characters as Drama, Turtle, and the unbelievably bland “E.”

ANSWER: Entourage
9. Answer the following about four members of the awesome supergroup Tinted Windows, FTPE:

[10] James Iha is a founding member but is probably more recognizable from his time in this Billy Corrigan-fronted group, famous for songs like "1979." 

ANSWER: The Smashing Pumpkins
[10] Tinted Windows features the vocals of Taylor Hanson from Hanson as well as Bun E. Carlos, better known as the drummer for this band.

ANSWER: Cheap Trick
[10] The main songwriter and bassist for Tined Windows is Adam Schlesinger, who performed with this band which released singles like "Denise" and "Radiation Vibe."

ANSWER: Fountains of Wayne
10. Michael Arnold invoked this Internet sensation in response to the hsquizbowl thread ATTN: Andrew Chrzanowski, and one video featuring this character also features someone in a wheelchair falling down an escalator.  FTPE:

[10] Name this instrument-playing, blue clothes-wearing pet who follows up embarrassing videos with a jaunty tune. 

ANSWER: Keyboard Cat 

[10] Keyboard Cat is actually owned by Charlie Schmidt, who gave him this name. 

ANSWER: Fatso 

[10] One of the videos that Keyboard Cat follows is that of an interview with Jonathan, a young boy dressed as a zombie who informs the reporter that he likes this reptile of the order Testudines.

ANSWER: Turtles

11. Answer the following about some 2009 inductees to the Hockey Hall of Fame, FTPE:

[10] Besides a cameo in the atrocious movie Sudden Death, this inductee and left winger holds many franchise records amassed in his three stints with the Los Angeles Kings.  

ANSWER: Luc Robitaille
[10] Robitaille and fellow 2009 inductees Steve Yzerman and Brett Hull won a Stanley Cup in 2002 while playing for this storied, octopus-loving franchise.

ANSWER: Detroit Red Wings (accept either)

[10] The only non-player inductee was Lou Lamoriello, a long-time GM of this team.  He was acting coach after the firings of Larry Robinson and Claude Julien.

ANSWER: New Jersey Devils (accept either)

12. His film about a cortisone-addicted James Mason, Bigger Than Life, was reportedly inspired by an occasion when he discovered his wife Gloria Grahame sleeping with his son.  FTPE:

[10] Name this director of such films as They Live by Night and On Dangerous Ground.

ANSWER: Nicholas Ray
[10] Ray may be best known for this 1955 film about a disaffected teenager named Jim Stark, which also featured Natalie Wood and James Dean.

ANSWER: Rebel Without a Cause
[10] Ray also directed this 1954 Western, more popular with snooty European directors than American audiences, in which Joan Crawford played the sassy “Vienna” while Sterling Hayden played the title “gunslinger.”

ANSWER: Johnny Guitar
13.  This product is manufactured in the town of Loretto, and bottles of it are notable for being sealed with red wax.  FTPE:

[10] Name this liquid, which comes in such varieties as “Gold Seal” and “Blue Label” and which is made at a distillery once known as Burks Spring.

ANSWER: Maker’s Mark
[10] Maker’s Mark is an example of this kind of distinctive American spirit, other examples of which include Four Roses and Wild Turkey.

ANSWER: bourbon (prompt on “whiskey” or even “whisky”)

[10] This other delightful beverage is the “official bourbon” of the Kentucky Derby.  Each bottle of this bourbon, which is made at the Old Oscar Pepper Distillery, is individually numbered.

ANSWER: Woodford Reserve
14. On its opening track, the singer announces “What a life I lead in the summer” while Skyler Skjelset’s mandolin gently plays.  FTPE:

[10] Name this five-song EP which was warmly received in 2008.

ANSWER: Sun Giant
[10] Sun Giant was one of the two releases by this Seattle group in 2008, both of which were much loved by the indie rock press; their songs include “White Winter Hymnal.”

ANSWER: Fleet Foxes
[10] The Fleet Foxes have credited this American group, whose albums include Pet Sounds, as an influence on their ornate style.

ANSWER: The Beach Boys
15. It was set in Rutherford, Ohio, and centered on a quasi-family which was led by Dick Solomon, who worked as a physics professor.  FTPE:

[10] Dick had a rival for Mary in Liam Neesam, a professor played by this actor who was Lyle Finster, one of Karen’s numerous husbands, on Will & Grace.

ANSWER: John Cleese
16. This team won its first World Series title in 1980, when it defeated Kansas City, and won a second much more recently.  FTPE:

[10] Name this National League franchise, whose current rotation includes Joe Blanton and whose roster includes Chan Ho Park.

ANSWER: Philadelphia Phillies (accept either)

[10] When the Phillies won the 1980 World Series, they were managed by this man who managed the Mets in the mid-‘90s before being succeeded by Bobby Valentine.

ANSWER: Dallas Green
[10] The final out of that series came when this Kansas City outfielder struck out for the 12th time in the series; his 705 at-bats in 1980 stood as a major league record until 2007.

ANSWER: Willie Wilson

ANSWER: “The Heat Is On”

[10] “The Heat Is On” was a hit for this singer, who was one of the founders of The Eagles.

ANSWER: Glenn Frey
[10] Glenn Frey was reportedly the inspiration for the character of Russell Hammond in this 2000 film, which featured Patrick Fugit as the young William Miller.

ANSWER: Almost Famous
18. Its epilogue, “The Badger,” describes a misshapen figure named Jeremy Brown who makes it to Vancouver.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 2003 book which has an earlier chapter on the “Jeremy Brown Blue Plate Special,” and which opens with a discussion of “The Curse of Talent.” 

ANSWER: Moneyball: The Art of Winning an Unfair Game 

[10] A recently derailed film version of Moneyball was to have been directed by this man, who actually got to finish such films as Erin Brockovitch. 

ANSWER: Steven Soderbergh 

[10] Michael Lewis's most recent book was this 2009 release in which he examines his role as a father and his marriage to Tabitha Soren. 

ANSWER: Home Game: An Accidental Guide to Fatherhood
19. Much of the action in this film revolves around characters trying to capture or rescue the colorful bird Kevin.  FTPE: 

[10] Name this recent film, which stars Ed Asner as Carl Fredricksen. 

ANSWER: Up 

[10] The villain of Up, explorer Charles Muntz, was voiced by this actor, who has played historical figures such as Captain Von Trapp in The Sound of Music. 

ANSWER: Christopher Plummer 

[10] One of the talking dogs in Up was this golden retriever, who often incurs the wrath of the doberman Alpha.  He also tells Carl that "I just met and I love you." 

ANSWER: Dug
20. To the chagrin of Evan Silberman, cruiserweight champion David Haye has a massive hardon to fight these Ukrainian brothers, who currently hold every major heavyweight title save one.  FTPE:

[10] Name these fighters whose dual careers in academia and punching people in the face have led to the nicknames Dr. Ironfist and Dr. Steelhammer.

ANSWER: the Klitschko brothers (or Vitali and Wladimir Klitschko or Wladimir and Vitali Klitschko)

[10] The only major heavyweight title not held by a Klitschko is this oldest one that is currently more or less in the clutches of seven-foot Russian Nikolai Valuev.

ANSWER: the World Boxing Associaton Heavyweight Title

[10] This national hero of Uzbekistan also owns a piece of the WBA title, even though Wladimir Klitschko knocked him out pretty decisively earlier this year.  He is sometimes known as the “White Tyson.”

ANSWER: Ruslan Chagaev
