Toss Ups
1.) In the 2008 world championship of this sport in Berlin, Frank Stoldt resigned in the fifth round, giving Nikolai Sazhin the win. Wu Tang Clan's debut album featured a song about this sport, which was inspired by Enki Bilal's comic books and created by Iepe Rubingh. Victory can be achieved by judge's decision, knockout, or checkmate. This is, FTP, what sport in which contenders alternate between rounds of punching the crap out of each other and then trying to capture the other guy's king? 

ANSWER: Chess boxing 
2.) Twenty years before the start of the series, the Unification War took place and three nations were combined by Silas to form present-day Gilboa.  A war between Gilboa and the neighboring nation Gath is still being fought at the beginning of the series, but a peace is reached when a young soldier named David brings down a Goliath-class tank.  FTP, name this NBC drama starring Ian McShane with the same name as the chapter of the Bible that it takes its storyline from about America under a monarchy.
ANSWER: Kings

3.) Known for his Jamaican bass-like voice, this musician honed his singing skills while serving in the Marines during Operation Desert Storm. He released two early albums, but it was his 1995 album and it's title track which begged you to “call me fantastic” which brought his first hit. His 2000 album Hot Shot later went on to sell 6 million copies in the US, propelled by the singles “Angel” and “It Wasn't Me.” FTP name this reggae and dance singer named after Scoobie's friend who's work with artillery in the Gulf War inspired him to write his hit single “Boombastic.”

ANSWER: Shaggy
4.) Presumably he was recruited by the U.S. Government during Operation Paperclip at the end of WWII due to his occupation as a physicist.  Upon becoming an American citizen, he had to change his surname, Merkwürdigeliebe, to its English equivalent.  Despite being confined to a wheelchair and suffering from alien hand syndrome, he eventually became President Merkin Muffley’s special scientific advisor in the early 1960s.   FTP, name the eponymous former Nazi scientist played by Peter Sellers in a 1964 Stanley Kubrick Film that is also known as How I Learned to Stop Worrying and Love the Bomb.

ANSWER: Dr. Strangelove
5.) The plot is an alternate take on historical events, with the Crusades being fought in order to fight off demons. With the advance of modern technology and the decline of the Knights Templar, knowledge of fighting these demons has been lost and it is only in the freemason-built underground of the city that humans are safe. FTP, identify this massively multiplayer RPG and FPS hybrid developed by Flagship Studios, the spiritual successor to Diablo, who’s servers were shut down as of January 31, 2009

ANSWER: Hellgate London 

6.) Against the Houston Texans in 2002, he became the first person in NFL history to record a sack, interception, forced fumble, and a touchdown catch in a single game. In 2008, this current Bronco became the tenth player with 20 career interceptions and sacks. Drafted out of Clemson in the 2nd round of the 1996 NFL draft, he made seven Pro Bowls and became a fan favorite for his hard hits. The longest-tenured Philadelphia athlete when he left, FTP, name this strong safety formerly with the Philadelphia Eagles.

ANSWER: Brian Dawkins
7.) Created by Tobin Wolf and developed by Rankin/Bass productions, this television show ran for four seasons from 1985 to 1990. Warner Brothers is reportedly in the process of remaking it as a CGI film with Charlie Wen as the concept artist. In the pilot episode, the protagonists' home world is destroyed, they escape in a starship, and Jaga sacrifices himself in order to pilot the ship to Third Earth. Featuring Tygra, Snarf, Mumm-Ra, and Lion-O, this is, FTP, what feline-oriented cartoon? 

ANSWER: ThunderCats  

8.) Name's the same. One is a dirty south rapper from Atlanta, the other is a metalcore band from the same city that no longer goes by the name to prevent being confused with the rapper. The band released the record “Throwing Myself” before changing their name to the real name of Marilyn Monroe. The rapper on the other hand has released 6 albums including 2000's “Back For The First Time” and 2004's “Red Light District”. FTP give the common name formerly used by the band Norma Jean and the rapper most known for his 2000 hit single “What's Your Fantasy?”

