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1.[FM] His wife’s maiden name is Boopadoop. In a 1938 movie, he is portrayed by Arthur Lake, while a television series in 1968 failed with him played by Will Hutchins. The characters’ from Stephan Pastis’ Pearls Before Swine once invited themselves to this character’s 75th anniversary celebration. In one Mad Magazine parody, Dick Tracy accidentally shoots this man after he sang a song about his boss, Julius Caesar Dithers. The owner of a dog named Daisy, he is the father of the football player Alexander and the cheerleader Cookie. Common gags he appears in are running into his mailman, Mr. Beasley, taking naps and making unnecessarily larger sandwiches. For ten points, name this male protagonist of the comic strip Blondie.
ANSWER: Dagwood

2.Its story was inspired by Stephen King’s novella The Mist as well as an episode of The Outer Limits. Previous games like Quake inspired its format, but it was one of the first games to heavily rely on scripted sequences to further the action. Expansions of this game include Opposing Force, Decay and Blue Shift. Along the way, you meet characters like Barney Calhoun and Eli Vance while fighting Vortigaunts and headcrabs. For 10 points, name this seminal first-person shooter developed by Valve, in which scientists open an inter-dimensional rift at Black Mesa Research Facility and players blast monsters and marines as theoretical physicist Gordon Freeman.
ANSWER: Half-Life

3.One character on this series plans to follow "Napoleon's Battle Plan" after someone proposes to his love interest and the workplace that is the center of this series is owned by Continental Corporation. This show lasted two seasons despite the fact that Ted McGinley appeared as Gordon Gage in the first season. Isaac Jaffe, played by Robert Guillaume, is the managing editor for the titular program. For 10 points, name this 1990s sitcom starring Felicity Huffman as Dana Whitaker, Josh Charles as Dan Rydell, and Peter Krause as Casey McCall, that follows the on- and off-screen drama of the cast and crew of a late-night sports show.
ANSWER: Sports Night

4.The 1988 Quayle-Bush Republican ticket was nominated for president at a convention in this stadium and Troy was defeated by Southern Mississippi in a bowl game played here this past season. This stadium hosted a Super Bowl that saw Desmond Howard win the MVP award as well as one that saw Adam Vinatieri's field goal give the Patriots their first Super Bowl win. In 2005-6 the professional team that normally plays here had to play its games at places like Tiger Stadium and the Alamodome. For ten points name this stadium that hosts the Sugar Bowl as well as New Orleans Saints home games.
Answer: Louisiana Superdome

5.While starting his career with a direct-to-video horror movie Critters 3, he received exposure for his role as Tobias Wolff in This Boy’s Life. Later in his film career, he was offered but turned down the role as Dirk Diggler in Paul Thomas Anderson’s Boogie Nights. In addition to banging the hottest model around, SI Swimsuit cover model Bar Refa'eli, this man has been seen in roles which saw him play basketball player Jim Carroll in The Basketball Diaries as well as the title roles in Romeo + Juliet and The Man in the Iron Mask.  More recently he played Frank Abagnale in Catch Me If You Can and Billy Costigan in The Departed. For 10 points, name this actor who captured every teenage girl’s heart as Jack Dawson in Titanic.
ANSWER: Leonardo DiCaprio

6.A Mickey Katz song details celebrating Pesach in this country. Ginja is the national liqueur, while Super Bock is a popular beer brand. Their submission for this year's best foreign film oscar was Our Beloved Month of August. The bands GNR and Moonspell hail from this nation, whose hip-hop style is generally known as “tuga”. Enchido and Botelo are two popular types of sausage from this nation.  Traditionally, the Dakar Rally begins in this country's capital, and that city is home to the soccer teams Sporting Clube and Benfica. The host and runner-up in Euro 2004, for 10 points, name this Iberian country home to Braganza monarchs, the cities of Porto and Braga, and Harvard quizbowler Manny Antunes.
ANSWER: Portugal

7.Before calling it quits, this band released the album Falling In Between in 2006.  Formed in Los Angeles in 1977 by a group of session musicians, they followed their eponymous debut album with the records Turn Back and Hydra. The success of such singles as “Georgy Porgy” and “I'll Supply the Love” earned them popularity and a Grammy nod for Best New Artist.  Their song “99” was inspired by the George Lucas film THX1138. Their most successful album was the group's fourth, featuring the singles “I Won't Hold You Back” and “Rosanna;” the latter was written about one member's girlfriend, Rosanna Arquette.  For 10 points, name this soft-rock band best known for the songs “Hold the Line” and “Africa.”
ANSWER: Toto

8.One character on this series briefly becomes popular after purchasing a pet parrot that eventually attacks people and Loudon Wainwright III played the protagonist's father. Guest appearances during this show’s only season included Adam Sandler as himself. The series chronicles experience roommates, Lloyd Haythe, played by Charlie Hunman, and Ron Garner, a character portrayed by Seth Rogen. Steven Karp is the romantic rival of the Jason Segel portrayed Eric on this series. For 10 points, name this TV series that aired on Fox during the 2001-2002,  that aired on Fox during the 2001-2002 season focusing on Karp's experience at the University of Northeastern California.
ANSWER: Undeclared

