He spent 7 seasons with the Baltimore Orioles, 3 with the Texas Rangers, 1 with the Cleveland Indians, and his final season with the Detroit Tigers.  His most memorable indecent occurred off the field as in 1989, the Fleer card company released his trading card, which is notable as on the bottom of his bat in this photo someone wrote “fuck face.” In 1988, while managed by his father for the Baltimore Orioles, he played alongside his brother.  For ten points, name this baseball player, who is better known for being the brother of Cal Ripken, Jr.

2.With Patsy Kelly, this man acted as husband-and-wife football coaches Bessie and Slug Winters who recruited Stuart Erwin’s hillbilly character to quarterback their team to success. This man played Davey Lane, a drummer, in Alexander’s Ragtime Band, and had a cameo as the master of ceremonies in 1977’s New York, New York. His last public appearance was at the 1979 Academy Awards, which were produced by his son. After Buddy Ebsen dropped out of production due to an allergy to aluminum powder makeup, for 10 points, name this actor who replaced him as the Tin Man in the Wizard of Oz.
ANSWER: Jack Haley

3.It involves a Mysterious Board of Shadowy Figures, the details of whose plans are never revealed, as the show ended on a cliffhanger in a meat locker. One episode includes a giraffe playing football, while another had Marilyn Manson guest starring as himself. A recurring dolphin motif appears in many episodes. This show was created by Scrubs creator Bill Lawrence, leading to Scrubs stars like Neil Flynn, Donald Faison and Christa Miller voicing charracters on this show. This show drew protests from groups in India, due to its unflattering depiction of a character who is held in high regard in India, and the main character, voiced by Will Forte, has a crush on Cleopatra. For ten points, name this show which features the teenage adventures of Abraham Lincoln, Joan of Arc, JFK, Gandhi, and many others.
ANSWER: Clone High

4.At the beginning of levels in this game one character makes such quips as "It's hardly a lover's leap" and "These chemicals could prove to be a match even for your pheromones" warning the player of challenges in the upcoming level. The opening level of this game takes place nine years before the rest of it and takes place in Archangelsk, Russia. Notable multiplayer game modes in this game include the weaponless Slappers Only and some levels are Complex and Library. For ten points, name this Nintendo 64 first person shooter that was based off the 1995 James Bond film of the same name which was the first to star Pierce Brosnan in the role.
ANSWER: GoldenEye (accept GoldenEye: 007)

5.(BR) He worked with the Eddie Miles Band and the Raving Texans early in his career, and performed in a namesake band alongside Colin Hay in 2003 and 2008. This band frequently plays his only two #1 solo US hits, “You're Sixteen” and “Photograph”. The longest solo this musician performed with his most successful band occurs shortly after the singing of “Are you gonna be in my dreams tonight?” in “The End”, and this replacement for Pete Best can also be heard shouting that he has blisters on his fingers at the end of “Helter Skelter”. For 10 points—name this musician born Richard Starkey, the lead vocalist on “Octopus' Garden” and “With A Little Help From My Friends” and the most prolific drummer for The Beatles.
ANSWER: Ringo Starr (prompt on Ringo; accept Richard Starkey before mention)

6.In 2002, George W. Bush presented one man of this first name the Presidential Medal of Freedom for his dedication to the well-being of children. In an episode of Robot Chicken, a man with the diminutive form of this name is frustrated with Ghostface for shrinking his sweater in the Big Brother house. In an inexplicably popular series of YouTube videos, Lucas Cruikshank plays a character with this name who recently lost his meds. Another man of this name starred in Holiday Inn opposite Bing Crosby, and is famous for his performances with Ginger Rogers. For 10 points, give the first name shared by movie star Astaire and beloved PBS neighbor Mr. Rogers.
ANSWER: Fred

7.This 1977 Best Actress in a Comedy Series Emmy winner voiced Femputer on an episode of Futurama and Jeffrey Ross once claimed that someone looked like she was fucked with this actresses dick at a roast. She was the titular character of a show which spun-off Good Times and that show featured her character's divorced daughter, Carol, who was played by Adrienne Barbeau. She was the only one of the main actors on one of her shows not to join the spinoff The Golden Palace that role this saw her play the daughter to a character played by Estelle Getty. For ten points name this actress who played Maude on Maude and Dorothy on The Golden Girls.
Answer: Bea Arthur

