Must Go Faster: The Jeff Goldblum Memorial Trash Tournament

1. Princess Margaret, Peter Sellers, L. Ron Hubbard and King Hussein of Jordan were among the first to own one of these, while the first hit song to feature one was Graham Bond's "Baby Can It Be True". Mike Pinder, an ex-employee of Streetly Electronics, the company that produced it, brought it to popularity on the Moody Blues' Days of Future Passed and it has since been utilized on Goodbye Yellow Brick Road, Yoshimi Battles the Pink Robots and OK Computer as well as on Led Zeppelin's "The Rain Song". Cream's "Badge" Genesis borrowed one from King Crimson in order to complete their Foxtrot album, and Yes always took two of this instrument on tour as one would inevitably break down. FTP, name this successor to the Chamberlin and forerunner to the synthesizer, best known for its use in The Beatles' "Strawberry Fields Forever".
ANSWER: Mellotron
2. Recently, a Doctor Who version of this game was released, which caused you to perform the titular action on a Dalek, and typical parts were replaced with the “Manipulator Arm” and the “Targeting Sensor”. Other versions of it saw a “Krabby Patty pleasure centre”, in the SpongeBob SquarePants version, and “rubber neck” and “foot in mouth” in the Simpsons version. John Spinello invented it in 1965, and its original theme song asked “Is it water on the knee?”, before obnoxiously interjecting with the name of the game. Its newest component is “Brain Freeze”, and other anatomically incorrect features include “Butterflies in the Stomach”, and “Writer’s Cramp”, which is a pencil in someone’s arm. FTP, name this electronic hand-eye coordination game with asks you to perform the titular action on Cavity Sam, whose nose lights up when you touch the metal sides of the openings.

ANSWER: Operation
3. Garrett Dilahunt played two characters in this show; neither comes to a good end. One of his characters works for the grandfather of the man whom Citizen Kane is based on. Another character, Tom Nutall, orders a bicycle, which he claims masters “boardwalk and quagmire with aplomb”. The show itself ended poorly, as the creator scrapped his vision of future seasons to work on John From Cincinnati. Still, this show, starring John Hawkes, Timothy Olyphant, and Ian McShane lasted three strong seasons, chronicling the birth of an American town. FTP, name this HBO drama about a gold-rush town in South Dakota, effectively run by the ruthless Al Swearingen, and policed by Canadian-born Seth Bullock.
ANSWER:  Deadwood
4. Pat Cash won the men’s singles here in 1987, the only major of his career, and several wild card entries have progressed far in the tournament, including a the 2001 men’s winner, Goran Ivanisevic. Russian teenager Andrey Kuznetsov is the current boys’ junior title holder here, and 8 of the past 10 ladies’ singles titles have been won by one of the Williams sisters, while Pete Sampras took 8 titles in 9 years, interrupted only by Richard Krajicek. Bjorn Borg won five straight titles at this event during the 1970s, matched only by Roger Federer in 2007, who defeated Andy Roddick in five sets to win again in 2009. Requiring players to be referred to by their title and the wearing of whites, FTP, name this third tennis major of the year, a British event held annually on grass courts.

ANSWER: The Championships, Wimbledon
5. A spear filled with strychnine is used during this film, and a young woman named Chrissie is one of the first characters to go missing. Its score was covered by the Royal Scottish National Orchestra, and is sixth on the AFI’s list of film scores. Other characters include one played by Murray Hamilton, Mayor Larry Vaughan, and Deputy Hendricks, played by Jeffrey Kramer. Quint scares his friends with the tale of the Indianapolis, and the antagonist is finally slain by when Brody shoots at a pressurized air tank, exploding its head.  For ten points, name this 1975 Steven Spielberg film about a member of the elasmobranch family who wreaks havoc on the town of Amity and the boat Orca, a large great white shark.
ANSWER:  Jaws
6. This character attempts to purchase marijuana from his older brother to help his girlfriend with the “dizzies”, and later, he pretends to be in a coma so as to avoid participating in a trial. An event involving this character is foreshadowed by the large red hand chair in his room and the plush seal that he wins playing with the claw machine instead of going to Army. After being bitten off by a loose seal wearing a yellow bow tie who had become accustomed to mammal blood after fighting with a cat, his hand is replaced by a hook, which leads him to give very painful back massages. He also feuds with his adopted brother Annyong, as well as “father-uncle Oscar”, who really is his father. FTP, name this character played by Tony Hale, the brother of Michael and GOB on Arrested Development.

