Also known for pissing off Elizabeth Smart and vehemently accusing the Duke lacrosse players of rape, for ten points, who is this opinionated loud mouth obsessed with kidnapping and child murder cases on HLN?

8. The series starts off by sending the main character to the city where the show takes place to solve the murder of his father. He meets up with his future partner, Ray Vecchio, and ends up shutting down a dam, leaving many people out of a job, forcing him to leave Canada and stay in Chicago. Paul Haggis, the future Oscar winning writer, created this series, which began as a made-for-TV movie for CTV. For ten points, name this show featuring a deaf dog who can read the lips of Constable Benton Fraser, an RCMP officer played by Paul Gross.

After playing in the European Tour for several years, winning several tournaments such as Peugeot Spanish Open, he won his first professional event in the US at the Target World Challenge, hosted by Tiger Woods. He joined the PGA in 2005, winning his first event in March of that year winning the Honda Classic. His best finish at the US Open and The Masters was fifth in each event, doing so twice in each tournament. The biggest year of his career was 2007, winning two majors, including his first. For ten points, name this Irish golfer, winner of the 2008 PGA Championship, and 2007 and 2008 British Open.

10.  Born and raised in Anaheim, California his biological father was a singer-songwriter who released a series of highly acclaimed folk and jazz albums in the late 1960s and early 1970s. After his father died of a drug overdose in 1975, he chose to go by his father’s last name and the first name found on his birth certificate. In mid 1993 he began work with producer Andy Wallace who had worked with Nirvana on “Nevermind” recording his first and only full length album. This album contains 7 original songs and 3 covers including “Lilac Wine” and “Corpus Christi Carol.” After finishing touring in 1996 he began recording his sophomore album “Sketches for my Sweatheart the Drunk.” However this album was never fully completed because of the artist’s untimely death. For ten points name this singer-songwriter best known for his 1997 drowning in a tributary of the Mississippi River and his cover version of the Leonard Cohen song “Hallelujah.”

11 This movie is one of only five to be named into the National Film Registry as “culturally, historically, or aesthetically significant” in its first year of eligibility. John Carroll Lynch, who plays Drew’s cross dressing brother in The Drew Carey show, has a minor role as the main characters husband. Harve Presnell and Peter Stormare play significant roles in this film, which gained notice for its accurate depiction of the local dialect. Ending with a famous scene in which Steve Buscemi’s leg is seen sticking out of a wood chipper, it also contains William H Macy’s most famous role. Jerry Lundegaard arranges for the kidnapping of his wife in, FTP, which Coen Brothers film which features Frances McDormand in her Oscar winning role as Marge Gunderson.

Undefeated as a professional, name, FTP, this boxer, perhaps best known for his fight against Oscar De La Hoya in May 2007, the most lucrative boxing match ever.
