1.  In on e episode, this character is told he has inherited ten million dollars, only to find out that as a result of a decimal error he has inherited just ten dollars. 2.  Her name is derived from Sanskrit, as her father was the first man of the Western world to become an ordained Tibetan Buddhist Monk.  She became a fashion model at age 15 for Click Models, despite being teased in her youth for her looks.  One of her first movie roles was as Anthony Michael Hall’s girlfriend Georgia Elkins in “Johnny Be Good”, but her breakout role came in another movie that same year as Valmont’s object of affection in “Dangerous Liaisons”.  She has also played Dr. Pamela Isley in the Batman movie series and Emma Peel in “The Avengers” movie.  For ten points, who is this actress most famous for her roles in Quentin Tarantino films such as Beatrix Kiddo in the “Kill Bill” volumes and Mia Wallace in “Pulp Fiction”?  

ANSWER: Uma Karuna Thurman  

3. It would be fitting to say that this player can thank Hurricane Hugo for his career’s success. This is because at a young age, he was training to be an Olympic swimmer until Hugo destroyed the only swimming pool he could possibly train in, forcing him to change to another sport. He eventually joined the ACC, graduating from the school with an honors degree in psychology. Meanwhile, he also lead the school’s basketball team to an ACC championship against Rasheed Wallace and rival UNC. This player would win an unprecedented three Defensive Player of the Year awards, as well as the Naismith College Player of the Year and the John Wooden award after his senior year at Wake Forest. Eventually drafted first overall in the 1997 NBA Draft, for 10 points, name this 3-time Finals MVP for the San Antonio Spurs.

This band’s demo CD entitled “Origin” helped it get a record deal with Wind-Up Records in 2003.  The band’s guitarist Ben Moody left the band in 2003, supposedly foreshadowed in the music video for that song “My Immortal”.  For 10 points, Amy Lee is the lead singer for what on-again/off-again rock band famous for hits like “Going Under”, “Bring Me to Life” and “Call Me When You’re Sober”?

5. One of the characters on this show travels to and from work on a gas powered scooter and still lives with his mother. Another character has a great fear of talking to women and can only do so when under the influence of alcohol or an experimental drug treatment. The other two of the four friends are roommates in a flat in Pasadena and work as physicists at Caltech. They live across the hall from Penny, a waitress at a Cheesecake Factory who moved from Nebraska to become an actress, and unlike Howard, Raj, Leonard, and Sheldon, has social skills and common sense. For 10 points, name this sitcom that probably got its name from an event that possibly occurred when “our whole universe was in a hot dense state.”    

ANSWER: The Big Bang Theory    

6. In 2006, Phil Pfister won it in dramatic fashion, becoming the first American to win since 1982. The challenges that make up this contest include the Farmer’s Walk, the Yoke Walk, and the Duck Walk.  Americans have won the event seven times since its debut in 1977, the second-most wins for any one nation. Participants from Iceland have accounted for the most victories with eight. The first four of these Icelandic triumphs were won by Jon Pall Sigmarsson and the most recent four were claimed by Magnus Ver Magnusson. Currently, the sponsor of the event is Met-Rx, and the top prize is known as the Met-Rx Trophy.  The record for number of titles by an individual is five, and that mark is held by 2007 and 2008 champion Mariusz Pudzianowski. FTP, name this multi-event competition which tests the physical prowess of males throughout the globe.  

ANSWER: World’s Strongest Man
7. During his time in college, he tied the record held by Ron Powlus and Tom Clements for most games won as a starter at his university. This athlete’s team was invited to the 2007 Sugar Bowl, where they were soundly defeated by LSU 41-14. His sister Laura is currently married to Green Bay Packers Linebacker A.J. Hawk, who opposed this football star while playing for Ohio State. After the 2005 season, he placed fourth in the Heisman Trophy voting behind Reggie Bush, Vince Young, and Matt Leinart. He was recruited and offered a scholarship in the fall of 2002 by coach Tyrone Willingham, but he didn’t realize his full potential until he blossomed under head coach Charlie Weis. FTP, name this quarterback drafted 22nd overall by the Browns in 2007 and who starred at Notre Dame. 

ANSWER: Brady Quinn 

8. Created by Dave Jones and Zachary Clarke and first released on PC in 1997, this video game franchise has nine stand-alone games and one coming soon. It has featured many famous actors such as Burt Reynolds and Samuel Jackson as voice actors for many roles in this franchise. Gameplay of this franchise consists of a combination of driving, action, third-person shooting, and occasionally racing and stealth.  For 10 points, name this video game franchise developed by Rockstar North whose most recent installment features a Eastern European immigrant Niko Bellic and whose name refers to motor vehicle theft.

9. ANSWER: Yung Joc or Jasiel Robinson  

11. This character appeared as a cousin of one of D.J.’s friends on an episode of “Full House” and as Mark’s friend on an episode of “Step by Step”.  In one episode of his own show, he competed against his next-door neighbor on “American Gladiators”.  He is noted for his clumsiness while his clone with a similar sounding name is noted for his suave demeanor, even though the two are played by the same actor.  His awkward dance has been spoofed on the Internet in a style resembling the “Crank Dat Soulja Boy” dance, as the actor himself once did the dance onstage with actress Bea Arthur.  For ten points, who is this polka-loving, accordion-playing, science fair-winning, glasses-wearing teenager whose laugh usually involving nasal chuckling and snorting annoys the Winslow family on the sitcom “Family Matters” that is played by Jaleel White?

12. If you're stuck mowing the lawn at 9, it's good to know that you'll be frolicking at the carnival on 31 in no time.  But then again, if you get wet and jump around in puddles with no shoes on, you might just find yourself three steps back with a bad cold.  For every good action to take, you are rewarded, and for every vice you go back down; in reality, however, characters' moves in this board game are determined at random by the flick of a spinner.  For ten points, what is this board game where players race to the 100th square on a board with opportunities to climb ahead or slide down spaces?
