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Tossups
1. This city’s professional ice hockey team, which plays in the Southern Professional Hockey League, is nicknamed the Barracudas, and they are currently on a one year hiatus to find a new arena. Hank Aaron, Phil Niekro, Tom Seaver, and Nolan Ryan have all played minor league baseball in this city, and currently, this city is home to the Suns, a class AA farm team of the Marlins. This city also hosts the ACC championships in football and basketball, as well as the annual football game between Florida and Georgia. This city’s NFL team was an expansion team in 1995 and reached the conference championship game in just their second year under head coach Tom Coughlin. For 10 points, name this home of the Gator Bowl and the Jaguars. 

ANSWER: Jacksonville, Florida 

2. Jazz violinist Stephane Grapelli has a solo in this man's 1972 instrumental track "Hobo's Blues", and Mike Brecker and Dave Sanborn both play saxophone in his 1975 album, which quotes Ted Hughes' Crow in its liner notes and featured "Gone At Last", a duet with Phoebe Snow.  Philip Glass wrote the coda to the final track on his 1983 album Hearts and Bones, while the poet Derek Walcott collaborated with this man on the ill-fated Broadway musical The Capeman, and a recent album of his featuring "Wartime Prayers" was produced by Brian Eno. Another group, led by Joseph Shabalala, contributed vocals to his "Homeless" and "Diamonds on the Soles of Her Shoes".  Ladysmith Black Mambazo was one of the most famous collaborators with, for 10 points, this singer-songwriter of Surprise, Still Crazy After All These Years, Graceland, and several albums with Art Garfunkel. 

ANSWER: Paul Simon 
3. When he was young, his father died in a car accident while he was with another woman, prompting his mother to move him and his two sisters to a different town. After an incident in which this person gets into a fight with two teenagers who were harassing his little sister, his scholarship to TMU, as well as offers from other schools like Texas A&M and Alabama were revoked. Just a year earlier, his mother had caught him taking performance enhancing drugs because he was told that he could not be a top 100 recruit unless he became stronger. For 10 points, name this loud and cocky running back for the Dillon Panthers, a character played by Gaius Charles on the TV show Friday Night Lights.    

ANSWER: Brian “Smash” Williams [accept either underlined part]    

4. This woman narrated Silent Angels, a documentary to raise awareness about Rett Syndrome. In her Broadway debut in 2006, this woman was Nan in Three Days of Rain, which earned her a Broadway.com award, though the play itself did not receive any Tonies. In one movie, she asks “What? Think I got eyes in my butt?” when Katherine nearly bumps into her, while in another, she tells Kimmy “Crème brulee could never be Jell-O! YOU could never be Jell-O!” In addition to starring as Daisy Arujo and Julianne Potter in those movies, a better known role may be a woman that fights the Pacific Gas & Electric Company and their hexavalent chromium dumping. For 10 points, name this woman, who appeared in Mystic Pizza and My Best Friend’s Wedding, and played the title role in Erin Brokovich.
ANSWER: Julia Roberts
5. Later versions of this game removed a Muslim chant featured in it and changed the final boss’s blood from red to green. Developed concurrently with Super Mario 64, the soundtrack to this game was developed by Pony Canyon. In it, Pierre can be called upon in the future after Rauru seals away the protagonist’s soul. Granny is the mother of the Cuckoo Girl and has a colleague working at Lakeside Laboratory with a really deep pond. Flat and Sharp, also called the Royal Composer Brothers, can be found in a cemetery and teach the protagonist how to make it sunny outside. The final boss uses the Triforce of Power to turn into a large boar-like creature who wields some axes named Ganon. For 10 points, name this great game in the Zelda series named for a time-travel ready instrument.
ANSWER: Legend of Zelda: Ocarina of Time
6. The original was built in 1923 and demolished in 2003, but its new replacement opened in 2007 at the same site.  The original was constructed by Robert McAlpine for the British Empire Exhibition and has hosted such acts as the Rolling Stones, U2, Madonna and Michael Jackson, who has performed there a record 16 times.  It was the site of Evel Knievel’s attempt to jump 13 buses in 1975 and was also the home of the first World Bowl in 1991 for the now-defunct NFL Europa.  For ten points, what is this venue that more famously hosted the British leg of Live Aid and is considered the “cathedral of football” as the home of the English national soccer team and numerous FA Cup finals?  

