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Tossups
1. This person's film roles include Samurai I Am Awry and he has starred as the "booty getting" component of Black Cop/White Cop.  His doctor, who has a degree from Ho Chi Mihn City School of Medicine, claims that this person is descended from Thomas Jefferson.  He urges people not to vote in a PSA, and a hit single he produced talks about "boys becoming men, men becoming wolves", "Werewolf Bar Mitzvah".  He has recently upset his co-workers by not sharing in the profits from the 61 million units he moved of Goregasm: The Legend of the Dong-Slayer, an adult videogame he developed.  He is usually accompanied by his entourage of Dot Com and Grizz.  Appearing in the new title of The Girlie Show, FTP, identify this character from 30 Rock who shares his first name with the former SNL star playing him.
ANSWER: Tracy Jordan (accept either underlined answer; do not accept "Tracy Morgan")
2. He appears wearing a beret in one of his early films where Sally falls in love with the son of Alexander Blom on a salvage boat, A Ship to India.   A better known earlier film, written while he was in the hospital, heavily inspired Woody Allen's Deconstructing Harry, while the island of Faro was the setting for several of his films, including one showing the perspectives of Minus, Martin, David and Karin, Through a Glass Darkly.  In addition to Smiles of a Summer Night and Winter Light, he directed a film where the protagonist intervenes at a witch burning to have the witch communicate with Satan, a film centering on Antonius Block.  Most famous for a film where a knight plays chess with death, FTP, identify this Swedish director of Wild Strawberries and The Seventh Seal.
ANSWER: Ernst Ingmar Bergman
3. He can be seen on YouTube playing "Texas Style Ping Pong" with a teammate out of Brother Rice High School, and another video claims he "Is Faggy" for a ridiculously bad dance and for trying a "Sissy Slap" against Brandon Costner.  Other exploits have seen him getting photographed jumping from a frat balcony into a pool and losing to a Greg Oden-led Lawrence North High School with his Poplar Bluff Mules on national TV.  He's tied Derrick Phelps with most steals in his home arena, and captured his conference's Freshman of the Year award in 2006.  In 2007, he ended up with a broken nose after getting elbowed by Gerald Henderson, while last year he tied a team record set by Antawn Jamison.  Making a game-winning shot against the Hokies in the 2008 ACC Championship after teammate Ty Lawson missed, FTP, name this star power forward for UNC.
ANSWER: (Andrew) Tyler "Psycho T" Hansbrough
4. Recent performances of this song have added references to "Taliban, Al Quaeda", and D.O.A. included a cover of it on their 2004 album, Live Free or Die. A reaction song to it demands you to "be thankful our country allows demonstrations", and was recorded by The Spokesmen.  Although The Turtles were the first to record this P. F. Sloan track, the most famous artist to perform it also gained mild success with "Child of Our Times" and "Sins of the Family".  Its lyrics talk about "the poundin' of the drums, the pride and disgrace" and the singer notes his "blood's so mad feels like coagulatin'".  Other lyrics mention "you're old enough to kill, but not for votin'" and it begins with "the eastern world, it is exploding".  FTP, name this scruffy 1965 Barry McGuire protest song.
ANSWER: “Eve of Destruction”

5. One scene in this film sees Coco having sex in a truck with her supervisor in exchange for drugs to stay awake, while Paul Dano has an underutilized role as Brian in a different story arc within this film.  Ethan Hawke plays the righteous uncle of one of its main characters, while Avril Lavigne gives a ridiculous performance as Alice, a college student who goes on a raid to cut ranch fences later in this film.  Bruce Willis's character Harry Rydell gives a no-nonsense speech to its protagonist about a factory in Cody, Colorado, and its screenplay was partially adapted for film by its director, Richard Linklater.  It stars Wilmer "Fez" Valderrama as illegal immigrant Raul, as well as Greg Kinnear, who plays Don Anderson, an executive investigating elevated levels of fecal matter in Mickey's Big One.  FTP, name this film based on a book by Eric Schlosser, not to be confused with Supersize Me.
ANSWER: Fast Food Nation 
6. The Reversing Everything Blog featured a three part series on hacking it, revealing an undocumented Picture Viewer and a version of Minesweeper.  A leaked picture of its next iteration increases its internal memory but eliminates the SD slot, and also rounds the oddly angled edges present in the original.  Engadget wrote a feature comparing it to a rival device by Plastic Logic, while Sony counters it with its PRS700 device, and users who purchase this device can make use of its Sprint-based Whispernet service for free.  Oprah named it one of her favorite things in the fall, and it supports annotations and bookmarking and debuted with some 80,000 titles.  FTP, name this popular off-white eBook reading device from Amazon.
