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1. The father of this character failed to assassinate Fidel Castro, and he was born in a bathroom at Yankee Stadium. In the episode “Returning Japanese” we learn that he has a half-brother named Junichiro. He is often at odds with his (*) Laotian neighbor, Kahn and his father, Cotton. He likes Alamo Beer, which he drinks with Dale, Bill, and Boomhauer. He works for Buck Strickland selling propane and propane accessories. He only has one child, due to his narrow urethra. For 10 points, name this father of Bobby and husband of Peggy, the main character on FOX’s King of the Hill. 

ANSWER: Hank Hill <Dan>
2. This athlete was the world’s highest-paid professional in July 2008 and has not played since August 2008 because of a right shoulder injury. In 2005, this Russian was ranked Number One in the world but was unseated by Lindsay Davenport. She won the 2008 Australian Open and the 2006 U.S. Open. She beat (*) Serena Williams to win Wimbledon in 2004. For 10 points, name this Russian tennis star who appeared in Sports Illustrated and a series of commercials that told people “to make every shot a PowerShot” with Canon. 
ANSWER: Maria Sharapova <Jeff>
3. The singer of this song leaves Zelda because he doesn’t want to join the Columbia Record Club. But this song says that’s “just the way things go in” the titular location, where a hermaphrodite with one nostril steals the singer’s lucky (*) snorkel. The singer is in the titular location because he almost guessed the number of molecules on Leonard Nimoy’s butt. He gets here on a flight with two Albanian women and buys a box full of weasels instead of a donut. But, this is better than being force-fed a “big bowl of sauerkraut.” For 10 points, name this song in which “Weird Al” Yankovic find happiness in the titular New Mexico city.
ANSWER: “Albuquerque” <Dan>
4. They joined the NBA in 1976 along with the Pacers, Nuggets, and Nets. They found early success with George Gervin during the ‘70s and ‘80s, and regained that glory with an NBA-MVP center who wore number 50, (*) David Robinson. He formed the “Twin Towers” with a power forward from the Virgin Islands. Their D-League affiliate is the Austin Toros and their coach is Greg Popovich. For 10 points, name this basketball team that won NBA titles in 1999, 2003, 2005, and 2007 with Manu Ginóbili, Tony Parker, and Tim Duncan.

ANSWER: San Antonio Spurs [accept either] <Dan>
5. Douglas Rain provided its voice and it was created by Dr. Langley in Urbana, Illinois and became operational on January 12th, 1992. After reading the lips of David Bowman and Frank Poole, it plots to kill all the astronauts and scientists aboard the Jupiter-bound Discovery One. Bowman shuts it down and it begins to sing, (*) “a bicycle built for two.” Its name stands for Heuristically Programmed Algorithmic Computer and it famously says, “I’m sorry, Dave. I’m afraid I can’t do that.” For 10 points, name this evil computer, from Stanley Kubrick’s 2001: A Space Odyssey, which has a glowing, red camera eye.
ANSWER: HAL 9000 <Dan>
6. The first installment in this series was released for the Nintendo Entertainment System and the plot revolves around four elemental orbs and fiends. Another game pits Cloud Strife against the evil Sephiroth, and a spinoff of this game is subtitled “Dirge of Cerberus.” The series has spawned a movie, subtitled (*) “The Spirits Within.” The eleventh game is the only one in the series to be classified as an MMORPG. The tenth game, released on PS2, revolves around Tidus, Yuna, and the giant sea monster Sin. For ten points, name this expansive series of role playing games created by Square Enix.
ANSWER: Final Fantasy <Jeff>
7. This man played Young Rölf in Zombies in the Snow and wrote plays under the pseudonym Al Funcoot. He accidentally infected his lover with Medusoid Mycellium before delivering the cure, a horseradish apple. In search of the sugar bowl, he burns down Heimlich Hospital and the Caligari Carnival and demands a dinner of roast beef, not (*) pasta puttanesca. Disguised as Stephano, he tries to cover up his unibrow and the tattoo of an eye on his ankle. This V.F.D. member loved Lemony Snicket’s sister and sought the Baudelaires’ fortune. For 10 points, name this villain portrayed by Jim Carrey in the film adaptation of A Series of Unfortunate Events. 