ANSWER: Ludacris or Luti-Kriss (do not accept Norma Jean)

9.) Mongoose blood; heavy water vapors; a sequence of keys followed by delete; Pym Particles; Project Rebirth; your rings combined; the X-gene; gamma rays; the rays of the Earth’s yellow sun; and radioactive spiders. For ten points, all of these are sources of what, commonly found in movies and comic books?

ANSWER: Super powers (also accept “sources of super powers” and equivalents)

10.) In a 1994 remake, played by Jason Scott Lee, he kills Kaa with a jeweled dagger and competes with William Boone for Kitty’s affection. In the original he is voiced by Bruce Reitherman and his origins are unknown. Throughout the movie he befriends Hathi of the elephant patrol, a group of vultures that resemble The Beatles, and Baloo, a carefree bear. For 10 points, name this character, reluctant to return to human civilization, the main character of The Jungle Book. 
ANSWER: Mowgli

11.) It is located at the bottom of Kgale Hill in an area of Gaborone, the capital of Botswana, and was founded by a woman named Precious Ramotswe who sold her dead father's cows to pay for it.  It is the first of its kind in Botswana, a fact reflected in the name.  It has appeared in ten books written by Alexander McCall Smith, the most recent being Tea Time for the Traditionally Built.  FTP, name this organization, started by the first female private investigator in Botswana and appearing on a HBO show of the same name.  

ANSWER: The No. 1 Ladies' Detective Agency

12.) His namesake NES math game, his second original game, implies that he has a sister. His later appearances include being the main character in a side scrolling game with his “nephew wannabe” and as a secret power character in the N64 version of Mario Tennis. He appeared in Super Mario Kart, but he didn’t show up in later entries in the series. FTP, identify this character of a namesake Nintendo arcade sequel which sees him climbing vines to rescue his captured father from Mario.

ANSWER: Donkey Kong Jr. (do not accept Diddy Kong)
13.) Howard Hobson first suggested this, trying it out in a 1945 game between Columbia and Fordham. However, it wasn’t standardized by the NCAA until 1986, though the American Basketball League had implemented it in 1961. The NBA added it in 1979, after it proved popular with fans in the ABA. Chris Ford made the first one in NBA history, while Reggie Miller has the most career ones with 2560. To qualify for one in college, the shooter must be at least 20 feet, 9 inches from the hoop. FTP, name this long-distance shot worth more than two points.

ANSWER: Three-point goal (Accept equivalents)

14.) The name's the same. The company by this name is the third largest British clothing retailer. The Korean rock band by this name is fronted by Shin Hae Chul. SAHB, Journey, Vanessa Williams, Soulalive, and Sevendust have all published music albums by this name. The novel by this name, the last Michael Crichton published before his death, centers on genetic research and the creation of transgenic animals. In 2007, a film with this name was released, about a man who could see a few minutes into the future. All of these share, FTP, what one-word name, which also describes an MTV dating show?
ANSWER: Next
15.) This practice began with a picture of a duck on wheels and culminated in a surprise live performance at the Macy’s Thanksgiving Day Parade. It first properly occurred in fake releases of the then-unavailable trailer for Grand Theft Auto IV, instead linking the user to a music video of a one hit wonder. Some variants on it have included other songs or people from popular culture, such as Barack Obama speaking the song's lyrics. For ten points, what is this internet prank involving tricking unsuspecting internet users into watching Astley's Never Gonna Give You Up? 


ANSWER: Rickrolling
16.) A musical based on this franchise was planned, but was scrapped when a new installment in the series created a much more serious tone. Songs were to include “The Grave Yard Shift,” and “Where Does He Get All of Those Wonderful Toys,” which is based off a quote from Jack Nicholson’s character in the original movie. FTP, name this film and comic book franchise that was rebooted in 2005 by Christopher Nolan in a film featuring Ra’s al-Ghul and the Scarecrow.