9.A McDonald’s All-American in 1995, he played his college ball at Georgia Tech, replacing departed point guard Travis Best and leading the Yellow Jackets to the regular season ACC title and a Sweet Sixteen berth in 1996. He left school after his freshman year and was drafted fourth overall by the Milwaukee Bucks, who sent him to the Timberwolves on draft day for Ray Allen. During the Isaiah Thomas sex trial, he admitted to having sex with an intern in the back of his truck. He’s been somewhat of a journeyman in the NBA, playing for Minnesota, New Jersey, Phoenix, and most recently, New York, but he has never won a playoff series. For 10 points, name this currently benched Knicks point guard, who, in 2008, was banned by the team from attending all Knicks practices and games.
ANSWER: Stephon Marbury

10.In this movie, the protagonist's mother Ida constantly gets plastic surgery, and Robert De Niro accompanied the director on Good Morning America to promote the film despite only playing a minor role as Harry Tuttle, a former government employee who works in air conditioning who is eventually swallowed up by newspapers. Its director places this film in the middle of his “Trilogy of Imagination”, situated in between Time Bandits and The Adventures of Baron Munchausen. This film features an alternate ending which sees the protagonist escape from torture, only to realize that it is actually just a dream caused by the torture. For 10 points, name this 1985 cult classic starring Jonathan Pryce, directed by Terry Gilliam.
ANSWER: Brazil

11.His song “Holland” is apparently frequently used on a Dutch satire show called Draadstaal.  He works for Asthmatic Kitty Records, and the album featuring “Holland” also featured “Vito's Ordination Song” and “All Good Naysayers, Speak Up! Or Forever Hold Your Peace!”  In his most famous song, he details driving to New York in a van and proclaims that “[he] made a lot of mistakes”.  That song was from a critically acclaimed 2005 album which included songs like “John Wayne Gacy, Jr.” and “Casimir Pulaski Day.”  He intends to write an album about every state.  For 10 points, name this indie singer-songwriter of the albums Michigan and Illinois and the song “Chicago”.
ANSWER: Sufjan Stevens

12.Menlo, Gelman, Swinger Girl, Randall, Sam, Dave and the Diggers, and Principal Prickly are all recurring characters on this series; more familiar characters include Mikey and Miss Finster. A 2001 theatrical release based on this cartoon features the efforts of Philliam Benedict to end the titular concept in order to raise test scores. Kindergartners display tribal attributes, such as wearing face paint and utilizing spears. First shown on ABC’s One Saturday Morning in 1997, its run extended to 2001, in which the characters in this show prepare to enter the fifth grade. For 10 points, name this elementary school-themed cartoon series about the trials and tribulations of the fourth grade that features Mikey, Gus, Vince, Gretchen, T.J. and Spinelli.
ANSWER: Recess

13.His first national exposure came in 1994 when his little league team from Northridge, California, reached the Little League World Series. While attending Chatsworth High School, he was all state in both baseball and football, the latter of which led to his commitment to the University of Southern California. He was drafted in 2005 in the seventh round at pick number 230, despite starting only one college game at the tight end position. For 10 points, name this quarterback who backed up Matt Leinart and Carson Palmer in college and had a breakout season in 2008 by passing for 3,693 yards and 21 touchdowns with the Patriots after replacing an injured Tom Brady.
ANSWER: Matthew Cassel

14.Stanley Kauffman wrote a book called The Impact of [this film]. In one remake, one minor character is replaced with an American Indian medicine man, appropriate since that remake takes place in the American west.  That remake starred Claire Bloom and Paul Newman and was called The Outrage.  A notorious bandit claims to have convinced another character that he knew the location of a treasure, a ruse he perpetrated in order to capture him and rape his wife. In the end, the tricked samurai is killed, either by himself or the bandit, and is represented at the trial by a spirit medium. Named for the gate where the characters recall the action, for 10 points, name this film told in flashbacks, an amalgamation of two Ryunosuke Akutagawa stories directed by Akira Kurosawa.
ANSWER: Rashomon

15.This product was invented by a team led by Dan Morris and Sumit Basu in early 2009, and in a commercial for this product, a young girl sings along with her laptop while her father bemoans the fact that he must come up with an ad campaign for a glow-in-the-dark towel. This piece of software, generally considered inferior to Apple's competing Garage Band, is featured in numerous YouTube videos featuring classic songs such as the Cars' “Just What I Needed,” Oasis’s “Wonderwall,” and Van Halen’s “Running With the Devil.”  For 10 points, name this piece of Microsoft software that, among other audio editing features, can create instrumental backing for any vocal track.
ANSWER: Microsoft Songsmith

16.The music video to this song features the singer wearing a spectacular codpiece, policemen dancing, and a detective played by LeVar Burton. The singer encourages you to “do your dance quick” and “wave your hands in the air like you don't care”. The original artists followed up this song with “Candy”, another #1 song on the R&B charts. Covered for the Austin Powers 2 soundtrack by Melanie “Scary Spice” Brown, the lyrics proclaim that “we don't have the time for psychological romance”. Beginning “Yo, pretty ladies around the world”, for 10 points, name this biggest hit of Cameo about a phrase that “no matter where you say it, you know that you'll be heard”.
ANSWER: “Word Up!”