8.From 1962 to 1967, only ten appeared in this, while the group expanded to 25 for the first time in 1989. After Appalachian State defeated the Michigan Wolverines, it changes its rules to allow for teams from lower divisions to receive votes. No one has finished first in this three straight years, though close misses include Army finishing second in 1946 and Alabama finishing second in the 1977 iteration. It was first taken in 1936, and proclaimed Minnesota national champion that year. Currently voted on by 65 voters, it placed Utah in second place to 2008’s national champion, Florida. For ten points, name this poll that currently does not have any obligation to name the winner of the BCS Championship as its final winner, and is no longer used in the calculation of the BCS standings.
ANSWER: AP Football Top 25 Poll (accept obvious equivalents; do not accept UPI, Harris, Coaches or USA Today Poll)

9.This man studied mathematics at Harvard University before branching out into song-writing; his first “recording” was a performance that included characters like “Chemistry Major” and “Mathematics Major,” known as The Physical Review.  Rumored to have been sued for libel by Werner von Braun, one of his most famous songs says that “All the world seems in tune / on a Spring afternoon / when we’re” performing the title action, though most songs he wrote were more political than “Poisoning Pigeons in the Park,” including songs about race relations and nuclear proliferation, “National Brotherhood Week,” and “Who’s Next?”, respectively.  Songwriter for both The Electric Company and the satirical television show That Was The Week That Was, this is, for 10 points, what mathematician and satirist known for a song featuring the tune of the “Major-General’s Song” from Gilbert and Sullivan’s Pirates of Penzance., “The Elements Song?”
ANSWER: Tom Lehrer

10.In this game, only two modes are initially available, Classic and Zen. Challenge Mode contains 13 planets, each of which has seven puzzles and a special Eclipse challenge. Fruit Gems clear every piece of the same color from the board, and earning the Mega Fruit Bonus unlocks the Fruit Dance. In Classic Mode, the detonation of a Bomb Gem or Doom Gem is how a game ends instead of running out of moves, as in the previous two games of the series. The most drastic change to the game play is rotating gems clockwise in groups of four instead of swapping two gems to make moves. For 10 points, name this iteration of the Bejeweled franchise, released in October 2008.

Northwestern has won the last four women's championships in this sport. The 2010 World Cup of this sport will be held in Manchester, England, and will feature the Iroquois Nationals as a team. In 2008 Syracuse defeated Johns Hopkins in the national championship of this sport, and each team has nine titles in this sport, the most of any team FTP, name this sport, whose Hall of Fame is located in Baltimore, MD, and which was first played by Native Americans.
ANSWER: Lacrosse

13.This group’s first album included the tracks “Clap Your Hands,” “Joints & Jam,” and “Love Won’t Wait;” the latter featured Macy Gray while “Joints & Jam” also appeared on the soundtrack for the movie Bulworth.  Their first track with ¾ of their current makeup, including Taboo, was “That’s Right.” Kim Hill left the group in 2000, and in 2003, Justin Timberlake appeared on a single with the group’s new lead singer entitled “Where is the Love?”, which was followed by the singles “Shut Up” and “Let’s Get It Started” off their album Elephunk. 14.The man who inspired the lead character of this television show as once described by the head writer as “the most marvelously rude man I have ever met.” In one episode, an already-ill guest is presumed dead of some expired fish served with his breakfast, but passed on of a heart attack during the night.  In another, Germans stay at the hotel and are harassed by the hotel owner, who days earlier had shot fire-extinguishing foam onto his face while attempting to put out a kitchen fire during a “burglar alarm” drill.  Each episode opens with a shot of the titular locale and a sign featuring an anagram of the hotel’s name.  For 10 points, name this twelve-episode show about a neurotic hotel manager, written by and starring John Cleese.
ANSWER: Fawlty Towers

15.Based on a novel by Stanislaw Lem, this film has been made twice.  In the later version, one character claims that a puppet’s dream is to be human. That same character claims that committing suicide seemed like a good idea at the time, but he now wonders if he made a mistake. On the space station, the main character, as well as the rest of the crew, face physical manifestations of people from their past lives. Both versions of this movie follow a psychiatrist on board a space station above the titular planet. Originally directed by Andrei Tarkovsky in 1972, name this movie that was remade in 2002 staring George Clooney that notoriously showed Clooney’s bare buttocks.