ANSWER: Byron “Buster” Bluth
7. Though only five foot eight, this athlete was an impressive power hitter, collecting six 20+ home run seasons, and he is one of only two hitters to reach the 2000-hit mark in his first ten years in the big leagues. His career was cut short in 1995, when glaucoma in one eye forced him to retire, and at the age of 45 he died of a stroke, though he lived long enough to be inducted into the Hall of Fame in 2001, his first year of eligibility. More famously, during the bottom of the ninth in game six of the 1991 World Series, he hit a game-winning home run which forced a game seven that his team would go on to win. Currently the Minnesota Twins’ leader in hits, total bases, doubles, and runs, FTP, name this baseball player who was also noted for allegations of sexual abuse and public urination.
ANSWER:  Kirby Puckett
8. He conducted some tests with hair gel in the early 90s searching for his 'look', while his current look includes a goatee which he claims he sports for the 'rock n' roll image'. He appears to know far less about music than he thinks he does, as he refers to the Police as "The Policemen", Led Zeppelin as a 'she', and John Lennon's famous protest song as "Give Pete A Chance", as well as referring to a bass guitar as a 'dad guitar'. He claims to have been a member of a gang in his youth, comprised of himself, his dad and his brother, as well as a member of the New Zealand Army. His nickname is “Ginger Balls”, and despite his pride in his home country, he is only able to advertise it as being “like Lord of the Rings” to New Yorkers, which was set in his home nation of New Zealand. FTP, name this Deputy Cultural Attache of the New Zealand Consulate in New York, and the manager of the band Flight of the Conchords.
ANSWER: Murray Hewitt [accept either underlined answer]