ANSWER: Wembley Stadium (accept British Empire Exhibition Stadium and Empire Stadium before “British Empire Exhibition” is mentioned)  

7. Alan Pollack notes that the string players' "clunky earphones" contributed to the effectiveness of this work's premiere.  It uses a trumpet to quote Bach's "Two Part Invention in F Major", and "Greensleeves" is in both the wrong key and tempo but "In The Mood" is only in the wrong tempo.  Shifting between seven-four and four-four time in the three consecutive opening verses, but entirely in common time for the extensive outro, it opens with three measures of "La Marseillaise" and ends quoting one of the composers' early works.  Premiered on the Eurovision program "Our World", its B-side was "Baby You're A Rich Man".  Asserting that there is "nothing you can sing that can't be sung", and ending with a call of "She loves you, yeah yeah yeah", for 10 points, name this 1967 composition by Lennon and McCartney, the final track on Magical Mystery Tour. 

ANSWER: "All You Need Is Love"
8. One of the characters in this movie repeatedly receives random silent calls from his pregnant wife who left him. Another character is a blue collar worker who walks his son home from baseball practice and is very protective of him. Meanwhile, another character runs a neighborhood store and doesn’t really trust Brendan. Those three childhood friends became estranged after a traumatizing incident where Dave gets kidnapped by pedophiles dressed as cops. The plot gets set in motion when Jimmy’s daughter is found dead and Dave comes home with blood on his hands after killing a pedophile. Sean reveals that the true murderers have been caught but only after Jimmy wrongfully accuses Dave and eventually kills him at the titular location. For 10 points, what was this movie starring Kevin Bacon, Tim Robbins, and Sean Penn, whose title refers to a New England waterway?
ANSWER: Mystic River
9. He won his first top-level singles title at the Italian, and only two weeks later, he won his first Grand Slam title, where he defeated Manuel Orantes in five sets. Over his career, this man would have an impressive record at the French Open, a tournament at which Italian player Adriano Panatta was the only man to ever defeat him. He would win six French open titles in total, including four straight from 1978 to 1981. However, his career at Wimbledon may be even more impressive. He won his final Wimbledon singles title against John McEnroe in 1980 by a five-set match that many called the best Wimbledon Men’s Singles final ever. In 2008, Rafael Nadal became the first person since this man to win both the French Open and Wimbledon Singles titles in the same season. FTP, name this Swedish tennis player, who won five straight Wimbledon Singles championships from 1976 to 1980. 

ANSWER: Bjorn Borg 

10. It originally featured a gay housekeeper named Coco, but that character was scrapped after the show’s pilot episode. In one episode, Sophia accidentally let it slip that she knew what happened to Jimmy Hoffa, which was consistent with hints of her family’s mafia connections back in Sicily. Another character was a Southern belle named Blanche Devereaux, who often acted lasciviously and referred to her father as “Big Daddy.” However, the show arguably centered on Dorothy Zbornak, a character portrayed by Beatrice Arthur. FTP, name this television show which also featured the acting talents of Rue McClanahan, Estelle Getty, and Betty White, and which documented the lives of four female senior citizens living under one roof in Miami, Florida.    

ANSWER: The Golden Girls    

11. In this film, Chad the nanny offers his jazz tapes to the protagonist in the hopes that he will use them during sex. The main figure’s life begins to take a new turn after he is fired from his job at SMI by his protégé Bob Sugar and after he is dumped by his girlfriend Avery Bishop. Bonnie Hunt plays the sister of Dorothy Boyd, the woman who goes into business with and eventually falls for the protagonist. The film also features performances by Regina King, Kelly Preston, Jay Mohr, and Cuba Gooding, Jr, who won an Oscar for his role as Arizona Cardinals wide receiver Rod Tidwell. FTP, name this 1996 film, which featured such memorable lines as “You complete me” and “Show me the money!”, and which featured Renee Zellweger and Tom Cruise.  