ANSWER: Amazon Kindle
7. His earned team MVP honors after switching to offensive lineman on the 1969 Western Kentucky team, and for most of the '80s he served as a specials team coach for the Giants. He has had several run-ins with his general manager, including that GM letting his safety Brian Russell go to free agency and drafting linebacker Beau Bell against his wishes.  Ron Jaworski attacked the media's portrayal of him as already being fired in a Monday Night Game in which his team lost 30 to 10 against the Eagles in December.  Leaving his role as Defensive Coordinator of the Patriots in 2004 to replace interim coach Terry Robiskie, he's recently had to deal with punch-receiving quarterback Brady Quinn.  FTP, name this recently fired coach of the Cleveland Browns.
ANSWER: Romeo Crennel
8. An unreleased sequel to this game contained a "King of the Mountain" stage and a Heli power-up that allowed the title object to fly for a short period, and it had a pinball mode.  A design document for this game revealed that it was originally envisioned to be a sport played in the 27th century called Omnichron.  At LucaElia.com you can download a 3D remake of this game, while indie developer Raptisoft developed a spiritual successor starring Hamsters.  It can be purchased in a double pack with Klax on the GBA.  The original was the first real success for developer Mark Cerny and was Atari's first game with stereo sound and to be written in C.  Its NES port contained levels such as Silly and Aerial Race, although the trackball from the arcade version was not included. For 10 points, identify this game where players guide the titular ball down an isometric course.
ANSWER: Marble Madness
9. Its final season saw its male lead negotiating with the country of Kajsa to obtain finkilium while serving as king of Basenji.  An animated spin-off of this show introduced new characters like Corey Anders and Babu, and a 15 Years Later reunion show replaced its male lead, busy acting on Dallas, with Wayne Rogers.  This show's second episode saw a fight against "The Killer of Giants" and multiple episodes focussed on the lack of birthday of the title character.  Barton MacLane played Martin Peterson on this show, and Hayden Rorke's character Dr. Alfred Bellows constantly tried to get the male lead in trouble.  Its pilot saw Larry Hagman's character discovering the title character on an island after his spacecraft crashed.  FTP, identify this show starring Barbara Eden as the titular wish granter.
ANSWER: I Dream of Jeannie 
10. One indie band with this country in its title, signed to Mt. Fuji Records, play "Separated" on their MySpace page and have released the album You and Me.  Yet another indie band with this country in its name produced tracks like "Conrad" and "Crown of the Valley" for their debut album, Orange Rhyming Dictionary, and was fronted by former Jawbreaker singer Blake Schwarzenbach.  An individual from this country is described as making "each one she passes go ah" in a well known tune and is also "tall and tan and young and lovely".  Completing the title of the band "Jets to", FTP, name this South American country, most famously described in song by "The Girl from Ipanema".
ANSWER: Brazil (or Brasil for you playing at home)
11. His radio career includes playing Yoda in NPR's rendition of the Star Wars trilogy. He uttered the line "Astrodome.  Good hot dogs there" as Dr. Walter Curnow in the Space Odyssey sequel 2010, and other sci-fi roles include the villain Dr. Emilio Lizardo in The Adventures of Buckaroo Banzai Across the 8th Dimension.  He played Eric Qualen, a villain who attempted to steal $100 million from the US Treasury opposite Gabe Walker in Sylvester Stallone's Cliffhanger, while he played characters like Jose, Dr. Nix and Carter in Brian De Palma's film Raising Cain.  He earned an Oscar nomination for his role as Roberta Muldoon in The World According to Garp, and has recently voiced Lord Farquadd in Shrek.  FTP, name this actor best known for his TV role as Dick Solomon on 3rd Rock From the Sun.
ANSWER: John Arthur Lithgow
12. 24 people agreed with Neo-Geo forum poster Tom Wopat that they wanted to fuck her, and she beat out Dr. Mrs. Possible on a hotness list by wanderlist.  She uses a Delorean to travel back and time and meet Fred Flinstone in a YouTube video which turns out to be a reveal for one of her competitors, while Cloud Cult made a music video stressing her environmental ties.  Her "secret diary" contains details Dr. Botanicus' "evil plot to destroy photosynthesis" and links to a namesake cam where she shows pictures of "MYSTERY MAN".  Crappier but more famous outings show her "getting animated" with Kate K and Paul M, and she's also saved the world while surfing, snowboarding and playing hockey.  Often starring in hentai with the GEICO cavemen, FTP, name this pink-haired mascot of an online insurance company.