ANSWER: Count Olaf
8. David Jones created this video game series, which features voice talent from Peter Fonda and Gary Busey. A car in this game known as the Yardie Lobo has built in hydraulics. In one installment, Tommy Vercetti rises to the head of his own crime syndicate. The 2004 installment had to be edited and rereleased after a gamer found an inactive (*) X-rated mini-game initiated with a request to come inside and share a beverage, “hot coffee.” For 10 points, name this open-world video game series, full of cheat codes, fast cars, and prostitutes, created by Rockstar Games, that has been set in Liberty City, San Andreas, and Vice City. 
ANSWER: Grand Theft Auto <Jeff>
9. Shakira and Wyclef Jean performed to open this event and Horacio Elizondo was the center referee. During the game, Florent Malouda was not awarded a penalty after Zambrotta’s tackle in the box and Luca Toni had a goal disallowed on an offside call. After a goal by Materazzi and a seventh-minute penalty from (*) Zidane, this match was tied 1-1. It went to extra time, where Zidane was sent off after he head-butted Materazzi. Italy would go on to win 5-3 after best-of-five penalty kicks. For 10 points, name this soccer match played on July 9th, 2006, in Berlin between France and Italy that determined the winner of a major soccer tournament. 
ANSWER: 2006 FIFA World Cup Final [accept clear-knowledge equivalents] <Dan>
10. In an episode called "Dreamland," this character switches bodies with a Man in Black, and he returns in the series finale, titled "The Truth," to kill a super soldier. He studied psychology at Oxford and his father might be the (*) Cigarette Smoking Man.  His sister, Samantha, was abducted by aliens and his peers nicknamed him “Spooky.” He likes sunflower seeds and has a poster that declares “I Want to Believe.” He has a son named William with Gillian Anderson’s Special Agent Dana Scully. For 10 points, name this FBI Agent played by David Duchovny on FOX’s The X-Files. 
ANSWER: Special Agent Fox William Mulder <Dan> 
11. It owns the Internet Movie Database and, in 2004, it was sued by the Humane Society for selling cockfighting magazines. In 2008, it was found to be selling “I Love Hitler” t-shirts. In 2000, it patented “One-Click” shopping. Users can also explore potential purchases with the (*) “Search Inside this Book” feature. It operates A9.com, a search engine of other e-commerce sites. It sells an electronic book reader called the Kindle, appropriate since it was founded by Jeff Bezos to sell books. For 10 points, name this e-commerce company, the world’s largest online retail site. 
ANSWER: Amazon.com, Inc. <Dan>
12. His middle name is Lee-Harvey, Tiberius, or Tyrone, and his alter ego is Tek Jansen. In 2006, he famously quipped the Bush administration was “rearranging the deck chairs on the Hindenburg.” In 2007, he started the WristStrong campaign for victims of (*) “wrist violence.” Doritos sponsored his 2008 “Hail to the Cheese” Presidential Campaign. He authored I am America (And So Can You!) and is afraid of bears. He worships Bill “Papa Bear” O’Reilly and coined the word “truthiness.” For 10 points, name this man who hosts a namesake “Report” (ree-POHR) on Comedy Central. 

ANSWER: Stephen Colbert <Dan>
13. Soak City and Hotel Breakers are on its property, and, in 2008, it opened an attraction which has a 95 degree first drop, the Maverick.  It is home to a twin-track coaster, Gemini, as well as Mantis and Raptor. Its oldest attraction is a wooden coaster called Blue Streak. The track of (*) Magnum XL-200 extends into Lake Erie. While walking around here, you might encounter characters from Peanuts before you get in line for Millennium Force or Top Thrill Dragster. For 10 points, name this amusement park located in Sandusky, Ohio—“America’s Roller Coast.” 

ANSWER: Cedar Point <Dan>
14. When the main character of this video game shoots an arrow towards the sun after emerging victorious from a certain dungeon, he can obtain the fire arrows. In the quest for a powerful sword, the gamer must deliver a Poacher’s Saw to some carpenters and some eye drops to a giant blacksmith. The gamer must complete a race with Dampe to acquire the (*) hookshot under a cemetery in Kakariko Village. Dungeons near Zora’s Domain in this game include Jabu-Jabu’s Belly and the Ice Cavern. For 10 points, name this N64 game with two distinct time frames in which Link manipulates his world with the Master Sword and by playing songs on the titular blue instrument.
ANSWER: The Legend of Zelda: Ocarina of Time <Jeff>
15. She sang that she is addicted to someone’s “taste of poison paradise” and confessed “When I’m not with you, I lose my mind” and “If there’s nothing missing in my life/Then why do these tears come at night.” She married the performer of (*) “PopoZão,” and her debut album featured “(You Drive Me) Crazy,” and a music video for a song on that album features her in a gray sweater, white shirt, and short skirt. In 2007, this former Mouseketeer shaved her head. For 10 points, name this singer who married Kevin Federline and sang “Toxic” and “…Baby One More Time.” 