ANSWER: Batman
17.) At Garfield High School in Seattle, he was considered one of the best high school players in America, leading him to consider declaring for the NBA draft. However, he chose to attend the University of Washington, where he was a first-team All-American and Pac-10 Player of the Year as a senior. He was drafted 6th overall in the 2006 draft by the Minnesota Timberwolves, but was traded for Randy Foye. In 2007, he received 127 out of 128 first place votes in Rookie of the Year balloting. FTP, name this point guard for the Portland Trail Blazers.

ANSWER: Brandon Roy 

18.) This was the main profession depicted in the 1970's shows Banacek, Adam-12, Baretta, and McCloud. Matthew Sikes and George Francisco had this job in Alien Nation, and Laura Holt was one that worked for a fictional Pierce Brosnan character. USA showed a pair of Palm Beach, Florida ones that dealt with rich couples' relationships gone awry in Silk Stalkings. This occupation was also played by actresses Tyne Daly and Sharon Gless in Cagney & Lacey. For 10 points—name this profession prominent in Remington Steele, Homicide, Miami Vice, and NYPD Blue. 

ANSWER: detective or police or cop or anything similar
19.) This film’s soundtrack featured “Chemistry” by Semisonic which was played during a bus ride. After a breakup with his girlfriend Nicole, the protagonist gets advice from his brother, a priest-in-training. The plot thickens when he falls for Erica, a girl who works for a website that protects children from porn. For 10 points, name this film staring Shannyn Sossamon, Vinessa Shaw, and Josh Hartnett about a vow of celibacy for lent. 

ANSWER: 40 Days and 40 Nights
20.) This company was mentioned in the Holloways’ song “PSB.” The first item it ever sold was a shower radio for $11.49. The letters in its name stand for the qualities the company founder wanted to guarantee to customers. Mike Rowe, host of Dirty Jobs, got his start as a host for their cable channel that runs live programming 24 hours a day, 364 days a year. For ten points, name this West Chester, PA company and “home shopping network.”

ANSWER: QVC

21.) It is among many songs from the 1980's featured in the film version of Watchmen. Though originally composed in German, its lyrics are somewhat different in the English version. This Cold War protest song satirically tells of the title objects provoking a gross overreaction when mistaken for aliens. At the song's end, the narrator finds one of the 99 objects in the rubble of war. For ten points, what is this 1983/1984 single and one-hit wonder by Nena?

ANSWER: Neunundneunzig Luftballons or 99 Luftballons or 99 Red Balloons

1.) FTPE, answer these questions about shows that are just a bit creepy.  

[10] Maybe you'd like to have a seat over there and name this now-cancelled NBC show about bringing people who prey on children to justice.

ANSWER: To Catch a Predator

[10] Name the host of To Catch a Predator, who surprises the predators when they show up expecting a minor. 

ANSWER: Chris Hansen

[10] If you're the type to be frightened by Chris Hansen, you'll love this TLC show about pageant contestants as young as two.

ANSWER: Toddlers and Tiaras

2.) FTPE answer these questions about an American alternative group.

[10] Their 1997 debut self-titled album featured lead singer Stephan Jenkins, and two big hits in “Jumper” and “How's It Gonna Be?”

ANSWER: Third Eye Blind

[10] The biggest hit from that album however, was this upbeat track about a non-upbeat topic, a drug user’s decent into crystal meth addiction.

ANSWER: Semi-Charmed Life (do not accept “Semi Charmed Kinda Life”)

[10] The band is releasing their first album in 6 years in 2009, named after a constellation.

ANSWER: Ursa Major

3.) Back before Twilight, Vampire movies used to be pretty awesome. For 10 points each, name some of those movies. 

[10] Jason Patric stars with Keifer Sutherland in this 1987 film, based on a Stephen King novel about a group of teenage vampires in Santa Carla, California. 

ANSWER: The Lost Boys
[10] In this animated film, Count Dracula turns Shaggy into a werewolf and is then forced to participated in the Monster Road Rally. With the help of Scooby and Scrappy, Shaggy wins the race. 
ANSWER: Scooby-Doo and the Reluctant Werewolf
[10] The first film in this series focused on Selene, a Death Dealer, who hunts Lycans during a century old feud between Vampires and Lycans. 