17.This athlete has had several disturbances off the baseball field, such as breaking his wife’s nose, fathering another woman’s child, testing positive for cocaine, and soliciting sex from a cop posing as a prostitute. His son was a shooting guard for the Maryland Terrapins from 2004 to 2007, and his memoir, a collaboration with John Strausbaugh and subtitled Finding My Way, is set for release in April 2009. He was an eight-time All-Star and participated in four World Series. He won the National League Rookie of the Year Award in 1983, and he ended his career with a .259 batting average thanks in part to his swing that elicited comparisons to Ted Williams. For 10 points, name this right-fielder who played for the Mets, Dodgers, Giants, and Yankees.
ANSWER: Darryl Strawberry

18.James Rebhorn plays the government official Albert Nimziki who is fired at the end of this movie and Harry Connick Jr. replaced Matthew Perry asJames Wilder in this film. The "welcome wagon" flashes a pattern of lights as a message in this movie and Brent Spiner plays a scientist who is eventually strangled to death. David Levinson and Russell Casse do most of the work to defeat the invaders by respectively creating a computer virus to weaken shields and President Thomas J. Whitmore, played by Bill Pullman, pilots a fighter jet during the climactic battle. For 10 points, name this 1996 sci-fi blockbuster that takes place over three July days, starring Jeff Goldblum and Will Smith.
ANSWER: Independence Day

19.This man is set to voice Wonder Woman's love interest Steve Trevor in her upcoming animated movie. He appears alongside two of his former co-stars Adam Baldwin and Alan Tudyk in Halo 3, voicing a marine. After the show he is most famous for was cancelled, he starred in the disastrous Fox series Drive, which only aired four episodes before itself being cancelled. He plays a soldier mistaken for the title figure in Saving Private Ryan. Online, he appeared as superhero Captain Hammer in a musical written by Joss Whedon, for whom he had earlier acted. For 10 points, name this actor most known for playing Malcolm Reynolds, captain of Serenity in the TV series Firefly.
ANSWER: Nathan Fillion

20.This helped a fictional stem cell research bill get passed in an episode of South Park as well serving as the background for Andy Stitzer's dramatic bike chase. In live performances, the date mentioned in the lyrics is sometimes changed to the current year and this song was its band's first single, preceding "Sole Survivor”. Other lines include "The disco hot spots hold no charm for you" and “You catch the pearl and ride the dragon's wings.” For 10 points, name this 1982 single  that begins, "I never meant to be so bad to you" and tells about actions performed during the title feeling, the best known song by Asia.
ANSWER: “Heat of the Moment”

21.One character from this game reappears in the sequel as the mayor of NCR, while another appears in the third game as a mutated tree. The entire game can be completed without killing a single person, although the Master still blows himself up. A "spiritual successor" to Wasteland, it was released in 1997. Originally, it was going to implement the GURPS role playing system, but switched to the SPECIAL system after a legal squabble. The end video you see after beating this game is affected by your karma value - performing quests for Decker will lower your karma, while killing mutants will raise your karma. For 10 points, name this game developed by Black Isle Studios that bills itself as a "post-nuclear role playing game".
ANSWER: Fallout

[10] Released in June 1970, this song by the Kinks details a young man’s encounter with a transvestite at a club in London.

[10] Ranked #255 on Rolling Stone’s list of the 500 Greatest Albums of All Time, this 1968 album is homage to an idealized England. It originally was a commercial failure, and none of its tracks were selected as singles.
ANSWER: The Kinks Are the Village Green Preservation Society
[10] Featured in the 2007 film The Darjeeling Limited as Peter Whitman and the Businessman run to catch the train, it is the ninth track from Lola versus Powerman and the Moneygoround, Part One.
ANSWER: “This Time Tomorrow”

4.A lot of people like comic books and their art. For 10 points, name these comic artists or writers given the titles with which they were most commonly associated.
[10] Before leaving to found Image Comics, he was notable for his work on Hawk and Dove and co-creating Cable. He’s also criticized for making every character look ridiculously muscle-bound.
ANSWER: Rob Liefeld
[10] Alan Moore revived Miracleman, which this writer continued. He also wrote Black Orchid, a three-part series about Susan Linden-Thorne, and The Sandman, featuring Morpheus, the Lord of Dreams.
ANSWER: Neil Gaiman
[10] This artist co-created the Fantastic Four with writer Stan Lee and created the Eternals, a race of humans created by an alien race called the Celestials.
ANSWER: Jack Kirby or Jacob Kurtzberg