16.A version of this game rebranded with Mega-Man was released in Asia, with robot masters replacing the original game's soldiers. One variant of this game includes a "Gideonite Trickery" card, and introduces a mechanic where players contribute bricks to the construction of the wall of Jerusalem. One expansion to this game introduces the commodities paper, coinage, and cloth, and requires players to assemble a military to ward off barbarian invasion. Players can earn the ten victory points required to win by having the longest road or the largest army, among other improvements to this game's namesake uncharted island. Members of Procol Harum and the Zombies often provided vocals on their records, including I Robot and The Turn of a Friendly Card.  The speaker in this band’s most notable hit declares that “I can read your mind / I am the maker of rules / dealing with fools / I can cheat you blind,” a song inspired by George Orwell and Nineteen Eighty-Four, and their creations also included albums inspired by Antonio Gaudi and Sigmund Freud.  For 10 points, name this band responsible for the single “Sirius” and the album Eye in the Sky, primarily comprised of a pair of sound engineers, Eric Woolfson and the band’s namesake.
ANSWER: The Alan Parsons Project

18.Conrad is a notrious arms dealer in this series and "The Observer" appears in many episodes of this series. On the most recent episode of this series a character realizes he most likely wrote the manifesto ZFT and that character was released from a mental institution in the pilot for this series. Two plane crashes have occurred in this series, one caused by a disease that makes peoples skin translucent and another by a man who transformed into a monster. Lance Reddick plays Frank Broyles on this series and he assembled a team that includes the Bishop's, the younger of which is played by Joshua Jackson. For ten points name this FOX series which focuses on Agent Olivia Dunham's investigation of strange phenomena.
Answer: Fringe

19.The names of members of the band Phantom Planet can be seen on a petition that is being circulated in an attempt to make a school’s Latin class mandatory. Harvard acts as the protagonist’s safety school, and his play references Apocalypse Now multiple times. The film references Charlie Brown by having the protagonist be the son of a barber and by having a Vince Guaraladi Trio song play in the background. In a discussion regarding his presence in Vietnam, Herman Blume states, “Yeah, I was in the shit.” The actor who played Blume in fact despised the actors who played his sons, which carried over to the film. For ten points, identify this Wes Anderson-directed movie starring Jason Schwartzman and Bill Murray.
ANSWER: Rushmore

20.One character greatly enjoyed his time at Sunset Manor, including golf and a pool. That character was then forced to go live with his son and daughter-in-law after he was caught snorting heroin. One character wears a t-shirt with the face of Big Brother on it; his first line in the film is an elongated scream of “fuck!” Miss California reassures Olive regarding eating ice cream shortly before Olive is joined on stage with the rest of her family for a dance. For 10 points, name this film starring a Volkswagen Type 2, Paul Dano, Toni Collette, Alan Arkin, Greg Kinnear, Abigail Breslin, and Steve Carell.
Answer: Little Miss Sunshine

21.This music group originally had five members; by 1978, only three members remained.  The original lineup of the band was formed in 1967 from two groups, “The Anon” and “The Garden Wall.”  Their 1970s sound was a combination of progressive and symphonic rock, with long, instrumentally complex arrangements exemplified by tracks such as “Supper’s Ready,” “The Battle of Epping Forest,” and “One for the Vine.”  In 1975, it was decided that the group’s current drummer take over lead vocals, since the group’s original front man, Peter Gabriel, had left the lineup.  For ten points, name this group, known for songs like “No Reply At All” and “Land of Confusion,” and its drummer turned-vocalist, Phil Collins.
ANSWER: Genesis

[10] Garcia had previously starred on this WB and CW series as Cheyenne, daughter of the titular country singer. In this series Cheyenne gets pregnant and her baby daddy, Van moves in with the titular character.
Answer: Reba

[10] Formerly the second attempt at a Washington, DC baseball team, they relocated to Arlington in 1972.  Josh Hamilton set a record in the 2008 Home Run Derby while representing this team, which has won a playoff series.

[10] This team’s only playoff appearance was in the 1981 NLCS, while they still played in Olympic Stadium.  They left Montreal in 2004, and are looking at newly-acquired first baseman Adam Dunn to lead DC’s third attempt at professional baseball back to the playoffs.

[10] Along with the Rangers and Nationals, this is the other team to have never appeared in a World Series.  They set a record with 116 wins in 2001, two years after abandoning the Kingdome, but still have yet to advance past the ALCS.

[10] In addition to the Oscars won by director Victor Fleming and actress Vivien Leigh, this 1939 MGM film racked up nearly $90,000,000 in ticket sales.
ANSWER: Gone With the Wind
[10] Made at the then-astronomical cost of $15,000,000, this 1959 adaptation of Lew Wallace’s historical epic pulled MGM out of its financial doldrums with a worldwide take of $75,000,000.