9. During their tour for Always the Bridesmaid, this band dressed up as characters from The Shining onstage during Halloween. They began on the Kill Rock Stars label before moving to Capitol in 2006, and were formed from the ashes of the lead singer's former band, Tarkio. They employ nautical themes in their lyrics, and in 2004, this band released an 18-and-a-half minute track based on the Irish mythological epic, "Tain Bo Cuailnge". Known to employ such instruments as violin, accordion, bouzouki and hurdy-gurdy in their music, FTP, name this Portland, Oregon band named after Russian revolutionaries whose music was described by Stephen Colbert as "hyper-literate prog rock" when he accused them of stealing his "Green Screen Challenge" idea for their video for "O Valencia".
ANSWER: The Decemberists
10. This book was written as the first of a three-book contract for Seymour Lawrence. It is dedicated to a taxi driver and to the wife of a friend of the author, Mary O’Hare. Inspired by O’Hare’s criticism, the author originally planned to call the book The Childrens’ Crusade. The book has little chronological structure, jumping randomly to events in the protagonists life (and death), and some of the characters are able to experience all the moments of their life at once. Still, the book has a traditional climax, when Edgar Denby is killed for stealing a teapot. Later, the protagonist is placed in a zoo enclosure with a B-movie star, Montana Wildhack, on the planet Tralfalmadore. For ten points, name this semi-autobiographical novel by Kurt Vonnegut about his experiences as a POW during the firebombing of Dresden.
ANSWER: Slaughterhouse-Five
11. In junior, this player won the J. Ross Robertson Cup alongside teammates Daniel Ryder, Trevor Cann and Steve Downie, leading to his high draft selection. During his rookie season, he surpassed Radek Dvorak as the youngest rookie to score two shorthanded goals in one game, and on Hockey Night in Canada, he scored his first hat trick against the Toronto Maple Leafs, shortly after appearing in the NHL YoungStars game. The St. Louis Blues passed on him to take Erik Johnson first overall in 2006, and he would become the fourth consecutive top-two draft pick for his team, joining Marc-Andre Fleury, Sidney Crosby and Evgeni Malkin. FTP, name this Pittsburgh Penguins centre and shorthanded expert, not to be confused with his brothers Jared, Marc and Eric.
ANSWER:  Jordan Staal
12. It is the name of a 1998 Rachel Weisz movie from the UK and a popular war slogan. It also can be found as the longest track on Elvis Costello's Blood and Chocolate album and was Marvin Gaye's first studio album since Let's Get It On; the title track went on to be covered by Madonna and Massive Attack in 1995. While not a single from Third Eye Blind's self-titled album, it remains a fan favourite at concerts. It comprises the first three words sung in the first single from Cheap Trick's In Color and in Radiohead's "Knives Out". It can be heard sung by Paul McCartney in the first middle eight of The Beatles' "Michelle" and was a Canadian chart-topping single by Savage Garden in 1996. It featured a live version of "Just Like Tom Thumb's Blues" on its B-side when released as a single by Bob Dylan, whose version has been covered by Cher, Bruce Springsteen and James Blunt. With "Back", it is the only single from the Jackson 5's first album, while, on Abbey Road, it is an organ-drenched ode to Yoko Ono. FTP, name this three-word phrase, which makes the title of a Beatles song, whose subtitle is "She's So Heavy".
ANSWER:  I Want You
13. The main character of the film is based on Jeff Dowd, while another character is based on John Milius, , and the blue car that the private-eye drives in the film is a reference to its directors’ first film, Blood Simple. Its title refers to The Big Sleep by Raymond Chandler, and the film also took much inspiration from Robert Altman’s Chandler adaptation, the Long Goodbye. A famous line from this film, which occurs when the main character confronts someone with the same name as him and calls him “human paraquat”, was improvised, unlike the 147 “man”s and 292 variations on “fuck” that were in the script. For ten points, name this Coen brothers film starring Jeff Bridges about the Dude, or Duder, or El Duderino, if you’re not into that whole brevity thing, a man who only ever wanted a replacement for his soiled rug.
ANSWER: The Big Lebowski
14. One of the band members was inspired to write this song when he heard his wife “going on and on about something”, while two teenaged fans of the band, Lizzy Bravo and Gayleen Pease, added female harmony to the chorus after a brief audition while standing outside the studio. Intended as a single, Lady Madonna was released first, and instead, Spike Milligan asked to use it for a WWF charity album, so this song was re-recorded with “wildlife sounds”, and that version was released two years before appearing as the third track on 1970’s Let it Be. On February 4, 2008 NASA beamed the song towards the star Polaris, the first intentional broadcast of a piece of music into deep space. For ten points, name this Beatles song which features a chant taken from Maharishi Mahesh Yogi, “Jai guru deva, om”, asserts “nothing’s gonna change my world”, and titles a recent Beatles musical film.
ANSWER:  Across the Universe
15. Founded in 1963, this team’s farm club is known as the “Dutchmen”. Recently, it has retired the numbers of Hall-of-Famers Al MacInnis, Paul Coffey and Scott Stevens, all of whom spent time with this club, along with Larry Robinson and Bill Barber. Current NHL stars that spent time with this team include Greg Campbell, Mike Richards and Derek Roy, who captained the team to a 2003 Memorial Cup win. More recently, it has spawned current NHL prospects such as Yannick Weber, Matt Halischuk and Nick Spaling, all of whom were part of its 2008 Memorial Cup-winning team. FTP, name this OHL team that plays its games in southern Ontario, and which used to be the farm club for a New York-based NHL team.

ANSWER: Kitchener Rangers [accept either underlined answer]

16. In 2004, they debuted their new score for the silent film Battleship Potemkin with an open-air concert in Trafalgar Square accompanied by the Dresden Symphonic Orchestra; in 2001, they debuted their ill-received musical Closer to Heaven in London's West End, with a second production coming to Australia in 2005. In 1989, they produced Liza Minelli's album Results, as well as having their song "Rent" covered on it. The lead singer of this group was said to have been the inspiration for actor David MacDonald to adopt "Tennant" as his stage name. FTP, name this group who produced popular synth-pop covers of Frankie Valli's "Can't Take My Eyes Off Of You", Brenda Lee's "Always On My Mind", and The Village People's "Go West", but are probably best remembered for "West End Girls".
ANSWER:  Pet Shop Boys