ANSWER: Jerry Maguire  

12. When he was young, his mother accidentally shot and killed his father after seeing a silhouette and acting in self-defense, and this person has attributed his aggressive style of play to the death of his father. He once led the league in home runs with nine, all of them inside-the-park, in a year in which he also won the Triple Crown. In 1921, he was signed by the team he was currently playing for to also be the manager, but his managerial record pales in comparison to his play at the plate, when in 1927, he became the first player to reach 4000 hits in a career. For 10 points, name this player who spent most of his career with the Detroit Tigers and who holds the MLB record with a lifetime career batting average of .367. 

ANSWER: Ty Cobb 

13. Having grown up in Indianapolis, he was very happy to see the Patriots lose as he correctly predicted the upset in Super Bowl XLII. He might have also been a little biased since he is very good friends with Michael Strahan, with whom he has appeared in commercials recently. While attending college at the University of Indiana, he was diagnosed with sleep apnea and his father Norman, a physician, told him that he would probably not live past 40. He finally changed his lifestyle in 1998 when he noticed a “7 under 6” campaign at a local restaurant. For 10 points, name this man who within a year, went from 425 lbs to 190 lbs, and in the process, got hired to be a spokesperson for Subway.  

ANSWER: Jared Fogle [accept either]  

14. In one track off this album, the band declares “I made a point to burn all of the photographs” and wonders how the title figure has been, despite only remembering her face in “Whatshername”. The drummer sings of a “Rock and Roll Girlfriend” in a part of one track of this album, which was supposed to be called Cigarettes and Valentines before some songs were lost. One song on it implicates “a hymn called faith and misery”, while in another, “My shadow’s the only one who walks beside me”, both of these hallmarks in the life of the one-time St. Jimmy, Jesus of Suburbia, the subject of this album. For 10 points, name this 2004 album featuring the songs “Holiday” and “Boulevard of Broken Dreams” by Green Day.

ANSWER: American Idiot
15. The most recent DS installment of a game in this series differs from previous games in using smaller sprites and allowing special tag-team battles, though most villains are unplayable. Due to copyright, another game on this subject saw the name “Power Strike” used to rename the main character’s strongest technique.  A game for the Wii involves a story mode where an accessible mission 13.5 on hard requires Dynamic Entry to be used to kill the subject of this series and his mentor, a Sannin. That game is Clash of Ninja: Revolution, and other games based on this subject include Ninja Council for the handhelds, with newer ones featuring time skip episodes and powerful moves like the Odama Rasengan. For 10 points, name the subject of these games, a hyperactive ninja with blonde hair and an orange suit, the teammate of Sakura and Sasuke featured on a Cartoon Network anime.
ANSWER: Naruto games [accept Ninja Council off the first clue]
16. It was originally written in 1892 by Francis Bellamy, a Baptist Minister and Christian Socialist, and it was first published in the children’s magazine The Youth’s Companion as part of a celebration of the 400th anniversary of Columbus’ discovery of America. In 1923, extra words were added so that immigrants knew without a doubt what was being referred to. There has been much controversy over whether this is unconstitutional due to First Amendment rights to freedom of religion due to two words, “under God.” Often recited at public events, for 10 points, this is what phrase usually directed at the U.S. flag which shows an oath of loyalty to the country.

ANSWER: Pledge of Allegiance
17. This franchise played its home games at the Cow Palace in the first two years of its existence, and in the second year, they accumulated seventy-one losses, setting a new record which still stands to this day. This team has reached the Western Conference Finals only one time, in 2004 when they lost to the sixth seeded Calgary Flames. This team then lost in the 2006 playoffs to the Edmonton Oilers after the team’s home fans booed the Canadian national anthem in Game 5 of that series. For 10 points, name this team currently led by Patrick Marleau, Jonathan Cheechoo, and Joe Thornton, the only NHL team in the Bay Area. 

ANSWER: San Jose Sharks [accept either underlined part] 

18. This song features the voices of Whoopi Goldberg, Cheech Marin, and Jim Cummings, and Jeremy Irons only provided his voice to half of the song because he lost his voice. The marching in the video was modeled after scenes from “Triumph of the Will,” a Nazi propaganda video. The line, “a shining new era is tiptoeing nearer” reveals the singer’s plot to kill his brother and nephew so that he may become king. “You won’t get a sniff without me” and “your powers of retention are as wet as a warthog’s back side” are a few lines that are directed at the singer’s henchmen, an army of hyenas. For 10 points, name this song from The Lion King in which Scar’s “teeth and ambitions are bared.”  