ANSWER: Erin Esurance (accept either underlined answer)
13. Craig Hill and Kenneth Toeby starred in a 1950s series centering on these objects, while another show that used one of these was a spin-off of a 1983 film starring Roy Scheider as Frank Murphy.  Another series centered on one of these had a crappy fourth season where The Company replaced The FIRM and Barry Van Dyke's St. John took over the starring role from Jan-Michael Vincent's Stringfellow Hawke.  Harold, one of these, engages in a race with Percy the Small Engine on an episode of Thomas the Tank Engine and Friends, while transformers that turned into one of these include Snow Cat and Blackout.  FTP, name these objects which include Airwolf, shown carrying injured soldiers in the theme to M*A*S*H.
ANSWER: Helicoptors
14. Baseball Time in Arlington notes that the 3rd worst player to play this position for the Texas Rangers was 1981 minor league standout Mike Richardt, while Negro League stars at this position included Piper Davis, Newt Allen and Hall of Famer Frank Grant.  A former player of this position served as the first coach of the Texas Rangers and is cast in bronze along with teammate Luis Aparicio at U.S. Cellular Field.  Despite weighing as little as 100 pounds, the Cubs won their two World Series with Johnny Evers playing this position, and Big Show Baseball notes that the worst all-time Hall of Fame hitter at this position was the Pirates' Bill Mazeroski.  Current players of this position include Robinson Cano, Brian Roberts and Jeff Kent.  FTP, name this baseball position played by Eddie Collins, Tony Lazzeri and Joe Morgan.
ANSWER: Second Baseman
15. Some of this show's more iconic stars include comedian "The Monkey" and an elementary teacher known as its "professor", while other stars wear orange fire pants and a Mobil gas uniform.  One of the few venues in which Morgan Hamm outclassed his brother Paul, free-runners Brian Orosco and Levi Meeuwenberg appeared on it along with a behind-the-scenes episode hosted by Olivia Munn and Kevin Pereira.  The women's version of this show gets rid of components like the Halfpipe Attack, Salmon Ladder and Warped Wall and focuses on balance and agility events like Dancing Stones and Windmill Cross.  The show it was spun-off from, Muscle Ranking, is known as Unbeatable Banzuke in America.  FTP, identify this G4 show based on Sasuke, a Japanese obstacle course game show.
ANSWER: Ninja Warrior (accept Sasuke before mentioned)
16. The music video for this song begins with the singer strumming a guitar on the deck of the Hull Billy before pulling up to a dock.  The spoken-word section at the end of this song has one singer stating "I just wanna make sure you can keep it between the navigational beacon", and it begins with another singer stating that "my boss just pushed me over the limit".  Other verses in this song ask to "get the phones for me" and state that "my Jamaican vacation's gonna start right here".  The singer also asks that you "make it a hurricane before I go insane", and a guest artist answers "funny you should ask that" after being asked "What would Jimmy Buffet do" late in this song.  FTP, name this Alan Jackson song whose chorus asks "pour me something' tall and strong" since it's the title time period.
ANSWER: “It's Five O'Clock Somewhere”
17. The opening scene in this film sees one character chastising his realtor for letting his wife know about an apartment he bought for his mistress, and that character later relates the false story that he had a recurring dream where he was drowning.  Billy Campbell plays Richard in this film, who is at one point interrogated with laughing gas, while the tall Jeff Hiller spends the entire movie with his clothes off.  Supporting roles include Aasif Mandvi, who played the protagonist's co-worker Dr. Prasher.  The protagonist relates how "it was like a terrorist attack down there" when questioned about his bowel movements before getting a colonoscopy where he dies for seven minutes.  That protagonist uses the help of Frank Herlihy, played by Greg Kinnear, to get with Egyptologist Gwen.  FTP, name this 2008 Ricky Gervais film where dentist Bertram Pincus can interact with dead people.