ANSWER: Britney Spears [accept either] <Jeff>
16. In this film, no one can understand Inspector Kemp. The title character is engaged to Madeline Kahn’s uptight character, Elizabeth, but he might have a new love interest in Inga, who likes his Shawnstück. Horses whinny whenever (*) Frau Blücher is mentioned. A hunchbacked lab assistant accidentally retrieves the brain of “Abby Normal” and puts it in a monster who later dances to “Puttin’ on the Ritz.” This 1974 comedy was shot in black and white and features Cloris Leachman and Gene Wilder. For 10 points, name this Mel Brooks film, about a mad scientist who returns to Transylvania to continue his grandfather’s quest to reanimate the dead. 
ANSWER: Young Frankenstein <Dan> 
17. This band filmed a music video for the title track of a recent album in the San Quentin State Prison in 2003. Their song “Call of Ktulu” won a 2001 Grammy for Best Rock Instrumental Performance. They sing “Time marches on” for the titular figure in a song named after a Hemingway novel. The string band (*) Apocalyptica covered several songs from this artist, and their albums include S&M, Load, and ReLoad. Their 2008 release is titled Death Magnetic and contains “The Day that Never Comes” and “Cyanide.” For 10 points, name this metal band who recorded both “Enter Sandman” and “Master of Puppets.”
ANSWER: Metallica <Jeff.>
18. The movies of this production company frequently feature the former SNL cast-mates of its founder, like Dana Carvey, Rob Schneider, and David Spade in Master of Disguise, The Animal, and The Benchwarmers. This company’s name is taken from (*) two movies: one in which the title character is read “The Puppy Who Lost His Way” and another in which Bob Barker is sucker-punched. Its one animated film, which features the “The Chanukah Song,” is Eight Crazy Nights. For 10 points, name this company that produced Little Nicky, Mr. Deeds, 50 First Dates, Click, and Bedtime Stories, which all feature its founder, Adam Sandler. 
ANSWER: Happy Madison Productions <Dan> 
19. In one song, this rapper dedicated his album to “all the teachers that told me I’d never amount to nothing.” In another song, he admonishes listeners to perform a specific gesture if they are skilled at wooing women. Despite representing East Coast hip-hop, he died in Los Angeles in (*) 1997 in a drive-by shooting. His birth name is Christopher Wallace and his most popular album, Life After Death, was released posthumously and contained the songs “Mo Money Mo Problems” and “Hypnotize.” For 10 points, name this Brooklyn-born rapper who feuded with Tupac Shakur and is also known as Biggie Smalls.

ANSWER: Notorious B.I.G. [or Biggie Smalls before mentioned; or Christopher Wallace before mentioned; prompt on “Big Poppa”; prompt on “Frank White”] <Jeff>
20. This surname titles a LA rock band fronted by Robert Schwartzman with hits like "When Did Your Heart Go Missing?" and "I'm Shakin'." It is also the surname of an actor who played Andy Hardy, a commentator who hosts his (*) "Few Minutes" segment at the end of  60 Minutes, a British athlete who was sent off in the quarterfinal of the 2006 World Cup, and Jeffrey Jones' character who antagonizes Matthew Broderick in a certain film. For 10 points, give this surname shared by actor Mickey, anchor Andy, soccer star Wayne, and the Dean of Students in Ferris Bueller's Day Off.
ANSWER: Rooney [Francis Rooney, Rooney, Mickey Rooney, Andy Rooney, Wayne Rooney, Ed Rooney] <Dan>
TB. This group competed in the Eurovision contest with the song “Waterloo.” They were extensively covered by the teen pop group A*Teens, who performed renditions of their songs “S.O.S.” and “Gimme! Gimme! Gimme!” This band sings, (*) “You can dance/You can jive/Having the time of your life.” They sang “Money, Money, Money” and “Fernando,” as well as that song, “Dancing Queen.” For 10 points, name this Swedish group whose music inspired a Broadway musical and movie titled Mamma Mia.
ANSWER: ABBA <Jeff>
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