ANSWER: Underworld 

4.) You may know about the Tiger Slam, but did you know Tiger also won the Triple Crown of Golf in 2000? FTPE:

[10] Tiger tied Old Tom Morris’ record, set in 1862, for the largest margin of victory at a major championship with his 15-stroke victory at Pebble Beach in this event.

ANSWER: U.S. Open
[10] With his score of 19-under par, Tiger set the record for the lowest score to par in any major tournament at St. Andrews in this event.

ANSWER: The Open Championship (accept British Open)

[10] Tiger set a tournament record with 22-under par with his victory at this event, the third in the Triple Crown.

ANSWER: Canadian Open 

5.) Name some fictional characters who are missing a limb, FTPE

[10] This pirate was Peter Pan's nemesis

ANSWER: Captain James Hook
[10] This Washington Irving character was a Hessian soldier killed at the battle of Chatterton Hill

ANSWER: Headless Horseman
[10] This doctor on ER lost his arm in a helicopter accident. 

ANSWER: Robert Romano (accept either)

6.) Given a famous line, name that film, for ten points each.

[10] “Oh no, it wasn’t the airplanes. It was beauty killed the beast.”

ANSWER: King Kong
[10] “You’re gonna need a bigger boat”

ANSWER: Jaws

[10] “There’s no crying in baseball!”

ANSWER: A League of Their Own

7.) For ten points each, name these bands that aren't quite living anymore.

[10] This band lasted from the mid-60's, featuring long rock sequences iconic of that era, to 1995. Since Jerry Garcia died, the remaining members have settled on a different, shorter name for a new band.

ANSWER: The Grateful Dead
[10] This hardcore punk band formed in the late 70's, featuring often satirical or humorous songs like Kill The Poor and Holiday in Cambodia. Such energy came to a head when they were involved in an obscenity suit over a poster distributed with the original copies of their album Frankenchrist.

ANSWER: The Dead Kennedys
[10] This irreverent punk band featured its two vocalists singing with exaggerated snooty Philadelphia accents. Their hits include Bitchin' Camero and The Thing That Only Eats Hippies. 
ANSWER: The Dead Milkmen
8.) Identify these comedians who were cast members on Saturday Night Live in the late ‘90’s, FTPE:

[10] His recurring roles included Spartan Cheerleader Greg Buchanan, George W. Bush, and Alex Trebeck. He went on to star in Anchorman and Talladega Nights.

ANSWER: Will Farrell
[10] His recurring characters included Woodrow, Astronaut Jones, and Brian Fellows. He went on to costar in 30 Rock and host Scare Tactics. 
ANSWER: Tracy Morgan
[10] Ser recurring roles included Spartan Cheerleader Arianna, Nadeen, Ross Perot, and Barbara Walters. She went on to do… not much else. She’s currently a cast member of Sit Down, Shut Up if you’ve heard of that.

ANSWER: Cheri Oteri
9.) Hopefully your mana isn’t all tapped out, because now you have to name some collectible card games, FTPE.

[10] Developed in 1993 and still running, this fantasy collectible card game was developed by Richard Garfield as a way to reduce downtime during gaming conventions. Released by Wizards of the Coast, it is currently in its tenth edition.

ANSWER: Magic: The Gathering

[10] Based on an anime and manga  about a fictional collectible card game, this collectible card game was obtained by Konami when it took control from Upper Deck. As the manga's version of the game is subservient to the plot, overpowered cards such as the Egyptian God Cards are banned from real-life tournament play.

ANSWER: Yu-Gi-Oh!

[10] Another of Richard Garfield's games, this game was developed in 1994 for Wizards of the Coast before White Wolf took control in 2000. It features players as ancient and powerful members of an undead race trying to nullify each other's influence and positions, mostly by recruiting younger members.

ANSWER: Vampire: The Eternal Struggle (accept Jyhad)

ANSWER: Toronto Raptors and Memphis Grizzlies (accept Vancouver Grizzlies)

[10] Charlie Sheen of Two and a Half Men was in an episode of this other, brainier Chuck Lorre CBS sitcom.  