17. Though it was speculated that the unicorn scenes in the director’s cut version of this film were outtakes from the director’s next film, Legend, this has been been refuted, though the original theatrical release did contain unused scenes from Kubrick’s The Shining. Though based on a book, it takes its title from a much different, unrelated book; the director bought the rights to the title of one book and the story of the other. In 2007 a director approved Final Cut was released, in which a minor continuity error was fixed by hiring Harrison Ford’ son to speak a line of dialogue, and then synching father and son’ mouths together. Another change made was to the scene where Rutger Hauer’ character releases a dove. For ten points, name this film originally released in 1982, based on Philip K. Dick’ Do Androids Dream Electric Sheep, directed by Ridley Scott.
ANSWER:  Blade Runner
18. Billy Dee Williams is among the actors who have appeared in cut scenes within this game series, while powerful military figure General Leang is encountered in one spin-off from this series, Generals – Zero Hour. Kane’s Wrath was an expansion for the Tiberian Wars version of this series, and Albert Einstein goes back in time and creates an alternate universe in another, which is the basis for such games as Uprising and Yuri’s Revenge.  Formerly produced by Westwood Studios, FTP, name this popular military video game series owned by EA Games, which features the Brotherhood of Nod and the Global Defense Initiative, as well as the Red Alert series.
ANSWER:  Command & Conquer
19. Dorien Wilson played Warrington Steele on this television show, and one character had a sibling named Duracell. Coretta Cox is enamoured with Romeo, but often portrays her sensitive side before threating Bullethead with physical violence, and Lydia Gutman is constantly pursuing her theatrical side. Lovita Jenkins is the loud-mouthed secretary of the attractive principal at Washington High, Regina Grier, whom the protagonist continually courts. “Break Me Off a Piece of That Funk” is often heard on, FTP, this television wish starred Cedric the Entertainer and centred on a music teacher at an inner-city high school in Chicago, Steve Hightower.

ANSWER: The Steve Harvey Show
20. Jon Voight has appeared in five of this man’s films, including a role where he plays an antagonistic agent involved in surveillance alongside Will Smith in Enemy of the State. His earlier productions include March or Die and a film starring Robert Duvall, Days of Thunder, and he is also known for pairing Tom Cruise and Val Kilmer as “Maverick” and “Iceman” in Top Gun. More recently, he executive produced Armageddon and Gone in Sixty Seconds, while his lesser-known television works include Eleventh Hour and Cold Case. Also the producer of the Pirates of the Caribbean franchise, FTP, name this film and television executive, whose projects include Black Hawk Down, The Amazing Race, National Treasure and the entire CSI franchise.

ANSWER: Jerry Bruckheimer
1. Recent draft picks by this team include Dale Mitchell and Nazem Kadri. FTPE:
[10] Identify this NHL team that was founded in 1927, and used to exist as the Arenas and the St. Patrick’s.
ANSWER:  Toronto Maple Leafs [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Several years after 1927, the Leafs won their first Stanley Cup against this team, whose former players include Ed Giacomin, Muzz Patrick, and, for a time, Doug Harvey.
ANSWER:  New York Rangers [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Both the Leafs and Rangers were part of the NHL’s Original Six, which was formed when this American team left the league in 1942, dropping the number of the teams from 7 to 6. 
ANSWER:  Brooklyn Americans [accept either underlined answer]
2. Doctor Who ran for 27 seasons before being cancelled in 1987 and then revived in 2005. FTPE, answer these questions about the other works of actors who have played Doctor Who.
[10] Playing the Ninth Doctor at the beginning of the show's revival, Christopher Eccleston would be better known to North American audiences playing Claude Raines on this NBC show.

ANSWER:  Heroes
[10] In addition to playing the Fourth incarnation of the Doctor, Tom Baker also made an appearance in the BBC adaption of this C.S. Lewis work, as Puddleglum.
ANSWER: The Silver Chair
[10] The first Doctor to be cast while having some prior popularity, Peter Davison became the Fifth Doctor after his recurring role as Tristan on the show All Creatures Great and Small, named after the novels written by this veterinarian. 

ANSWER:  James Herriot
3. Answer these questions about a particular author, FTPE.
[10] His novels include A Wild Sheep Chase and its sequel, Dance, Dance, Dance, and his newest book, 1Q84 was just released in Japan. One of his short stories, Tony Takitani was adapted into a movie.
ANSWER: Haruki Murakami
[10] This Murakami novel follows a boy whose name translates as “Crow” as he flees home. The plot revolves around a flute made of the souls of cats, and is partly a retelling of the story of Oedipus.
ANSWER:  Kafka on the Shore
[10] Murakami’s most famous work is this novel about Toru Okada, a man whose can and wife go missing, before he meets psychics, prostitutes, a veteran of Japan’ campaign in occupied Manchuria, and a bored and apathetic teenage girl who has a fascination with morbid topics. The title is derived from a bird whose cry recurs throughout the book.
ANSWER:  The Wind Up Bird Chronicle
4. FTPE, name these early 20th-century dystopian novels that have songs written after them:\