ANSWER: “Be Prepared”  

19. The original script had this character named Reid Westfall, and he was to be played by John Posey. The episode “13 Candles” reveals his first kiss as Colleen Fenegan, and his worst nightmare is being naked on a Stairmaster eating a cheese log. He once dated Gia Mahan’s mother, and his red convertible, which was a gift from his wife on his 20th birthday, took a nose-dive into bay. His affinity for the guitar caused to him to assume the name Mildew, and though his wife Pam died at the hands of a drunk driver, this man has a loving family consisting of Pam’s brother Jesse and his childhood friend Joey, as well as three daughters. For 10 points, name this neat freak father of D.J., Stephanie, and Michelle on Full House, played by Bob Saget.

ANSWER: Danny Tanner [prompt on “Tanner”]

20. In a remix of this song, the title action occurs when the singer turns to station 102.1 in a Honda Accord, and at various points that music video is set before an “Atom Door” sign. The background at one setting in the video for this song features a sign selling yellow bananas two for a dollar, and 6:34 can be seen in a clock at one point in this song. The first single off the album Incredibad, this song opens in a nightclub when “we lock eyes from across the room” and the title phenomenon, which occurs upon seeing Bruce Willis dead and eating a grape, makes the singers “wear a rubber at all times, it’s a necessity” and they say that “when we’re holding hands, it’s like having sex to me”. For 10 points, name this Lonely Island single, an SNL sketch and YouTube sensation about premature ejaculation.

ANSWER: “Jizz in my pants” [accept “jizzed” for “jizz”]
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Bonuses
1. Name some old school Nickelodeon game shows for 10 points each.

[10] Hosted by Kirk Fogg, this featured teams like the Silver Snakes and Red Jaguars competing before Olmec on challenges like the Steps of Knowledge in an effort to make it to the final run.

ANSWER: Legends of the Hidden Temple
[10] The winning team on this show got to play the Room-to-Room Romp bonus round in which they had to search for a bunch of clue cards in a house to win prizes. It began with the Hidden Pictures round.
ANSWER: Finders Keepers
[10] Most commonly hosted by Omar Gooding, Donnie Jeffcoat, and Annette Chavez, this show often featured special guests like Roseanne and Chuck Norris, who aided the title contestants in such challenges as not spilling water on roller coaster rides and escaping mazes.

ANSWER: Wild and Crazy Kids
2. Jack Nicklaus won this tournament six times. Name these recent champions of the Masters Tournament FTPE: 

[10] This left-handed golfer won the first major tournament of his career when he won the Masters in 2004. He would win it again in 2006 and he is currently the 3rd-ranked golfer in the world. 

ANSWER: Phil Mickelson 

[10] This man won the Masters in 2008, exactly thirty years after fellow South African Gary Player won the tournament. 

ANSWER: Trevor Immelman 

[10] The Masters Tournament in 2007 was won by this PGA tour journeyman from Iowa City, Iowa. His previous best finish in a major was a tie for 17th at the 2005 PGA Championship. 

ANSWER: Zach Johnson 

 
3. Let’s take a little dip into Indian cinema for 10 points each.  

[10] This is the name for the Hindi movie industry, and it takes its first letter from the city in which it is based.  

ANSWER: Bollywood  

[10] This man, who was named one of Newsweek’s 50 most powerful people in the world in 2008, is clearly the most recognizable man in Bollywood. Some of his hit films include Kuch Kuch Hota Hai and Devdas.  

ANSWER: Shah Rukh Khan  

[10] This became the third Bollywood film to be nominated for an Oscar when it did so in 2001. It features Aamir Khan who leads several peasants in a cricket match against some British officers, which eventually leads to the elimination of the tax that they need to pay.

[10] This eccentric former owner of the Philadelphia 76ers and judge on “American Inventor” became the commissioner of the SlamBall in 2008.  

ANSWER: Pasquale “Pat” Croce (CROW-chee)  

7. There are many current TV shows that take place in or around the great city of Miami. Identify some of them for 10 points each.    

[10] This show follows the exploits of David Caruso as Horatio Caine and his team of forensic scientists as they solve murders and other crimes.