ANSWER: Ghost Town
18. Its cluttered forums led to the creation of a spin-off site known as The Mote, while "In Praise of Kissing Your Sister" and "A Prayer for the Tampa Bay Rays" are articles in its Sports Nut section.  David Plotz embarked on a series where he "Blogged the Bible" for this site, and it often links to content on a spin-off site, The Root.  Eliot Spitzer's first post-prostitution ring article appeared on this site, eliciting a conversation on whether prostitution was a victimless crime on its spin-off XX Factor blog.  Now owned by The Washington Post, it was originally founded as a venture by Microsoft.  The home of Mickey Kaus's Kausfiles, other popular sections on this site include Dear Prudence and The Explainer.  Its contributors appear on a regular segment on NPR's Day to Day.  FTP, name this online news magazine.
ANSWER: Slate.com
19. From 1972 to 1974 this team was coached to not much success by Joe Crozier.  The current Ottawa general manager, John Muckler, was responsible for trading Denis Tsygurov to the Kings in 1994 as part of a deal that netted them Robb Stauber and Charlie Huddy.  Rene Robert and Rick Martin made up two thirds of their French Connection line in the mid-70s.  For much of the 80s this team was led on defense by the outstanding Phil Housley, and, after moving from the Canadiens in 1970, their offense was spearheaded by center Gilbert Perreault.  Currently coached by Lindy Ruff and captained by Craig Rivert, FTP, name this hockey franchise where from 1992-1998 Dominik Hasek played, based in upstate New York.
ANSWER: Buffalo Sabres (accept either underlined answer)
20. This system's built-in programming language contained arcane instructions like "DS Less Than" and "DispTable", although the second highest rated game programmed in that language was known as FatMania. Daniel van den Ouden mysteriously ported Dune II to this system, while Ahmed El-Helw created a passable version of Frogger known as FrAWgGuts for it, in addition to a Lunar Lander port.  Later models of this system added over 163 kilobytes of FlashROM and allowed for "Applications", most notably operating systems such as MirageOS which operated by using the "2nd" and "Alpha" buttons on its controller. The home of games like Fast Tunnel and Uncle Worm, for 10 points, identify this graphic calculator cum gaming system later expanded in "Plus" and "Silver" varities.
ANSWER: TI-83 Plus Silver

[10] Smith's long time musical partner is this man, the DJ component of Smith's He's the DJ, I'm the Rapper.  His solo work includes 2002's The Magnificent.
ANSWER: DJ Jazzy Jeff (or Jeffrey A. Townes)
[10] He's the DJ, I'm the Rapper contained this breakout hit for DJ Jazzy Jeff & The Fresh Prince.  Among the antics described in this song are the speaker picking up a girl in a brand new Porsche and going to McDonalds.
ANSWER: Parents Just Don't Understand
[10] This single from And in This Corner... sees Smith bragging that he has "been training 20 hours a day lifting big old cars and big bails of hay" in order to defeat the titular boxer.
ANSWER: I Think I Can Beat Mike Tyson
2.  One of this bowl's most notable games took place in 1987 when Penn State's 14-to-10 defeat of Miami made the Nittany Lions the national champions.  FTPE:
[10] Name this bowl game held in Arizona, most recently featuring Texas take on Ohio State.
ANSWER: Tostito's Fiesta Bowl
[10] The first Fiesta Bowl game saw Arizona State defeat this school 45 to 38.  They'd later defeat Nebraska in the 1988 Fiesta Bowl thanks to Wide Receiver Herb Gainer and QB Danny McManus.
ANSWER: Florida State University (or FSU; do not accept or prompt on just "Florida")
[10] Nebraska was rocketed to a 62-24 victory over Florida in the 1996 Fiesta Bowl thanks to the arm of this quarterback, who finished runner-up in the Heisman votes that year to Eddie George.
ANSWER: Tommie James Frazier, Jr.

3. Identify the following about the television career of Candice Bergen, FTPE.
[10] Bergen famously drew criticism from Dan Quayle while starring as the titular news anchor on this CBS sitcom of the late '80s and '90s.
ANSWER: Murphy Brown
[10] Bergen appeared on three episodes of this show, playing Enid Mead, the editor of Vogue.  Other characters include Mikhail Baryshnikov's Aleksandr Petrovsky and Willie Garson's Stanford Blatch.
ANSWER: Sex and the City
[10] Bergen also voiced Gloria Ironbachs, who teaches Peter sensitivty training on Family Guy after Peter makes crude remarks to a co-worker at this establishment where he worked until the death of Mr. Weed.