ANSWER: The Big Bang Theory 

[10] These two Mythbusters stars appear in a CSI episode involving green blood and someone being set on fire with a taser.  

ANSWER: Adam Savage and Jamie Hyneman  

[10] This evolutionary biologist had a cameo at the end of the new Doctor Who's 4th series and is married to Lalla Ward, who played Romana II on the show.  

ANSWER: Richard Dawkins 
16.) Name the Shel Silverstein book given a description, FTPE

[10] This Silverstein book is about the friendship between a boy and a plant.  

ANSWER: The Giving Tree
[10] The title of this 1974 Silverstein poetry book refers to the place “before the street begins” where the grass is “soft and white”. 

ANSWER: Where the Sidewalk Ends
[10] This other book of Silverstein’s poems is one of the most frequently banned books in the US. Critics claim that "How Not To Have To Dry The Dishes" encourages disobedience in children, and that "Little Abigail and the Beautiful Pony" is too morbid for children. 

ANSWER: A Light In The Attic

[10] This actor, whose credits include Unhook the Stars, Jingle All the Way, and Maidson, played Anakin Skywalker in The Phantom Menace. 


ANSWER: Jake Lloyd
[10] Daniel Logan portrayed this young clone in Attack of the Clones. 


ANSWER: Boba-Fett
[10]Warwick Davis played this similarly-named Ewok in Return of the Jedi.

ANSWER: Wicket Wystri Warrick (accept any)

18.) Something must be in the water in the Dominican Republic that makes people say they’re younger than they really are. FTPE:

[10] Allegedly born in 1976, this 2004 MVP for the Angels said during a recent press conference that he felt good for his age, 34. However, he was only supposed to be 33.

ANSWER: Vladimir Guerrero
[10] Also allegedly born in 1976, this 2002 MVP for the A’s and current Astro was confronted by an ESPN reporter about his birth certificate, which showed his birth year as 1974.

ANSWER: Miguel Tejada
[10] Allegedly born in 1989, this “Little Unit” pitched a perfect game in the Little League World Series at age 12. Oh wait, he was actually 14 years old. Never mind.

ANSWER: Danny Almonte

19.) Name some members from the Addams Family from descriptions, FTPE. 

[10] This member of the Addams family is a disembodied hand 

ANSWER: Thing
[10] This is the patriarch of the Addams family. John Astin played him in the television series and Raúl Juliá in the films. 

ANSWER: Gomez Addams

[10] This tall guy is the family’s butler. 

ANSWER: Lurch 

20.) Name the Nation given its special units and abilities in Civilization Revolutions, FTPE.

[10] This Mesoamerican civilization begins with extra gold and can train Jaguar Warriors.

ANSWER: Aztecs
[10] This civilization starts the game with a Great Person and can build Flying Fortresses.

ANSWER: America or United States

[10] This African civilization has faster city growth and can produce Impi Warriors. 

ANSWER: Zulu
21.) Given a song current on the Billboard Hot 100, name the artist, FTPE.

[10] At number 1, “Boom Boom Pow”

ANSWER: The Black Eyed Peas
[10] At number 2, “Poker Face”

ANSWER: Lady Gaga
[10] At number 7, “Blame It”

ANSWER: Jamie Foxx featuring T-Pain

22.) Name these Asian methods of preparing eggs for ten points each:

[10] The name of these eggs suggest that they might last a very long time indeed. Whole eggs are packed in a mixture of clay, slaked lime and salt and allowed to sit for several months. The yolk of the egg turns green and the white turns a transparent brown color.

ANSWER: Century Egg, Thousand Year Egg, or Preserved Egg (accept close equivalents)

[10] Always made with duck eggs, these are served within 20 days of fertilization, so that the duckling inside does not yet have a beak or claws. Quickly boiled and served with salt, these are a popular snack in the Phillipines.

[10] This is a type of Japanese omelet made in a square pan and rolled together. A slice is then served atop rice and wrapped with nori. This is traditionally the last piece of sushi eaten because of its delicate flavor.