[10] In 1974, David Bowie planned on making a whole album based on this book, but it eventually ended up as a single off of Diamond Dogs:

[10] The Kinks' Village Green Preservation Society contained a song based on this work by the author of 1984.
ANSWER:  Animal Farm
[10] In 2000, Iron Maiden made a comeback with an album and song based on this work which introduced the world to 'soma'.
ANSWER:  Brave New World
5. He is considered a front-runner for the 2009 MLB Rookie of the Year Award. FTPE:

[10] Identify this 24-year-old Toronto Blue Jays pitcher, who started his first game in April against the Detroit Tigers. He is one of the Jays’ three lefties in their current starting rotation.

ANSWER: Ricky Romero
[10] This young Blue Jays outfielder and designated hitter currently has 25 home runs and 80 RBIs, and is first in batting average among regulars.

ANSWER: Adam Lind
[10] In late July, the Blue Jays acquired this 26-year-old infielder from the Cincinnati Reds along with Josh Roenicke for Scott Rolen. In 2006, he tied for most errors in the National League.

ANSWER: Edwin Encarnacion
6. For ten points each, answer the following about an HBO show:
[10] This show is based on the experiences of David Simon as a city news reporter, and of Ed Burns as a police detective in the city of Baltimore. Characters include the drug kingpins Stringer Bell and Marlo Stanfield, as well as police Jimmy McNulty and Bunk Moreland.

ANSWER:  The Wire
This character in the Wire, played by Michael K. Williams, is a shotgun-toting bad-ass, a scourge of the Baltimore drug trade. Aside from his shotgun, his trademarks include whistling “the farmer in the dell”, and elaborately executed robberies. He is based partly on Donnie Williams, a real-life Baltimore stick-up artist, who plays a small part alongside the character based on him in season 4.
ANSWER:  Omar Devone Little
[10] The Wire is David Simon’s third TV series about the effects of the drug war on Baltimore. Name one of the other two.
ANSWER: The Corner, or Homicide: Life on the Street
7. Before 1999, this game always featured its namesake on the cover, but now features players, like most  other sports franchises. FTPE:

[10] Name this football video game produced by EA Sports, which has now given birth to a namesake “curse”.

ANSWER: Madden NFL
[10] One of the first examples of the Madden Curse occurred in the 2004 edition, when this Falcons quarterback injured his leg and missed most of Atlanta’s season.

ANSWER: Michael Vick
[10] This Titans quarterback openly mocked the curse after announcing that he would don the cover for the 2008 edition. He missed part of week six’s game after hurting his quad, but remained mostly injury-free all season.

ANSWER: Vince Young
8. After leaving Roxy Music, Brian Eno went on to produce a vast discography of rock, electronic and ambient music, as well as many collaborations with other experimental artists. For ten points each, answer these questions about Eno's collaborations:
[10] Eno's very first release following his departure from Roxy Music was No Pussyfooting, an ambient instrumental work with this guitarist and King Crimson bandleader.
ANSWER: Robert Fripp
[10] Fripp and Eno would cross paths again on the title track to this landmark David Bowie album, recorded in Berlin in 1977.
ANSWER:  "Heroes"
[10] Two of Eno's most celebrated collaborations: 

My Life in the Bush of Ghosts and Everything That Will Happen Will Happen Today came in working with this New Wave icon, frontman of the Talking Heads.
ANSWER:  David Byrne
9. Former players for this team include Kristian Huselius, Henrik Lundqvist and, notably, Daniel Alfredsson.

FTPE.

[10] Identify this Elitserien hockey team, nicknamed the “Indians”, which play their home games in Gothenburg, Sweden.

ANSWER: Frolunda HC

[10] Just north of Gothenburg is this Swedish town, with a population of under 30,000 and which is home to MODO Hockey, resulting in a ridiculously disproportionate number of NHLers per capita. Stars from this village include Markus Naslund, Daniel Sedin, Henril Sedin, Victor Hedman and Peter Forsberg.

ANSWER: Ornskoldsvik
[10] MODO and Frolunda both play in this professional hockey league, the largest in Scandinavia.