ANSWER: Happy-Go-Lucky Toys Factory

4. Identify some of these unorthodox titles available on the DS, for 10 points each.
[10] This Nintendo-developed series, whose mascot is Dr. Kawashima, was one of the first of many self help DS games.  The original contained modes like Syllable Count and Reading Aloud as well as Sudoku.
ANSWER: Brain Age
[10] Korg released a genuine one of these for the DS known as the "DS-10".  As expected, there are flanger and chorus settings built in, and real-life examples include many made by Robert Moog.
ANSWER: Synthesizer
[10] This exciting Ubisoft game, part of a series that also includes "Pet Hospital", "Teacher" and "Interior Designer", has you taking care of up to 6 of the title entities in awesome mini-games like rocking the cradle.  Apparently the stork is pretty annoying.
ANSWER: Imagine: Babyz (or Imagine: Babies)
5. Identify some of these actresses from the 1970s, FTPE.
[10] Although she'd later play Bianca Burnette in Scream 3, this actress is way better known for playing the daughter of Padme Amidala in the original Star Wars trilogy.
ANSWER: Carrie Frances Fisher
[10] She played Nurse Diesel in Mel Brooks' 1977 film High Anxiety, as well as Frau Blucher in Brooks' Young Frankenstein.  In a more serious role, she won the 1971 Best Supporting Actress Oscar for playing Ruth Popper in The Last Picture Show.
ANSWER: Cloris Leachman
[10] The same year Leachman won for Last Picture Show, this actress captured Best Actress for her role as Bree Daniels in Alan Paluka's film Klute.  Later in the decade this Barbarella star would appear alongside George Segal in Fun with Dick and Jane.
ANSWER: Lady Jane Seymour Fonda
6. Pull a Jack Brounstein and chug an energy drink in between each part of this bonus on energy drinks, FTPE.
[10] The namesake of the New York MLS team, the company behind this drink also sponsors an Air Race World Series and advertise through crudely drawn commercials.
ANSWER: Red Bull
[10] 5-Hour Energy's ubiquitous commercials let you know that it doesn't contain any of this tsk-tsk inducing ingredient from a Brazilian fruit.  It's an active ingredient in Bawls and Monster Energy.
ANSWER: Guarana
[10] The world's only energy drink with three exclamation points in its title (!!!), its new grape flavor claims to be "the first energy drink with the great benefits of taste and Acai berry".  Paul Wall is one dude who endorses it.
ANSWER: Crunk!!! Energy Drink
[Anyone who actually chugged energy drinks in between the bonus parts should be awarded an extra 10 points]
7. Celebrate the breaking of the Curse of Billy Penn by answering some questions about the 2008 Phillies, FTPE.
[10] Before saying Philly was "world fucking champions" on live TV, this second baseman hit two homers against the Rays despite going 0-for-24 near the end of the season.
ANSWER: Chase Cameron Utley
[10] This clutch pinch hitter, traded for Fabio Castro from Toronto in April, hit a go-ahead home run against the Dodgers in Game 4 of that series.
ANSWER: Matthew Wade "Matt" Stairs
[10] Although he often shared time during the season with Chris Coste, Coste's bad hitting resulted in this catcher eclipsing his lackluster .242 average to hit a homer and a walk-off single against the Rays.
ANSWER: Carlos Joaquin Ruiz
8. Cher songs, FTPE.
[10] Cher's biggest hit of the '90s, this title track of a 1998 album made use of a pitch-correcting effect later called the "Cher effect" and made all the kids scream as the final encore song on her Farewell tour.
ANSWER: Believe
[10] One of Cher's most notable songs is this duet sung with Sonny Bono.  Its lyrics mention that "they say we're young and we don't know" and that "our love won't pay the rent".
ANSWER: I Got You Babe
[10] Topping the charts in 1973, this other title track begins by stating "My father married a pure Cherokee / My mother's people were ashamed of me".
ANSWER: Half-Breed  

9.  James Van Der Beek guest starred as Simon, the washed-up former duet singer of the Canadian single "Sandcastles in the Sand", on this show.  FTPE:
[10] Name this show, narrated by Bob Saget, and co-starring Alyson Hannigan as Lily Aldrin.
ANSWER: How I Met Your Mother
[10] The most notable character on How I Met Your Mother is this womanizer, played by Neil Patrick Harris, who has a half brother played by Wayne Brady and likes to say catchphrases like "suit up" and "legendary".
ANSWER: Barney Stimson (accept either underlined answer)
[10] In a recent episode, Marshall's quest to find the best hamburger he ever had is thwarted by an ATM from this bank replacing the storefront of where he thought the restaurant would be.  Shortly thereafter, Marshall admits he is now working for this bank.