ANSWER: Elitserien [accept Swedish Elite League]
10. Weekly features include the videogame show Bleep Bloop, hosted by Jeff Rubin and Pat Cassels, as well as skits by Jake and Amir, and less frequent appearances are made by characters like Gale Beggy. FTPE:

[10] Name this comedy website, started by Ricky van Veen, which recently got its own show on MTV.

ANSWER: CollegeHumor.com

[10] This jovial personality on CollegeHumor “starred” alongside Sarah Schneider in videos like “In an Apatow World” and portrays an unhygienic Best Buy manager in a quasi-frequent series.

[10] Streeter brings to life this character every so often, who served up piping hot Mountain Dew in an episode of Bleep Bloop, forgets his lamb shank to garnish his fig-olive creation, and wears a large overcoat and white mask.

ANSWER: Phantom
11. Everyone loves Kramer. FTPE, identify these friends of Cosmo Kramer on the show Seinfeld.

[10] This rotund postal worker is Jerry’s nemesis, and was played by Wayne Knight.

ANSWER: Newman
[10] Kramer attended acting school with this angry little person, who would tackle Kramer after his tight jeans prevented him from sitting down onstage, and argued with Kramer over which of them looked better in a particular shirt.

ANSWER: Mickey Abbott [accept either underlined answer]

[10] Unlike Lomez, this unseen friend of Kramer’s is the provider of such faulty equipment as condoms and fake electronic wizards. Kramer also notes that this character spends his days in a wheelchair, and Jerry notes that he has “got to meet” this character.

ANSWER: Bob Sacamano

12. Its major professional league features teams like the Toronto Rock and Colorado Mammoth, and the Duke team in this sport was involved allegations of sexual assault. FTPE:

[10] Identify this sport, Canada’s official summer sport.
ANSWER:  Lacrosse

[10] This Alberta-based NLL team won the most recent NLL Championship, defeating the New York Titans 12-0 in the final.

ANSWER: Calgary Roughnecks
[10] This team is permitted to compete in the World Lacrosse Championship despite not actually being any sort of political entity with established borders. However, since 1998, they have never finished lower than fourth.
ANSWER:  Iroquois Nationals [accept “confederacy” or “nation” or other reasonable equivalents to Nationals]

13. FTPE, identify the movie star given the description.
[10] The actor who played Iron Man in the 2008 movie Iron Man. He also acted in Tropic Thunder.
ANSWER:  Robert Downey Jr.
[10] Robert Downey Jr. Played alongside (briefly) this actor who also appeared in Star wars Episode II: attack of the clones.
ANSWER:  Samuel L Jackson
[10] Samuel L Jackson`s Character, Mace Windu, ends up decapitating the bounty hunter Jango Fett played by this man.
ANSWER:  Temuera Morrison
14. Answer the following related questions, FTPE.
[10] The Toronto Blue Jays and Toronto Argonauts play in the Rogers Centre, which used to be called this before being bought by Rogers.
ANSWER:  Skydome
[10] The Minnesota Twins play their home games in this stadium, sometimes called the triple H.
ANSWER: Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome
[10] Before moving to Safeco Field, the Seattle Mariners played their home games in this stadium, which was demolished in 2000 and replaced with Qwest Field. 
ANSWER:  Kingdome or King County Domed Stadium
15. Answer these questions about a director and his movies, FTPE.
[10] Considered one of the best films of all time, this movie centres on the titular wealthy and famous character. It is based on William Randolph Hearst, and notably features the word “rosebud”.

ANSWER:  Citizen Kane

[10] Members of Silver Mt. Zion also play in this spin-off klezmer band. Their albums are Ver Tanzt and Nisht Azoy. They sing in Yiddish.
ANSWER: Black Ox Orkestar
18. He was sentenced to a five year restraining order and community service at Commonwealth Catholic Charities earlier this week. FTPE:

[10] Name this entertainer who was recently sentenced for beatinga woman. Oh yeah, and he also sang parts of “Kiss kiss” and “Shawty Get Loose”.

ANSWER: Chris Brown
[10] Brown was convicted of hitting this woman, who may be more well known for singing “Umbrella” with Jay-Z.

ANSWER: Robyn Rihanna Fenty
[10] Brown’s legal proceedings prevented him from attending the Grammy Awards, where he was replaced with Justin Timberlake and this R&B singer, who found success with hits “Let’s Stay Together”, “Livin’ for You” and “L-O-V-E (Love)”.