ANSWER: Goliath National Bank
10. Stuff about this year's Golden Globes nominations, FTPE.
[10] Eric Roth earned a nomination for his adaptation of its screenplay, and David Fincher got a nomination for his direction of the film.  Oh yeah, Brad Pitt also earned a nomination for playing the titular dude who ages backwards.
ANSWER: The Curious Case of Benjamin Button
[10] Although Milk was not nominated for Best Picture, this actor did earn a nomination for his role as Harvey Milk.  He's also starred as Willie Stark in All the King's Men.
ANSWER: Sean Justin Penn
[10] This director was nominated for his adaptation of Richard Yates' Revolutionary Road.  He's also directed Jarhead and Road to Perdition.
ANSWER: Samuel Alexander "Sam" Mendes
11. His final album was 2002's Brainwashed and earlier he established the Dark Horse Records label to put out records like Thirty Three & 1/3.  FTPE:
[10] Name this musician, also known for songs like "Got My Mind Set On You" as well as "I Need You" and "Piggies".
ANSWER: George Harold Harrison
[10] Harrison released this triple album immediately following the breakup of The Beatles.  Its most popular song, "My Sweet Lord", was unintentionally plagiarized from "He's So Fine" by The Chiffons.
ANSWER: All Things Must Pass
[10] Harrison's "The Inner Light" first appeared as the B-Side to this Beatles' single, whose title figure's "stockings needed mending" and who has "children at [her] feet" and "baby at [her] breast".
ANSWER: Lady Madonna  
12. Answer some questions about classic Hanna-Barbera cartoons, FTPE.
[10] The title character of this '60s show had a dog named Bandit and also hung around with Indian kid Hadji while his dad and Race Bannon took him on lots of adventures.
ANSWER: Johnny Quest
[10] This wet blanket always tried to get Yogi Bear not to steal Mr. Ranger's picnic basket.  He wore a bow-tie and was a lot smaller than Yogi, and was suspected of being a terrorist in a Harvey Birdman episode.
ANSWER: Boo Boo Bear
[10] This ape's namesake show trailblazed the toy tie-in revenue stream when it aired in the mid-60s.  Most episodes focused on Mr. Peebles trying to sell him from his pet store.
ANSWER: Magilla Gorilla   
13. Answer some questions about crappy Martin Lawrence films, FTPE.
[10] Lawrence starred as both Malcolm Turner and Hattie Mae Pierce, the titular Georgian grandmother in this 2000 comedy.  Nia Long played love interest Sherry Pierce.
ANSWER: Big Momma's House
[10] One of Martin Lawrence's co-stars in the awful Wild Hogs was this actor, whose other film roles include playing Eliot Arnold in 2002's Big Trouble and Luther Krank in Christmas with the Kranks.
ANSWER: Tim Allen
[10] With the excellent tagline "A comedy where old school meets middle school!!!!", this lackluster 2005 film starred Lawrence as Roy McCormick, a successful basketball coach forced to start coaching the Mount Vernon Middle School team.
ANSWER: Rebound
14. Identify some of these offerings you can find on Xbox Live Arcade, for 10 points each.
[10] A popular title on the arcade is the HD Remix of the "Super Turbo" version of this popular arcade fighting game.  This sequel and its subsequent iterations introduced us to characters like Akuma and T. Hawk.
ANSWER: Super Street Fighter II Turbo

[10] Although The Master of Ballantrae was directed by William Keighley, the similar Errol Flynn vehicle The Adventures of Robin Hood saw Keighley replaced as director by this Hungarian-born man, best known for directing Casablanca.
ANSWER: Michael Curtiz (or Mano Kertesz Kaminer or Mihaly Kertesz)
[10] Although she did not have a role in The Master of Ballantrae, this actress played opposite Flynn in several films, including playing Arabella Bishop in Captain Blood.
ANSWER: Olivia Mary de Havilland 
17. Identify the following about a certain comic strip, FTPE.
[10] Typically appearing in one-panel strips, this bald and pants-less character is drawn by Tom Wilson.  He's also got a pretty big nose.
ANSWER: Ziggy
[10] In the Seinfeld episode "The Cartoon", this character gets a job drawing comics for the New Yorker but inadvertently rips off a Ziggy comic in the process.
ANSWER: Elaine Benes (accept either underlined answer)
